Section 8 Rental Assistance Housing Program


Information and Documents to Bring With You When You Come For Your Interview
1. PERSONAL DECLARATION FORM:  Every question must be answered. 

2. INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR FAMILY MEMBERS:

a. Family Member Status: Birth certificates or other proof of age for all family members and social security cards for all family members.

b. Children and Full Time Student Status:  Bring birth certificates, custody agreements, adoption papers, or other proof that the children are members of your household.  Also, bring information regarding any member of your household who is 18 years of age or older and a full-time student.  We will need to see his/her current school registration form.  If the student has been accepted but has not yet enrolled, we will need a letter of acceptance from the school. 

c. Person with Disability Status: This is not necessary if you are eligible and do not wish to claim this deduction.  If the head of household or spouse is under the age of 62, please bring proof of disability assistance from public agencies, doctors, or other source. 

3. INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR INCOME

a. Earned Income:  Please bring in the following if they apply to members of your household who are 18 years of age or older.  We will make copies of original documents if you do not have copies.  We will conduct a written verification from the employer of the appropriate agency.

i. Name, address, and telephone number of employer

ii. Current rate of pay, and overtime pay

iii. Number of hours worked per week, and how often paid

iv. Information about any known changes

v. Other type of income you expect to receive from employment such as tips, commissions, profit sharing programs, bonuses, etc.
b. Pensions:  Bring your latest check and the name, address, and telephone number of the company.

c. Benefit Income and Other Income:  Unemployment compensation, Social Security, Supplemental Social Security, Disability Income, Alimony, Child Support, Public Assistance, Regular support from family members or friends.  If any member of your family receives any of the above examples of income or something similar bring the following information:

i. Name, address, and telephone number of payer

ii. Amount received

iii. How often received

iv. Check copy

4. INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR FEDERAL PREFERENCE


a. Paying 50 percent or more toward rent and utilities:  Bring in your current lease and three months rent receipts along with information regarding the utility supplier.

b. Substandard Housing:  Ask the Housing Authority for the substandard housing certification form.

c. Involuntary Displacement:  Bring the notice to vacate from your landlord, or if you have been forced to move because of a natural disaster, bring the notice of eligibility from the Disaster Field Office, or ask the Housing Authority for the involuntary displacement certification form.

5. INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR ASSETS

             
      Please bring in the following information, as necessary, for every family member 
      of your household.  It may be necessary for us to make copies of the original  
      documents brought with you. 

a. Any amounts held in a bank or savings institution:  This includes but is not limited to Savings accounts, Certificate of Deposit, IRA and Keogh accounts, and Checking accounts.  Bring the following information:

i. Institution name, address, and telephone number

ii. Account number

iii. Statements

b. Real Estate you own:  Bring information about the current value of the property.  If you own property and rent it, bring the address of the property and the information about how much income you receive and what expenses you have for the property.

c. Stocks, Bonds, Trusts, Other Investment:  Bring account numbers and statements on the value of investments and information about income from investments.

d. Life Insurance Policies:  Bring the name and address of the company and the policy numbers.

e. Other Income: For any other type of income your family has, bring the name, address, and telephone number of the source of the income and information about the amount of the income.

f. Assets sold or given away in the past two years:  If you have sold or given away any assets in the past two years, (such as giving a home or any amount of money to another family member) please bring information about this situation.

6. INFORMATION ABOUT YOUR EXPENSES

a. Daycare Expenses: If you or your spouse work or go to school and you pay someone to take care of your children 12 years of age or younger, or to take care of a disabled family member, please bring information regarding the person or agency that provides this care.

b. Medical Expenses:  If you or your spouse is 1) elderly, or 2) disabled, please bring in proof of payment for expenses you made over the past 12 months for doctor bills, dental bills, hospital care, medical insurance premiums, medicines, etc. which were not covered by insurance, Medicare, or Medicaid.  Out of pocket expenses.
