Meeting Minutes

July 5, 2007

The Gunnison County Environmental Health Board conducted a meeting in the Commissioner’s meeting room in the Blackstocks Government Center.

Call to order: By Glazer Vice-Chairperson determine quorum. Minutes of the June 21, 2007 meeting are tabled for further review.  Stenson stated that these will be emailed to the board members.  Glazer requested if the meeting was formally noticed.  Stenson indicated that there was a error listed in the papers.  We were not required to notice this in the paper.  The public notice was closed and this was technically a continuation of deliberations.  Glazer indicated that we could have to concede this meeting if challenged.  Glazer requested that this be deferred to council if challenged.
02:00 p.m.
Unscheduled Citizens:  Limit to 5 minutes per item.  No formal action can be taken at this meeting.  Glazer commenced his continued review of the Lucky Jack Mine.  Coal Creek Watershed Coalition was discussed and the members that are now on this board.  The Coalition decided to send in separate comments. Discussion of overflow and the current drainage.  A meeting of the principals will be set up with the State.  On another issue Stenson indicated that the Colorado Department of Health Water Quality Control  Division, has now created a full time ISDS staff position.  Starting July 1st the State has a surcharge of $23.00 to be collected with every ISDS permit issued.  The County has collected two fees to date.  Stenson read a letter from Amy Schwartz, with TEDX out of Paonia.   The letter discussed Oil and Gas impacts in western Colorado.  The health effects of this operation in our region will be discussed in a meeting scheduled for this Monday, July 10th at 2 p.m. at the County Building.   
Lull enters the meeting at 02:10p.m.  Meeting turned over to Lull.  
02:15 p.m.
Continuation of Public Hearing for a Special Review Request by Doug Hosier for  a denial of a septic permit for Lot 2 McCormick Ranch, near the Town of Crested Butte.  The septic permit was denied because the proposal did not meet the required Gunnison County horizontal setbacks from wetlands.  During the June 21, 2007 meeting the Board requested a continuation of the meeting.    

Lull reviewed the status of this application.  We are now in deliberations.


Glazer indicated that he had visited the site. Glazer requested that the board look at the delineation map.  Glazer requested that the board review the enclosed Google map.  
Carroll entered the plat map on this parcel.  He indicated the wetlands. 
Mr. Hosier, the owner, and Ms. Roberts, with Buckhorn Geotech Engineering, were introduced to the board.  A picture of the site was presented to show the surface run off.  Topography of the site was discussed.  Mr. Hosier discussed purchasing of wetlands bank.
Richards stated that he was in opposition to this building site, indicating the set backs were not acceptable.
Hall stated that this area appeared to be a boggy, wet area.
Glazer stated that the board was to be in deliberations, and questioned whether or not they should be taking additional information.  The board suggested that they would consider appropriate discussion.
Hall asked about the wetlands delineation.  The question was asked whether or not this was a Fen.  Discussion of Fens by the board concluded that the area was probably not a Fen.
The board reviewed the submitted site plan and Glazer repeated that the wetlands are not defined in this area.  A previous application was discussed.  Hosier’s absorption field area was reviewed.  Glazer made recommendations as to where this should be placed.  Ground frost and ground movement was discussed.
Stenson indicated that he was in receipt of the proposed design from Buckhorn Geotech and discussed their components.
Kari Roberts commenced her review of this design.    Perc rates were discussed and the county regulations.  Stability of the line in the winter time was discussed.
Richards discussed his concerns on wetlands and non jurisdictional wetlands.
Glazer stated his concerns on “non-buildable” lots in this subdivision. 
Roberts indicated that this was discussed with the owner.  Soil replacement was discussed.
Violett asked about reconfiguration of the home in this case.  Discussion commenced on relocation of the home to a different section of this lot.
Hall discussed that this board does not need to be concerned with future applications as this is a site specific application.
Staff indicated that this hearing could be continued, if the board agreed, in order to collect more information.
Glazer asked about the well set back.  Test pits were discussed.  The distance to ground water was discussed.  This parcel was sold as a 35 acre lot.
Lull suggested that the applicant consider an alternative building site. The board discussed that a 1000 gallon tank may be too small for this project and future guest home site.  Roberts asked the board what additional information they would need from her office.  The board responded to Robert’s request and made suggestions.

Motion by Richards and  2nd by Hall to deny the application as presented.  Vote called for, denied unanimously.  The board stated that applicant may reapply with a different plan.  

Glazer requested that the decision of this board be brought to the Planning Commission’s attention concerning this subdivision and the lot problems.
Stenson indicated that the two boards might have a joint meeting.  The E. H. Board requested that staff meet with the planning staff to discuss these problems and what solutions they may be able to come up with.  This will be added as old business to the next meeting.

Hall made the motion to adjourn 3:30 p.m., 2nd by   Richards.   Carried.
