Marketing District (“District”) for the year ended December 31, 2014. We will audit the financial statements of the
governmental activities, and the aggregate remaining fund information, which collectively comprise the basic
financial statements of Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District as of and for the year ended December 31,
2014. Accounting standards generally accepted in the United States of America provide for certain required
supplementary information (RSI), such as management’s discussion and analysis (MD&A), to supplement
Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District’s basic financial statements.

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Management Responsibilities

Management is responsible for the basic financial statements and all accompanying information as well as all
representations contained therein. You are also responsible for making all management decisions and performing
all management functions; for designating an individual with suitable skill, knowledge, or experience to oversee
our assistance with the preparation of your financial statements and related notes and any other nonattest
services we provide; and for evaluating the adequacy and results of those services and accepting responsibility
for them.

Management is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal controls, including monitoring
ongoing activities; for the selection and application of accounting principles; and for the fair presentation in the
financial statements of the respective financial position of the governmental activities, each major fund, and the
aggregate remaining fund information of the Gunnison River Valley Local Marketing District and the respective
changes in financial position and where applicable, cash flows, in conformity with U.S. generally accepted
accounting principles.

Management is also responsible for making all financial records and related information available to us and for the
accuracy and completeness of that information. You are also responsible for providing us with (1) access to all
information of which you are aware that is relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of the financial
statements, (2) additional information that we may request for the purpose of the audit, and (3) unrestricted
access to persons within the government from whom we determine it necessary to obtain audit evidence.

Your responsibilities include adjusting the financial statements to correct material misstatements and confirming
to us in the written representation letter that the effects of any uncorrected misstatements aggregated by us
during the current engagement and pertaining to the latest period presented are immaterial, both individually and
in the aggregate, to the financial statements taken as a whole.

You are responsible for the design and implementation of programs and controls to prevent and detect fraud, and
for informing us about all known or suspected fraud or illegal acts affecting the government involving (1)
management, (2) employees who have significant roles in internal control, and (3) others where the fraud or illegal
acts could have a material effect on the financial statements. Your responsibilities include informing us of your
knowledge of any allegations of fraud or suspected fraud affecting the government received in communications
from employees, former employees, regulators, or others.

You are responsible for the preparation of the supplementary information in conformity with U.S. generally
accepted accounting principles. You agree to include our report on the supplementary information in any
document that contains and indicates that we have reported on the supplementary information. You also agree to
include the audited financial statements with any presentation of the supplementary information that includes our
report. Your responsibilities include acknowledging to us in the representation letter that (1) you are responsible
for presentation of the supplementary information in accordance with GAAP; (2) that you believe the
supplementary information, including its form and content, is fairly presented in accordance with GAAP; (3) that
the methods of measurement or presentation have not changed from those used in the prior period (or, if they
have changed, the reasons for such changes); and (4) you have disclosed to us any significant assumptions or
interpretations underlying the measurement or presentation of the supplementary information.

Audit Procedures—General

An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements; therefore, our audit will involve judgment about the number of transactions to be examined and the
areas to be tested. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the
reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of the financial statements. We will plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable rather than
absolute assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement, whether from (1)
errors, (2) fraudulent financial reporting, (3) misappropriation of assets, or (4) violations of laws or governmental
regulations that are attributable to the entity or to acts by management or employees acting on behalf of the entity.

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Audit Procedures — General (continued)

Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, combined with the inherent limitations of internal control, and
because we will not perform a detailed examination of all transactions, there is a risk that material misstatements
may exist and not be detected by us, even though the audit is properly planned and performed in accordance with
U.S. generally accepted auditing standards. In addition, an audit is not designed to detect immaterial
misstatements, or violations of laws or governmental regulations that do not have a direct and material effect on
the financial statements. However, we will inform the appropriate level of management of any material errors or
any fraudulent financial reporting or misappropriation of assets that come to our attention. We will also inform the
appropriate level of management of any violations of laws or governmental regulations that come to our attention,
unless clearly inconsequential. Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and
does not extend to any later periods for which we are not engaged as auditors.

Our procedures will include tests of documentary evidence supporting the transactions recorded in the accounts,
and may include tests of the physical existence of inventories, and direct confirmation of receivables and certain
other assets and liabilities by correspondence with selected individuals, funding sources, creditors, and financial
institutions. We will request written representations from your attorneys as part of the engagement, and they may
bill you for responding to this inquiry. At the conclusion of our audit, we will require certain written representations
from you about the financial statements and related matters.

Audit Procedures—Internal Control

Our audit will include obtaining an understanding of the entity and its environment, including internal control,
sufficient to assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements and to design the nature, timing,
and extent of further audit procedures. An audit is not designed to provide assurance on internal control or to
identify deficiencies in internal control. However, during the audit, we will communicate to management and those
charged with governance internal control related matters that are required to be communicated under AICPA
professional standards.

Audit Procedures—Compliance

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material
misstatement, we will perform tests of the District's compliance with the provisions of applicable laws, regulations,
contracts, and agreements. However, the objective of our audit will not be to provide an opinion on overall
compliance and we will not express such an opinion.

Engagement Administration, Fees, and Other

We understand that your employees will prepare all cash or other confirmations we request and will locate any
documents selected by us for testing.

CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This Consulting Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 1st day of January, 2015, is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, 200 East
Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Dr. John Tarr, MD, 1084 Seneca Drive,
Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Consultant”).

RECITALS
Consultant provides professional services regarding medical consultation for the public health
nurse and the environmental health official and other duties of the Gunnison County Medical
Officer for the county health department (“Services”). Gunnison County desires to engage
Consultant to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2015 and shall terminate on December
31, 2015, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Consultant shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to commence,
diligently pursue, and complete the services and other duties of the Gunnison County Medical
Officer as more specifically set forth in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this
reference. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Consultant’s profession and all applicable federal, state and local laws
and regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Consultant acknowledges
that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional or
other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do so.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT.

By approval of this professional services agreement, the Gunnison County Department of Health
and Human Services shall work towards reporting and accomplishing its Result Measure that 85%
of reported conditions as defined by Colorado Board of Health for disease surveillance are
investigated and CERDS data is complete.

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.
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In exchange for Consultants performance of the Services, during the Term, Gunnison County shall
pay Consultant, upon full execution of this Agreement, $1,200 per year (5100 per month) to carry
out the Scope of Services attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit A.

5. INSURANCE.

Consultant agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement, Consultant shall carry and
maintain, in full force and effect and at his sole cost and expense, the following insurance policies.
Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Consulting Agreement, Consultant will provide an
insurance certificate to Gunnison County for the coverages required herein which shall state that
such policy shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to
Gunnison County.

(a) Comprehensive Professional Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount not
less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate of Bodily Injury Liability.

6. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without cause,
upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Consultant and, therefore, Consultant shall not delegate
or assign his duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of Gunnison County
which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the
terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns
of either party.

8. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give to
the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if delivered
personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different address
to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out his obligations and activities under this Agreement, Consultant is
acting as an independent contractor.

(b) Consultant acknowledges and agrees that Consultant is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison
County. Further, Consultant is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys
paid him related to the services.

(c) Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement, for the purposes of the
Colorado Governmental Immunity Act, Consultant is an employee of Gunnison County and is

entitled to all of the protections of that Act.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the
subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations and
representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

11. MISCELLANEQUS.

(a) SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to be
invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions thereof, shall
nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

(b) AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the parties to be
bound thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is, or
shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of governmental
immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.





12. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to this Agreement
shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

13. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

Consultant certifies that he does not and will not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens
to work under this contract. Consultant further certifies that he has required his subcontractors
if any to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under
this contract. Finally, Consultant certifies that he has attempted to verify the eligibility of his
employees and subcontractors if any to work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification
Program operated by the Department of Homeland Security.

LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this __ day of
2015, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY
OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, whose
address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (hereinafter “Lessor”) and the
OFFICE FOR RESOURCE EFFICIENCY, whose address is 202 E. Georgia Ave.,
Gunnison, CO 81230. (hereinafter "ORE").

WHEREAS, Lessor owns the real property known as the Gunnison County Housing
Authority Offices located at 202 E. Georgia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (hereinafter the “Blue
House”); and

WHEREAS, Lessor has determined that it would be in the best interest of the public if a
portion of the Blue House, consisting of approximately 665 sq. feet (the “Leased Space”),
were leased to ORE for office space; and

WHEREAS, ORE desires to lease from Lessor the Leased Space, and Lessor desires to
lease to the ORE the Leased Space; and

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms and
conditions herein contained, Lessor and ORE do hereby agree as follows:

1. GRANT OF LEASE.

Lessor hereby leases to the ORE the Leased Space as an office space and to occupy and
use the same only as set forth in this Lease Agreement.

2. TERM OF LEASE.

The term of this Lease Agreement shall commence on March 1, 2015 and terminate on
February 28, 2017 unless otherwise terminated or extended under the terms of this Lease
Agreement or mutual agreement of the Lessor and ORE.

3. LEASE IS NONEXCLUSIVE.

Lessor expressly reserves the right to enter and use the Blue House, and construct
improvements on it, for any and all purposes that will not substantially interfere with ORE’s
use.

4, CONSIDERATION.

In full and complete consideration of the rights granted herein, ORE shall pay Lessor Four
thousand one hundred fifty three dollars and forty two cents($4,153.42) per year. Said
payment shall be payable to the “Gunnison County Finance” and forwarded by US mail to





200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230. Payments shall be made in a timely manner and
received no later than the 15" of every month.

5. UTILITIES.
Lessor shall provide for utilities for heating, water and electric for the Leased Space in the
Blue House. ORE shall be responsible for telephone, internet and any and all other costs

not identified herein that may be associated with ORE’s use of the Leased Space.

6. USE OF PROPERTY.

ORE shall use the Leased Space exclusively and only for an office space. ORE agrees to
conduct its uses of the Leased Space in an orderly and good workmanlike manner. ORE,
its agents, and employees, will not discriminate against any person or class of person by
reason of race, age, religion, gender, creed, sexual preference or national origin in
providing any use of the Leased Space. There shall be no alcohol allowed in the Blue
House or Leased Space.

7. FURTHER ORDERS, RULES AND REGULATIONS.

Lessor and ORE agree that, during the term of this Lease Agreement, in addition to or
notwithstanding any terms of this Lease Agreement, Lessor may adopt and enforce such
orders, rules or regulations as in the discretion of the Lessor which is reasonably necessary
for the administration, protection or maintenance of the Blue House and Leased Space.
Disregard or violation of rules or regulations may constitute termination of the lease or
compensation for damages, at the discretion of the lessor.

8. OPERATIONS.

ORE agrees to secure all necessary licenses, permits and other approval required by
Gunnison County, the State of Colorado, or the United States of America that may be
necessary or associated with ORE’s business and use of the Leased Space.

9. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS.

During the term of this Lease Agreement, Lessor, at Lessor’s discretion, shall provide for
the maintenance, repairs and necessary improvements to the Blue House and Leased
Space.

ORE shall not modify, alter or reconstruct the Blue House or Leased Space without the
prior written consent of Lessor.

All equipment placed by ORE at its expense in, on or about the Leased Space, including
all fixtures temporarily affixed to the Leased Space but which may be removed without
damage thereto, shall remain the items of ORE and ORE shall have the right at any time
during the term hereof or at its termination, to remove all such equipment.
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10. TAXES.
Lessor shall keep the Blue House and Leased Space free and clear of all levies, liens, and
encumbrances and shall pay all license fees, registration fees, assessments, charges, and
taxes (municipal, county, state and federal) which may now or hereafter be imposed.

11. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY.

During the term of this Lease Agreement notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary,
in the event the Blue House or any portion of it or any improvements to it are damaged
or destroyed, partially or wholly, by fire or otherwise, Lessor shall be under no obligation
whatsoever to repair, replace or rebuild the same or to provide substitute Leased Space
or improvements.

12. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its Protect the Environment
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.

13. LIABILITY

ORE agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease Agreement,
comprehensive general public liability insurance, including personal injury protection:

a. For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and

b. For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine
Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

Additionally, ORE agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease
Agreement, personal property insurance coverage on any and all of ORE’s personal
property in the Blue House or Leased Space (i.e. Furniture, fixtures, computer equipment,
etc.).

ORE shall provide Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as described
above, within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Lease Agreement, listing Gunnison
County as an additional insured. The insurance coverage required pursuant to this
paragraph 12 shall remain in force during the term of this Lease Agreement and no
cancellation or reduction may be made without thirty (30) days prior, written notice to
Lessor. ORE shall not allow the placement of any lien or other claim against the Blue House
by reason of any improvements placed upon the Blue House, and shall indemnify, hold
harmless and defend Lessor against any claim upon the premises, the Blue House, Leased
Space or whatsoever.





Lessor shall maintain in effect fire, casualty and extended coverage from the Colorado
Counties Casualty and Property Pool (CAPP) on the structures and improvements of the
Blue House during the term of this Lease Agreement. ORE agrees to pay the deductable
for each claim for which ORE is responsible.

Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required insurance or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder, is or shall be construed to be a waiver, in
whole or in part, by the Lessor of any defense or claim of governmental immunity, or a
waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the limits
thereof, provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

14. INDEMNIFICATION.

During the term of this Lease Agreement, ORE shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend
Lessor, its Board of County Commissioners, its officers, agents and employees, against
any claim for injury or damage caused by any act or omission of ORE or any other person
arising from the use of the Leased Space.

15.  WARRANTIES.

Lessor makes no warranties, either express or implied, as to any matter whatsoever,
including but not limited to, the condition of the Blue House.

16. OWNERSHIP.

The Blue House is, and shall at all times be and remain, the sole and exclusive property of
Lessor, and ORE shall have no right, title, or interest therein or thereto.

17. DEFAULT

ORE shall be considered to be in default of this Lease Agreement upon failing to keep,
perform and observe each and every other covenant, term or condition set forth in this
Lease Agreement which failure continues for a period of more than 30 days after written
notice from the Lessor of such breach or default.

No waiver of default by either party of any of the terms or conditions herein to be performed,
kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a waiver of any
subsequent default of any of the terms or conditions herein contained to be performed, kept
and observed by the other party.

18. TERMINATION.

This Lease Agreement shall be terminated if:

A. ORE is determined to be in default as set forth in paragraph 16 above;
or





B. Lessor determines that the Leased Space is not being used for the
purposes as set forth in this Lease Agreement or an alternative use of said
Leased Space would be more beneficial to the best interest of the public.

If this Lease Agreement is terminated, it is agreed that Lessor may retake possession of
the premises upon thirty (30) days written notice to ORE and that ORE shall surrender and
return the Leased Space to Lessor in good condition, normal wear and tear excepted.

19. NOTICES

20. PROHIBITION UPON ASSIGNMENT.

Without the prior written consent of Lessor, ORE shall not (a) assign, transfer, pledge, or
hypothecate this Lease Agreement, or any part thereof, or any interest therein, or (b)
convey, sublet or lend the Blue House or Leased Space or any part thereof.

21. NON-WAIVER.

The failure of either party to insist in any one or more instances upon compliance with any
of the covenants, terms or conditions agreed upon and herein contained, or the failure of
either party to exercise any option, privilege or right agreed upon and herein contained shall
not be construed as constituting a waiver of such right, option or the right to demand
compliance with such covenant, term or conditions.

22. SEVERABILITY

In the event any term, condition or provision contained in this Lease Agreement is held by
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the invalidity of such term, condition or
provision shall in no way affect any other covenant, condition or provision herein contained.
Provided, however, that if the invalidity of such term, condition or provision causes material
prejudice to either party hereto with respect to its respective rights and obligations





contained in the remaining valid portions of this Lease Agreement, then at the option of
such party, this Lease Agreement may be declared to be terminated.

23. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION AND VENUE

This Lease Agreement is entered into in the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, and it
is agreed that the proper jurisdiction and venue of any legal action regarding the
interpretation and/or enforcement of this Lease Agreement, or any document related
hereto, shall be the County or District Court of the County of Gunnison, State of Colorado
and this Lease Agreement shall be deemed to have been made in and be construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado and be binding upon the parties hereto,
their successors and assigns.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

Lessor and ORE agree that the provisions contained herein constitute the entire agreement
and that all representations made by any officer, agent or employee of the respective
parties unless included herein are null and void and of no effect. No alterations,
amendments, changes or modifications, unless expressly reserved herein, shall be valid
unless executed by an instrument in writing by Lessor and ORE with the same formality as
this Lease Agreement.

LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this ___ day of
2015, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY
OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, whose
address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (hereinafter “Lessor”) and the
MOUNTAIN ROOTS, whose address is P.O. BOX 323, GUNNISON,CO 81230
WHEREAS, Lessor owns the real property known as the Gunnison County Housing
Authority Offices located at 202 E. Georgia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (hereinafter the “Blue
House”); and

WHEREAS, Lessor has determined that it would be in the best interest of the public if a
portion of the Blue House, consisting of approximately 540 sq. feet (the “Leased Space”),
were leased to MOUNTAIN ROOTS for office space; and

WHEREAS, MOUNTAIN ROOTS desires to lease from Lessor the Leased Space, and
Lessor desires to lease to the MOUNTAIN ROOTS the Leased Space; and

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms and
conditions herein contained, Lessor and MOUNTAIN ROOTS do hereby agree as follows:

1. GRANT OF LEASE.

Lessor hereby leases to the MOUNTAIN ROOTS the Leased Space as an office space
and to occupy and use the same only as set forth in this Lease Agreement.

2. TERM OF LEASE.

The term of this Lease Agreement shall commence on March 1, 2015 and terminate on
February 28, 2017, unless otherwise terminated or extended under the terms of this
Lease Agreement or mutual agreement of the Lessor and ORE.

3. LEASE IS NONEXCLUSIVE.

Lessor expressly reserves the right to enter and use the Blue House, and construct
improvements on it, for any and all purposes that will not substantially interfere with
MOUNTAIN ROOTS' use.

4. CONSIDERATION.

In full and complete consideration of the rights granted herein, MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall
pay Lessor Two thousand one hundred forty eight dollars and eighty seven cents
($2,148.87) per year. Said payment shall be payable to the “Gunnison County Finance”
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and forwarded by US mail to 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230. Payments shall be
made in a timely manner and received no later than the 15" of every month.

S. UTILITIES.

Lessor shall provide for utilities for heating, water and electric for the Leased Space in the
Blue House. MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall be responsible for telephone, internet and any
and all other costs not identified herein that may be associated with MOUNTAIN ROOTS’
use of the Leased Space.

6. USE OF PROPERTY.

MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall use the Leased Space exclusively and only for an office space.
MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to conduct its uses of the Leased Space in an orderly and
good workmanlike manner. MOUNTAIN ROOTS, its agents, and employees, will not
discriminate against any person or class of person by reason of race, age, religion,
gender, creed, sexual preference or national origin in providing any use of the Leased
Space. There shall be no alcohol allowed in the Blue House or Leased Space.

7. FURTHER ORDERS, RULES AND REGULATIONS.

Lessor and MOUNTAIN ROOTS agree that, during the term of this Lease Agreement, in
addition to or notwithstanding any terms of this Lease Agreement, Lessor may adopt and
enforce such orders, rules or regulations as in the discretion of the Lessor which is
reasonably necessary for the administration, protection or maintenance of the Blue House
and Leased Space. Disregard or violation of rules or regulations may constitute
termination of the lease or compensation for damages, at the discretion of the lessor.

8. OPERATIONS.

MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to secure all necessary licenses, permits and other approval
required by Gunnison County, the State of Colorado, or the United States of America that
may be necessary or associated with MOUNTAIN ROOTS’ business and use of the
Leased Space.

9. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS.

During the term of this Lease Agreement, Lessor, at Lessor’s discretion, shall provide for
the maintenance, repairs and necessary improvements to the Blue House and Leased
Space.

MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall not modify, alter or reconstruct the Blue House or Leased
Space without the prior written consent of Lessor.
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All equipment placed by MOUNTAIN ROOTS at its expense in, on or about the Leased
Space, including all fixtures temporarily affixed to the Leased Space but which may be
removed without damage thereto, shall remain the items of MOUNTAIN ROOTS and
MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall have the right at any time during the term hereof or at its
termination, to remove all such equipment.

10. TAXES.

Lessor shall keep the Blue House and Leased Space free and clear of all levies, liens,
and encumbrances and shall pay all license fees, registration fees, assessments,
charges, and taxes (municipal, county, state and federal) which may now or hereafter be
imposed.

11. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY.

During the term of this Lease Agreement notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary,
in the event the Blue House or any portion of it or any improvements to it are damaged or
destroyed, partially or wholly, by fire or otherwise, Lessor shall be under no obligation
whatsoever to repair, replace or rebuild the same or to provide substitute Leased Space
or improvements.

12. STRATEGIC RESULT.

Execution of this Agreement will assist the County with its Protect the Environment
strategy, as outlined in the Gunnison County Strategic Plan.

13. LIABILITY

MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease
Agreement, comprehensive general public liability insurance, including personal injury
protection:

a. For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and

b. For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of
Nine Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

Additionally, MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term
of this Lease Agreement, personal property insurance coverage on any and all of
MOUNTAIN ROOTS personal property in the Blue House or Leased Space (i.e. Furniture,
fixtures, computer equipment, etc.).





MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall provide Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies,
as described above, within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Lease Agreement,
listing Gunnison County as an additional insured. The insurance coverage required
pursuant to this paragraph 12 shall remain in force during the term of this Lease
Agreement and no cancellation or reduction may be made without thirty (30) days prior,
written notice to Lessor. MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall not allow the placement of any lien or
other claim against the Blue House by reason of any improvements placed upon the Blue
House, and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor against any claim upon the
premises, the Blue House, Leased Space or whatsoever.

Lessor shall maintain in effect fire, casualty and extended coverage from the Colorado
Counties Casualty and Property Pool (CAPP) on the structures and improvements of the
Blue House during the term of this Lease Agreement. MOUNTAIN ROOTS agrees to pay
the deductable for each claim for which ORE is responsible.

Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required insurance or
the existence of the insurance required hereunder, is or shall be construed to be a waiver,
in whole or in part, by the Lessor of any defense or claim of governmental immunity, or a
waiver of any other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the
limits thereof, provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

14. INDEMNIFICATION.

During the term of this Lease Agreement, MOUNTAIN ROOTS shall indemnify, hold
harmless and defend Lessor, its Board of County Commissioners, its officers, agents and
employees, against any claim for injury or damage caused by any act or omission of
MOUNTAIN ROOTS or any other person arising from the use of the Leased Space.

15.  WARRANTIES.

Lessor makes no warranties, either express or implied, as to any matter whatsoever,
including but not limited to, the condition of the Blue House.

16. OWNERSHIP.

No waiver of default by either party of any of the terms or conditions herein to be
performed, kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a
waiver of any subsequent default of any of the terms or conditions herein contained to be
performed, kept and observed by the other party.

18. TERMINATION.

This Lease Agreement shall be terminated if:

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

This Memorandum of Agreement (“MOA”) made effective the 1st day of January, 2015, is by and
between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose
address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Office for Resource
Efficiency, 109 Kelley Hall, 600 N. Adams Street, Gunnison, CO 81231 (“ORE”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, ORE has requested assistance from Gunnison County in financing a portion
of operational costs; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County is supportive of the objectives of ORE in terms of assisting
those in need of services in Gunnison County; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County feels it is in the public’s interest to provide financial
assistance to ORE.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the 1%t day of January, 2015 and shall terminate
on December 31, 2015, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(a) Gunnison County agrees to provide $12,000 in funds to ORE. It is understood and
recognized that these funds must be used for financing a portion of operational
costs.

(b) The quarterly payments will be distributed by the County upon submittal of
appropriate documentation, although such requests for payments and
presentation of documentation do not need to occur quarterly.

(c) This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget
appropriation in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County
fails or refuses to make such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right
to terminate this Agreement without penalty to ORE pursuant to paragraph 11 of
this Agreement.

The Early Intervention Colorado State Plan under Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities

Education Act of 2014 defines the “Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act” (CAPTA) as

follows:
The CAPTA state grant program provides states with flexible funds to improve their
child protective service systems. Reauthorized by the Keeping Children and Families
Safe Act of 2003, the program requires states to provide assurances in their five (3) year
child and family services plan that the state is operating a statewide child abuse and
neglect program. This program includes policies and procedures that address the needs of
drug-exposed infants and provisions for referral of children under age three (3) who are
involved in a substantiated case of abuse and neglect to early intervention services under
IDEA Part C.

The State Plan also requires Interagency Operating Agreements between each Community
Centered Board and
“County departments of social/human services agreements that include responsibilities
for referrals under the Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act, as amended by P.L.
111-320, for a child who is less than three (3) years of age who
1) isinvolved in a substantiated case of child abuse or neglect; or
2) isidentified as affected by illegal substance abuse, or withdrawal
symptoms resulting from prenatal drug exposure.”

Further requirements state that:
“A Community Centered Board shall ensure that interagency operating agreements are
signed by parties with the authority to carry out the responsibilities of the specific
agencies or programs. The interagency operating agreements are reviewed annually and
updated as needed.”

With the spirit of these mandates in mind, this interagency operating agreement is entered into
between Gunnison/Hinsdale County Department of Health and Human Services, here after
referred to as Gunnison/Hinsdale County DHHS, and Community Options, Inc./Early
Intervention, hereafter referred to as COI/EI regarding;:

The referral process of children meeting the above criteria;

Procedural safeguards and participation of families in the process;

Screening and evaluation processes;

Information exchange;

Participation in the IFSP process

Dispute Resolution

Ww
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STEP 1: The Referral Process

Identification for appropriate referral:

DHHS caseworkers shall refer to COI/EI all children less than three (3) years of age who are 1)
involved in a substantiated case of child abuse or neglect or 2) are identified as affected by
illegal substance abuse, or withdrawal symptoms resulting from prenatal drug exposure.

GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS will be provided with a referral form (attached to
MOU) that can be completed and faxed the same day to COV/EL, fax # 970-249-0245, or may be
emailed to lisathomason@communityoptionsinc.org. GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY
DHHS caseworkers will give as much relevant information as they are able in order for COI/EI
to plan for a relevant screening or evaluation.

STEP 2: Initial Sharing of information/ confidentiality safeguards.

GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS will refer all children meeting the CAPTA
definitions, or who are homeless or wards of the State who may be showing delays.

GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS agrees to obtain a release of information from the
family if rights are not terminated in order to share relevant information with COI/EL. Relevant
information at referral includes but is not inclusive of:

1. Previous vision, hearing and developmental screenings if known

2. Outcomes of well-child check-ups and medical concerns/diagnosis
3. Behavioral concerns

4. Parent’s concerns for their child/ challenges of the parent

5. Relevant Social and Family History

6. Placement and contact information for the child

7. Other agencies and professionals already involved

8. Observed developmental delays or challenges

9. 'The party or entity responsible for educational rights of the child

If a family’s rights have been terminated, no release is necessary. If a family refuses to sign a
release, a referral must be made and DHS is not held responsible for violating confidentiality per
the Attorney General’s office as stated in the Agency Letter sent to DHS on January 7, 2009
from the Division of Child Welfare.

COI/EI Service Coordinators will also obtain permission from parents to share information with
GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS.

Regarding children with no available parents: “Acting as a Parent”
Someone “acting as a parent” for the purposes of making early intervention service decisions is
limited to the following circumstances: WHEN
the child is in the custody or guardianship of the DHS/DSS AND the child’s parents
are deceased, permanently absent or unable to be located or their parental rights have
been terminated, OR
the child is living with a primary caretaker other than the parents, WHO may “act as a

parent”; OR is a
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Surrogate Parent as appointed to represent the child’s best interests regarding early
intervention, and no foster parent is acting as a parent,
(from Appendix J “Colorado Department of Human Services Memorandum of
Understanding)

The issue to be addressed is: who is responsible for the “educational rights” of the child?

STEP 3: Assigning a Service Coordinator

COV/ET will verify with GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS, within 2 working days,
that they have received the referral, will assign a Service Coordinator and give contact
information. COI/EI has 45 calendar days from the date of the initial referral to determine
eligibility and develop an Individualized Family Service Plan (IFSP) for early intervention
services, strategies, and current functioning levels in relation to the three global outcomes of: a.
Positive Social-Emotional Skills; b. Acquiring and Using Knowledge and Skills; and ¢. Taking
Appropriate Action to meet Needs.

STEP 4: Parent Permission and other procedural safeguards:

The COI/EI Service Coordinator will meet with the family prior to screening and/or evaluation
to obtain parental consent, to assure that procedural safeguards are presented, and to present the
EI informational documents and explain the contents, including parental rights and the
procedural safeguards.

STEP §: Screening and Evaluation Process

The referral will be routed to Child Find and the appropriate EI Service Coordinator. A “Notice

and Consent for Post-referral Screening” will be obtained if a screening is determined necessary.
If it is determined that an evaluation is necessary, bypassing the screening process or if the child
fails the screening, a “Prior Written Notice and Consent for Evaluation and/or Assessment” will
be obtained.

STEP 6: Eligibility and the initial IFSP

After the multi-disciplinary evaluation is completed by Child Find, a COI/EI Service
Coordinator will invite parents, foster parents, and the caseworker from
GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS to the initial Individual Family Services Plan
(IFSP) meeting as a team member, along with other professionals who assisted in the evaluation
of the child. GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS will encourage parent participation,
especially if there is a reunification plan or safety plan. Phone conferencing will be available for
parents who may be away from the area. On occasion GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY
DHHS may want to contact the Service Coordinator about scheduling the initial IFSP during
scheduled parent visitation.

“natural” setting in which the child is involved.

STEP 8: Information Exchange

GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS agrees to inform a child’s service coordinator
about any move the child has made in a timely manner, when a case is terminated or when
parental rights are terminated, and to keep COI/EI informed of who is responsible for
“educational rights” and any other changes that may affect service provision.

COV/EI Staff and Providers agree to mandatory reporting requirements and will respond to
inquiries regarding child welfare investigations without a release of information from families.

Any signed release of information signed by parents will be time limited to one year unless
otherwise specified for a shorter duration. COVEI will not share third party information from
their records.

COV/EI Staff and Providers will let the GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS case
worker know if parents terminate services or are not cooperating with services when there is an
open case, or when there is an issue of abuse/neglect related to not receiving certain Early
Intervention Services or health care services.

COI/EI Staff and providers agree to involve parents, as well as foster parents, in how to
incorporate therapeutic and developmentally appropriate activities and strategies into ordinary
home routines with the child.

N R R A N NGO ARG RS
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COI/EI Service Coordinators will assist with any transfer of services to another area within
Colorado or the Country upon request of the GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS
and/or family.

GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS will receive a copy of all IFSPs as long as they are
listed on the IFSP and a release of information is given by the parent.

STEP 8: DISPUTE RESOLUTION PROCESS

If at any time any of the above processes are not followed, or are unclear, every effort will be
made to solve issues locally before calling the State Departments. If necessary, issues can be
brought to the COI/EI Director of Support Services responsible for the implementation of Part
C. If issues remain unresolved, the COI Executive Director, and if necessary the Director of the
GUNNISON/HINSDALE COUNTY DHHS will be contacted to resolve the dispute.

This agreement will be reviewed next year in January, 2016, for amendments. If needed, either
party can ask for a review or amendment prior to that time.

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ARTICLE1 GENERAL PROVISIONS

§ 1.1 BASIC DEFINITIONS

§ 1.1.1 The Contract Documents. The Contract Documents are enumerated in the Agreement between the Owner
and Vendor (hereinafter the Agreement), and consist of the Agreement, Conditions of the Contract (General,
Supplementary and other Conditions), Drawings, Specifications, Addenda issued prior to execution of the Contract,
other documents listed in the Agreement, and Modifications issued after execution of the Contract. Unless
specifically enumerated in the Agreement, the Contract Documents do not include other documents such as the
request for quotation or the Vendor’s quotation.

§ 1.1.2 Modification. A Modification is (1) a written amendment to the Contract signed by both parties or (2) a
written order for a minor change in the Work issued by the Architect.

§ 1.1.3 The Contract. The Contract Documents form the Contract for Furniture, Furnishings and Equipment. The
Contract represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes prior negotiations,
representations or agreements, either written or oral. The Contract may be amended or modified only by a
Modification. The Contract Documents shall not be construed to create a contractual relationship of any kind (1)
between the Architect and the Vendor; (2) between the Owner and a sub-vendor; (3) between the Owner and the
Architect or the Architect's consultants; or (4) between any persons or entities other than the Owner and the Vendor.
§ 1.1.4 The Work. The term “Work” means the design, specification, acquisition, fabrication, shipping,
warehousing, delivery, installation and all other labor, materials and activities required of the Vendor. The Work
may constitute the whole or a part of the Project with regard to the furniture, furnishings and equipment required by
the Contract Documents.

§ 1.1.5 The Project. The Project is the total construction and installation of which the Work performed under the
Contract may be the whole or a part. Other vendors and contractors under separate agreements with the Owner may
concurrently perform construction or other activities for the Project.

§ 1.1.6 The Drawings. The Drawings are the graphic and pictorial portions of the Contract Documents showing the
design, location and dimensions of the Work, generally including plans, elevations, sections, details, schedules and
diagrams.

§ 1.1.7 The Specifications. The Specifications are that portion of the Contract Documents consisting of the written
requirements for furniture, furnishings, equipment, systems, quality and workmanship standards for the Work.

§ 1.1.8 Instruments of Service. Instruments of Service are representations, in any medium of expression now
known or later developed, of the tangible and intangible creative work performed by the Architect and the
Architect’s consultants under their respective professional services agreements. Instruments of Service may include,
without limitation, studies, surveys, models, sketches, drawings, specifications, and other similar materials.

§ 1.2 CORRELATION AND INTENT OF THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

§ 1.2.1 The intent of the Contract Documents is to include all items necessary for the proper execution

and completion of the Work by the Vendor. The Contract Documents are complementary, and what is required by
one shall be as binding as if required by all; performance by the Vendor shall be required only to the extent
consistent with the Contract Documents and reasonably inferable from them as being necessary to produce the
indicated results.

§ 1.2.2 Unless otherwise stated in the Contract Documents, words that have well-known technical or furniture,
furnishings and equipment industry meanings are used in the Contract Documents in accordance with such
recognized meanings.

§ 1.2.3 Terms capitalized in these General Conditions include those which are (1) specifically defined, (2) the titles
of numbered articles and identified references to Sections in the document or (3) the titles of other documents
published by the American Institute of Architects.
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§ 1.3 OWNERSHIP AND USE OF DRAWINGS, SPECIFICATIONS AND OTHER INSTRUMENTS OF SERVICE

§ 1.3.1 The Owner shall be deemed the authors and owners of their respective Instruments of Service, including the
Drawings and Specifications, and will retain all common law, statutory and other reserved rights, including
copyrights. The Vendor, sub-vendors and suppliers shall not own or claim a copyright in the Instruments of Service.
Submittal or distribution to meet official regulatory requirements or for other purposes in connection with this
Project is not to be construed as publication in derogation of theOwners reserved rights. -

§ 1.3.2 The Vendor, sub-vendors and suppliers are authorized to use and reproduce the Instruments of Service
provided to them solely and exclusively for execution of the Work. All copies made under this authorization shall
bear the copyright notice, if any, shown on the Instruments of Service. The Vendor, sub-vendors and suppliers may
not use the Instruments of Service on other projects or for additions to this Project outside the scope of the Work
without the specific written consent of the Owner

§ 1.4 TRANSMISSION OF DATA IN DIGITAL FORM

If the parties intend to transmit Instruments of Service or any other information or documentation in digital form,
they shall endeavor to establish necessary protocols governing such transmissions, unless otherwise already
provided in the Agreement or the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 2 OWNER

§ 2.1 GENERAL

The Owner is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement and is referred to throughout the Contract
Documents as if singular in number. The Owner shall designate in writing a representative who shall have express
authority to bind the Owner with respect to all matters requiring the Owner’s approval or authorization. Except as
otherwise provided in Section 9.2.1, the Architect does not have such authority. The term “Owner” means the
Owner or the Owner’s authorized representative.

§ 2.2 INFORMATION AND SERVICES REQUIRED OF THE OWNER
§ 2.2.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Owner shall provide
1 areas of the Project premises that the Vendor may utilize in the performance of the Work;
.2 access to the premises for the Vendor at reasonable times;
3 suitable space for receipt, inspection, acceptance and staging of materials, furniture, furnishings and
equipment;
4 temporary utilities and facilities on the premises and vertical transportation necessary for progress and
execution of the Work; and
.5 security normal for the Project premises.

§ 2.2.2 The Owner shall furnish information or services required of the Owner by the Contract Documents with
reasonable promptness. The Owner shall furnish any other information or services under the Owner’s control and
relevant to the Vendor’s performance of the Work with reasonable promptness after receiving the Vendor's written
request for such information or services.

ARTICLE 3 VENDOR

§ 3.1 GENERAL

§ 3.1.1 The Vendor is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement and is referred to throughout the
Contract Documents as if singular in number. The term “Vendor” means the Vendor or the Vendor’s authorized
representative.

§ 3.1.2 The Vendor shall perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.

§ 3.1.3 The Vendor shall not be relieved of obligations to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents either by activities or duties of the Owner in the Owner's administration of the Contract or by tests,
inspections or approvals required or performed by persons or entities other than the Vendor.

§ 3.2 REVIEW OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND INSPECTION OF PROJECT PREMISES BY VENDOR

§ 3.2.1 Execution of the Contract by the Vendor is a representation that the Vendor has visited the Project premises
or, if the Project premises have not yet been constructed, has reviewed the documents pertaining thereto; has become
familiar with local conditions under which the Work is to be performed and information relative to access to and use
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of the Project premises, as provided by the Owner under Section 2.2; and has correlated personal observations with
requirements of the Contract Documents.

§ 3.2.2 Because the Contract Documents are complementary, the Vendor shall, before starting each portion of the
Work, (1) carefully study and compare the various Drawings and other Contract Documents relative to that portion
of the Work, as well as the information furnished by the Owner pursuant to Section 2.2.1; (2) take field
measurements of any existing conditions related to that portion of the Work; and (3) observe any conditions of the
access route or on the Project premises affecting the Work. These obligations are for the purpose of facilitating
delivery and installation by the Vendor and are not for the purpose of discovering errors, omissions or
inconsistencies in the Contract Documents; however, the Vendor shall report promptly to the Owner any errors,
inconsistencies or omissions discovered or made known to the Vendor as a request for information in such form as
the Owner may require. It is recognized that the Vendor’s review of the Contract Documents is made in the
Vendor’s capacity as a Vendor and not as a licensed design professional, unless otherwise specifically provided in
the Contract Documents.

§ 3.2.3 The Vendor is not required to ascertain that the Contract Documents are in accordance with applicable laws,
statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, but the Vendor shall report
promptly to the Owner any nonconformity discovered by or made known to the Vendor as a request for information
in such form as the Owner may require.

§ 3.2.4 In addition to the Vendor’s representations under Section 3.2.1, the Vendor shall, prior to shipment, delivery
and installation, visit and inspect the Project premises in order to confirm the conditions under which the Work is to
be performed; verify the stage of completion of the premises and the Project; determine availability of facilities for
access, delivery, transportation and staging area; determine the physical and environmental restrictions imposed by
the Owner and the condition of the premises and separate vendors; and correlate these observations with the
requirements of the Contract Documents. The Vendor shall promptly report to the Owner conditions observed
during such inspection or thereafter that would impede the Vendor’s performance of the Work.

§ 3.2.5 If the Vendor believes that additional cost or time is involved because of clarifications or instructions the
Owner issues in response to the Vendor’s notices or requests for information pursuant to Sections 3.2.2, 3.2.3 and
3.2.4, the Vendor shall make Claims as provided in Article 15. If the Vendor fails to perform the obligations of
Sections 3.2.2, 3.2.3, or 3.2.4, the Vendor shall pay such costs and damages to the Owner as would have been
avoided if the Vendor had performed such obligations.

§ 3.3 SUPERVISION OF THE WORK

§ 3.3.1 The Vendor shall supervise and direct the Work, using the Vendor’s best skill and attention. The Vendor shall
be solely responsible for and have control over the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures of
fabrication, shipment, delivery and installation, and for coordinating all portions of the Work under the Contract,
unless the Contract Documents give other specific instructions concerning these matters.

§ 3.3.2 The Vendor shall be responsible to the Owner for acts and omissions of the Vendor’s employees, sub-vendors
and their agents and employees, and other persons or entities performing or providing portions of the Work to, for or
on behalf of, the Vendor or any of its sub-vendors.

§ 3.3.3 The Vendor shall be responsible for inspection of portions of Work already performed to determine that such
portions are in proper condition for subsequent Work.

§ 3.4 LABOR AND MATERIALS

§ 3.4.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Vendor shall provide and pay for labor, materials,
furniture, furnishings and equipment, tools, installation equipment and machinery, delivery, and other facilities and
services necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work, whether temporary or permanent and whether
or not incorporated or to be incorporated into the Work.

§ 3.4.2 The Vendor shall not make substitutions until after evaluation and approval by the Owner.
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§ 3.4.3 The Vendor shall enforce strict discipline and good order among the Vendor’s employees and other persons
carrying out the Work. The Vendor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not properly skilled in
tasks assigned to them.

§ 3.5 TAXES
The Vendor shall pay all required sales, consumer, use and similar taxes for the Work provided by the Vendor.

§ 3.6 PERMITS, FEES NOTICES, AND COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

§ 3.6.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Vendor shall secure and pay for permits, fees,
licenses and inspections by government agencies necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work that
are customarily secured after execution of the Contract and legally required as of that date.

§ 3.6.2 The Vendor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules
and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities applicable to performance of the Work.

§ 3.6.3 If the Vendor performs Work knowing it to be contrary to applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules
and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, the Vendor shall assume appropriate responsibility for such
Work and shall bear the costs attributable to correction.

§ 3.7 SUPERINTENDENT

The Vendor shall employ a competent superintendent and necessary assistants who shall be in attendance at the
Project premises during performance of the Work. The superintendent shall represent the Vendor, and
communications given to the superintendent shall be as binding as if given to the Vendor.

§ 3.8 VENDOR'S SCHEDULES

§ 3.8.1 The Vendor, promptly after being awarded the Contract, shall prepare and submit for the Owner’s
information a Vendor’s progress schedule for the Work. The schedule shall not exceed time limits established in the
Contract Documents, shall be revised at appropriate intervals as required by the conditions of the Work and the
Project, shall be related to the Project and related Work to the extent required by the Contract Documents, and shall
provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the Work.

§ 3.8.2 The Vendor’s progress schedule shall indicate dates for commencement and completion of phases of the
Work, within the Contract Time, including dates for order placement, fabrication, shipping, delivery and installation.
The schedule shall indicate other critical dates, such as deadlines for approval of submittals of colors, finishes,
fabrics and other materials. The Vendor shall obtain and submit for the Owner’s information written confirmation
from sub-vendors of dates of fabrication and delivery.

§ 3.8.3 The Vendor shall prepare a submittal schedule, promptly after being awarded the Contract and thereafter as
necessary to maintain a current submittal schedule, and shall submit the schedule(s) for the Owner's approval. The
Owners approval shall not be unreasonably delayed or withheld. The submittal schedule shall 1) be coordinated with
the Vendor’s progress schedule, and 2) allow the Owner reasonable time to review submittals. If the Vendor fails to
submit a submittal schedule, the Vendor shall not be entitled to any increase in Contract Sum or extension of
contract completion time based on the time required for review of submittals.

§ 3.8.4 The Vendor shall perform the Work in accordance with the most recent schedules submitted to the Owner,

§ 3.8.5 The Vendor shall cooperate with the Owner in coordinating the Vendor’s progress schedule with those of
separate Vendors and with the requirements of the Owner. The Vendor shall cooperate in determining mutually
acceptable dates and times for delivery, installation and inspection of the Work, and use of services and facilities
provided to the Vendor, all to be confirmed in writing within a reasonable time in advance of such dates and times.

§ 3.9 DOCUMENTS FOR THE OWNER'S RECORDS

The Vendor shall maintain for the Owner one copy of the Drawings, Specifications, Addenda and other
Modifications, in good order and marked currently to indicate field changes and selections made during performance
of the Work, and one copy of approved Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar required submittals. These shall be
available to the Owner and shall be delivered to the Owner upon completion of the Work as a record of the Work
installed.
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§ 3.10 SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA AND SAMPLES
§ 3.10.1 Shop Drawings are drawings, diagrams, schedules and other data specially prepared for the Work by the
Vendor or a sub-vendor to illustrate some portion of the Work.

§ 3.10.2 Product Data are manufacturer’s illustrations, standard schedules, performance charts, instructions,
brochures, diagrams and other information furnished by the Vendor to illustrate materials or equipment for some
portion of the Work.

§ 3.10.3 Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar submittals are not Contract Documents. Their purpose is to
demonstrate the way by which the Vendor proposes to conform to the information given and the design concept
expressed in the Contract Documents. Informational submittals upon which the Owner is not expected to take
responsive action may be so identified in the Contract Documents. The Owner may return without action submittals
that are not required by the Contract Documents.

§ 3.10.4 The Vendor shall review for compliance with the Contract Documents, and approve and submit to the
Owner, Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar submittals required by the Contract Documents in accordance
with the submittal schedule approved by the Owner or, in the absence of an approved submitted schedule, with
reasonable promptness and in such sequence as to cause no delay in the Work or in the activities of the Owner or of
separate vendors.

§ 3.10.5 By submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar submittals, the Vendor represents to the Owner that
the Vendor has (1) reviewed and approved them, and (2) determined and verified materials, field measurements and
field installation criteria related thereto, or will do so, and (3) checked and coordinated the information contained
within such submittals with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract Documents.

§ 3.10.6 The Vendor shall perform no portion of the Work for which the Contract Documents require submittal and
review of Shop Drawings, Product Data or similar submittals until the respective submittal has been approved by the
Owner.

§ 3.10.7 The Work shall be in accordance with approved submittals, except that the Vendor shall not be relieved of
responsibility for deviations from requirements of the Contract Documents by the Owner's approval of Shop
Drawings, Product Data or similar submittals unless the Vendor has specifically informed the Owner in writing of
such deviation at the time of submittal and (1) the Owner has given written approval to the specific deviation as a
minor change in the Work or (2) a Modification to the Contract has been approved authorizing the deviation. The
Vendor shall not be relieved of responsibility for errors or omissions in Shop Drawings, Product Data or similar
submittals by the Owner's approval.

§ 3.10.8 The Vendor shall direct specific attention, in writing or on resubmitted Shop Drawings, Product Data or
similar submittals, to revisions other than those requested by the Owner on previous submittals. In the absence of
such written notice, the Owner's approval of a resubmission shall not apply to such revisions.

§ 3.10.9 Samples, once approved, constitute an express warranty that the goods will conform to the sample.

§ 3.10.10 When professional certification of performance criteria for furniture, furnishings and equipment is required
by the Contract Documents, the Owner shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy and completeness of such
certifications.

§ 3.11 CLEANING UP

§ 3.11.1 The Vendor shall keep the premises and surrounding area free from accumulation of waste materials and
other debris created by operations under the Contract. At completion of the Work, the Vendor shall remove waste
materials and other debris created by the Vendor’s activities, the Vendor’s tools, construction equipment, machinery
and surplus materials from and about the Project.

§ 3.11.2 If the Vendor fails to clean up as provided in the Contract Documents, the Owner may do so, and the Owner
shall be entitled to reimbursement from the Vendor for the cost thereof.
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§ 3.12 INDEMNIFICATION

§ 3.12.1 To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Vendor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Owner, Owner's
consultants, and agents and employees of any of them from and against claims, damages, losses and expenses,
including but not limited to attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the Work, provided that
such claim, damage, loss or expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or
destruction of tangible property (other than the Work itself), but only to the extent caused by the negligent acts or
omissions of the Vendor, a sub-vendor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts
they may be liable, regardless of whether or not such claim, damage, loss or expense is caused in part by a party
indemnified hereunder. Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge or reduce other rights or
obligations of indemnity which would otherwise exist as to a party or person described in this Section 3.12.

§ 3.12.2 In claims against any person or entity indemnified under this Section 3.12 by an employee of the Vendor, a
sub-vendor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be liable, the
indemnification obligation under Section 3.12.1 shall not be limited by a limitation on amount or type of damages,
compensation or benefits payable by or for the Vendor or a sub-vendor under workers compensation acts, disability
benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.

ARTICLE 4 TITLE AND RISK OF LOSS
§ 4.1 Title to all furniture, furnishings and equipment shall be transferred to the Owner upon acceptance by the
Owner pursuant to Section 6.2 or upon payment in full to the Vendor, whichever occurs first.

§ 4.2 The risk of loss, with respect to all furniture, furnishings and equipment provided by the Vendor, shall remain
on the Vendor until acceptance by the Owner pursuant to Section 6.2 of the furniture, furnishings and equipment, or
designated portion thereof.

§ 4.3 The Owner shall be under no obligation to insure furniture, furnishings or equipment that does not conform to
the Contract Documents or that the Owner has rejected. Under such circumstances, the risk of loss shall remain with
the Vendor.

ARTICLE 5 DELIVERY AND INSTALLATION
§ 5.1 The Vendor shall make delivery of all furniture, furnishings and equipment in accordance with the Vendor’s
progress schedule or at a time agreed upon by the Owner.

§ 5.2 The Vendor shall become fully informed of the conditions relating to delivery, installation and labor under
which the Vendor’s Work will be performed. The Vendor shall employ the labor, and means and methods of
carrying out the Vendor’s Work as the conditions require.

§ 5.3 Delivery and installation of all furniture, furnishings and equipment shall be made to the location of the
Project, as specified in the Contract Documents. Installation of furniture, furnishings and equipment shall include
testing as required by the Contract Documents.

§ 5.4 The Vendor shall consult with the Owner to identify a route to be used within the Project premises from the
point of initial delivery at the Project premises to the place of final placement or installation. After its selection, the
route shall be made available to the Vendor for delivery of furniture, furnishings and equipment as provided in
Section 5.1 and Section 5.2.

§ 5.5 The Vendor shall, within a reasonable time prior to delivery, provide the Owner with schedules for access and
arrange for the use of elevators and unloading facilities.

§ 5.6 When the Vendor considers installation of all or a designated portion of the furniture, furnishings or equipment
required by the Contract Documents to be complete, the Vendor shall advise the Owner in writing.

ARTICLE 6 ACCEPTANCE

§ 6.1 Prior to the tender of delivery by the Vendor, the Owner may conduct a preliminary inspection of the furniture,
furnishings and equipment upon delivery for the purpose of verifying the delivery of such furniture, furnishings or
equipment, including quantities. Such preliminary inspections shall not constitute acceptance of, taking charge over
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or control of such furniture, furnishings or equipment. Any defects, damage, deficiencies or nonconformity
discovered by the Owner shall be reported to the Vendor.

§ 6.2 Upon completion of installation pursuant to Section 5.6, the Owner, shall conduct an acceptance inspection. If
the Owner determines that the furniture, furnishings and equipment comply with the requirements of the Contract
Documents, the Owner shall notify the Vendor that the furniture, furnishings and equipment have been accepted. If
the Owner determines that all or any portion of the furniture, furnishings or equipment do not conform to the
requirements of the Contract Documents, the Owner shall reject such nonconforming portion by notifying the
Vendor in writing of such rejection.

§ 6.3 If the Owner rejects all or any portion of the delivery, the Owner shall notify the Vendor within a reasonable
time, which shall not be more than 30 days after the date of the inspection performed pursuant to Section 6.2. The
notice shall include the specific basis for the Owner's rejection.

§ 6.4 If the Owner rejects all or any portion of the delivery, the Owner shall hold the rejected portion for a
reasonable time to permit the Vendor to remove it from the Project premises.

§ 6.5 Upon rejection by the Owner, the Vendor shall have 30 days to provide acceptable evidence of arrangements to
remedy the basis for rejection. If the Vendor remedies the basis for rejection, the Vendor shall notify the Owner in
writing. The Owner shall have an additional period of time to conduct an acceptance inspection of the previously
rejected furniture, furnishings or equipment. If the Owner agrees to accept the furniture, furnishings or equipment,
the Owner shall so notify the Vendor in writing. If the Owner rejects the tender of such furniture, furnishings or
equipment, the Owner shall notify the Vendor within a reasonable time, which shall not be more than 30 days. Such
notice shall include the specific basis for rejection. Upon rejection, the Vendor shall remove the rejected furniture,
furnishings or equipment from the Project premises.

§ 6.6 If furniture, furnishings or equipment that have been previously accepted are found not to comply with the
requirements of the Contract Documents, the Owner shall be entitled to revoke acceptance so long as the Vendor
does not suffer actual prejudice by virtue of the Owner’s prior acceptance of such furniture, furnishings or
equipment. Such revocation of acceptance shall be made by giving prompt notice to the Vendor. In such event, the
Vendor shall proceed in accordance with Section 6.5.

§ 6.7 The provisions of this Article 6 do not preclude recovery of damages as provided by law.

ARTICLE7 WARRANTIES

[ § 7.1 The Vendor expressly warrants to the Owner that the Work complies with the requirements of the Contract
Documents. The Vendor further warrants that the Owner shall receive the benefit of standard manufacturer’s
warranties and guarantees applicable to the Work.

§ 7.2 The Vendor provides to the Owner all warranties relating to the furniture, furnishings and equipment implied
by law, including but not limited to the warranty of merchantability.

§ 7.3 The Vendor acknowledges that no exclusion of or limitation on warranties contained in any proposal, product
literature or other submittal shall affect the warranties provided pursuant to Sections 7.1 and 7.2.

ARTICLE 8 PAYMENT

§ 8.1 Before the first application for payment, the Vendor shall submit to the Owner a quotation schedule showing
the values allocated to each quotation for portions of the Work. The Vendor’s quotation schedule shall be
accompanied by a certified statement from the Vendor prepared in such form and supported by such data to
substantiate its accuracy as the Owner may require. This schedule, when approved by the Owner, shall be submitted
with each application for payment and shall be used as a basis for reviewing the Vendor’s applications for payment.

§ 8.2 When payment is due pursuant to the payment terms of the Agreement, the Vendor shall submit to the Owner
an itemized application for payment. Such application shall be notarized, if required by the Contract Documents, and
supported by such data substantiating the Vendor’s right to payment as the Owner may require, such as copies of
bills of lading or requisitions from sub-vendors and equipment suppliers.

ARTICLE 10 RELATED ACTIVITIES OF OWNER OR OF SEPARATE VENDORS

§ 10.1 OWNER'S RIGHT TO PERFORM RELATED ACTIVITIES AND TO AWARD SEPARATE CONTRACTS

§ 10.1.1 The Owner reserves the right to perform activities related to the Project with the Owner’s own forces, and to
award separate contracts in connection with other portions of the Project or other activities at the Project premises. If
the Vendor claims that such action by the Owner involves delay or additional cost, the Vendor shall make such
Claim as provided in Article 15.

§ 10.1.2 When separate contracts are awarded for different portions of the Project or other activities at the Project
premises, the term “Vendor” in the Contract Documents in each case shall mean the vendor who executes each
separate Owner-Vendor Agreement.

§ 10.1.3 The Owner shall provide for coordination of the activities of the Owner’s own forces and of each separate
vendor with the Work of the Vendor, who shall cooperate with them. The Vendor shall participate with other
separate vendors and the Owner in reviewing their progress schedules. The Vendor shall make any revisions to the
progress schedule deemed necessary after a joint review and mutual agreement. The progress schedules shall then
constitute the schedules to be used by the Vendor, separate vendors and the Owner until subsequently revised.

§ 10.1.4 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, when the Owner performs activities related to the
Project with the Owner’s own forces, the Owner shall be deemed to be subject to the same obligations and to have
the same rights that apply to the Vendor under the Contract, including, without excluding others, those stated in this
Article 10, and in Article 3, Article 12 and Article 13 herein.

§ 10.2 MUTUAL RESPONSIBILITY

§ 10.2.1 The Vendor shall afford the Owner and separate vendors reasonable opportunity for introduction and storage
of their materials and equipment and performance of their activities, and shall connect and coordinate the Vendor’s
activities with theirs as required by the Contract Documents.

§10.2.2 If part of the Vendor’s Work depends for proper execution or results upon activities by the Owner or a
separate vendor, the Vendor shall, prior to proceeding with that portion of the Work, promptly report to the Owner
apparent discrepancies or defects resulting from their activities that would impede the Vendor in achieving proper
execution and results. If the Vendor fails to report discrepancies or defects reasonably discoverable, it shall be
responsible for deficiencies or defects in its Work due to such deficiencies or defects.

§ 10.2.3 The Vendor shall reimburse the Owner for costs the Owner incurs that are payable to a separate vendor
because of the Vendor’s delays, improperly timed activities or other damage to the Work of a separate vendor. The
Owner shall be responsible to the Vendor for costs the Vendor incurs because of the delays, improperly timed
activities or damage to the Work caused by a separate vendor.

§ 10.2.4 The Vendor shall promptly remedy damage it wrongfully causes to property of the Owner or separate
vendors as provided in Section 12.2.4.

§ 10.3 OWNER'S RIGHT TO CLEAN UP

If a dispute arises among the Vendor, separate vendors and the Owner as to the responsibility under their respective
contracts for maintaining the premises and surrounding area free from waste materials and rubbish, the Owner may
clean up and allocate the cost among those responsible.

ARTICLE 11 TIME
§ 11.1 DEFINITION OF DAY
The term “day” as used in the Contract Documents shall mean calendar day unless otherwise specifically defined.
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§ 11.2 PROGRESS AND COMPLETION

§ 11.2.1 Time limits stated in the Contract Documents are of the essence of the Contract. By executing the
Agreement, the Vendor confirms that the completion date stated in the Contract Documents provides a reasonable
period for performing the Work.

§ 11.2.2 The Vendor shall not knowingly, except by agreement or instruction of the Owner in writing, prematurely
commence operations on the Project premises prior to the effective date of insurance required by Article 13 to be
furnished by the Vendor and the Owner. The date of commencement of the Work shall not be changed by the
effective date of such insurance.

§ 11.2.3 The Vendor shall proceed expeditiously with adequate forces and shall achieve completion by the mutually
agreed upon completion date.

§ 11.3 DELAYS AND EXTENSIONS OF TIME

§ 11.3.1 If the Vendor is delayed at any time in the commencement or progress of the Work by an act or neglect of
the Owner ; or by changes ordered in the Work; or by labor disputes, fire, unusual delay in deliveries, unavoidable
casualties or other causes beyond the Vendor’s control; or by delay authorized by the Owner pending mediation and
arbitration; or by other causes which the Owner determines may justify delay, the completion date shall be extended
by mutual agreement between the Owner and the Vendor.

§ 11.3.2 CONFORMANCE TO AGREED-UPON SCHEDULES
§ 11.3.2.1 The Owner shall cooperate and coordinate its activities with the agreed—upon critical dates identified in the
Vendor’s progress schedule provided under Section 3.8.2.

§ 11.3.2.2 The Owner shall be responsible for costs the Vendor incurs, such as demurrage, warehousing, and storage
or delivery charges, that are due to the Owner’s failure to conform to the mutually agreed—upon progress schedule
for the Work; to the Owner’s failure, without justification, to accept delivery or final installation of furniture,
furnishings and equipment; or to any other delays for which the Owner is responsible.

§ 11.3.3 Claims relating to time shall be made in accordance with applicable provisions of Article 15.

§ 11.3.4 This Section 11.3 does not preclude recovery of damages for delay by either party under other provisions of
the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 12 PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

§ 12.1 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROGRAMS

The Vendor shall be solely responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and
programs in connection with the performance of the Contract.

§ 12.2 SAFETY OF PERSONS AND PROTECTION OF PROPERTY
§ 12.2.1 The Vendor shall take reasonable precautions for safety of, and shall provide reasonable protection to
prevent damage, injury or loss to

.1 employees on the Work and other persons who may be affected thereby;

.2 the Work and materials, furniture, furnishings and equipment to be incorporated therein, whether in
storage on or off the Project premises, under care, custody or control of the Vendor or sub-vendors;
and

.3 other property at the Project premises or adjacent thereto, including property of the Owner, separate
vendors or other persons, whether or not completed or installed.

§ 12.2.2 The Vendor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,
rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities bearing on safety of persons or property or their
protection from damage, injury or loss.

§ 12.2.3 When use or storage of flammable, volatile or other hazardous materials or equipment or unusual methods
are necessary for execution of the Work, the Vendor shall exercise utmost care and carry on such activities under
supervision of properly qualified personnel.
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§ 12.2.4 The Vendor shall promptly remedy damage and loss to property, other than damage to the Work, caused in
whole or in part by the Vendor or anyone directly or indirectly employed by the Vendor, except damage or loss
attributable to acts or omissions of the Owner or anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them, or by
anyone for whose acts either of them may be liable, and not attributable to the fault or negligence of the Vendor.

ARTICLE 13 INSURANCE
§ 13.1 VENDOR'S LIABILITY INSURANCE
§ 13.1.1 The Vendor shall purchase from and maintain in a company or companies lawfully authorized to do
business in the jurisdiction in which the Project is located such insurance as will protect the Vendor from claims set
forth below which may arise out of or result from the Vendor’s operations and completed operations under the
Contract and for which the Vendor may be legally liable, whether such operations be by the Vendor, by a sub-
vendor, by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be
liable:
.1 Claims under workers’ compensation, disability benefit and other similar employee benefit acts which
are applicable to the Work to be performed; ’
.2 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or disease, or death of the
Vendor’s employees;
.3 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death of any person other than the
Vendor’s employees;
4 Claims for damages insured by usual personal injury liability coverage;
.5 Claims for damages, other than to the Work itself, because of injury to, or destruction of, tangible
property, including loss of use resulting therefrom;
.6 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, death of a person or property damage arising out of
ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle;
.7 Claims for bodily injury or property damage arising out of completed operations;
.8 Claims involving contractual liability insurance applicable to the Vendor’s obligations under Section
3.12.1; and
9 Claims for products liability and completed-operations insurance.

§ 13.1.2 The insurance required by Section 13.1.1 shall be written for not less than the limits of liability specified in
the Contract Documents or required by law, whichever coverage is greater. Coverages, whether written on an
occurrence or claims-made basis, shall be maintained without interruption from the date of commencement of the
Work until the date of final payment and termination of any coverage required to be maintained after final payment,
and with respect to the Contractor’s completed operations coverage, until the expiration of the period specified in
the Contract Documents.

§ 13.1.3 Certificates of insurance acceptable to the Owner shall be filed with the Owner prior to commencement of
the Work and thereafter upon renewal or replacement of each required policy of insurance. These certificates and the
insurance policies required by Section 13.1.1 shall contain a provision that coverages afforded under the policies
will not be canceled or allowed to expire until at least 30 days’ prior written notice has been given to the Owner. An
additional certificate evidencing continuation of liability coverage including coverage for completed operations shall
be submitted with the final application for payment and thereafter upon renewal or replacement of such coverage
until the expiration of the time required by Section 13.1.2. The Vendor shall provide information concerning
reduction of coverage on account of revised limits or claims paid under the general aggregate, ot both, with
reasonable promptness.

ARTICLE 14 MISCELLANEQUS PROVISIONS

§ 14.1 GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be considered to be for sale of goods and shall be governed by the Uniform Commercial Code
(UCC) as adopted in the place where the Project is located. The Contract shall be governed by the law of the place
where the Project is located, except, that if the parties have selected arbitration as the method of binding dispute
resolution, the Federal Arbitration Act shall govern Section 9.6.

§ 14.2 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS

The Owner and Vendor respectively bind themselves, their partners, successors, assigns and legal representatives to
covenants, agreements and obligations contained in the Contract Documents. Neither party to the Contract shall
assign the Contract as a whole without written consent of the other. If either party attempts to make such an
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assignment without such consent, that party shall nevertheless remain legally responsible for all obligations under
the Contract.

ARTICLE 15 CLAIMS AND DISPUTES

§ 15.1 Definition. A Claim is a demand or assertion by one of the parties seeking, as a matter of right, payment of
money or other relief with respect to the terms of the Contract. The term “Claim” also includes other disputes and
matters in question between the Owner and Vendor arising out of or relating to the Contract. The responsibility to
substantiate Claims shall rest with the party making the Claim.

§ 15.1.1 Notice of Claims. Claims by either party must be initiated by written notice to the other party within 21
days after occurrence of the event giving rise to such Claim or within 21 days after the claimant first recognizes the
condition giving rise to the Claim, whichever is later.

§ 15.1.2 Continuing Contract Performance. Pending final resolution of a Claim, the Vendor shall proceed
diligently with performance of the Contract, and the Owner shall continue to make payments in accordance with the
Contract Documents.

§ 15.1.3 Claims for Consequential Damages. The Vendor and Owner waive Claims against each other for
consequential damages arising out of or relating to this Contract. This mutual waiver includes
.1 damages incurred by the Owner for rental expenses, losses of use, income, profit, financing, business
and reputation, and for loss of management or employee productivity or of the services of such
persons; and
.2 damages incurred by the Vendor for principal office expenses, including the compensation of personnel
stationed there; for losses of financing, business and reputation; and for loss of profit, except
anticipated profit arising directly from the Work. Nothing contained in this Section 15.1.3 shall be
deemed to preclude an award of liquidated damages, when applicable, in accordance with the
requirements of the Contract Documents.

§ 15.2 RESOLUTION OF CLAIMS AND DISPUTES

Claims, shall be referred initially to the Owner. An initial recommendation in writing by the Owner, followed by
negotiation of the parties, shall be required as a condition precedent to mediation, arbitration or litigation of all
Claims between the Vendor and Owner arising prior to the date final payment is due, unless 30 days have passed
after the Claim has been referred to the Owner with no recommendation having been made by the Owner.

§15.3 MEDIATION

§ 15.3.1 Prior to instituting any legal action arising out of the contract documents, the parties shall engage in
mediation as set forth below. Venue and jurisdiction for any legal action arising out of the contract documents, and
after mediation is conducted, shall be in Gunnison District Court.

§ 15.3.2 The parties shall endeavor to resolve their Claims by mediation. A request for mediation shall be made in
writing, delivered to the other party to the Contract, and filed with the person or entity administering the mediation.

§ 15.3.3 The parties shall share the mediator’s fee and any filing fees equally. The mediation shall be held in the
place where the Project is located, unless another location is mutually agreed upon. Agreements reached in
mediation shall be enforceable as settlement agreements in any court having jurisdiction thereof.

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§ 1.1.4 The Work. The term “Work” means the design, specification, acquisition, fabrication, shipping,
warehousing, delivery, installation and all other labor, materials and activities required of the Vendor. The Work
may constitute the whole or a part of the Project with regard to the furniture, furnishings and equipment required by
the Contract Documents.
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§ 1.3.1 The Architect-and-the-Architect’s-consultants- Owner shall be deemed the authors and owners of their
respective Instruments of Service, including the Drawings and Specifications, and will retain all common law,
statutory and other reserved rights, including copyrights. The Vendor, sub-vendors and supptiers shall not own or
claim a copyright in the Instruments of Service. Submittal or distribution to meet official regulatory requirements or
for other purposes in connection with this Project is not to be construed as publication in derogation of the

Arehiteet’s-orArchiteet’s-eonsultantstheOwners reserved rights.

§ 1.3.2 The Vendor, sub-vendors and suppliers are authorized to use and reproduce the Instruments of Service
provided to them solely and exclusively for execution of the Work. All copies made under this authorization shall
bear the copyright notice, if any, shown on the Instruments of Service. The Vendor, sub-vendors and suppliers may
not use the Instruments of Service on other projects or for additions to this Project outside the scope of the Work

without the specific written consent of the Owner;-Architect-and-the Architect’s-consultants:Owner

§ 3.1.3 The Vendor shall not be relieved of obligations to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents either by activities or duties of the Architeetin-the-Architect’s-Owner in the Owner's administration of
the Contract or by tests, inspections or approvals required or performed by persons or entities other than the Vendor.

§ 3.2.2 Because the Contract Documents are complementary, the Vendor shall, before starting each portion of the
Work, (1) carefully study and compare the various Drawings and other Contract Documents relative to that portion
of the Work, as well as the information furnished by the Owner pursuant to Section 2.2.1; (2) take field
measurements of any existing conditions related to that portion of the Work; and (3) observe any conditions of the
access route or on the Project premises affecting the Work. These obligations are for the purpose of facilitating
delivery and installation by the Vendor and are not for the purpose of discovering errors, omissions or
inconsistencies in the Contract Documents; however, the Vendor shall report promptly to the Arehiteet-Owner any
errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered or made known to the Vendor as a request for information in such
form as the Architest-Owner-may require. It is recognized that the Vendor’s review of the Contract Documents is
made in the Vendor’s capacity as a Vendor and not as a licensed design professional, unless otherwise specifically
provided in the Contract Documents. i

§ 3.2.3 The Vendor is not required to ascertain that the Contract Documents are in accordance with applicable laws,
statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, but the Vendor shall report
promptly to the Arehiteet-Qwner any nonconformity discovered by or made known to the Vendor as a request for
information in such form as the Arehitect Owner may require.

§ 3.2.5 If the Vendor believes that additional cost or time is involved because of clarifications or instructions the
Architeet-Owner issues in response to the Vendor’s notices or requests for information pursuant to Sections 3.2.2,
3.2.3 and 3.2.4, the Vendor shall make Claims as provided in Article 15. If the Vendor fails to perform the
obligations of Sections 3.2.2, 3.2.3, or 3.2.4, the Vendor shall pay such costs and damages to the Owner as would
have been avoided if the Vendor had performed such obligations.

§ 3.4.2 The Vendor shall not make substitutions until after evaluation by-the-Architect-and approval by the Owner.

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§ 3.8.1 The Vendor, promptly after being awarded the Contract, shall prepare and submit for the Owner’s and
Arehiteet’s-information a Vendor’s progress schedule for the Work. The schedule shall not exceed time limits
established in the Contract Documents, shall be revised at appropriate intervals as required by the conditions of the
Work and the Project, shall be related to the Project and related Work to the extent required by the Contract
Documents, and shall provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the Work.

§ 3.8.2 The Vendor’s progress schedule shall indicate dates for commencement and completion of phases of the
Work, within the Contract Time, including dates for order placement, fabrication, shipping, delivery and installation.
The schedule shall indicate other critical dates, such as deadlines for approval of submittals of colors, finishes,
fabrics and other materials. The Vendor shall obtain and submit for the Owner’s and-the-Architeet’s-information
written confirmation from sub-vendors of dates of fabrication and delivery.

§ 3.8.3 The Vendor shall prepare a submittal schedule, promptly after being awarded the Contract and thereafter as
necessary to maintain a current submittal schedule, and shall submit the schedule(s) for the Architeet's-approval—The
Architeet's Owner's approval. The Owners approval shall not be unreasonably delayed or withheld. The submittal
schedule shall 1) be coordinated with the Vendor’s progress schedule, and 2) allow the Arehitest- Owner reasonable
time to review submittals. If the Vendor fails to submit a submittal schedule, the Vendor shall not be entitled to any
increase in Contract Sum or extension of contract completion time based on the time required for review of
submittals.

§ 3.8.4 The Vendor shall perform the Work in accordance with the most recent schedules submitted to the Owaer
and-ArchitestOwner.

§ 3.8.5 The Vendor shall cooperate with the Owner and-Arehiteet-in coordinating the Vendor’s progress schedule
with those of separate Vendors and with the requirements of the Ownerand Architect—Owner. The Vendor shall
cooperate in determining mutually acceptable dates and times for delivery, installation and inspection of the Work,
and use of services and facilities provided to the Vendor, all to be confirmed in writing within a reasonable time in
advance of such dates and times.

The Vendor shall maintain for the Owner one copy of the Drawings, Specifications, Addenda and other
Modifications, in good order and marked currently to indicate ficld changes and selections made during performance
of the Work, and one copy of approved Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar required submittals. These shall be
available to the Arehiteet-Owner and shall be delivered to the Owner upon completion of the Work as a record of the
Work installed.

§ 3.10.3 Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar submittals are not Contract Documents. Their purpose is to
demonstrate the way by which the Vendor proposes to conform to the information given and the design concept
expressed in the Contract Documents. Informational submittals upon which the Arehiteet-Owner is not expected to
take responsive action may be so identified in the Contract Documents. The Arehiteet-Owner may return without
action submittals that are not required by the Contract Documents.

§ 3.10.5 By submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data and similar submittals, the Vendor represents to the Owner and
Arehitest-that the Vendor has (1) reviewed and approved them, and (2) determined and verified materials, field
measurements and field installation criteria related thereto, or will do so, and (3) checked and coordinated the
information contained within such submittals with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract Documents.

§ 3.10.6 The Vendor shall perform no portion of the Work for which the Contract Documents require submittal and
review of Shop Drawings, Product Data or similar submittals until the respective submittal has been approved by the
ArchiteetOwner. '

§ 3.10.7 The Work shall be in accordance with approved submittals, except that the Vendor shall not be relieved of
tesponsibility for deviations from requirements of the Contract Documents by the Arehiteet’s-Owner's approval of
Shop Drawings, Product Data or similar submittals unless the Vendor has specifically informed the AzchitestOwner
in writing of such deviation at the time of submittal and (1) the Architeet-Owner has given written approval to the
specific deviation as a minor change in the Work or (2) a Modification to the Contract has been approved
authorizing the deviation. The Vendor shall not be relieved of responsibility for errors or omissions in Shop
Drawings, Product Data or similar submittals by the Arehiteet’s-Owner's approval.

§ 3.10.8 The Vendor shall direct specific attention, in writing or on resubmitted Shop Drawings, Product Data or
similar submittals, to revisions other than those requested by the Arehitect-Owner on previous submittals. In the
absence of such written notice, the Arehitest’s-Owner's approval of a resubmission shall not apply to such revisions.

§ 3.10.10 When professional certification of performance criteria for furniture, furnishings and equipment is required
by the Contract Documents, the Arehiteet-Owner shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy and completeness of
such certifications.

§ 3.12.1 To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Vendor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Owner, Arehiteet;

§ 5.6 When the Vendor considers installation of all or a designated portion of the furniture, furnishings or equipment
required by the Contract Documents to be complete, the Vendor shall advise the Owner and-Arehiteet-in writing.

§ 6.2 Upon completion of installation pursuant to Section 5.6, the Owner, with-the-assistanee-of the-Architect;shall
conduct an acceptance inspection.

Sit to stand adjustability is preferred and is only necessary for the desk section, not the
return.

We will accept proposals or alternates with height adjusting desks and/or returns that do
not adjust to standing position but allow for ergonomic adjustability at sitting position.

3. What is the height of the ceiling in the storage rooms that floor to ceiling shelving is
requested. Room 1108, 1202, 1207, 2108, 2202, 2209
Room# 1108 —9°0”, 1202 -9°0”, 1207 —9°0”, 2108 — 8’6", 2202 — 8’0", 2209 — 9°0”

4. What are items to be stored in the storage rooms? Boxes? Individual file folders?
Legal size file boxes and letter size file boxes.

5. Do you have any idea of weight requirements for shelving in these rooms?
Legal size file boxes weigh about 65 Ibs. when full and letter size boxes weigh 55
Ibs. Shelving should support the combined weight of boxes when shelves are
filled to capacity.

CONSULTING AGREEMENT

This Consulting Agreement (“Agreement”) made effective the 1st day of January, 2015, is by
and between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, 200
East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and Dr. Marie Matthews, MD, 130 East
Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, CO 81230 (“Consultant”).

RECITALS
Consultant provides professional services regarding medical consultation for the Gunnison
County Public Health Family Planning Program {“Services”). Gunnison County desires to engage
Consultant to provide Services according to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and obligations
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1.  TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on january 1, 2015 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2015, unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Consuitant shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment to commence,
diligently pursue, and complete the services and other duties of the Gunnison County Medical
Officer as more specifically set forth in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by
this reference. All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with
generally accepted standards for Consultant’s profession and all applicable federal, state and
local laws and regulations affecting the services or the subject matter thereof. Consultant
acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with
additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems
appropriate to do so.

3. STRATEGIC RESULT,

By approval of this professional services agreement, the Gunnison County Department of
Health and Human Services shall work towards maximum rate of teen births (teen fertility rate)
in Gunnison County will be 10% or less of total live births.

4. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.






In exchange for Consultants performance of the Services, during the Term, Gunnison
County shall pay Consultant, upon full execution of this Agreement, $100 per month (51,200
yearly} to carry out the Scope of Services attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit A.

5. INSURANCE.

Consultant agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement, Consuitant shall carry
and maintain, in full force and effect and at her sole cost and expense, the following insurance
policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Consuiting Agreement, Consultant will
provide an insurance certificate to Gunnison County for the coverage’s required herein which
shall state that such policy shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days
prior notice to Gunnison County.

{a) Comprehensive Professional Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not fess than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate of Bodily Injury Liability.

6. TERMINATION,

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Consultant and, therefore, Consultant shall not
delegate or assign her duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the
foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of either party.

8.  NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to give to
the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or rendered if
delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid, addressed as
follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different address
to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out his obligations and activities under this Agreement, Consultant is
acting as an independent contractor.

{b) Consultant acknowledges and agrees that Consultant is not entitled to: {i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison
County. Further, Consultant is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys
paid her related to the services.

{c)  Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement, for the purposes of the
Colorade Governmental immunity Act, Consultant is an employee of Gunnison County and is
entitled to all of the protections of that Act.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the
subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals, negotiations
and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

11.  MISCELLANEOUS.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
REGARDING UNDESIRABLE PLANT MANAGEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered this __ day of , 2015, by and among
the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County ("Gunnison County"), the Board of
County Commissioners of Saguache County ("Saguache County"), the Board of County
Commissioners of Hinsdale County ("Hinsdale County"), the Town of Crested Butte, the Town of
Mt. Crested Butte, City of Gunnison, and the Town of Pitkin all of which are either a County, or a
statutory or home rule city, or a statutory town or home rule town, or a territorial charter
municipality, and all of which are organized under and by virtue of the laws of the State of
Colorado,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, each of the party counties is obligated pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.
(hereinafter referred to as the "Act") to adopt no later than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant
management plan for all of the unincorporated lands within the respective counties; and

WHEREAS, each of the party cities and towns is obligated pursuant to the Act to adopt no later
than January 1, 1992, an undesirable plant management plan for all lands within the territorial
limits of the respective municipalities; and

WHEREAS, each of the parties has other specified powers, authorities and obligations pursuant
to the Act including but not limited to formation of undesirable plant management advisory
commissions; and

WHEREAS, pursuantto C.R.S. 29-1-201 et seq., and C.R.S. 29-20-101 et seq., C.R.S. 35-5.5-
105(3) and C.R.S. 35-5.5-106(3), each of the parties herein may cooperate with another party
herein or other parties herein for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations granted or imposed by C.R.S. 35-5.5-101 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, it is to the mutual advantage and benefit of the parties hereto that the parties agree
to cooperate among themselves for the exercise or satisfaction of any or all of the powers,
authorities and obligations imposed by the Act;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual covenants, the parties agree as follows:

1. This Intergovernmental Agreement shall be applied by the parties to and shall be used
by the parties for the management of undesirable plants within the entirety of the
Gunnison River Basin Watershed as follows:

2. a. Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Gunnison Watershed
Weed Commission, aka Gunnison Basin Weed Commission (hereinafter referred
to as the "Commission") as the Commission required by the Act for the Gunnison
River Basin Watershed.





Each of the parties hereby jointly and severally appoints the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County as the local authority required by the Act for
the Gunnison River Basin Watershed.

The membership of the Commission shall be:

(1) Lorraine Rup (Gunnison County Representative);

(i) Erika Vohmann (Gunnison County Representative);

(i) (Vacancy, appointed by Gunnison County);
(iv) (Vacancy, appointed by Gunnison County);

(v) Edna Mason (Hinsdale County Representative);

(vi) Randy Arredondo (Saguache County Representative);

(vii)  Ex-officio Representatives from:
Bureau of Land Management, US Forest Service, Natural Resource
Conservation Service, National Park Service, City of Gunnison, Town of
Mt. Crested Butte, Town of Crested Butte, Gunnison County Extension,
and Colorado Department of Transportation.

Each Gunnison County representative may be succeeded by a Gunnison County
representative; the Saguache County representative and the Hinsdale County
representative may be succeeded by a representative from their respective
county.

In the case of a tie vote, the issue shall be decided by the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County.

The Commission shall elect a Chairman and Secretary. A majority of the
members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of
business.

The Commission shall have all of the powers and duties specified in C.R.S. 35-
5.5-107(4)(a), (b) and (c).

The Commission shall consult with and report to each of the parties regarding the
annual budget required to perform this Intergovernmental Agreement, the
management plan, management criteria, management practice and any other
major decision or recommendation of the Commission. Such consultation and
reporting shall not necessarily be in person but may be in writing or by telephone.

The parties hereto authorize Gunnison County to be the sole and final authority to
approve, modify and supervise the day-to-day conduct and provision of services required
by this Intergovernmental Agreement including, but not limited to, the authority to select,
contract with, and compensate the personnel, including administrative personnel, public
or private, who shall perform the work necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act.
Each of the parties expressly authorizes Gunnison County to enter into such contracts
and provide such compensation on behalf of that respective party providing that such
actions do not require expenditures exceeding the annual budget.

2





Gunnison County will furnish to each of the parties an annual report of activities, costs
and expenses of personnel, including administrative personnel, who perform the work
necessary to accomplish the ends of the Act.

Gunnison County will charge a rate of $100/hour for noxious weed management,
including all associated labor, equipment, materials, and administration. Each of the
parties agrees to pay or to reimburse Gunnison County, no later than December 31,
2015, for a share of such activities, costs and expenses as follows:

Hinsdale County - $ 1,600.00 (16 hours)
Saguache County - $ 2,000.00 (20 hours)
Town of Crested Butte - $ 1,800.00 (18 hours)
Town of Mt. Crested Butte - $ 2,400.00 (24 hours)
City of Gunnison - $ 1,200.00 (12 hours)
Town of Pitkin - $  300.00 (3 hours)

Each party shall be solely responsible for all additional costs required for control of
undesirable plants pursuant to C.R.S. 35-5.5-109 within the jurisdiction of that party. If
scheduling allows, Gunnison County may be available for weed management work, in
addition to the hours listed above, at the same hourly rate.

Payments to Gunnison County shall be in the form acceptable to Gunnison County.

No provision of this Agreement is or shall be construed to be a waiver of sovereign
immunity pursuant to C.R.S. 24-10-104. Each party hereto shall be responsible to
defend itself, at its sole cost, in any action or claim arising from or under any activity
pursuant to this Agreement. Neither Gunnison County nor any of its officers, employees
or agents shall have any liability whatsoever under this Agreement different in any kind
or nature whatsoever than any other party or officer, employee or agent of any other

party.

The term of this Agreement shall be from January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015.
Any party may terminate its participation in this Agreement upon ninety (90) days written
notice, by certified mail, to each of the other participating parties. Such termination shall
require a cessation of activity under this Agreement within the jurisdiction of the
terminating party but shall not require, in any circumstance, a return or reimbursement to
the terminating party of moneys already paid pursuant to paragraph 5 above.

This Agreement may be signed in a series of originals; that is, not all of the parties are
required to sign a single original. This Agreement becomes effective to a particular party
upon its signature to an original.

LEASE AGREEMENT

This Lease Agreement is made and entered into on this i‘.:‘)'} day of Nau@,mber, 2014, by
and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY,
COLORADO, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, hereinafter referred to as the
"County", and Ramon Ray dba Ray Trucking and Backhoe hereinafter referred to as the "Lessee.”

WHEREAS, the County, owns certain property, commonly known as the “W Mountain
Ranch” adjacent to the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to
the City of Gunnison, Gunnison County, and

WHEREAS, the Lessee desires to and is willing to operate a construction warehouse on a
portion of the W Mountain Ranch, under the terms and conditions of this agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements
herein contained, the County and the Lessee do hereby agree as follows:

1. TERM

The term of this lease agreement shall be 12 (twelve) months, commencing November 1% 2014
and ending on October 31% 2015 unless sooner terminated under the terms hereof. At the
request of the lessee, a single 12 (twelve) month renewal of the lease may be approved at the
sole discretion of the Gunnison County.

The lessee shall request in writing a renewal of the lease at least 60 days before the end of the
original term.

2. GRANT OF LEASE

The County hereby grants to the Lessee the right to occupy and use, together with necessary
rights of ingress and egress, those premises identified in Exhibit “A”, the “Leased Premises”
attached hereto and by reference incorporated herein. The premises are located on the W
Mountain Ranch leasehold and consist of only the premises described in Exhibit “A” the Land
Lease Area and Exhibit “B” the First Floor of the W Mountain Ranch Gray Shop Building.

3. USE OF LEASED PREMISES

The Lessee hereby agrees {o use the subject premises for the purpose of storage and -
maintenance of construction equipment and materials, excluding, but not limited to, scrap metals





and vehicles, liquids, hazardous materials, used building materials, excavated soils and
substances. Such use shall at all times be conducted in a manner consistent with the terms of
this agreement, in accordance with applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations
and in accordance with any rute, manual or program adopted for the operation of the Gunnison-
Crested Butte Regional Airport.

Neither the Lessee, its employees, guests, patrons nor invitees shall be allowed to bring or keep
animals or pets on the leased premises.

Premises will be kept neat and tidy at all times.

Gunnison County makes no representations, no guarantees and assumes no obligation to provide
or ensure any utilities.

4. COMPENSATION

For and in consideration of the rights granted herein, the Lessee agrees to pay monthly to the
County the sum of $1,127.33 for each calendar month of the initial lease term, beginning
November 1* 2014 and ending October 31 2015.

If this lease is extended for a second term beginning November 1% 2015 and ending October 31*
2016, the Lessee agrees to pay the County a monthly sum of $1,160.81 for each month of the
renewed term.

The lease amount is calculated as follows:

Land (Exhibit “A”") — total (excludes building foot print) 22,859 sq.ft. @ $0.34/sq. ft. = $647/mth
Building (Exhibit “B”) — total 1,441 sq.ft. @ $4.00/sq. ft. = $480.33/mth

All compensation to be made pursuant to this Section 4 shall be delinquent if not received on the
30th day of each month for the then-current month. In addition to each such delinquent payment
due, for each delinquent payment due, a late charge of two hundred doltars ($200.00) per month
shall be assessed against Lessee and paid forthwith by Lessee for each calendar month or
portion of a calendar month for which the payment remains delinquent; interest shall accrue
against Lessee and shall be forthwith paid by Lessee at the rate of one percent {(1%) per month
on all delinquent balances.

Payments are due on the 30th day of each month for the then-current month and made payable to
the "Gunnison County Treasurer". Payments should be mailed or delivered to:-

Gunnison County Finance Office
200 E. Virginia Avenue, Gunnison, CO, 81230.





Payments for the months since October 1st, 2014 will be deemed due when this agreement has
been signed by both parties.

5. OPERATIONS

The Lessee agrees to secure all necessary sales tax licenses, business permits and other
approval except any land use change permit required by the City of Gunnison, Gunnison County
and the State of Colorado. Such licenses shall be separate and apart from licenses and permits
relating to any other retail location operated by the Lessee.

The Lessee may not place any sign or advertising whatsoever on or outside the leased premises.

The Lessee agrees to provide service on a fair, equal and non-discriminatory basis to all patrons
and to charge fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory prices for service. The Lessee, its agents
and employees, will not discriminate against any person or class of person by reason of race,
color, creed or national origin in providing any services or in the use of any of its facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the regulations of the office of the
Secretary of Transportation.

The Lessee shall pay for utilities, including; electrical power, sewer and water. |f additional or
expanded utility services or lines are required by the L.essee's operations, the cost of such
services and lines shall be paid by the Lessee.

6. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS

During the term of this agreement, the Lessee shall provide its own janitorial services and shall at
all times keep its leased premises in a neat and clean condition and in good repair (ordinary wear
and tear, unavoidable accident and fire excepted).

The County and its authorized officers, employees, agents and other representatives shall have
the right (at such times as may be reasonable under the circumstances) to enter upon the
Lessee's leased premises to inspect the premises at reasonable business hours or in case of
emergency, to perform necessary maintenance and repairs in order to preserve the structural
safety of such premises or to correct dangerous conditions, or in the exercise of the County's
police power. No such entry by or on behalf of the County upon such leased premises shall, in
and of itself, cause or constitute a termination of letting thereof or be deemed to constitute an
interference with the possession thereby by the Lessee.

The County reserves the right, at its sole cost and expense, to enlarge and improve the Airport
facilities. The L.essee recognizes and accepts that during the term of this lease agreement such





enlargement and improvements, together with some ordinary maintenance activities, may cause
inconvenience for the Lessee. The Lessee agrees that no liability shall attach to the County or its
agents or employees by reason of such inconvenience caused by such activities. Prior to taking
any action, which would adversely affect the operations of the Lessee, the County agrees to
consult with the L.essee; however, this shall not preclude the County from taking any action it
deems necessary for the immediate protection of persons or property.

The Lessee shall not modify, alter, construct or reconstruct the leased premises and shalt obtain
prior written approval for the installation of any electrical wiring or other utilities except telephone.
The method of installation of all utilities, including telephones, shall be approved by the County.
Any changes in decor shall be in keeping with the general décor of the building and shall receive
prior approval of the County's building & grounds supervisor.

All equipment and property placed by the Lessee at its expense ih, on or about the leased
premises, including all trade fixtures temporarily affixed to the leased premises but which may be
removed without damage thereto, shall remain the property of the Lessee and the Lessee shall
have the right at any time during the term hereof, when not in default hereunder, to remove all
such equipment, property and trade fixtures. All property placed by the Lessee at its expense in,
on or about the premises and affixed to the premises so that the same may not be removed
without damage thereto, shall become the property of the County and shall not be removed by the
Lessee at any time.

7. INDEMNIFICATIONS AND INSURANCE

The Lessee agrees to hold the County harmless, to release and indemnify the County from and
against any and all claims, demands, damages and liabilities (including costs and expenses
incurred in the defense thereof) for injury to persons or damage to property arising from the
Lessee's operations or the activities of any officer, agent or employee of the Lessee. For the
purposes of this paragraph, "operations” shall include, but not be limited to, those activities and
services required or permitted under the terms of this agreement.

The Lessee need not release, save harmless or indemnify the County against damages or injuries
caused solely by the negligence of the County, its agents, officers or employees.

The Lessee agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease Agreement,
commercial general liability insurance, as follows:

a. For any injury to one person in any single occurrence, Three Hundred Fifty
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($350,000.00); and

b. For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine
Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).





Lessee shall also maintain in effect personal property insurance for Lessee’s personal property.
Lessee shall include the County in said policy as an additional insured. Lessee shall provide to
Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as described above, within ten (10) days
after the execution of this Lease Agreement. The insurance coverage required pursuant to this
paragraph shall remain enforce during the term of this Lease Agreement; no cancellation or
reduction may be made without thirty (30) days written notice to Lessor. Lessee shall not allow the
placement of any lien or other claim against the Property by reason of any improvements placed
upon the Property, and shall indemnify, hold harmiess and defend L.essor against any claim upon
the premises or whatsoever.

The Lessee further agrees to promptly pay when due all bilis, debts and obligations incurred by it
in connection with its operation of said business on the leased premises and not permit the same
to become delinquent and to suffer no lien, mortgage, judgment or execution to be filed against
said premises or improvements thereon which will in any way impair the rights of the County
under this agreement.

The existence of the insurance required hereunder shall not be deemed a waiver by the County of
any defense or claim of sovereign immunity, nor a waiver of any other provision of law relating to
the liability of governmental units or the limits thereof.

8. DAMAGE TO OR DESTRUCTION OF PREMISES

In the event that the premises leased hereunder, or any portion thereof, shall be destroyed or
damaged by fire or otherwise to an extent which renders them untenable, the County may rebuild
or repair such destroyed or damaged portions, and the obligation of the Lessee to pay the
compensation hereunder shall abate as to such damaged or destroyed portions during the time
they shall be untenable. In the event that the County shall elect not to proceed with the rebuilding
or repair of the major portion of the premises (if so destroyed or damaged) within a period of 90
days after the destruction or damage, the Lessee may, it its option, cancel and terminate this
lease. In the event that the County shall elect to rebuild, the Lessee must replace all personal
property at its sole cost.

The County shall not be liable for any loss of property by theft or burglary from the Airport
property or for any damage to persons or property on said Airport resulting from the electric
lighting or water, rain or snow, which may come into or issue or flow from any part of said Airport,
or from the pipes, plumbing, wiring, gas or sprinklers thereof.

9. ASSIGNMENT

The Lessee covenants and agrees not to assign, sublet, pledge or transfer any of its rights
granted in this agreement, in whole or in part, nor grant any license or concession hereunder,





without first obtaining the written consent of the County, which consent may be withheld by the
County for any reason whatsoever in the County's sole discretion.

The County may, at its sole option,
cancel and terminate this agreement upon 30 days' written notice to the Lessee and may
repossess the premises without liability for so doing, in the event of any breach of the covenants
contained herein, unless such defauilt has been cured within such 30 days.

which such party is not responsible or which is not in its power to control.

This lease agreement is subject and subordinate to the terms, reservations, restrictions and
conditions of any existing or future agreements between the County and the United States, the
execution of which has been or may be required as a condition precedent to the transfer of
federal rights or property to the County for airport purposes, and the expenditure of federal funds
for the extension, expansion or development of the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport.

Further, you are required
to designate an individual with suitable skill, knowledge, or experience to oversee any nonaudit services
we provide and for evaluating the adequacy and results of those services and accepting responsibility for
them.

Management is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal controls, including internal
controls over compliance, and for evaluating and monitoring ongoing activities, to help ensure that
appropriate goals and objectives are met and that there is reasonable assurance that government
programs are administered in compliance with compliance requirements. You are also responsible for the
selection and application of accounting principles; for the fair presentation in the financial statements of
the respective financial position of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, the aggregate
discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of
the Gunnison County and the respective changes in financial position and, where applicable, cash flows
in conformity with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles; and for compliance with applicable laws
and regulations and the provisions of contracts and grant agreements.

You also agree to present the supplementary information with the audited financial statements.

With regard to the electronic dissemination of audited financial statements, including financial statements
published electronically on your website, you understand that electronic sites are a means to distribute
information and, therefore, we are not required to read the information contained in these sites or to
consider the consistency of other information in the electronic site with the original document.

Management is responsible for establishing and maintaining a process for tracking the status of audit
findings and recommendations. Management is also responsible for identifying for us previous financial
audits, attestation engagements, performance audits, or other studies related to the objectives discussed
in the Audit Objectives section of this letter. This responsibility includes relaying to us corrective actions
taken to address significant findings and recommendations resulting from those audits, attestation
engagements, performance audits, or studies. You are also responsible for providing management’s
views on our current findings, conclusions, and recommendations, as well as your planned corrective
actions, for the report, and for the timing and format for providing that information.

Audit Procedures—General

An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the
financial statements; therefore, our audit will involve judgment about the number of transactions to be
examined and the areas to be tested. We will plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable rather than
absolute assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement, whether
from (1) errors, (2) fraudulent financial reporting, (3) misappropriation of assets, or (4) violations of laws or
governmental regulations that are attributable to the entity or to acts by management or employees acting
on behalf of the entity. Because the determination of abuse is subjective, Government Auditing Standards
do not expect auditors to provide reasonable assurance of detecting abuse.

Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, combined with the inherent limitations of internal control,
and because we will not perform a detailed examination of all transactions, there is a risk that material
misstatements or noncompliance may exist and not be detected by us, even though the audit is properly
planned and performed in accordance with U.S. generally accepted auditing standards and Government
Auditing Standards. In addition, an audit is not designed to detect immaterial misstatements or violations
of laws or governmental regulations that do not have a direct and material effect on the financial
statements or major programs. However, we will inform you of any material errors and any fraudulent
financial reporting or misappropriation of assets that come to our attention. We will also inform you of any
violations of laws or governmental regulations that come to our attention, unless clearly inconsequential,
and of any material abuse that comes to our attention. We will include such matters in the reports
required for a Single Audit. Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and
does not extend to any later periods for which we are not engaged as auditors.

Our procedures will include tests of documentary evidence supporting the transactions recorded in the
accounts, and may include tests of the physical existence of inventories, and direct confirmation of
receivables and certain other assets and liabilities by correspondence with selected individuals, funding
sources, creditors, and financial institutions. We will request written representations from your attorneys
as part of the engagement, and they may bill you for responding to this inquiry. At the conclusion of our
audit, we will also require certain written representations from you about the financial statements and
related matters.
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Audit Procedures—Internal Controls

Our audit will include obtaining an understanding of the entity and its environment, including internal
control, sufficient to assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements and to design
the nature, timing, and extent of further audit procedures. Tests of controls may be performed to test the
effectiveness of certain controls that we consider relevant to preventing and detecting errors and fraud
that are material to the financial statements and to preventing and detecting misstatements resulting from
illegal acts and other noncompliance matters that have a direct and material effect on the financial
statements. Our tests, if performed, will be less in scope than would be necessary to render an opinion on
internal control and, accordingly, no opinion will be expressed in our report on internal control issued
pursuant to Government Auditing Standards.

As required by OMB Circular A-133, we will perform tests of controls over compliance to evaluate the
effectiveness of the design and operation of controls that we consider relevant to preventing or detecting
material noncompliance with compliance requirements applicable to each major federal award program.
However, our tests will be less in scope than would be necessary to render an opinion on those controls
and, accordingly, no opinion will be expressed in our report on internal control issued pursuant to OMB
Circular A-133.

An audit is not designed to provide assurance on internal control or to identify significant deficiencies.
However, during the audit, we will communicate to management and those charged with governance
internal control related matters that are required to be communicated under AICPA professional
standards, Government Auditing Standards, and OMB Circular A-133.

Audit Procedures—Compliance

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material
misstatement, we will perform tests of Gunnison County’s compliance with applicable laws and
regulations and the provisions of contracts and agreements, including grant agreements. However, the
objective of those procedures will not be to provide an opinion on overall compliance and we will not
express such an opinion in our report on compliance issued pursuant to Government Auditing Standards.

OMB Circular A-133 requires that we also plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the auditee has complied with applicable laws and regulations and the provisions of
contracts and grant agreements applicable to major programs. Our procedures will consist of test of
transactions and other applicable procedures described in the OMB Circular A-133 Compliance
Supplement and related addenda for the types of compliance requirements that could have a direct and
material effect on each of Gunnison County’s major programs. The purpose of those procedures will be to
express an opinion on Gunnison County’s compliance with requirements applicable to each of its major
programs in our report on compliance issued pursuant to OMB Circular A-133.

Engagement Administration, Fees, and Other

We understand that your employees will prepare all cash, accounts receivable, or other confirmations we
request and will locate any documents selected by us for testing.

At the conclusion of the engagement, we will complete the appropriate sections of the Data Collection
Form that summarizes our audit findings. It is management’s responsibility to submit the reporting
package (including financial statements, schedule of expenditures of federal awards, summary schedule
of prior audit findings, auditors’ reports, and corrective action plan) along with the Data Collection Form to
the federal audit clearinghouse. We will coordinate with you the electronic submission and certification. If
applicable, we will provide copies of our report for you to include with the reporting package you will
submit to pass-through entities. The Data Collection Form and the reporting package must be submitted
within the earlier of 30 days after receipt of the auditors’ reports or nine months after the end of the audit
period, unless a longer period is agreed to in advance by the cognizant or oversight agency for audits.
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Engagement Administration, Fees, and Other (continued)

The audit documentation for this engagement is the property of McMahan and Associates, L.L.C. and
constitutes confidential information. However, pursuant to authority given by law or regulation, we may be
requested to make certain audit documentation available to the State or Federal Government, or its
designee, a federal agency providing direct or indirect funding, or the U.S. Government Accountability
Office for purposes of a quality review of the audit, to resolve audit findings, or to carry out oversight
responsibilities. We will notify you of any such request. If requested, access to such audit documentation
will be provided under the supervision of McMahan and Associates, L.L.C. personnel. Furthermore, upon
request, we may provide copies of selected audit documentation to the aforementioned parties. These
parties may intend, or decide, to distribute the copies or information contained therein to others, including
other governmental agencies.

The audit documentation for this engagement will be retained for a minimum of five years after the report
release or for any additional period requested by the State or Federal government, oversight agency for
the audit, or pass-through entity.

Colorado, as shown on Exhibit A (map) which is attached and made a part hereof.

THIS MODIFICATION TO AGREEMENT (Agreement), entered into by and between Gunnison County Airport
n/k/a the Gunnison Crested Butte Regional Airport, (Grantor), whose address is: 519 W. Rio Grande, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230, and the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, by and through the Department of Energy, (Grantee),
under the authority of the Uranium Mill Tailings Radiation Control Act (42 U.S.C. § 7901, et seq.) on March 22, 2005
and extended for an additional five years on January 6, 2010 is hereby modified as follows:

WITNESSETH: Grantor, in consideration of the faithful performance by Grantee of all activities and conditions
herein contained, hereby grants, consents and agrees to the continued maintenance and use of two (2) monitoring
wells numbered, 0002 and 0102, previously installed by Grantee; and to ingress and egress to and from the Premises.

GRANTEE PROPERTY - The monitoring wells and appurtenances and all equipment and tools for
maintenance and use thereof, placed on or near the Gunnison, Colorado, Processing Site, shall remain the
property of Grantee and may be removed by Grantee at its own cost and expense at any time during the life of
this Agreement. Said wells and appurtenances shall be maintained by Grantee in a good, safe, and workmanlike
manner,

TERM/TERMINATION - This Agreement shall be effective on January 6, 2015, and shall continue in full force
and effect for ten (10) years, unless earlier modified or terminated by Grantor or Grantee upon thirty (30) days’
written notice. Should Grantee abandon the wells in question and subsequently terminate this Agreement,
Grantee’s right of ingress and egress shall revert to Grantor. Once Grantee determines the wells are no longer
needed, Grantee shall abandon them in accordance with appropriate State procedures.

GRANTEE RESPONSIBILITY - Grantee shall be responsible for any loss or destruction of, or damage to,
Grantor’s real and personal property caused by the activities of Grantee in exercising any rights hereby granted
in this Agreement; PROVIDED, that such responsibility shall be limited to restoration of such real and personal
property to a condition reasonably compared to its condition on the effective date of this Agreement by
techniques of backfilling, seeding, sodding, landscaping, repair or replacement, and such other methods as may
be agreed to between the parties.

GRANTEE LIABILITY - Grantee agrees to cooperate to the extent allowed by law, in the submittal of all
claims pursuant to the Federal Tort Claims Act (28 U.S.C § 2671, et seq.) for alleged loss, injuries, or damages,
to persons or property arising from the acts of Grantee, duly authorized representatives, or contractors of
Grantee, acting within the scope of their employment, in the installation, use, maintenance, removal, or
relocation of the monitoring wells and appurtenances and in surface water sampling.

INSURANCE - Grantee shall cause its duly authorized representatives, or contractors who enter the property
under this Agreement to carry reasonable liability insurance covering risk of liability caused by any of their
activities. Upon request, Grantee’s duly authorized representatives or contractors will provide Grantor
certificates evidencing insurance coverage.

PRIOR NOTIFICATION - Grantor will be notified forty-eight (48) hours prior to entering property under this
Agreement. Sampling and monitoring activities, beyond well installation and abandonment of wells previously
identified in this Agreement, will be conducted during normal business hours, unless Grantor provided consent
for sampling and monitoring activities during other hours.

RESTORATION - Upon removal or relocation of the monitoring wells and appurtenances, Grantee shall restore
the described property to as nearly as possible the state and condition existing prior to the installation of the
monitoring wells and appurtenances.

SEVERABILITY - In the event any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement, or in any other
instrument referred to herein shall, for any reason, be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, such
illegality, invalidity, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision of this Agreement.

WEIGHT RESTRICTION FOR A PORTION OF COUNTY ROAD 38 ALSO KNOWN
AS GOLD BASIN ROAD

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado,
(hereinafter the “Board”) has the legal authority to regulate and control the use of certain highways
and roads in Gunnison County, Colorado; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. §42-4-11(1)(v) and C.R.S. §18-9-117(1)(b),(c) and (f) the Board
has the authority to adopt temporary regulations as may be necessary to cover special conditions;
and

WHEREAS, as a result of the winter thaw there is a certain portion of County Road 38 also known
as Gold Basin Road (hereinafter “County Road 38”), that has deteriorated and there is resource
damage; and

WHEREAS, that certain portion of County Road 38 that has deteriorated is located beyond the
end of the asphalt beginning at the parking area known as “Bambi Parking Area” south to the
Saguache County line; and

WHEREAS, to prevent further resource damage and deterioration of that portion of County Road
38, temporary closure to the public has been recommended for the season beginning March
through May 15, 2015 or sooner if conditions allow; and

WHEREAS, the Board acknowledges that it is necessary that property owner(s) and occupant(s)
of adjacent lands are able to access their land; and

WHEREAS, adjacent property owner(s) and occupant(s) of adjacent lands shall be exempt from
the closure of that portion of County Road 38. HOWEVER, those adjacent property owner(s) and
occupant(s) of adjacent lands shall be subject to the road weight restriction of a ten (10) ton load
limit per vehicle for that portion of County Road 38; and

WHEREAS, closure of County Road 38 will not adversely affect health and safety nor will it cause
substantial injury the owner(s) or occupant(s) of adjacent land(s); and

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County
of Gunnison, Colorado, that certain portion of County Road 38 located beyond the end of the
asphalt beginning at the parking area known as “Bambi Parking Area” south to the Saguache
County line shall be and hereby is temporarily closed to the public for the season beginning March
_, 2015 through May 15, 2015 or sooner if conditions allow with an exception for adjacent
property owner(s) and occupant(s) of adjacent lands who are exempt from the closure of that





portion of County Road 38. HOWEVER, those adjacent property owner(s) and occupant(s) of
adjacent lands shall be subject to the road weight restriction of a ten (10) ton load limit per vehicle
for that portion of County Road 38.
