| wish to formally protest the valuation of R030353 or 5 St. Andrews Circle a unit of Golf Villas townhomes in
Skyland subdivision.

My estimate of the true value of this unit is $285,000.

The basis of that is as follows:

We bought this unit in 2013 for $229,000 and have refurbished it at a cost of $45,00 for a total investment of
$274,000. The unit was constructed in 1992 not 1998 and is a two bedroom not 3 bedroom unit.We added 200
sq ft with the remodel.

The 2015 reappraisal spreadsheet for sales in economic area 6 for Skyland subdivision from 2011-June 2014
does not include any property sales in Golf Villas including ours . The lowest property price on your spreadsheet
in Skyland is $440,000 and does not include any of the lower end units such as the Golf Villas . This link is a list
of sales that our realtor put together which includes several Golf Villas units. The average sales price of 2 BR
units sold in Golf Villas during this reappraisal period was $222,000.

I am one of the owners of the referenced property. [ am representing myself and the other property owners in this
dispute. This will confirm that we are formally protesting the property valuation of the referenced property.

We’ve owned property in White Pine since 1976. By observation since that time, and by purchasing some
property in 2001 and 2007 located near the disputed property, we have a pretty good sense of what property will
sell for. We believe the correct value of the disputed property should be approximately $150,000.00 —
approximately 64% of Gunnison County appraised value. We believe it would not bring more than that amount
on the open market.

Example: In 2007 we purchased Parcel 014 in Block 5 of White Pine. It was appraised by Gunnison County for
$1600.00, but sold for $1050.00 — about 66% of Gunnison County appraised value. The purchase price was never
considered by the Gunnison County Assessor as the very next re-appraisal resulted in a substantial increase in
valuation. This is an example only — this is not the property currently in dispute.

To help determine if we are correct in our belief, we purchased our own appraisal from a licensed real estate
appraiser familiar with White Pine and surrounding areas. This appraisal has determined a market value of
$165,000.00 — about 70% of Gunnison County appraised value. Please note that the attached appraisal shows the
addition of solar panels (installed May 2015) that were not yet in place in 2014.

Please reduce the appraised value to the correct amount of $165,000.00 as verified by the attached appraisal.

Although this appraisal reflects current market value and the solar improvements, we will accept that amount for
the 2014 valuation.

The purpose of this appraisal is to offer an opinion of the market value, as defined herein, of the subject property as of the
effective date of this report. This report is intended for use by Paul Flora in protest of the assessed value, it is not intended
for any other use. Itis prepared following the guidelines of the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice. The
appraisal report is not a home inspection report and it should not be relied upon to disclose conditions of the property.

The scope of this report includes an inspection and analysis of the subject unit, neighborhood and market, research of
comparables, developing a value indication for the subject property. The development of value includes consideration to all
three methods of valuation that are applicable to this particular property.

Intended User

The Intended User of this appraisal report is Paul Fiora. The Intended Use is to evaluate the property that is the subject of
this appraisal for the purpose of protesting the assessed value, subject to the stated Scope of Work, purpose of the
appraisal, reporting requirements of this appraisal report form, and Definition of Market Value. No additional Intended Users
are identified by the appraiser.

Neighborhood Boundaries

The Town of White Pine would be considered the neighborhood. This very small seasonal community is approximately
thirty miles east of Gunnison as the crow flies, and approximately thirty-nine miles via US Highway 50 to Sargents, and then
ten miles northwest via County Road 888. Winter access is via snowmobile; in the summer months, White Pine is
accessible by car. All major services, employment and schools are located in Gunnison; limited services and a Post Office
are located in Sargents. Tourism is relied upon heavily and most of the residences are seasonal; the area is renowned for
its physical beauty, historical significance (White Pine enjoys a colorful history as a mining community during the "boom and
bust” of the late 1800's); and for the abundant recreational opportunities, including fishing, hiking, biking, snowmobiiing and
cross country skiing.

Neighborhood Market Conditions

From 1992 to 2001, sales and prices achieved "mini boom" proportions due to low interest rates and population influx. Late
2001, activity decreased slightly, as did the strength of the national economy due to the events of 9/11. 2002 and 2003 were
stable, relatively active markets, and activity increased significantly mid-year 2004 when Crested Butte Mountain Resort, a
world class alpine ski resort thirty miles north, was purchased and positive speculation spurred an active market until
approximately mid-year, 2007. In the fall of 2007 events and subsequent changes within the mortgage industry impacted the
real estate markets as well as the availability of monies to a large percentage of potential borrowers on a national scale
National economic/real estate indicators would lead some to the conclusion that local market values declined significantly
across the board, however as has been historically true, the Gunnison market area remains less effected by national
happenings and values remained generally stable through 2010 for many market sectors, The most recent data is
suggestive of meaningful stabilization; in addition, other market indicators are encouraging including stabilizing marketing
times, declines in the numbers of short sales and foreclosures within all market sectors, and steady listing prices for most
market sectors. Currently, activity is increasing within most market sectors as the summer selling season commences; the
number of closed sales is increasing, properties coming under contract are more consistent and contract prices are
generally strong for those properties that are correctly priced; activity is noted for most market sectors, new construction is
increasing, and there are indications of stabilization for most market sectors and areas.

Residential value trends for the Gunnison market area as indicated by average and median sale prices of residential
homes, taking into consideration Gunnison proper and Gunnison's suburban neighborhoods: average sale price for 2007
was $395,233 and median $260,400; average sale price for 2008 was $394,119 and median $290,000; for 2009 $251,668
and $235,000; for 2010 $273,211 and $247,000. Figures for 2011 indicate the beginning of the declining trend: average
$339,375 was a strong figure, but the median $214,450 was down significantly; average and median values for 2012,
$221,337 and $210,000 respectively, hinted at stabilization. Average and median values for 2013 continued to strengthen:
average $285,400 and median $233,750 . It is important to consider that residential properties under approximately
$250,000 represent one of the most active sectors; higher value properties from $350,000 and up is a quieter sector, and
foreclosures and short sales are factored into average and median values; and finally, very limited quantitative and
qualitative data renders weak analysis and conclusions. Gunnison's summer selling season is commencing at this writing,
and will extend through late fall; a steady market is anticipated.

Comments on Sales Comparison

As stated throughout the report, the White Pine area is a very small seasonal residential community. A few basic services
are located in Sargents, ten miles south; major services and employment are located in Gunnison, thirty-nine nine miles
southwest.

Due to the small market area, sales data is very limited. | present five Sales with which to establish a value for the
Subject, one of which is within the immediate area (Sale #1) and constitutes White Pine's most recent Sale. The remaining
Sales are presented from the Pitkin area southwest of White Pine, also similar in terms of seasonal access and linkages,
activity and values.
