The Current adjusted valuation implies an adjusted market value of around $1.9M million USD when
completed 100% (estimated completion of 50% as of Jan 15tsimply multiplied by 2 to reach 100% = $1.9M)
which is completely unreasaonable to assess taxes upon. Here are the reasons why:

e The number that the assessor arrived is too high compared to what my new home would be worth
taken the average TASP/per sqft. of sales used by the county assessor (exhibit 1), my calculation
worksheet is enclosed (exhibit 2). A reasonable valuation would be $1.4-1.5M as shown by using the
average TASP of prior sales.

e To further challenge the adjusted valuation, | have a market value appraisal {exhibit 3) completed on
April of 2015, where a certified appraiser values the completed home at only $1.4 M. Although this
appraisal is past the date of evaluation, it is only reasonable to assume that the real value prior was

less, not more, as properties in the Gunnison values are on the raise not decline. This value coincides

¢ Building cost and land reached $1.1M, which makes the enclosed appraisal the most sensible value

Simply put, my house although newer and with tasteful finishes, is much smaller than the other ones
