Comparable 2 warranted adjustments lot size ($5,000 an acre adjustment), for being in better / newer condition, for number of
bathrooms, square footage and for only having a two car garage. This comparable was weighted moderately in
the final estimate of value due to being a newer home.

Comparable 3 warranted adjustments lot size ($5,000 an acre adjustment), square footage and for only having a two car
garage. This comparable was weighted heavily in the final estimate of value.

Comparable 4 warranted adjustments lot size (35,000 an acre adjustment), for being a victorian home (has better market appeal
due to extensive trim work and historical charm), for number of bathrooms, square footage, for having an
unfinished partial basement and for not having a garage. This comparable was weighted fairly heavily in the final
estimate of value.

Comparable 5 warranted adjustments lot size ($5,000 an acre adjustment), for number of bathrooms, square footage, for having
a finished basement, for having a bathroom in the basement and for having an inferior heat. This comparable was
weighted fairly heavily in the final estimate of value.

The estimated marketing time at the appraisal value is more than six months. Financing on each comparable is considered
current and typical for the area and marketplace.
In the final reconciliation all sales are given consideration and support the final estimate of value.

Summary: Research included a preliminary search of all available sources to determine market trends, influences and other
factors pertinent to the subject. A second review of the data was completed with only the most relevant information extracted
and considered for this report.

Ladies and Gentlemen:
This letter and the enclosures constitute our Petition to the Gunnison County Board of
Equalization in appealing the Gunnison County’s Assessor’s decision related to the value
of the property referenced above for the tax year 2015. Our original appeal, as amended
on May 28, 2015, is attached.
We summarize values and changes in values:

Assessed value for 2014 $1,044,660

Original assessed value for 2015 $1,485,730  (42% increase from 2014)

Revised assessed value for 2015
(after review of our May appeal) $1,292,530  (24% increase from 2014)

Our estimate of value $1,059,156

Our estimate of the value of our property as of June 30, 2014 is arrived at as follows:
3,600 equivalent square feet x the time-adjusted average square foot selling price
of $294.21 for 33 comparable sales in our neighborhood = $1,059,156

The difference in the County’s valuation and our valuation boils down to the method used
in selecting comparable sales. We contend our method is superior to the County’s
method. Our method is based on a significant number of actual sales in our
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neighborhood. Based on the assessor’s website, during the period of July 1, 2011 to June
30, 2014 there were 33 completed sales in the Skyland neighborhood. The time-adjusted
average price per square foot of those 33 properties was $294.21 (see spreadsheet
attached to original appeal). The Assessor’s value for our property after review of our
appeal is $359.04 per square foot, resulting in a value $233,388 higher than the average
of the 33 comparable sales. Within the 33 transactions, there were 4 transactions above
$359.04 and 29 transactions below $359.04. We contend that our property is average for
the Skyland neighborhood (see our original appeal for more details). The County has not
inspected our property to determine how our property compares with the 33 sold
properties, so it is uninformed on how our property compares to sales in our
neighborhood.

The County uses a multiple regression analysis to determine comparability of sales.
Attached is a printout from the Gunnison County website describing the multiple
regression formula the County follows. We encourage the Board to read it. We also
encourage the Board to consider which method can be understood — ours based on 33
actual transactions in our neighborhood or the County’s based on a formula that is
incomprehensible.

The Colorado statute dictates that only the market approach can be used to value
residential property. There are no specifics in the statute regarding the methodology.
Thus, the County can accept actual neighborhood sales as the preferred method of
identifying comparable sales for the market approach.

Section 39-1-103(5)(a), C.R.S. states “The assessor shall consider and document all
elements of such approaches that are applicable prior to a determination of actual
value.” Tt would seem this provision is in the statute for the purpose of encouraging the
tax assessors to achieve a fair and equitable value and for the purpose of providing
taxpayers with information they need to understand how their property values are
determined. On July 10, 2015 we requested information regarding the assessor’s
approaches to determining the value of our property. See our email of July 10, 2015
attached wherein we asked nine questions about how our property was specifically
valued. We requested this information in order to determine if we would file this appeal
with the Board of Equalization. In the assessor’s email of July 13, she chose to not
answer our specific questions about our property, but instead referred us to websites that
have books about the mass appraisal process. We believe the requirement to document
all elements of such approaches prior to determination of actual value has not been met.

We point out the following highlights from our May 2015 appeal of the Assessor’s
original valuation. We encourage the Board to review our original appeal for additional
details:

¢ Quality of Construction Factor. The County assumed we are in the “Good”
category. We listed 18 items in our May appeal that are NOT in our home that
the “Good” category has in its listing of attributes. The fact that the County has
not inspected our home has resulted in an error in their calculation of the value.

CBOE #4
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We stated more detail in the May appeal (page 3) on why we believe our home is
“Average” in relation to the 33 Skyland sales. We add one more fact. Skyland
has an Architectural Review Committee that has published in-depth design
guidelines. The ARC reviews and approves design plans which keep the
standards in the neighborhood uniform and consistent. Thus, there is a greater
tendency for homes in Skyland to be “average” for Skyland.

Condition Factor. The County considered our property to be in the “Good”
category. Again, no inspection was done by the County to reach this conclusion.
We noted a number of maintenance and condition issues we have, such as
immature landscaping, ice damning, re-staining the deck, the garage is unfinished
regarding painting, etc. Additionally, a vast majority of the sellers of the 33
homes in Skyland would have addressed deferred maintenance issues and
performed fixing-up expenses (painting, additional landscaping, etc.) to put their
property in prime condition. Thus, we believe our property is “Average”
regarding the 33 Skyland sales.

Time-Adjusted Sale Price. We used the County’s time-adjusted sale price
method in calculating our estimate of the value. However, we believe there are
significant flaws in County’s method. The County’s formula assumes that all
unsold properties were repaired, renovated, fixed up, etc. to a status of the selling
properties and the unsold properties would have changed in value similar to the
sold properties and not as a result of action by sellers. Obviously, this is a false
assumption because unsold homes would not have been prepared for sale.

217 Fairway Drive. When meeting with the County Assessor’s office, the
representative pointed out this property as a comparable. Our May appeal
addresses why this property is distinctively not comparable to our property.

The County’s Formula for Appraising Residential Properties. In our May
appeal, we addressed problems we observed with the County’s formula in
calculating its mass appraisals. One example is a compounding feature in the
County formula when it uses the Quality of Construction Factor, the Condition
Factor and the Neighborhood Factor in arriving at its values. These factors are
assigned a ratio and the factors are then compounded to come to the final value.
The formula uses static ratios (if one ratio changes the others do not change).
Why would the Condition Factor build up at a static rate when the Quality Factor
is added to the base? Why would the Neighborhood Factor build up at a static
rate when the Condition Factor and Quality Factor are added to the base?
Compounding is illogical. The difference between compounding and not
compounding is tremendous ($165,331 in the case of our property).

On July 3, 2015 we inquired by email as to why compounding was applied in the
formula. We were advised in a July 9 email from the assessor’s office that “The
quality, condition, and neighborhood factors are compounded because our
analysis shows this to be a good representation of how the market works. Itis a
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common and well-respected approach within mass appraisal practice.” We |CBOE #ch&

researched this claim and found no mention of compounding. B {\

In conclusion, we believe the fair market value of our property is $1,059,156 based on | L{ _I L{ |

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Multiple Regression

In multiple regression analysis, the relationship between one dependent

variable and several independent variables (called predictors) is analyzed. The
regression equation takes the form

Y =bo+ bix1 + b2x2 ...+ bpt+ e

where Y is the dependent variable, the b's are the regression coefficients for

the corresponding x (independent) terms, bg is a constant or intercept, and e
is the error term reflected in the residuals. The parameters of the regression

equation are estimated using the ordinary least squares method (OLS).

o Ordinary least squares: This method derives its name from the
criterion used to draw the best-fit regression line: a line such that the
sum of the squared deviations of the distances of all the points to the
line is minimized.

o Intercept: The intercept, b, is where the regression plane intersects
with the Y-axis. It is equal to the estimated Y value when all the
independents have a value of 0.

o Regression coefficient: Regression coefficients bi are the slopes of the
regression plane in the direction of xj. Each regression coefficient
represents the net effect the N variable has on the dependent variable,
holding the remaining x's in the equation constant.

o Beta weights are the regression coefficients for standardized data. Beta
Is the average amount by which the dependent variable increases when
the independent variable increases one standard deviation and other
independent variables are held constant. The ratio of the beta weights is
the ratio of the predictive importance of the independent variables.

Standardized means that for each datum the mean is subtracted and
the result divided by the standard deviation. The result is that all
variables have a mean of 0 and a standard deviation of 1.

o Residuals are the difference between the observed values and those
predicted by the regression equation

o Dummy variables: Regression assumes interval data, but dichotomies
may be considered a special case of intervalness. Nominal and ordinal
categories can be transformed into sets of dichotomies, called dummy
variables. To prevent perfect multicollinearity, one category must be left
out.

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o Interpretation of b for dummy variables. For b coefficients for
dummy variables, which have been binary coded (the usual
1=present, 0="not" present), b is relative to the reference
category (the category left out).

o Multiple R: The correlation coefficient between the observed and
predicted values. It ranges in value from 0 to 1. A small value
indicates that there is little or no linear relationship between the
dependent variable and the independent variables.

o Multiple R 2 is the percent of the variance in the dependent
variable, explained by the independent variables. It is also called
the coefficient of multiple determination. Mathematically, R2 = [1
- (SSE/SST) ], where

SSE = error sum of squares = |5 (Yi - Est Y1) 2 where Yi
is the actual value of Y for the /th case and Est vi is the
regression prediction for the ith case.

SST = total sum of squares =[¥] (¥i - MeanY) 2

Adjusted R-Square: When there are a large number of
independent variables, it is possible that R2 may become
artificially large, simply because some independent
variables' chance variations "explain" small parts of the
variance of the dependent variable. It is therefore
essential to adjust the value of R2 as the number of
independent variables increases. In the case of a few
independent variables, R? and adjusted R2 will be close.
In the case of a large number of independent variables,
adjusted R2 may be noticeably lower.

Multicollinearity is the intercorrelation of the
independent variables. The values of r2's near 1 violate
the assumption of no perfect collinearity, while high r's
increase the standard error of the regression coefficients
and make assessment of the unique role of each
independent variable difficult or impossible. While simple
correlations tell something about multicollinearity, the
preferred method of assessing multicollinearity is to
compute the determinant of the correlation matrix.
Determinants near zero indicate that some or all
independent variables are highly correlated.

Partial correlation is the correlation of two variables
while controlling for a third or more other variables. For
example r12.34 is the correlation of variables 1 and 2,
controlling for variables 3 and 4. Partial correlation
r12.34 equal to uncontrolled correlation r12 L&l No effect
of control variables Partial correlation near 0 L% Original
correlation is spurious.

Thanks for the additional information. I have a few more questions that come to mind as I
review the information you sent. The following items fall under Sec. 39-1-103(5)(a) wherein
the assessor is required to consider and document all elements of such approaches that are
applicable prior to a determination of actual value.

1. In the Quality of Construction Factor, did the County consider the 18 items we identified
that the "Good" category has that we do not have in our home? If so, why did that not
move us to an "Average" category? If you did not consider those 18 items, why did you
not consider them?

2. How does the formula arrive at a factor of 1.35 for the Quality of Construction Factor in
the "Good" category? I am trying to understand how the nhumber was determined.

3. How does the formula arrive at a factor of 1.25 for the Condition Factor in the "Good"
factor? I am trying to understand how the number was determined.

4. Does the County ever apply its formula to actual sales to test if the value calculated by the
formula compares to the actual sale prices? If so, please provide the results of those
comparisons.

5. Are you able to show me in the formula how the formula takes into account the factors
adjusted for the effect of compounding?

6. Please provide to me your analysis that shows that compounding is a "good representation
of how the market works".

7. Are you able to provide to me literature that indicates that compounding is a "common
and well-respected approach within mass appraisal practice”.

8. Does the time-adjusted formula take into account the fact that homes placed on the
market for sale are usually brought up to a more salable condition by the sellers
performing fixing-up expenses, addressing of deferred maintenance and staging the
home?

9. Why does the County consider Economic Area 6 sales of over 200 homes a better
approach in identifying comparable sales than Skyland's 33 sales?

This letter and the attachments constitute our amended appeal of the assessor’s valuation
of the above referenced property for the tax year 2015. We discovered an error in
calculating the equivalent square feet in the spreadsheet attached to the appeal. Our
estimate of the value of the property changed from $1,013,868 to $1,059,156 as a result of
correcting this error.

We have met with Alexandra Cohen of your office and obtained information from her and
answers to our questions. She has been very responsive, professional and helpful to us as
we worked to obtain information we needed to file this appeal.

We recognize the difficulty tax assessors have in valuing a large number of properties.
Because of your limited resources, we understand the need to use a mass appraisal
approach. Your education of the public regarding their right and sometimes need to appeal
is noteworthy. We understand that mass appraisals can work well regarding many
properties. However, we believe our case is a situation where it has not worked to
determine a value that represents Fair Market Value.

Your appraisal estimates the value of our property at $1,485,730 as of June 30, 2014. The
previous appraisal by your office was $1,044,660 as of June 30, 2013. The increase of
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$441,070 is 42%. We have obtained evidence that will show that similar properties have™ CBOE #LEQ
sold for substantially less than your estimate of market value. We have considered the
quality of construction, the condition of the property, the neighborhood factor and the timef 127

Calculation of Estimated Value

We agree that the most used and reliable method of determining the value of real property
is sales of similar properties. Beyond doubt, if we can identify a significant number of
comparable sales, the reliability of this method is enhanced. Location being one of the most
vital attributes of comparability, it is crucial to recognize that during the period of July 1,
2011 to June 30, 2014 there were 33 sales in the Skyland subdivision. We have prepared an
analysis of those sales from records in your website. It is attached as Exhibit A. We
calculated the Time-Adjusted Sale Price per equivalent square foot for the 33 transactions.
The average value on a Time-Adjusted Sale Price basis was $294.21 per equivalent square
foot. Our home has 3,600 equivalent square feet determined as follows:

Thus, our estimate of the property’s value as of June 30, 2014 is $1,054,156 (3,600 x
$294.21).

We will discuss below why an average of the 33 sales results in a fair estimate of market
value for our property.

Your appraisal indicates an equivalent square foot value of $412.70 for our property which
amounts to 40% higher than the average time-adjusted sale price in Skyland. Further, it
should be noted that the 33 comparable sales include both land and improvements.
Therefore, it would be an error to add the land value to a square footage value that includes
both land and improvements.

Neighborhood Factor

We only considered sales during the July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2014 valuation period in
Skyland. This method was appropriate because there were a significant number of
transactions (33) to consider. Thus, there is no need to adjust for the uniqueness of our
neighborhood in arriving at an estimated value. In your calculation of the estimate of the
value of our property, you considered over 200 transactions in Economic Area 6 (Upper East
River Valley). You then had to adjust for a neighborhood factor of 1.2 for Skyland. We
contend that your method is questionable (see discussion below) and our method is
objective and precise by using only Skyland transactions.

Quality of Construction Factor
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Using a mass appraisal method that precludes the individual inspection of properties T
increases the risk of errors in your valuations.

We believe our home is typical for Skyland. It does not have the dramatic features found in
some Skyland homes, such as massive custom windows, soaring beams, multiple master
suites, a media room, granite throughout, etc. Compared to the 33 transactions in Skyland
during the 3-year valuation period, our home is average. We have been inside several of
those 33 homes. We purchased the Skyland lot in 2005 and have been inside many other
Skyland homes. Therefore, we know first-hand what is typical for Skyland. Thus, we believe
our home would fit in the “Average” category for Quality of Construction when compared to
the 33 Skyland homes that sold. Certainly, using a large number of transactions (33) within
our neighborhood minimizes the effect of highs and lows in the quality of construction.

Condition Factor

Again, using a mass appraisal method does not allow for the individual inspection of
properties. Not having inspected our home, you are not aware of repairs needed for both
the interior and exterior. While the home is new, there are issues that need addressed due
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to harsh weather conditions at 9,000 feet. As of June 30, 2014 the wood deck needed

staining, heat tape is needed in certain roof valleys to prevent ice damning and the garage is [CBOE #Hﬂ?_

not yet finished with regard to painting. The landscaping is far from being mature and native
grasses are yet to fully cover the lot. The logic followed above under Quality of Construction |

would apply regarding the Condition Factor of our home. Using a large number of sales |~

within our neighborhood minimizes the effect of highs and lows regarding the Condition
Factor. We would likely fall within the “Average” category when considering the 33 sales
within Skyland. Your valuation has us in the “Very Good” category. It is highly likely that a
vast majority of the owners of the 33 homes that were sold would have remedied deferred
maintenance issues and performed “fixing up expenses” (painting, additional landscaping,
etc.) in order to put their property in prime condition. Thus, the properties sold would have
been more appealing to buyers and salable at the highest possible price.

Time-Adjusted Sale Price

We understand that Colorado law requires you to consider the value of all properties for the
2015 tax year as June 30, 2014, and that you must time-adjust comparable sales that
occurred during the 3-year valuation period to that date. While we have used your time-
adjusted sale price method in our calculation of our estimate of the value of the property,
we believe there are flaws in the formula being used. For instance, the formula does not
take into account the following that may have taken place between the last appraisal date
and the date of the sale of properties used to calculate the adjustment:

A. Renovations may have been done on properties that enhanced their value. While
information in building permits would be useful, the information would not
necessarily indicate the change that renovations may have on the ultimate selling
price of properties.

B. Fixing up expenses may have been done such as painting the exterior and/or
interior; additional landscaping; addressing deferred maintenance issues; etc.

C. Staging the house for sale to obtain the best possible price may have been done.
Evidence exists that making a property look like a “model” home by decluttering
it increases its appeal to buyers.

The Time-Adjusted Sale Price formula assumes that the cause of changes in the sale prices of
sold homes compared to the previous assessor’s appraisal is due to market conditions and
not due to the action of property owners of selling properties. In effect, this mean the
formula assumes that all unsold houses were repaired, renovated, fixed up, etc. to a status
of the selling properties and their values would have increased similar to the sold houses.
Obviously, this is a false assumption.

The formula calculates that all residential property in Economic Area 6 has appreciated at
approximately 7% per year during the July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2014 period. We question if
7% is reality. Additionally, the formula is excruciatingly complex. Who can explain
“Unstandardized Coefficients of B”; “Standardized Coefficients of Beta”; and ratios on the
formula that are described as square feet but are not square feet? It is unfortunate that the

217 Fairway Drive
Alexandra Cohen pointed out to us a comparable sale in Skyland that should be considered.
217 Fairway Drive is one of the 33 transactions that occurred during the valuation period, so
it has been considered in our analysis (see Exhibit A). There are significant differences
between this property and our home. A review of the Multiple Listing report for 217 Fairway
Drive reveals the following features for that property (see Exhibit B):

e Golf course frontage (we are not on the golf course)
Three living areas (we have one)
Three decks (we have one)
Mature landscaping (we are a few years from that stage)
Steam shower (we have none)
Security system (we have none)
Outside hot tub (we have none)

To consider 217 Fairway Drive alone and outside of the other comparable sales is
inappropriate given the differences noted above.

Gunnison County’s Formula for Appraising Residential Properties

With all due respect, appears there are problems with the County’s formula for appraising
residential properties. What is the explanation for a 40% difference between the County’s
calculation of our value and the value based on a substantial number or actual sales in our
subdivision? Has the county appraised the 33 properties that were sold (as if they were not
sold) using its formula and compared the appraisal results to the actual sale prices? Has the
county done that for other locations? We understand this is the first year the formula has
been used and the formula was developed internally within Gunnison County. Has the
formula been peer-reviewed? We understand the county appraiser’s work is audited, but is
the formula audited? We question if the formula has been adequately tested.

An example of a possible problem with the formula is the compounding of the various
factors (Quality of Construction, Condition, Neighborhood, etc.) to arrive at a value of the
improvement. We calculated the value using your formula and, indeed, the factors are
compounded. It is baffling why the formula compounds the factors as there appears to be
no logic for such compounding. With static factor ratios, the formula cannot adjust for the
ratio of other factors to eliminate the effect of pure compounding. Thus, we are left to
conclude the formula either intended compounding or there was an error in developing the
formula. Compounding does result in a significant difference. Our value of improvements
compounded is $1,400,731 and the value without compounding is $1,235,400, a $165,331
difference.
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We have only pointed out concepts in the county’s formula that have come to mind as we -

prepared this appeal. Obviously, there are many other assumptions built into the formula.'CBOE #_Llfal

We looked at single family home sales through the Multiple Listing Service to get more specific market —— — -
data on valuation trends. During the current valuation period (18-month period ending 6/30/14) that

serves as the basis for your office’s assessment, there were 136 home sales in Econ Area 6 at an average
selling price of $744,622. This is a 1.5% increase in the average selling price in Econ Area 6 for homes
that sold through the MLS in the prior 2013 valuation cycle (ended 6/30/12) of $733,497.

We also looked at the Econ Area 6 data for the 35 homes that sold for $900,000 or more over the two-
year assessment period, to get a better understanding of the valuations of homes more similar to ours.
(There was only one other property transaction in the Trappers Crossing development during the
valuation period, and we do not believe a singular sale can be deemed statistically representative.) The
comparison of the two assessment periods for Econ Area 6 for homes selling for greater than $900,000
shows an average selling price of $1,793,677 for 26 homes during the period ending 6/30/12 and an
average selling price of $1,544,018 for 35 homes for the later period ending 6/30/14. This represents a
nearly 14% decline in mean value. (See Econ Area 6 Residential Sales Data tables attached).

Local realtors inform us that homes on 35 acre lots in outlying areas are selling more slowly than
properties in town or on the ski mountain. For example, homes for sale in subdivisions like Red
Mountain Ranch, Dannie Ranch and Crested Butte Meadows have been on the market an average of 14
months.

We would also note that our “actual land value” assessment of $229,800 is identical to that of a number
of other lots in Trappers Crossing at Crested Butte. Yet we have a well-traveled public road bisecting our
property, public hiking trails and a Nordic trail easement, so arguably our land should be assigned a
lesser value,

We are not experts in real estate appraisal, and we do acknowledge that the real estate market has
improved over the last assessment period. But not by 63%. A 63% appreciation rate is simply not
supported by the data we have reviewed, and we believe our home should more properly be appraised
at approximately $1,000,000, which would represent a ~25% appreciation over the past two years.

We would be pleased to discuss our analysis with you over the phone; alternatively, we will be visiting
Crested Butte in late July and would be happy to sit down with you then if desired.

These six commercial lots are valued at $40 per square foot, apparently based on
the sale of Lots 3 and 4 in Block 46 for $250,000 on August 5, 2009. There has not
been a single sale of vacant commercial land in the Town of Crested Butte in nearly
six years. No wonder.

Since the sale of those Block 46 lots, the Town has increased the affordable housing
exaction on new commercial buildings, which was $2 per square foot in 2009. The
exaction is now $27.76 per square foot. Starting in July, 2016, the exaction will
increase to $37.01 per square foot.

Those exactions generate astounding numbers. For the subject 18,750 square foot
property, the payment in lieu of affordable housing to the Town would be $520,500
at the 1.0 floor area ratio to which one can build as a matter of right. If one builds
to the maximum floor area ratio of 1.55, the payment to the Town would be
$806,775. In July, 2016, those figures would increase to $693,938 and $1,075,603,
respectively.

The affordable housing fees are in addition to building permit fees, tap fees for water
and sewer and payment in lieu of parking fees, to name just a few. The exorbitant
nature of the Town’s fees caused the owner of the old Grubstake property to
abandon his proposal to build a music hall at the northwest corner of Elk Avenue
and 3 Street. Sales of vacant commercial land are non-existent for the same

TCasoil.

Accordingly, please reduce the Total Actual Value for these lots to $375,000.

That price included all furniture and all
appliances in the house, all the way down to linens and dishes! They would have a value of at least
$10,000 if we had to replace them. This was a sale totally at arm's length, done through a Broker, and
we have never met her or for that matter,never have even spoken with the Seller. It had been on the
market for several years at a higher price, but had no offers.
