CALL TO ORDER: Secretary Peterson called the October 21, 2015 meeting of the Gunnison Basin Sage-
grouse Strategic Committee to order at 10:05 A.M.

DETERMINATION OF QUORUM: Peterson confirmed that a quorum was present.
PUBLIC NOTICE CONFIRMED: Peterson verified that proper legal public notice had occurred.

AGENDA APPROVAL: No modifications to the agenda were requested. The agenda was approved as
circulated.

APPROVAL of the September 16, 2015 meeting minutes: Moved by Houck and seconded by Vasquez
to accept the September 16, 2015 meeting minutes as distributed. Motion carried unanimously, with Navy
abstaining from vote (not present at the September meeting).

COMMITTEE MEMBER COMMENTS/ REPORTS

e Caloger said he had attended a meeting which raised the issue of the local feral cat population.
Feral cats have been picked up, spayed /neutered and turned loose again. He questioned if feral
cats are detrimental to the Gunnison sage-grouse population. Seward explained that the Gunnison
Valley Animal Welfare League in conjunction with several veterinarians had worked with the feral
cats. He noted that a feral cat venturing into Sage-grouse habitat would themselves be in danger
from predators. There was a brief discussion of possible solutions to feral cat populations.
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e Cochran said he and Houck had conducted a tour/site visit with Ann Timberman, USFWS, to
observe Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat in the Gunnison Basin. He also noted that the County will
be installing seasonal “no parking” signs along CR 887 near the Waunita Watchable Wildlife Site.

LITIGATION UPDATE;

e Cochran explained that the lawsuit is moving forward. The Administrative Record contains over
150,000 pages. The County has a November 2015 deadline to determine if the record is complete.
The State Attorney General’s office has allowed Gunnison County to access software which makes
searching the Record easier. Peterson asked if there was anything missing; Cochran said not so
far, but the Record is still being researched.

BLM RESOURCE MANAGEMENT PLAN AMENDMENT EIS

e Armstrong said the BLM is reviewing the Cooperating Agency and internal BLM comments and
working on a revised draft. There will be a meeting with Cooperating Agencies in Montrose in
December. The agencies should receive a revised draft by mid-November, 2015. The deadline
for the complete plan has been postponed to March 2016. There will then be a mandatory 90-day
review period.

WAUNITA WATCHABLE WILDLIFE SITE

e Cochran and several Subcommittee members met with Sheriff Besecker and DWM Nick Gallowich to
discuss traffic enforcement issues associated with the Waunita Watchable Wildlife Site on October 9,
2015. They primarily discussed enforcing the new parking restrictions. Besecker agreed to provide
increased law enforcement presence during the lekking season. An onsite meeting is scheduled next
week with Public Works Director, Marlene Crosby. They will discuss sign locations. The Subcommittee
will determine the wording for the signs. Public Works will have the signs made. The signage is the
first thing to be dealt with at the site. Sis-ka-dee will accommodate the 2016 reservations that have
been made for the viewing site, but will use a five day on two day off schedule in 2017.

WEED MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION WITH THE GUNNISON BASIN WEED COMMISSION

e Cochran said he met with the Gunnison Basin Weed Commission on October 8, 2015; John Scott
was also present. They discussed cheatgrass issues including the detrimental effects cheatgrass
has on Gunnison Sage-grouse habitat. The Strategic Committee agreed to appoint Matt Vasquez
to attend the Weed Commission quarterly meetings, and investigate whether or not there is a formal
seat available on the Commission. There was brief discussion on using a bacteria to combat the
spread of cheatgrass. This is a very new technique that is being investigated.

CONSERVATION POSTER

e Seward discussed the poster. He said it could possibly dove-tail with the weed efforts.
Photographer Bob Gress was here in April 2015. He has taken photographs of the Gunnison sage-
grouse. Gress will allow the County to use his photos of Gunnison sage-grouse for the poster, at
no charge. His company, Birds in Focus, will want an artist’s credit for the photos. Stewart said the
cost of producing 4000 posters would be approximately $3,100. He added there might be money
available from several agencies, including CPW to help with the cost. He asked if the Committee
wanted to pursue producing of the poster. There was a brief discussion and it was noted that
Seward would report back to the Committee concerning the poster, the photographs and verbiage
to be used at the November 2015 meeting.

WILDLIFE CONSERVATION PROGRAM TRANSITION
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e Cochran said he will be retiring at the end of the year. He will continue on with County on a
consulting basis. He will not be doing the land use reviews or supporting the Strategic Committee.
The County is exploring the possibility of engaging a wildlife biologist on a contract basis to perform
the land use reviews and support the Strategic Committee. As this evolves the Committee will be
updated.

FUTURE MEETINGS: Future meetings will occur on the 3 Wednesday of the month in the Planning
Commission meeting room, located at 221 N. Wisconsin, Gunnison, Co. 81230, unless changed for a
specific reason.

Gunnison Sage-grouse Lek Access Process
Spring 2015

The following process is available for non-commercial and commercial users wishing to access Gunnison
Sage-grouse leks in the Gunnison Basin for the purpose of photography, audio recording, or other
activities. This process is intended to assist with education and research opportunities that contribute
to Gunnsion Sage-grouse conservation efforts. No more than two applications will be selected in any
one year, with the realization that any or all lek access has the potential to be curtailed based on Sage-
grouse conservation needs or due to outside influences, such as weather, landowner permission, agency
discretion, lack of bird attendance, etc.

The Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Committee — Technical Subcommittee will review applications
and provide recommended applications to the Gunnison Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Committee
(Committee) for final approval and coordination with appropriate agencies and landowners to facilitate
these types of opportunities. The application must be submitted by February 15, 2015, for
consideration in the 2015 lek season. Applicants must provide two professional references, identify the
proposed project, and the relevance of the project to Gunnison Sage-grouse conservation. Successful
applicants are required to submit a one page summary of their activities within 30 days of the project
visit and must contribute products to the committee, including copies of all photographs, video, or audio
recordings of the grouse. These will be made available to the local conservation community and to the
general public for projects promoting grouse conservation.

An existing database of Gunnison Sage-grouse photographs and other media is available for public use
(as long as the original artists are credited). Any proposed project that could be accomplished by using
existing media will not be considered.

Lek access will be recommended by the Committee after reviewing submitted applications in late
February. Human activity on leks during the mating season may potentially cause disturbance to the
grouse and therefore only projects that will contribute significantly to the conservation of Gunnison
Sage-grouse by users that are willing to follow lek viewing protocols will be recommended for access.
Successful applicants will be accompanied in their blind by a viewing guide to help monitor the proposed
activity and its possible impact to the grouse. Itis illegal to harass wildlife and violators may be cited by
the Colorado Division of Parks and Wildlife. The program involves the cooperation of willing landowners
and specific requirements of the users may change depending on the agreement made with a
landowner. Landowners cooperate with the committee to establish specific rules and to communicate
with users. The viewing guides are the onsite decision maker and communicator with the landowner
during the access opportunity. No dogs are allowed on the lek or in the user’s vehicle.

User access will be limited to only one or two days, within a two to three day window at the discretion
of the viewing guide, and specific agreements in place with landowners, to minimize disturbances to the
birds. Further, users are required to follow specific rules developed by the committee and the
landowners. Users must arrive the afternoon before the project initiation date and meet with the
viewing guide to determine access routes and other specifications relevant to a site including distance
the blind will be placed away from the lek center. Users are required to arrive at the lek at least 2 hours
before sunrise and they must not leave the lek until all grouse have departed for the day. Users must
supply their own blinds. There will only be one person in the blind with the viewing guide. Successful
applicants will be expected to walk at least one-half mile to the blind location from their vehicle. They





must minimize all noises and disturbances that may flush or alter normal grouse breeding behaviors. No
flash photography is permitted.

All leks selected for this program are located on private lands. More specific protocols/restrictions may
be established based on consultation with landowners.

Gunnison Sage-grouse Lek Access/Viewing Protocol

Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW) and Sisk-a-dee, a local Gunnison sage-grouse
advocacy group, volunteered to monitor applicants requesting access to a Gunnison
sage-grouse lek (strutting grounds) for conservation purposes through the Gunnison
Basin Sage-grouse Strategic Committee lek access process. Applicants interested in
gaining access to a lek for educational or commercial purposes may contact Jim
Cochran, Gunnison County Wildlife Conservation Coordinator, at (970) 641-7604 or
through the County website: http://www.gunnisoncounty.org/162/Wildlife-
Conservation.

CPW and Sisk-a-dee will supervise successful applicants and work with private
landowners willing to grant access to assure grouse are not impacted during courtship
displays. All individuals conducting activities near a Gunnison sage-grouse lek need to
comply with this Lek Access/Viewing Protocol to reduce potential disturbance to the
grouse.

Please keep in mind that Gunnison sage-grouse are sensitive to human disturbances.
Continued human disturbance could result in grouse abandoning the lek or low
attendance. To ensure the future of grouse and to avoid adverse impacts, applicants
should adhere to the following recommendations:

Viewing Etiquette:

e Lek access opportunities are available from 1 April to 15 May

e A user will have two consecutive days of lek access and no additional
opportunities in one season

e A user will be able to reschedule for weather if the guide is available

e A minimum of five rest days between lek access visits on one lek is required

e Arrive at lek at least two hours before sunrise with guide; guide will escort user
to the lek and remain in blind with user

e No pets, especially dogs, are allowed near the lek or in vehicles

e Remain as quiet as possible on approach to lek and when on the lek; no radios,
cell phones, horn honking, car door slamming, or other noises should occur

e Head lamps may be used to access lek and blind, once in blind equipment
should be set up and lights turned off

e Access is by foot only; no mechanized vehicles should approach closer than 0.6
mile to the lek

e Blind should be placed an adequate distance away from birds to avoid
adversely impacting breeding behavior; use of high-powered binoculars,
spotting scopes, and zoom lenses is recommended

e User’s blind will be set up the afternoon before the lek visit date, location of
blind will be determined at the same time

e User should remain still and in the blind and should not leave until all birds
have stopped displaying and departed the lek (typically 4 hours)

e Users should be prepared for long stays in blind and for cold temperatures
(typical morning temperature is 20 F in April in Gunnison)

e Conversation should be minimal and kept to a low whisper

e No flash photography is allowed

e Additional rules and restrictions may be imposed by landowners

This protocol is enforceable by the CPW. Failure to comply with these
recommendations may be considered wildlife harassment with violators cited and
fined.
