ENTITY ("ENTITY CUSTOMER”, THE INDIVIDUAL CUSTOMER AND ENTITY CUSTOMER TOGETHER ARE
“CUSTOMER") IS AGREEING TO BE BOUND BY THIS SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT ("AGREEMENT"). IF
CUSTOMER DOES NOT AGREE TO THE TERMS OF THIS AGREEMENT, CUSTOMER MAY NOT INSTALL,
COPY, OR USE THE LICENSED SOFTWARE.

1. DEFINITIONS.

“User Account” means, collectively, the specific User ID, and authorization for each copy of the Licensed
Software issued by Bear Cloud Software to Customer.

“Affiliates” or “Affillate” means an entity, institution, or organization that contrals, is controlled by, oris
under common control with another entity, institution, or organization, with at least majority
ownership.

“Authorized Reseller’ means an authorized distributor, authorized reseller, or dealer of the Licensed
Software.

“Authorized User” means an employee or contractor licensed to use STR Helper.

“Documentation” means the user manuals and supporting documentation in electronic form provided
with the Licensed Software under this Agreement.

“License Fee” means the applicable fee for which Customer licenses the Licensed Software.

“License Period” means a perpetual term unless (a) terminated as provided below or (b) a specific fixed
term is otherwise set forth in the License and User Account.

“Licensed Software” means the specific software licensed to Customer under the terms of this
Agreement (as specified in the License and User Account issued to Customer), including any Updates
and Upgrades thereto.

“Bear Cloud Enhancements” means enhancements to Bear Cloud Files in which the copyright is owned
by Bear Cloud Software or distributed by Bear Cloud Software from time to time.

“Bear Cloud Website” means www.strhelper.com.

“Update” means a revision to the Licensed Software or patch that improves the functionality of the
Licensed Software, and may contain new features or enhancements, which is not an Upgrade.

“Upgrade” means a subsequent version of the Licensed Software that Bear Cloud Software designates
as a new release and makes generally commercially available or a different flavor of the Licensed
Software that that Bear Cloud Software makes generally commercially available.
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2. LICENSE AND OWNERSHIP, o

2.1 License and User Accounts. that Bear Cloud Software shall issue Customer a “License and User
Account” via email, fax, postal mail, or courier (e.g., FedEx, UPS, DHL) that sets forth the specific
Licensed Software, the specific number of Concurrent Authorized Users for Entity Customers, and the
User Account associated with the Licensed Software (the License and User Account or User ID). The
License and User Account is hereby incorporated by reference into this Agreement. Certain of the
licenses in Section 2.2 permit use by Authorized Users of Entity Customer and the Entity Customer is
responsible for compliance of all such Authorized Users with the Agreement and shall be liable for the
breach of the terms of this Agreement by such Authorized Users.

2.2 Single-User License. An Individual Customer whose License and User Account issued by Bear Cloud
Software specifies the “License Type” as “Single User”. A Single-User license is for a named individual
who is identified as the Authorized User. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Bear
Cloud Software grants to Customer a transferable license, without the right to sublicense, to use the
Licensed Software.

2.3 Documentation License. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Bear Cloud

2.4 User Account. Bear Cloud Software shall issue to Customer a License and User Account for each copy
of the Licensed Software. Customer is entirely responsible for any and all activities that occur under
Customer's account.

2.5 License to Bear Cloud Enhancements. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Bear
Cloud Software grants to Customer a transferable license, without the right to sublicense, to use Bear
Cloud Software Enhancements solely with the Software for Customer’s internal business, research, or
educational purposes. "Notwithstanding any other provision in this Agreement to the contrary, Bear
Cloud Software makes to Customer regarding the licensed software a warranty of merchantability and a
warranty of fitness for the particular purposes for which the licensed software is sold”.

Customer shall not, nor permit any person {including any Authorized User) to: (i)
reverse engineer, reverse compile, decrypt, disassemble, or otherwlise attempt to derive the source
code of the Licensed Software (except to the extent that this restriction is expressly prohibited by law);
(i modify, translate, or create derivative works of the Licensed Software; (iii) sublicense, resell, rent,
lease, distribute, market, commercialize, or otherwise transfer rights or usage to the Licensed Software
(except as expressly permitted under this Agreement); (iv) remove, modify, or obscure any copyright
notices or other proprietary notices or legends appearing on or in the Licensed Software, or any portion
thereof; (v) transfer, use, or export the Licensed Software in violation of any applicable laws, rules, or
regulations of any government or governmental agency; (vi) use the Licensed Software or any system
services accessed through the Licensed Software to disrupt, disable, or otherwise harm the operations,

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horse, or other harmful, disruptive, or unauthorized component; or (vii) embed the Licensed Software in
any third-party applications, unless otherwise authorized in writing in advance by an officer of Bear
Cloud Software.

Software Confidential Information. The Documentation is copyrighted material of Bear Cloud Software.
This section shall not apply to any information that is or becomes publicly available through no breach of
this Agreement by the receiving party or is independently developed by the receiving party without
access to or use of the Confidential Information of the disclosing party. The foregoing confidentiality
obligations will not restrict either party from disclosing Confidential Information of the other party
pursuant to the order or requirement of a court, administrative agency, or other governmental body,
provided that the party required to make such a disclosure gives reasonable notice to the other party to
enable the other party to seek a protective order or otherwise limit such disclosure. The receiving party
of any Confidential Information of the disclosing party agrees not to use the disclosing party’s
Confidential Information for any purpose except as necessary to fuffill its obligations and exercise its
rights under this Agreement.

The Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado (the “Board” or
“Gunnison County”) appreciates the opportunity to offer these comments on the North Fork
Mancos Master Development Plan (the “NFMMDP”), and appreciates also the extension of time
granted in which to make these comments.

I. General Comments

The Board itself regulates the development of oil and gas resources in Gunnison County,
together with the Federal and State governments, with the intent to provide a framework for
the responsible exploration and production of oil and gas resources in a manner that conserves
other natural resources, that is sensitive to surrounding land uses, and that mitigates adverse
impacts to and protects the public health, safety, welfare and the environment of Gunnison
County.

The Board recognizes that long term planning is difficult—but it is essential. All of the
regulators have the ability—and Gunnison Energy LLC has demonstrated the corporate capacity
and intent—to work together to accomplish such long term planning. The Board offers the
following as “scoping comments” and intends to provide further specific comments.

Nothing in these “scoping comments” is, or shall be construed as to be, pre-
determination of Gunnison County’s own regulatory process or its outcomes—or of future
proposals beyond or in addition to the specific first phase of a potential 13 pad development by
Gunnison Energy LLC.

Il. Project Description
The Board understands that the current proposal for which comments are sought is

limited as follows:
e Drill up to 35 horizontal wells from four new well pads and one existing well pad over

the next three years.

Three new well pads would be on National Forest System lands and one new well pad
on private land.

Project area is accessed via Gunnison County Road 265. The Proposal includes upgrading
up to 2.2 miles of existing roads and construction of up to 4.6 miles of new road.

Total initial surface disturbance would be approximately 26 acres of Federal lands and
10 acres of non-Federal Lands.

Of these totals, about 17 acres of Federal Lands and 3 acres of private lands would
remained disturbed over the long term.

Gunnison Energy estimates the wells could produce 700 billion cubic feet of gas over 30

years.

lll. General Locational And Timing Principles

General locational and timing principles to be included in the BLM analysis should

include the following:

Location of well pads and other facilities in close proximity to existing well pads,
pipelines and infrastructure.

Drilling multiple wells from as few pads as possible.

Incrementally sequencing or incrementally stepping into new development areas to
limit the impacts—including “sprawl” and mobilization and de—mobilization.
Separating development areas to avoid multiple, simultaneous operations occurring at
one time—in the same area—using same roads, etc.

Attention to “assimilative capacity” regarding other essential characteristics: water, air,
wildlife, visibility, noise, recreation, timber, agriculture, seasonal and other cyclical
constraints.

Geography, topography, soils, rainfall and slopes may require individualized site
approaches to avoid and minimize consequences.

Employ non-traditional methodologies when appropriate.

VI. Assimilative Capacity and Carrying Capacity

The Board urges that the proposal by analyzed regarding both “assimilative capacity
and “carrying capacity” of the North Fork area; and that such analyses include not only this
proposal—but this proposal superimposed on existing projects, and considering reasonably

anticipated projects.

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The “assimilative capacity” refers to the capacity of the affected ambient environment
to accept and dissipate pollutants, discharges and other detrimental consequences of the
proposed action without exceeding environmental and social limits.

The “carrying capacity” refers to the ability of the ambient environment to support the
proposed project without exceeding environmental and social limits. That is, the size, pace and
location of the project (and its components) should be constrained by the detrimental
consequences it produces and that assimilative capacity of the effected ambient environment.

VIl. Consideration of Requiring Tracers That Can Identify Frack Fluids In The Environment

Some fear that frack fluid chemicals could contaminate nearby water supplies if the
chemicals are accidentally spilled, or released into drinking water aquifers or onto the surface

accidentally.
It is possible to identify the presence of frack fluid in spilled or discharged flow-back by

tracing synthetic organic compounds that are added to the fluid before it is injected down a

well.
But the proprietary nature of the chemicals, combined with their instability in the

environment has limited the usefulness of such tracers.

Gunnison County urges that BLM rigorously explore the current state and availability of
non-toxic frack fluid tracers with regard to this proposal—particularly in light of the high,
headwaters nature of the proposal, and the proximity of both downstream drinking water
supplies and agriculture.

Thank you for your consideration to Gunnison County’s comments. It is our intent to
foster non-adversarial, multi-jurisdictional, public-private long term planning.

The Board, first, recognizes the efforts made to ensure that land reclamation on coal
mines is “contemporaneous and successful.” The Board requests that, in each instance, there
be transparent, regular and documented monitoring, with established reclamation metrics—all
financed by a security mechanism to ensure completion.

The Board also applauds the efforts made to ensure that the DRMS coal regulatory
program prevents offsite impacts to lands and waters adjacent to the mine permit areas. To
assist the Board in understanding the scope, reach and efficacy of the actions, may we ask for
more information on protection (e.g. programs, regulations, standards, rulemakings) of
domestic wells, agricultural crop and livestock waters, and waters used by wildlife and
recreationists.

The Board respectfully but with emphasis, also requests all reasonable measures be
employed to ensure immediate, short term and long term effective capture and beneficial use

of methane.

A RESOLUTION TO ESTABLISH GUNNISON COUNTY POLICY FORMAT, REVIEW
TIMEFRAMES, AND ADOPTION/REVISION/RESCISSION PROCEDURES

WHEREAS, Gunnison County wishes to establish a uniform policy format and an
adoption and periodic review process to promote consistency and uniformity throughout
the organization; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County’s current policy documents are in many forms and
formats, including policies, resolutions, ordinances, policy statements, position/support
statements, guidelines, and unformatted policies created via the adoption of meeting
minutes; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County currently lacks a unified, correct and complete policy
document appropriate for staff and public reference; and

WHEREAS, the proposed policy template and policy-numbering system have been
presented to and reviewed the Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Gunnison County, Colorado that the following procedures will be applied to all Gunnison
County policies:

1. APPLICABILITY
a. A Gunnison County policy incorporates the written description of a
direction set forth by the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) to
inform the public and guide actions taken by departments and offices in
the County organization.
b. Policies may be administrative or regulatory.
i. Administrative policies establish powers, responsibilities, and/or
rules for County employees and appointed board members.
ii. Regulatory policies establish rules or orders having the force of
law.
c. A policy shall be established when:
i. Directed by the BOCC; or
ii. Required in accordance with state or federal law; or
lii. Requested by an elected official or department director, and
approved by the BOCC.

2. STANDARDS
a. All new policies shall be adopted by the BOCC during a regular/special
meeting.
b. All policies, excluding ordinances, may be revised administratively only
for format modifications, corrections to reflect organizational changes,





or similar non-material changes without BOCC review and approval. All
policy rescissions must be approved by the BOCC.

c. All adopted policies shall be referenced in the electronic Gunnison
County Policy Manual on the County’s website.
3. FORMAT

a. The format outlined in Exhibit A shall be used for all adopted Gunnison

County policies. Should this format be changed at any time in the future,
the County Manager'’s office will communicate the changes and the new
format to each department.

The County Manager must approve any exceptions to the format
outlined in Exhibit A. However, any policies kept under separate cover
in a format that deviates from that outlined in Exhibit A, such as the
Gunnison County Employee Policies and the Gunnison County Land
Use Resolution, shall still be referenced in the online Gunnison County
Policy Manual.

After adoption of a policy, the County Manager’s office will assign the
appropriate policy number following the numbering format outlined in
Exhibit B. Should this format be changed at any time in the future to
allow the addition/deletion of categories/policies, the County Manager’s
office will update Exhibit B and the appropriate section of the County’s
website.

4. PROCESS AND REPOSITORY
a. Adoption:

Prior to adoption by the BOCC, the policy custodian will prepare the
adoption request memo, work with the County Attorney’s Office to create
the applicable adoption resolution, and work with the County Manager’s
Office to create the formatted copy of the proposed policy.
Revisions/Rescissions:

In the event that any established policy requires revision/rescission, the
policy custodian shall contact the County Manager's office prior to
drafting any modifications and/or reinitiating the above adoption
process. If revisions/rescissions are warranted, the County Manager will
decide whether or not the policy revisions/rescissions should be
scheduled for approval/ratification by the BOCC in accordance with
Section 2b above.

Repository:

The County Manager’s office shall serve as the repository for all adopted
Gunnison County policies. The County Manager’s office will also ensure
that all adopted Gunnison County policies are accessible to staff and the
public on the County’s website.

5. REVIEW FREQUENCY
Each policy shall be assigned a custodian. Designated policy custodians will
be responsible for reviewing any and all assigned policies to ensure accuracy





and completeness according to the below established frequencies. Policy
custodians will also be responsible for confirming that the required reviews
have occurred by communicating this information to the County Manager’'s
office.
a. Policies that set fees or list specific contact information (i.e., name,
phone, email) will be reviewed at least annually;
b. All other policies, general in nature and not applicable to either of the
above categories, will be reviewed at least every five (5) calendar years.

WHEREAS, the attached Travel Policy (Exhibit A) was created to reflect Gunnison
County’s current travel-related practices, which conform to Internal Revenue Service
regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Gunnison County, Colorado that:

1. The attached Travel Policy (Exhibit A) is adopted;

2. Section 10-8 of the Gunnison County, Colorado Personnel Policies, adopted
October 5, 2010 and amended November 16, 2010, is changed, in its entirety
and effective immediately, to simply reference the attached Travel Policy;

3. The following existing policies regarding official employee travel are hereby
rescinded and deleted, effective immediately:

a. Out-of-State Travel Memorandum, signed by the Board of County
Commissioners and issued by the County Manager on May 4, 1999;

b. Policy Statement No. 002, adopted by the Board of County
Commissioners on February 23, 2000; and

c. Any and all other official travel-related policy documents previously
utilized by the organization.

PURPOSE

This document outlines Gunnison County's policy related to official business travel. If a department
has special circumstances not addressed in these policies, the elected official or department head should
submit a request for consideration of unusual circumstances in writing to the County Manager for approval.

SCOPE
This policy applies to all Gunnison County employees.

DEFINITIONS
e IRS — Internal Revenue Service.
e M&IE — Meals and Incidental Expenses. As defined by the IRS, this refers to meals, tips and fees
for food and luggage-handling services.

POLICY STATEMENTS

Gunnison County's policy is to utilize County-issued purchasing cards for meal, travel and lodging
expenses incurred in the performance of official business. If a department has special circumstances not
addressed in these policies, the elected official or department head should submit a request for
consideration of unusual circumstances in writing to the County Manager for approval.

Meals

Within Colorado: Pursuant to IRS regulations, travel-related M&IE are allowable County expenses only
when overnight travel is included. M&IE incurred during same-day travel, in-County meals at the beginning
or end of travel, tips exceeding 20%, alcohol, and personal charges are not allowable County expenses.
Receipts are required, and expenses will be allowed up to the IRS’s standard daily M&IE allowance rate for
Colorado, which is posted to the staff intranet and updated annually. The standard rate applies to all travel
within Colorado.

Outside of Colorado: For out-of-state travel, refer to the current IRS per diem rate chart (posted to
the staff intranet) to determine the maximum allowed for M&IE relative to the area of travel. If the travel
location does not have a specific M&IE rate assigned, travelers should use the standard rate for the state.

Lodging

The actual cost of a hotel or motel room (single occupancy) will be allowed when incurred in the course
of official County-related business travel. Employees should indicate lodging is tax exempt (in Colorado),
when making reservations and use their purchasing card for payment of hotel rooms, which includes the
tax exemption number, in order to avoid paying sales and/or lodging taxes whenever possible.

Transportation

County Fleet and Personal Vehicles
Employees are required to use fleet vehicles from the Public Works Department motor pool for

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work-related travel, whenever possible. See the Motor Pool Policy for more information.
Public Transportation
Reasonable commercial ground, air and rental transportation costs will be allowed for official
travel between airports, hotels, conferences or meeting places. Receipts must be provided.
Vehicle Rental
Rental car costs for County-related business will be allowed only when other options are not
available to accommodate the purposes of the travel.
Airfare
The County will allow airfare costs (airfare and one checked bag) for County-related business.
Employees making travel reservations should take care to seek the lowest possible fares by making
advance reservations whenever possible. If the employee chooses to travel by car when the
employee can fly for less (based on the rate available two weeks prior to the trip), only the lesser-
cost figure will be allowed/reimbursed. Lodging and meal costs incurred during travel by car will
not be reimbursed unless these costs, along with mileage, are less than airfare (if purchased two
weeks prior) plus ground travel at the destination.
Out-of-State Travel Approval
The County Manager must approve all out-of-state travel prior to the traveler incurring any related
expenses. The department head should submit into Laserfiche the purpose of the travel, location, total
estimated cost, whether or not the costs are included in the department’s budget, and the benefit to the
County in the request. Elected officials and their staffs are exempted from this requirement as long as
adequate travel funds are available as approved during the budget process and the out-of-state travel for
staff is approved by the appropriate elected official.

COMPLIANCE

This policy shall be complied with in all respects. Revisions to this policy may occur and every attempt
will be made to provide prior notice of any such change. However, when deemed necessary in order to
fully protect the County’s interests, the interest of the public, and to more fully protect the safety of the
public, including employees governed by this policy, this policy may be changed without notice.

Failure to obtain any necessary approvals or inability to document expenditures by acceptable receipts
may preclude reimbursement by the County.

Introduction

In 2008, the County’s first Strategic Plan was created to more closely align the County’s operations
with the Board of County Commissioner’s priorities by providing focused direction to County Staff
and mechanisms to measure progress. We updated the Gunnison County Strategic Plan in 2009
and have continued to update it every two years to ensure that the Plan remains relevant and
continues to reflect the priorities of the Board of County Commissioner’s even as individual
Commissioners change.

The development of the original Plan occurred within the context of a county-wide performance
management initiative called Managing for Results. The introduction to the 2008 Plan stated,
"Over time, this strategic approach to management and the County’s varied missions will inform
everything we do, from our budget process to performance evaluations and project prioritization.”
Nine years later, that prediction has been realized.

This strategic approach to managing the County organization and focusing on delivering results
to customers has been incredibly successful. Longstanding deficiencies in the County Detention
Center, Public Works Facility, and Courthouse have been solved with new buildings constructed
without raising taxes. Services have improved as measured by both objective performance
measures and citizen surveys. Every County Department and Office has a Strategic Business Plan
(SBP) which sets direction and includes performance measures designed to measure results for
our customers. Employees’ performance evaluations include performance measures from their
department’s SBP. We have become adept at aligning resources and people in a way that allows
us to deliver excellence to our constituents.

This sixth version of the Gunnison County Strategic Plan offered us a unique opportunity to make
the Plan even more meaningful and powerful. In 2016, the County, along with all of the partners
in the Community Builders Task Force, completed a two-year undertaking called the One Valley
Prosperity Project (OVPP). The OVPP was a collaborative initiative focused on achieving a more
prosperous and successful future for all of the Gunnison Valley’s communities. The OVPP included
a tremendous amount of community engagement and input and resulted in the One Valley
Prosperity Strategy, which can be viewed online at http://www.onevalleyprosperity.com/.
