DAYS CASH ON HAND - The cash on hand is 337 days compared to the bond covenant requirement of
150 days. The days’ cash on hand does not include the Foundation.

INPATIENT VOLUMES - Admissions were 4 below budget and 7 below prior year for April.





OUTPATIENT VOLUMES - Qutpatient visits for April were 214 visits above budget and 177 below the
prior year; YTD, outpatient visits were 1848 above budget and 1071 above prior year. Emergency room
visits were 51 above budget and 11 above the prior year; YTD, ER visits were 212 above budget and 117
above prior year.

HIRING VETERANS

Schedule A Special Hiring Authority - Federal Agencies

» What is Schedule A2

» Schedule A is a non-competitive appointment authority for civil
service placement.

» Allit takes is a letter and certification of disability.

» EXAMPLES - NPS, Forest Service, BLM, any agency with civil service
position capability. Operation Warfighter.





HIRING VETERANS

TAX CREDITS:

Returning Heroes Tax Credit provides incentives of up to $5,600 for
hiring unemployed veterans, and the Wounded Warriors Tax Credit
doubles the existing Work Opportunity Tax Credit for long-term
unemployed veterans with service-connected disabilities, to up to
$9,600.





HIRING VETERANS

Unemployment Tax Credits:

Qualified Long-term Unemployment: For new hires that begin work on or after
January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2019, during which the individual is
employed no less than 27 consecutive weeks, and includes a period in which the
individual was receiving unemployment compensation under State or Federal law.
For WOTC-certified new hires working at least 120 hours, employers can claim
25% of the first year wages paid up to $6,000, for a maximum income tax credit of
up to $1,500. For WOTC-certified new hires working 400 hours or more, employers
can claim 40% of the first year wages up to $6,000, for a maximum income tax
credit of up to $2,400.





HIRING VETERANS

Short-term Unemployment: A credit of 40% of the first $6,000 of wages (up to $2,400)
for employers who hire veterans who have been in receipt of unemployment
compensation for at least 4 weeks.

Long-term Unemployment: A credit of 40% of the first $14,000 of wages (up to $5,600)
for employers who hire veterans who have been in receipt of unemployment
compensation for longer than 6 months.





HIRING VETERANS

Wounded Warrior Tax Credits:

Veterans with Services-Connected Disabllities: Maintains the
existing Work Opportunity Tax Credit for veterans with service-
connected disabilities hired within one year of being discharged
from the military. The credit is 40% of the first $12,000 of wages
(up to $4,800).





HIRING VETERANS

Long-Term Unemployed Veterans with Services-Connected Disabilities: A new credit of
40% of the first $24,000 of wages (up to $9,600) for firms that hire veterans with
service-connected disabilities who have been in receipt of unemployment
compensation for longer than 6 months. The credit can be as high as $9,600 per
veteran for for-profit employers or up to $6,240 for tax-exempt organizations.

Certain tax-exempt organizations can take advantage of WOTC by hiring eligible
veterans and receiving a credit against the employer's share of Social Security
taxes.

A Note on Using GDX

The Compensation and Pension (C&P); Education, Vocational Rehabilitation, and Employment (EVRE); and Insurance
and Indemnities categories represent programs that Veterans or other beneficiaries must choose to participate in. The
number of beneficiaries for these programs are not shown in GDX. Therefore, it is not recommended that the Veteran
Population in Column B be used to create a "per person" or "average" expenditure for these categories, as the population
is significantly different than the number of beneficiaries. The number of program participants for these categories can
be found in the VBA Annual Benefits Report.

Similarly, it is not recommended that the population be used to create an average for Total Expenditures, Construction,
Loan Guaranty, and General Operating Expenses, as these expenditures are either not spent directly on beneficiaries or
also depend on the number of unique users.

Each Fiscal Year (FY), the Department of Veterans Affairs’ (VA’s) Office of Enterprise Integration (OEI) publishes the
Geographic Distribution of VA Expenditures (GDX) report. This report provides the estimated dollar expenditures for
major VA programs at the state, county, and Congressional District levels. Expenditure data are grouped by the following
categories: Compensation and Pension, Education and Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment, Insurance and
Indemnities, Construction, General Operating Expenses, Loan Guaranty, and Medical Care. Veteran population
estimates at the state, county and Congressional District level and the number of unique patients who used VA
healthcare services are also included in the report. The following information provides a brief description of the data
included in the report, the methods used for data collection, and the sources of the data.

Veteran Population

As of FY 2016, the estimated Veteran population data by state and county are based on the VA VetPop2016 model. This
model is VA'’s source for official estimates and projections of the Veteran population.

Compensation and Pension

The Compensation and Pension (C&P) category includes expenditures for the following categories: compensation
payments, pension payments, Dependency and Indemnity Compensation, and burial allowances. Most expenditures
reported in this category reflect monthly payments made to individuals. Retroactive payments and one-time payments
are also included. Data is obtained from USASpending.gov.

Education and Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment

Education and Vocational Rehabilitation and Employment (E&VRE) are separate programs, but are combined into one
category for display purposes in GDX. Expenditures in this category include: automobile and adaptive equipment,
specially adapted housing, Survivors’ and Dependents’ Educational Assistance (Chapter 35), Vocational Rehabilitation for
Disabled Veterans (Chapter 31), Post-Vietnam Era Veterans’ Educational Assistance (Chapter 32), Montgomery G.1. Bill
for Selected Reserves (Chapter 1606), Reserve Educational Assistance Program (Chapter 1607), Montgomery G.1. Bill
(Chapter 30), and Post-9/11 Veterans Educational Assistance (Chapter 33). Expenditure data for E&VRE are also
obtained from USASpending.gov.

Insurance and Indemnities

The data reported for this category are provided by the VA Regional Office and Insurance Center (RO&IC) in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. This category consists of VA expenditures for death claims, matured endowments,
dividends, cash surrender payments, total disability income provision payments, and total and permanent disability
benefits payments. It includes Veterans Group Life Insurance, National Service Life Insurance, Service Disabled
Veterans Life Insurance, United States Government Life Insurance, Veterans Reopened Insurance, and Veterans Special
Life Insurance. It does not include Traumatic Injury Protection Under Servicemembers' Group Life Insurance, Family
Servicemembers' Group Life Insurance, or Servicemembers' Group Life Insurance. The RO&IC provides OPP with
monthly extracts of payments to recipients by zip code for the purposes of aggregating these monthly payments by state,
county, and Congressional District.

Construction and Related Costs

The Construction expenditures category includes funding for Major Projects, Minor Projects, Grants for Construction of
State Extended Care Facilities, and Grants for Construction of State Veterans Cemeteries. The source of the
Construction data is the Financial Management System (FMS).

General Operating Expenses

General Operating Expenses (GOE) represent the costs necessary to provide administration and oversight for the
benefits provided by VA. This includes costs for overhead and human resources. This category does not include
payments made directly to beneficiaries. The source of the GOE data is FMS.

Loan Guaranty

Prior to FY 2008, Loan Guaranty expenditures were included in the E&VRE category. Currently, all Loan Guaranty
expenditures are attributed to Travis, Texas, where all payments are processed. VA will continue to improve data
collection for future GDX reports to better distribute loan expenditures at the state, county and Congressional District
levels.

Medical Expenditures

Medical expenditures data come from both the Allocation Resource Center (ARC) and FMS. The specific programs
reported for this category are: medical care, General Post Fund, medical and prosthetic research, and miscellaneous
accounts. Choice Act funds are also included.

Unique Patients

The count of unique patients is based on the home residence of the patient. The number of patients, along with
associated county and Congressional District codes, are provided by the ARC.
