CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 8:30 am.

VOUCHERS AND TRANSFERS APPROVAL: Finance Director Linda Nienhueser presented the voucher
approval report dated August 22, 2017 and the cash transfer authorization dated July 2017 for discussion
and approval.

Motion carried unanimously. The Board came out of executive session at 8:39 am. Chairperson
Chamberland confirmed that the discussion remained on-topic, that all parties stated to be in attendance
were, in fact, in attendance and that no decisions were made.

Resolution; Consenting to the Calling of an Election by the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing
Authority on November 7, 2017:

Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority Director Jennifer Kermode was present for the discussion. She
presented the resolution, how it came to be and how much funds it would raise if passed by the voters in
the fall. Chairperson Chamberland asked if there is support from the business community for this measure.
GVRHA Director Kermode stated she believes there is support. Chairperson asked how it was decided to
go to the ballot this year and not wait until 2018 when the proposal could be more refined. GVRHA Director
Kermode stated that it was due to the need right now for a solution. Chairperson Chamberland asked what
would be the next step if the issue went to the ballot this fall and was defeated. Discussion ensued as to
the different options that could happen in the event of a defeat. Commissioner Messner stated he did not
believe that this package is supported right now as presented. He stated he did not believe the amount of
money this would raise would be able to do anything substantial and there is not a list of projects that are
in the “pipeline.” Commissioner Messner believed they would get one shot at this and could not go back
to the voters for more money a couple years from now. Commissioner Houck stated he thinks that the
legislative issue with a lodging tax can be solved faster than previously thought and may be an option
faster than many think. The Board agreed that the housing issue in the Valley is one of the top priorities
but they believed that a comprehensive package is needed to address it. Multiple citizens in the audience
spoke in support of this resolution to place the question on the ballot. The Board discussed the ballot

measure and what would happen if it passed or not. It was the opinion of the Board that if it passed or
not, it would not be feasible to go back to the voters in the near future for more funds as this proposal did
not seem like enough to fix the problem. The Board decided at this time they cannot support this resolution,
consenting to the calling of an election by the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority on November 7,

2017.

WHEREAS, Gunnison County’s current parking prohibition outlined in Resolution #2008-02
applies only to non-County employees, which does not adequately serve the purpose of the
prohibition; and

WHEREAS, the attached Overnight and Long-Term Parking Prohibition Policy in County
Parking Lots Adjacent to County Buildings (Exhibit A) was created to reflect compliance with the
Gunnison County Facilities & Grounds Department’'s ongoing parking lot maintenance
requirements.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County
of Gunnison, Colorado that:

1. The attached Overnight and Long-Term Parking Prohibition Policy for County Parking
Lots Adjacent to County Buildings (Exhibit A) is adopted;

2. The attached Resolution #2008-02, A Resolution Prohibiting Non-County Employee
Overnight and Long Term parking in Parking Lots of County Buildings (Exhibit B) is
rescinded; and

3. The Facilities & Grounds Department is hereby directed to take appropriate steps to
adequately inform all County staff and members of the public of this prohibition,
minimally by prominently posting notice of this prohibition at all public entrances to
the buildings outlined in the policy.

PURPOSE

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado previously adopted
Resolution #2008-02 to prohibit overnight and long-term parking by members of the public in County
parking lots adjacent to County buildings. However, the continued overnight and long-term parking in
those lots by County employees is an impediment, detriment and nuisance to efforts made to facilitate
County maintenance of said parking lots. Thus, in the best interest of public health and safety, the
prohibition of overnight and long-term parking in County parking lots adjacent to County buildings needs
to extend to all personal vehicles.

SCOPE
This policy applies to all personal vehicles.

DEFINITIONS

POLICY STATEMENTS

Overnight and/or long-term parking of personal vehicles in County parking lots adjacent to County
buildings located within the City of Gunnison, specifically those listed in Exhibit A, is not permitted without
the prior written approval of Gunnison County.

COMPLIANCE

This policy shall be complied with in all respects. Any violation of this policy shall be subject to
enforcement actions, including but not limited to, the charges and fines set by statute.

Revisions to this policy may occur and every attempt will be made to provide prior notice of any such
change. However, when deemed necessary in order to fully protect the County’s interests, the interest of
the public, and to more fully protect the safety of the public, including employees governed by this policy,
this policy may be changed without notice.

concerns and procedures as they relate to authorizing entry to all County facilities.

PURPOSE

It is the responsibility of the Sustainable Operations Director, working in conjunction with all
department heads and via an adequate key control system, to ensure that access to all County facilities is
limited to the personnel who require such access to perform their official County-related duties. This system
limits access to authorized personnel, safeguards against unauthorized entrance to County facilities, and
provides for an inventory record of hard key and access badge distribution. Further, this system
incorporates a series of fines for individuals who lose or do not return hard keys and/or access badges for
which they are responsible, and it ultimately provides for reimbursement to the County for the cost of
duplicating lost access badges and/or rekeying areas of buildings that require it due to loss or non-return
of hard keys. All hard keys and access badges with access to any or all Gunnison County facilities are the
sole property of Gunnison County.

SCOPE
This policy applies to all persons who are issued County hard keys and/or access badges.

DEFINITIONS
e Hard Key: Traditional metal key used to manually open a lock.
o Access Badge: Plastic card electronically coded to allow access to specific facilities and areas.

POLICY STATEMENTS

Initial Issuance Responsibilities; Hard Keys and/or Access Badges:
1. Department heads are responsible for ensuring that employees who need access badges have their
photos taken and access cards requested during their initial meeting with Human Resources.
2. Department heads are responsible for initiating the Receipt for Hard Keys and/or Access Badges
form (Exhibit A) and completing the requested access portion on the last page.
3. Employees are required to sign and submit the Receipt for Hard Keys and/or Access Badges for
before any hard keys and/or access badges are transferred to their possession.

Lost or Stolen Responsibilities; Hard Keys and/or Access Badges:
1. Employees who lose hard keys or access badges, or have them stolen, shall notify the appropriate
department head immediately.
2. Employees will be subject to the following penalties for lost or stolen hard keys and/or access
badges:

In
addition, the employee will reimburse the County for the cost of rekeying the
area(s) affected.

The employee will be charged $500.00 for duplicating or attempting to duplicate
a key assigned by the County. In addition, the employee will reimburse the County
for the cost of rekeying the area(s) affected.

b. Access Badges:

The employee agrees to pay $25.00 per badge after the second and subsequent
losses (the first loss will be forgiven).

Termination Responsibilities; Return of Hard Keys and/or Access Badges:

Department heads are responsible for notifying the Facilities & Grounds Department and the IT
Department of any employee’s voluntary/involuntary termination or suspension from employment
so that access badges can be deactivated.

Department heads must collect all hard keys and access badges assigned to the employee and
return them to the Facilities & Grounds Department for inspection and reassignment/destruction.
Any employee leaving, transferring or changing County service is responsible for returning all
County hard keys and access badges provided during the course of employment, by close of
business on the last day of employment. Failure to timely return County hard keys and access
badges will result in deduction of the below monetary penalties from the employee’s final paycheck,
as well as any other applicable legal remedies:

a. Hard Keys:

The exiting employee agrees to pay $50.00 per key that is not returned, or $250
for any key that is not returned and was previously lost/stolen necessitating the
rekeying an affected area. Example: If an exiting employee fails to return both
an exterior door key and an office key, the employee would owe the County
$100.00. If both keys were previously lost and rekeying was performed, the
charge would be $500.00. In addition, the exiting employee will reimburse the
County for the cost of rekeying the area(s) affected.

The exiting employee will be charged $500.00 for duplicating or attempting to
duplicate a key assigned by the County. In addition, the exiting employee will
reimburse the County for the cost of rekeying the area(s) affected.

b. Access Badges:

COMPLIANCE

This policy shall be complied with in all respects. Revisions to this policy may occur and every attempt
will be made to provide prior notice of any such change. However, when deemed necessary in order to
fully protect the County’s interests, the interest of the public, and to more fully protect the safety of the
public, including employees governed by this policy, this policy may be changed without notice.

The employee agrees to pay $25.00 per badge if it was previously replaced and
then not returned upon termination (the first loss will be forgiven).

AGREEMENT

This Agreement (Agreement”) made effective this \ -Sf'day of 3_?%;”15{, 2017, is by
and between the Board of County Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado, 200
East Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230 ("Gunnison County") and the Board of Trustees of
Gunnison Valley Hospital, on behalf of the Gunnison Valley Health Senior Care Center
("Senior Care Center") and the Gunnison Valley Regional Transportation Authority
("RTA").

RECITALS

Senior Care Center provides professional services regarding transportation of seniors
(“Services”).

RTA desires to engage the Services provided by Senior Care Center. Gunnison County
provides fiscal agent services for the RTA.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals and the mutual covenants and
obligations hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2018 and shall terminate on
December 31, 2018 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES.

Senior Care Center shall furnish all materials, labor, supervision, supplies and equipment
to commence, diligently pursue, and complete the services as more specifically set forth
on Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. All Services shall
be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally accepted standards
for Senior Care Center's profession and all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations affecting the Services or the subject matter thereof. Senior Care Center
acknowledges that this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and the RTA may contract with
additional or other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems
appropriate to do so.

3. COMPENSATION, BONUS AND EXPENSES.

(@) In exchange for the Senior Care Center's performance of the Services
during the Term, the RTA, through its fiscal agent Gunnison County, shall pay the Senior
Care Center the full and complete amount not to exceed One Hundred Eighty Thousand
Dollars and no cents ($180,000.00). Any expenditures in excess of this amount must be
pre-approved by RTA Executive Director Scott Truex.

(b) The Compensation shall compensate Senior Care Center for all charges,
expenses, overhead, payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and
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profits, except as specifically set forth herein.

(c)  This Agreement is subject to RTA making an annual budget appropriation
in an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If the Board fails or refuses to make such
an appropriation, RTA reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty to
the Senior Care Center pursuant to paragraph 6 of this Agreement.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

(a) Senior Care Center agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County and RTA, their commissioners, agents and employees of and from any
and all liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney's and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to
any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of
any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Senior Care
Center or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

(b) This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

S5 INSURANCE.

Senior Care Center agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement, Senior
Care Center shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and
expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this
Agreement, Senior Care Center will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County,
listing Gunnison County and RTA as additional Insured, for the coverage required herein
which shall state that such policies shall not be materially changed or canceiled without
thirty (30) days prior notice to Gunnison County and RTA.

(a)  Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by the Senior Care Center
during the term of this Agreement.

(b) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an amount
not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for Bodily Injury
Liability and $500,000 for Property Damage Liability.

(c) Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than three hundred fifty thousand dollars ($350,000) for
any injury to one person in any single occurrence, and in an amount no less than nine
hundred ninety thousand dollars ($990,000) for any injury to two or more persons in any
single occurrence.

6. TERMINATION.

Any party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, the Senior
Care Center shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of
termination, per the compensation terms outlined in paragraph 4 of this agreement.

7. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.
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This is a service contract with the Senior Care Center and, therefore, Senior Care Center
shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written
consent of Gunnison County and RTA which consent Gunnison County and RTA may
withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of
this Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either party.

8. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US. mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Any party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

9. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

(a) In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Senior
Care Center is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint
venture or employee of Gunnison County or RTA. Senior Care Center does not have any
authority to bind Gunnison County or RTA in any manner whatsoever.

(b)  Senior Care Center acknowledges and agrees that Senior Care Center is
not entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii} Workers Compensation
coverage, from Gunnison County or RTA. Further, Senior Care Center is obligated to pay
federal and state income tax on any moneys paid it related ta the services.

10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.
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This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect
to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

11.  MISCELLANEOUS.

(a)  SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

(b)  AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to
this Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

(c) NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or
otherwise.

(d) IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION. Senior Care Center
certifies that it does not and will not knowingly contract with or empioy illegal aliens to
work under this contract. Senior Care Center further certifies that it has required its
subcontractors to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens
to work under this contract. Finally, Senior Care Center certifies that it has attempted to
verify the eligibility of its employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot
Employment Verification Program (operated by the Department of Homeland Security).

12.  GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the state District Court governing Gunnison, Colorado.

13.  COUNTERPARTS: FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed by facsimile and/or in any number of counterparts, any
or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties, and all of which shall
be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding on the parties as
though originally executed on one originally executed document.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“‘Agreement”) is made effective the __day of
2017, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is
200 East Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and CHRISTOPHER
KLEIN CONSTRUCTION, INC., a Colorado corporation, whose address is 487 Blackfoot
Trail, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Contractor”).

A. RECITALS

The Contractor would like to provide construction services for the renovation and remodel
of the Gunnison 4-H Building located at 275 S. Spruce Street, Gunnison, Colorado
according to the plans and specifications titled: Gunnison 4-H Building Addition &
Remodel — Issue D — Permit Set, dated June 16, 2017 and drafted by Ben White
Architecture attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Attachment “A” (the
“Project”) pursuant to the Scope of Work attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference as Attachment “B” (“Services”).

Gunnison County desires to engage Contractor to provide Services for the Project
according to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the terms and conditions
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

i TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date first set forth above and shall

terminate on June 30, 2018 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein
(“Term?).

o SERVICES.

Contractor shall furnish all, labor, supervision, and equipment to commence, diligently
pursue, and substantially complete the Services during the Term of this Agreement and

within the constraints of the Project Budget as identified and preapproved in writing by
Gunnison County.

All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Contractor’s profession and all applicable federal, state and local
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laws and regulations, ordinances and codes affecting the Services or the subject matter
thereof. Contractor has made itself informed of, and acknowledges the Project conditions.

Services shall be substantially completed by no later than March 30, 2018. There shall
be a warranty period for one year after Services have been substantially completed for
tasks that were either not finished, finished unsatisfactorily, or in need of repair and not
caused by Gunnison County and/or for missed punch list items.

Any proposed changes and/or amendments to the Services identified in Attachment “B”
shall be submitted in writing to Gunnison County and shall not be permitted without prior
written approval of Gunnison County.

3. COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for Contractor's performance of Services Gunnison County shall pay
Contractor fees not to exceed One Hundred Twenty Two Thousand Eight Hundred Sixty
Six and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($122,866.00) (“Compensation”).
Compensation shall be determined by the following preconstruction labor rates to be
calculated as follows and be identified in Contractor’s invoices:

Laborer Hourly Rate
Owner/Primary Contact $70.00
Project Manager $70.00
Administrative $45.00
Carpenters $65.00
Apprentice Carpenters $55.00
Other Laborers $45.00

The Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead,
payroll costs, employee benefits, insurance subsistence, and profits, EXCEPT for costs

incurred for materials, equipment and subcontractors which shall be billed at cost plus
fifteen percent (15%).

Compensation and expenses for Services shall be paid by Gunnison County within thirty
(30) days upon receipt of Contractor’s invoice. Payments shall be mailed to: Christopher
Klein Construction, Inc., 487 Blackfoot Trail, Gunnison, Colorado 81230.

4. INSURANCE.

Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that Contractor shall
carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole cost and expense, the following
insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor
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will provide insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that such policies
shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days prior notice to
Gunnison County.

A.

Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by Contractor
during the term of this Agreement.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent, to include
errors and omissions, in an amount not less than $1,000,000 each
occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for Bodily Injury Liability and
$500,000 for Property Damage Liability.

Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in the
Services, in an amount no less than one hundred fifty thousand dollars for
any injury to one person in any single occurrence and in an amount no less
than six hundred thousand dollars for any injury to two or more persons in
any single occurrence.

. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement,
Contractor is acting as an independent Contractor and not as an agent,
partner, joint venture or employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not
have any authority to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i)
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage,
from Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and
state income tax on any moneys paid which are related to the Services.

6. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.





Fd IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

A. Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

B. Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work
under this Agreement.

C. Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment
Verification Program administered by the Social Security Administration and
Department of Homeland Security.

D. Contractor agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado
Department of Labor and Employment.

E. Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et
seq.

8. INDEMNIFICATION.

A. Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
(including reasonable attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person
or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent
acts of Contractor or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection
with this Agreement.

B. This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such
termination.

9. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination.





Gunnison County shall have the right to stop work at any time for any reason and shall
also have the ability to self-perform any portion of the Services.

10. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Either party has the right to designate in writing, served as provided above, a different
address to which any notice, demand or communication is to be mailed.

11 MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions,
or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed
by the parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison
County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental
Immunity Act or otherwise.

12. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the State District Court governing Gunnison County, Colorado.





13.  COUNTERPARTS: ELECTRONIC TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed and sent electronically and/or in any number of
counterparts, any or all of which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding
on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All
electronic counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed
counterparts.

14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

Attachment B
Scope of Work

-The Contractor will be responsible for all construction and management activities
required to complete the improvements according to the Plans (Attachment A). The
Contractor shall supervise all work and is solely responsible for coordination of all work
including owner and volunteer work. The contractor will lead and direct all workmanship
means and methods and quality control. The contractor shall ensure all work is
completed to the highest professional standards meeting the intent of the plans and all
applicable codes.

-The Contractor is responsible for all permits, waivers, and inspections required to
complete the project.

-The Contractor must immediately notify the owner and the architect of deficiencies in
the plans or existing conditions, or unknown, buried, or otherwise unknowable
conditions different from expectations in the plans.

-The Contractor is responsible for site safety and access control. The contractor will
implement, provide for, and enforce safe work conditions and practices for all
employees, sub-contractors, and volunteers: according to applicable standards and best
practices including OSHA standards. The contractor is responsible for site access
control and signage.

-The contractor will provide all materials, labor, equipment, and professional services to
complete the work.

-Substitutions and changes to the plans shall be approved by the owner and architect
prior to implementation. Cost changes must be approved by the owner in writing prior to
starting work or ordering material associated with a change.

-Contractor is responsible for all construction clean up. The site will be kept clean and
neat, materials and tools will be stacked and stored in orderly fashion, no waste material

or trash will be allowed to accumulate on the site. Final site clean-up will return the site
to previous condition or better.

WHEREAS, the Gunnison Valley contains stunning vistas, varied recreational opportunities. These
landscapes and recreation amenities contribute significantly to the Valley’s tourism economy and
high quality of life. Public lands provide the backbone of our tourism industry and residents highly
value their access to public lands which is why many of our residents call Gunnison County home.

When real or perceived threats to the quality of the experience on public lands occur, a conflict may
arise causing us to question the value of our tourism economy. As the popularity of our community
increases, we need to accommodate and sustainably manage both residents and visitors for the long
term. The sustainable use of natural resources, including landscapes, forests, vegetation and wildlife,
is a critical tool for conservation when addressing the increasing pressures on the natural
environment by people.

WHEREAS, Gunnison County Board of Commissioners adopted the revised Gunnison County
Strategic Plan on April 4, 2017. The Gunnison County Strategic Plan strategic result C. 1. states: “By
December 31, 2017, a Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Strategic Committee and
organizational framework will be established to collaboratively set priorities, plan, and implement
improvements in outdoor recreational assets;” and

WHEREAS, the One Valley Prosperity Strategy outlined goals, strategies and actions related to
outdoor recreation and tourism with significant public and stakeholder input.

The Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee
is created as an evolution and replacement of the Gunnison County Trails Commission; and

County, Colorado, that the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee is established
and the Gunnison County Trails Commission is disbanded.

Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee

Committee Charter

Purpose

The Gunnison Valley contains stunning vistas, varied recreational opportunities. These landscapes and
recreation amenities contribute significantly to the Valley’s tourism economy and high quality of life.
Public lands provide the backbone of our tourism industry and residents highly value their access to
public lands which is why many of our residents call Gunnison County home.

When real or perceived threats to the quality of the experience on public lands occur, a conflict may
arise causing us to question the value of our tourism economy. As the popularity of our community
increases, we need to accommodate and sustainably manage both residents and visitors for the long
term. The sustainable use of natural resources, including landscapes, forests, vegetation and wildlife, is a
critical tool for conservation when addressing the increasing pressures on the natural environment by

people.

Residents noted the vast numbers of people camping in the upper Valley that were not in formal
campgrounds—trash, human waste and other signs of heavy use were found. Trailheads and parking
areas were overcrowded. These negative impacts are exacerbated by the housing crisis with public lands
becoming de-facto affordable housing to some. Local frustration with tourism included crowding on
trails and in towns, disrespectful behaviors, and a culture clash with our value of being slow-paced, small
towns.

Our share of winter tourism, largely driven by alpine skiing, is waning, primarily due to the competitive
nature of the industry and the significant investment in new ski terrain and guest amenities occurring
with other ski resorts around the West. We have one of the lowest winter occupancy and average daily
rates among the 18 competitors. It is CBMR’s goal to reach 500,000 skier visits by the 2021-2022 winter
season which aligns with air service growth goals. At the level of 500,000 skier days, CBMR would have a
sustainable financial position allowing for larger capital improvements while also providing stability for
the inevitable low snow years. CBMR continues to gain momentum in increasing winter and summer
visits but will need community support for initiatives like the One Valley Prosperity Strategy to help
maintain this momentum over time.

While we want to mitigate and better manage summer tourism, we do have the capacity to grow and
improve tourism in the winter. If we do not change our approach related to tourism and recreation—if
we maintain the status quo—the challenges associated with carrying capacity will continue to increase.

A collaborative and action-oriented approach is required to manage tourism and outdoor recreation.
The Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation (STOR) Committee is intended and structured to be a
wide-ranging group that acts thoughtfully, efficiently and proactively to address negative impacts and
develops unique approaches to create a sustainable tourism economy and outdoor recreation
experience while preserving the natural resources of our County. It will be important for each and every
Committee member to come to the table with open minds, keeping in mind the greater good and a
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supportive, collaborative approach. It will take all members to address the complex challenges that we
face.

The purpose of the STOR Committee is to work collaboratively to implement the following action steps:

1. To complete projects, and implement programs and strategies which will result in a sustainable
tourism and outdoor recreation economy that also sustains the natural resources and aligns
with the community’s values.

2. To utilize renewable natural resources sustainably. To not threaten a species or landscape by
over-use, and optimize benefits to both the environment and human needs.

2:3.To develop a strategic plan to collaboratively set priorities, plan, and implement improvements
in outdoor recreational assets.

The Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee (STOR Committee) is a community
coalition, created by the Gunnison County Board of Commissioners to improve and maintain tourism
and outdoor recreation in a manner that is sustainable (environmentally, socially and financially) and
aligns with our community values.

The negative impacts of tourism and outdoor recreation to our natural resources and our community
values (e.g. outdoor recreation experience and our connection with nature) jeopardize the sustainability
of the natural resource. In order to protect natural resources and reap the benefits of tourism and
recreation as an economic sector they must be managed in a way that does not conflict with our quality
of life and instead complements our community values.

This committee is being referred to herein as “the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation
Committee.” The Gunnison Board of County Commissioners is referred to herein as “the Board.”
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Actions of the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee shall be governed by the Action
Plan and Goals identified in the One Valley Prosperity Strategy and those adopted by the Board of
County Commissioners and attached to this Charter as Exhibit A.

Duration

The creation of the Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee will be reviewed annually
by the Board of Commissioners and Committee members will be reappointed until such time it is
determined that the need no longer exists.

Membership and Responsibilities

1. The Sustainable Tourism and Outdoor Recreation Committee shall be comprised of nineteen
regular members appointed by the Board of County Commissioners. Applicants to the
Committee will be one (unless otherwise stated) from the following categories:

a. City of Gunnison

b. Town of Crested Butte

c. __Town of Mt. Crested Butte

Each nominating entity (a.-k.) shall recommend one member for a three-year term; the BOCC
shall have the opportunity to interview and determine-ifaffirm the nominated representative
shall-be-appeinted-to the STOR Committee. At-large committee members shall be appointed for
a two-year term by the Board.

2. Each nominating entity shall empower their nominee to represent the entity and to make
decisions and recommendations on behalf of their entity.

3. Appointed members must have the authority, to the maximum extent feasible, to vote on issues
before the Committee without having to seek counsel from their nominating entity.

4. Public at-large Committee members shall represent stakeholder groups that have active
interests in sustainable tourism and outdoor recreation and the capacity (resources, staffing,
etc.) to support action and implementation of the STOR Committee.

5. Avacancy created by the resignation or termination of a member’s term is filled by appointment
by the Board of County Commissioners for the length of time remaining in the vacated term. If a
vacancy is created by an agency (municipal, state, federal, etc.) rather than an at-large seat, the
agency shall nominate a new representative to the STOR Committee.
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A Committee member can be removedwith-orwitheut-cause-by the appropriate entity and/or
the Board, no sooner than ten (10) days after written notice is provided to such member by that
nominating entity.
Any member may resign from the Committee by giving written notice to the appropriate
nominating or appointing entity.
A Committee member is responsible for the following:
a. Reviewing all material received prior to meetings.
b. Attending all meetings, insofar as possible, and notifying the Chairperson of absences at
least five days in advance of the meeting(s) to be missed.
c. Making every effort to raise questions and concerns about a proposal as soon as they
are apparent.
Review recommendations and makes decisions before the Committee.
Assist new members of the Committee as needed.
The Committee will meet with and make at least quarterly reports to the Board.
The Committee will utilize the goals, objectives and strategies in the One Valley
Prosperity Strategy to assure the success of the projects and coordination efforts with
various agencies.
h. The Community Development Department will send minutes of all meetings of the
Committee to each member.

Officers and Duties

1. Officers of the Committee are a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson who are members, and any
other officers, as the Committee deems necessary.

2. Officers are elected annually by members at the Committee’s first meeting of the calendar year,
following the BOCC appointment of members, and shall be elected by a majority vote.

3. Each officer holds office for one calendar year after her/his election and may succeed
herself/himself.

4. The Chairperson presides at all meetings of the Committee. The Vice-Chairperson serves in the
absence or incapacity of the Chairperson, including in any event in which a conflict of interest
prevents participating and vote by the Chairperson; and completes all such duties as are defined
herein which are normally performed by the Chairperson.

5. All officers are voting members of the Committee including the Chairperson.

6. All records of the Committee will be maintained by the Community Development Department.

7. When a member resigns or is terminated or term expires they are to turn any records in their
possession over to the new member or the Community Development Director within 15 days of
their effective termination date.

8. The Community Development Department will provide support services to the Committee.

Meetings
1. The Committee shall meet monthly or more often, as necessary, to review and act upon matters

brought before it.
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4.

All Committee meetings shall be preceded by at least 24 hours posting and published notice and
held regularly and at the noticed times, and are public meetings and open to the public at all
times.

A quorum of the Committee consists of five members. Action shall be by a majority vote of
those members present.

The Committee shall keep a permanent, public record of all proceedings as recorded in the form
of minutes. Minutes shall not be construed as a transcript of a meeting. All meetings involving
financial decisions shall be recorded, except for executive sessions.

At least five business days prior to a meeting, the Community Development Director shall
transmit to each committee member applicable materials for each item on the agenda for that
meeting.

Conflicts of Interest

1.

In addition to the provisions of C.R.S. 24-18-101 et seq. as they may be amended, any member
of the Committee is considered in a position of conflict of interest if any of the following
situations is evidence relative to a specific matter scheduled for discussion:
a. The member will directly and substantially be affected to his/her economic benefit or
detriment by the action proposed to be taken on the subject matter; but
b. There is no conflict if a member of the Committee is solely a member of a general group,
which has an interest in a tourism and/or outdoor recreation issue.
Any member who considers him/herself to be in a position of conflict of interest as defined
above must declare such conflict as soon as it becomes evident and shall not participate in any
discussion or the proposal and shall not vote on the proposal and shall excuse her/himself from
the portion of the meeting during which discussions of the subject matter is taking place and
leave the meeting room.
Questions of conflict of interest which fall outside the above-cited categories shall be referred to
the County Attorney for evaluation; no action will be taken on the subject item, and any
Committee member whose relationship to the subject or application is in questions, must
remove her/himself from any related discussion until a finding from the County Attorney is
received by the Chairperson.

Amendments

This Charter and Procedures may be altered and amended and new ones recommended by a concurring
vote of five or more members of the Committee at a regular meeting subsequent to notification of the

proposed change. By such vote of the Committee, the amended Charter and Procedures will be
submitted to the Board of County Commissioners for consideration and approval.

Strategies

The STOR Committee will engage in the following strategies with members and partners to achieve its

goals:

1.

Be a Model and Leader of Outdoor Stewardship: Develop recreation and environmental best
practices for tourism and outdoor recreation that can be a model for others.
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2. Enhance Strategic Collaboration: Provide a structure for collaboration that promotes strategic
planning, action and implementation.

3. Be Proactive: Identify and prioritize areas for maintenance, management, improvements,
and/or development.

4. Educate: Build and maintain community awareness of issues related to outdoor etiquette,
recreational options and value of the resource.

5. Advocate: Advocate for needed changes in priorities, goals and resource allocation.

6. Monitor Progress: Surveys, impact assessments, trailhead counts, traffic counts, and
information about use of facilities (campgrounds, trails, parking areas) shall be monitored to
evaluate progress.

Committee Structure

Community Builders Task Force Liaison

The Community Builders Task Force (CBTF) is a coalition of community leaders and elected officials
focused on regional cooperation and coordination. The CBTF is the oversight committee of the OVPP. A
liaison is appointed to attend CBTF meetings with the aim of keeping a focus on the community value of
quality of life, active lifestyles and the connection to the outdoors. A liaison from the STOR Committee
will serve a one year term.

Sub-Committees
Sub-Committees will be formed on an as needed basis and may include members that are not part of
the STOR Committee; however any Sub-Committee shall be chaired by a STOR Committee member.

Pursuant to your request, this letter summarizes the underlying zoning on a property within the City of
Gunnison, legally described as Lots 82 and 85 VanTuyl Subdivision, Gunnison, Colorado. The property
is in the Commercial zone district as defined by the City of Gunnison Zoning Map. The City of Gunnison
Land Development Code outlines uses allowed within each zoning district.

The Land Development Code states that Medical clinic office space is a permitted use in the Commercial
zone district. Lots 82 and 85 together are 1.474 acres which is 64,207.44 square feet. The Land
Development Code specifies that maximum lot coverage is 50% or 32,103.72 square feet footprint that
may be covered with building. Maximum lot coverage for parking area is 40% or 25,682.98 square feet.
Parking requirements for a medical clinic are 1 parking space per 200 square feet of building. Maximum
parking allowed is 110% of the minimum required. Disabled access parking must be provided per the
following: at least 1 van-accessible parking per 0-25 parking spaces; 1 van-accessible and 1 car-accessible
per 25-50 parking spaces.

The Land Development Code specifies the minimum landscaping area is 10% of the lot size which is
6,420.74 square feet. The LDC states that | tree and 2 scrubs per 400 square feet of landscaping area is
required within the Commercial zone district. Street frontage buffers along Highway 135 requires 25-foot
wide landscaping buffer along the entire street frontage with 1 tree for each 25 lineal feet of street
frontage and 1 scrub for each 20 lineal feet of street frontage. Plantings shall be set back a minimum of
five feet from the curb edge. Additionally, the LDC states that street frontage on local streets (County
Road 13 and VanTuyl Circle) will have a minimum of 15-foot wide landscaped area along entire street
frontage with I tree for each 50 lineal feet of street frontage and 1 scrub for each 20 lineal feet of street
frontage.

Access to Lots 82 and 85 is via a 30-foot wide private access north off of VanTuyl Circle along the west
boundary of the lots. See attached VanTuyl Subdivision Plat-pic] and VanTuyl Subdivision Plat-pic2.
Per the Plat Notes, curb cuts on Highway 135 and VanTuyl Circle are prohibited and curb cuts on County
Road 13 is subject to approval by the Community Development Director.

Water, sewer and electrical utilities are provided by the city and related services are available to the site. As Caree stated,
specific questions regarding utility services can be directed to the city’s Public Works Department.

I'm not aware of any environmental audit that was ever performed on the site. However, [ can verify the historic property
use was for as agricultural functions — the site was originally part of the VanTuy] Ranch and hay meadow production and
grazing operations were the historic uses. The presence of any environmental contamination is extremely low.

Soil conditions throughout the city are, for the most part very uniform. Typical soil profiles are 2°-3” of a sandy/silt loam
surface material and below that surface layer river cobble/gravel materials are encountered. The local soils have very high
bearing capacities and conventional footer/stem wall and slab foundations function very well in the area. Please feel free
to contact any of the Community Development staff or me if you have any other questions.

After discussing with Landlords and tenants of several commercial buildings | have developed
the following market analysis for The Gunnison Valley. | have based my findings from the
information that you had gathered in 2013. | hope the following information can help you gain
a better knowledge of the commercial market in the Gunnison Valley.

Market Report

Currently in Gunnison there are 17 commercial spaces for sale. These have been on our MLS for
an average of 265 days. At an average selling price of $598,500. The average square footage of
recently sold properties is 5,823. These properties range from retail, to office space, and to
multi-use properties. Many of these properties have the option to buy the business as well.

In Crested Butte, there are 26 Commercial spaces for sale. These have been on the MLS for an
average of 245 days. The average selling price of properties is $825,924 at an average square
footage of 2,051. These properties range from retail, to office space, office, light industrial,
restaurant, and multi-use properties. Like Gunnison many of these properties have the option
to buy the business as well.

Over the last 12 months (July 2017- July 2016) there has been 11 sales in Gunnison. The
average selling price in Gunnison is $299,917 at an average of square footage of 6,103. The
largest sale that as occurred within these dates has been 120 N. Wisconsin This property sold
for $615,000 with a square footage of 11,153. Current business’s have stayed in the building.

There have been 13 sales in Crested Butte over the past 12 months (July 2017- July 2016). The
average selling price in Crested butte is $572,125 at an average square footage of 2,146.42. The
largest sale in Crested butte was 621 Maroon Avenue. This sold for 51,668,000 with a square
footage of 8,718. The business has remained in the building.

The Rental Market





The current market has seen a large exchange of commercial properties since 2013. The
exchange of commercial properties has been a mix of sales of real estate and sales of real
estate with business attached to it. Many of these properties have been in a large range of
square footage and price. However, the price does reflect the current market.

The leases on many of the buildings has been attached to the sale. Many tenants and Landlords
continue leases of $400 per month to 55,000 per month. This range includes all buildings with
small office to larger mixed use commercial. Most leases include building maintenance,
Insurance, groundskeeper, cleaning, and tenant services. Landlords are looking for long term
leases from one and half years to three year leases. All landlords are willing to extend leases.

* The larger 1,000 square foot units have their own bathroom along with a
small kitchen/breakroom. These are ali maintained by the landlord and
housekeeping is included.

Leases range from 1 year to
3 years.

Review of Rental Market.

The current rental market has for similar buildings to 707 N. lowa has changed from a gross
lease to net lease. Many of these buildings are either owner occupied or are renting out for $1
per square foot. This is a common trend in the Commercial properties in town. Generally, 400
square foot office space is renting for $400 per month. If the commercial space has separated
utility meters than the tenant is required to pay the utility cost. Utility costs are only for
electric. Water sewer, trash is all included in the rent.

The care of the property depends on the landlord. Many are offering property maintenance,
landscaping, housekeeping and insurance if the property owner occupies the building. For
example, 219 N. lowa street. Each office pays Siper square foot per month. This includes all
above stated needs. Except this building has separated meters for the office space which
tenants are responsible for the utility costs.

A good example of a landlord covering all utility costs is 120 N. Wisconsin. With 16 units in the
building to separate the meters for utility costs would be expensive. Rent is still $1 per square
foot per month and the landlord does incur the costs of utilities. After talking with the landlord,
he says that he is looking to up the rent to $1.50 per square foot per month as he remodels the
commercial property.





Summary

The exchange of commercial spaces has greatly increased since the last study done in 2013.
With the exchange of commaercial properties many tenants have stayed with the same long
standing lease. Generally, however most landlords are seeking $1.00 per square foot per
month. This has kept many business in the same units as they have had since the building first
opened. Tenants have not been the most receptive to inquiries on their current rent in fear that
their rent is going to increase. With the shrinking commercial availability, many tenants have
continued to have long standing leases the reflect the $1.00 per square foot per month. Most
Landlords have seen no reason to increase this.

Currently with rents reflecting $1.00 per square foot per month is showing all or most Gunnison
rentals are going of off a gross lease. This is allowing landlords to keep long term tenants
without a rent increase. As we see an increase in commercial real estate transactions and the
availability of rental space diminish there will be a shift from gross lease to net leases.
Landlords will start to require tenants to pay property taxes and maintenance of the property.
This will allow high valued commercial property to have tenants that reflect a high market.
However, the current market allows landlords to continue gross leases even for high valued
commercial spaces.

| hope this study has shown how the market has changed since the last study done in 2013, |
have personally spoke with both tenants and landlords in my research of commercial properties
in Gunnison. All comparable are based off the square footage of the main comparable of 707 N.
lowa. All buildings have the capability of having multiple units available, or are established with
separated units within one building. Trying to find perfect comparable for large commercial
spaces with separated units and the availability to upgrade units takes some exploring of the
current market.

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2018 - 2022 Capital Improvement Plan Document is ready for review and possible motion to approve.
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. Introduction

Fiscal year 2018 represents the sixteenth year of development of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for
Gunnison County. The purpose of this program is to identify the capital needs of the County for the next
five years. This will allow the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners to make informed decisions
regarding the allocation of sales tax revenue as well as whether any debt should be incurred to finance a
particular project. The Capital Improvement Plan includes recommended projects to be funded during fiscal
year 2018 and the identification of projects, cost, and recommended year to implement for 2019 through
2022. In subsequent years the Capital Improvement Plan will be revised in order to: 1) review the projects
which were recommended during the previous year's process in order to determine the accuracy of the cost
data, current need for the project, and the relative importance in relationship to other projects; and 2) the
recommendation and assessment of need for other projects which currently do not appear in the Capital
Improvement Plan.

The process used for prioritizing projects is fully described later. The prioritization process includes an
attempt to establish realistic capital spending levels for each project in order to aid in identifying when
funding can occur. In effect, each project has been prioritized through the established weighting system. In
some cases a lower priority project is scheduled for funding earlier than a higher priority project because
of projected funding limitations or the existence of a non-competing, alternative funding source.

The following narrative describes the intent of the Capital Improvement Plan.

I1.Purpose

The purpose of the program is to establish a five (5) year Capital Improvement Plan for 2018-2022 in order
to establish a logical implementation process. The central goals are:

¢+ to ease the review of the annual capital budget through a uniform process;

++ to broaden public participation in the budget process by providing documentation and scheduling
hearings early in the process;

+«+ to link capital budgets with adopted policies and plans;

% to link capital expenditures with operation budgets;

++ to increase coordination between departments, agencies and other political jurisdictions; and

¢+ to research alternative means of financing projects.

I1l. Process
A. General Discussion

The capital improvement process provides for the identification, reviewing, planning and budgeting of
capital expenditures.





All requests for capital improvements are evaluated to aid the Board of County Commissioners in selecting
the projects to be funded. Evaluation is based on a point system, which requires the department head to
judge how well the project in question satisfies each of several criteria as well as develop an expenditure
ceiling parameter for each of the respective years. The process is designed to organize and present requests
in such a manner that management and the Commissioners have the information essential to effective
decision-making. However, the system is not intended to provide an absolute ranking of projects based
solely on the numerical scores. A difference of a few points between total scores of projects is not significant
in determining priority. For example, if a project were urgently required in order to replace an existing
dilapidated facility, it would probably be scheduled for early funding regardless of its score on other criteria.
Also, there is a question which asks the evaluator's overall personal judgment of projects' priority, and this
helps to identify which proposals are considered most important.

This prioritization process represents two distinct elements: internally (within the department) and
countywide. If the department's request only includes capital expenditures which are proposed to be funded
out of its own resources or non-tax revenue generated by that department, the projects are prioritized within
that department for inclusion within the plan. Examples are: Landfill, Airport Fund, Road and Bridge Fund,
etc. However, if the request is outside of the department’s ability to generate revenue, e.g., a request for
assistance from Sales Tax revenue or a bond issue, then the project would compete for funding on a
countywide basis. A more detailed discussion of the project ranking method is found in the section entitled
"Method for Prioritizing Projects".

The Capital Improvement Plan is presented annually to the Gunnison Board of County Commissioners.
The first year of the package is referred to as the Capital Improvement Budget and is a list of projects for
recommended implementation during the next fiscal year, while the subsequent four-year period is referred
to as the Capital Improvement Plan, which will be approved by the Board of County Commissioners in
concept only. By adopting a CIP, the County adopts a statement of intent, not an appropriation of funding
for projects contained within the plan. The CIP lists are updated annually as new needs become known and
as priorities are changed. Therefore, it is entirely possible that a project with a low priority will remain in
the Capital Improvement Plan longer than four years, as more important projects appear and move ahead
for quick implementation. On the other hand, a project may be implemented sooner than originally planned
due to changing priorities or funding availability.

B. Definitions

For the purposes of this process, capital is defined as follows: items that have a single acquisition cost of
$10,000 or more and a usable life of five (5) or more years. Basically, this implies that those items that can
be clearly classified as major improvements, rather than routine maintenance or equipment replacement, are
defined as capital for the purposes of this program.





C. Annual Review

The Capital Improvement Plan will be considered annually and updated to add another year of projects.
This process will identify the Capital Budget (first year projects) as well as projects to be implemented in
the four subsequent years of the program in order of priority. The annual review procedure is as follows:

+« County Commissioners assess criteria and weighing system, assess new projects, amend the CIP
and assign final project ranks

Third Quarter

+«+ Final adoption

D. Responsibilities for Plan Development

The responsibilities outlined below indicate the process for development of the 2018-2022 CIP to the point
of consideration by the Board of County Commissioners. Before a project reaches the Commissioners, each
project should be reviewed for financial feasibility, conformance to established plans, response to public
need, engineering feasibility, and environmental impact, where appropriate.

++ Review and comment on proposed recommendations before forwarding to the Finance Program

+ Review feasibility and cost estimates of all proposed civil engineering type projects, including
preparatory studies where appropriate

E. Method for Prioritizing Projects

Step 1: The department heads rate the capital projects according to the established criteria. All
departments use the same criteria.

Step 2: The establishment of the importance of one criterion over another by assigning the highest
numerical score to the highest ranked criteria. This is called the weight factor.

Step 3: For the first seven criteria, each criterion’s raw score as submitted by the department heads
is multiplied by that criterion’s weight factor to establish a weighted score.

Step 4. The weighted scores for each criterion are added to establish a total weighted score.

Step 5: If a project meets any of the final five criteria including legal requirements, safety
improvements, relation to existing Commissioner priorities, contract obligations or extreme
urgency, that project’s total weighted score is increased by the percentage (amplification factor) of
each of the final five criteria. The resulting total amplified score will help determine the relative
importance of one project over another in a systematic way. The weight and amplification factors
both serve to broaden the range of total scores and prioritize the criteria themselves. The highest
possible total score is 115.

Step 6: Examine locations, scheduling and funding of projects to coordinate financing and/or
construction.

The result of this process can be found on the Project Prioritization Worksheets in the Tables section of this
document.





F. Rationale for Weight Factor Determination

The weighted score is assigned to each criterion with a method used by the U.S. Forest Service, which
essentially measures each criterion against every other criterion. When one criterion is more important than
another it is assigned a point. The criteria with the most points are given the highest weight. See the table
and the following discussion by which the criteria were given a weight score.

Each criterion is compared to all criteria below:

1/2-7: As with all levels of government, meeting a need with the tax dollar with which a maximum
number of citizens can identify is more important than all other criteria. (Criterion 1 takes
priority over all others)

2/3: The cost/benefit ratio is more inclusive and more tangible than is short-term pay back and
whether the project conserves energy. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 3)

2/4: The cost/benefit ratio is a more inclusive measure of success than speedy implementation.
(Criterion 2 takes priority over 4)

2/5: Whether the project results in maximum benefit to the community from the investment dollar
is more critical than whether the project expands upon existing services. (Criterion 2 takes
priority over 5)

2/6: Maximum benefit to the community is more important than whether the project relates
specifically to other programs. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 6)

Short-term payback and whether the project conserves energy are more critical than how the
project relates to other programs. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 6)

Conservation of energy or investment payback is more important than how many times the
project has been requested previously. (Criterion 3 takes priority over 7)

Speedy implementation is as important as improving services. (Criterion 4 and 5 will be rated
equally)

Coordination of programs is less important than speedy implementation. (Criterion 4 takes
priority over 6)

Speedy implementation is more important than when the project was previously requested.
(Criterion 4 takes priority over 7)

Improvement or expansion of a service is more important than whether the project relates to
other programs. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 6)

Improvement or expansion of existing services is more important than how many times the
project has been requested. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 7)

Public recognition of improved or enhanced service is more important than whether the project
was previously requested. (Criterion 6 takes priority over 7)

G. Rationale for Score Amplification

After determination of the preliminary score for each project, the score is multiplied by a factor to complete
the weighting system and establish a total score and final priority. For instance, if two projects receive the
same score based on the weighted criteria, a project that is legally required should take precedence over a
project that is not legally required. The amplification process accomplishes this goal. If any of the final
five criteria questions are checked “yes”, the entire weighted score established using the procedures above
are “amplified” (this is done by multiplying the weighted score by the amplification rate) as follows:

The amplified value for each criterion is added to the weighted score to determine the Total Amplified
Score. From this final score, a rank is assigned to determine relative project importance.

H. Project Criteria

The following are the criteria as stated in the Department Head instruction manual:

1.

Does the project meet a need which a maximum number of citizens can identify? Many services or
facilities are requested by individual citizens and citizen's groups. Have requests for the project
been made at public hearings or forums or before the County Commissioners? Has the need to be
filled by the project been the subject of frequent citizens’ complaints? Tax dollars should always
be used with an awareness of those citizen desires in mind.

Does the project result in maximum benefit to the Community from the investment dollar? This
criterion is particularly important during periods of high inflation. Buying land now for future
projects, for example, can result in overall savings. This criterion also applies to the replacement or
renovation of obsolete and inefficient facilities which will result in substantial improvement in
services to the public at the least possible cost. This criterion should be applied to all projects.

Does the project require speedy implementation in order to assure its success or maximum
effectiveness? There may be a time limitation on providing a local funding share in order to receive
a State or Federal grant. There may be other reasons why time is of the essence in the success or
failure of a project. If the time factor is critical, explain why.

Does the project conserve energy and/or provide a ten-year or less payback on the investment dollar?
Energy improvement projects are becoming increasingly more important. Often, these projects can
be justified in terms of dollar savings. This can be expressed in real dollar savings, reduced
maintenance costs, or in man-hour savings.

Does the project improve or expand upon existing County Services where such services are
recognized and accepted as necessary and effective? This criterion can apply to new methods of
improving existing services or simply expansion of services in their present format.





6. Does the project relate specifically to other existing or proposed programs? A project that relates to
other projects or that provides services related to other services should receive a higher rating.

7. Has the project been requested previously? If so, rate the proposal according to the following scale:

5 or more consecutive years ago 4
4 years 3
3 years 2
2 years 1
1 year 0
Never previously requested 0

8. Is the project necessary to meet Federal, State or local legal requirements? This includes projects
mandated by Court Order to meet requirements of law or other requirements.

9. Does the project provide for or improve public health or safety? This criterion should be answered
"no" unless public health or safety can be shown to be an urgent or critical factor.

10. Does the project directly relate to the Board of County Commissioners’ stated strategic results?
Does this project need to take place in order to execute declared strategic results?

11. Is the project necessary to fulfill a contractual requirement? This includes Federal or State grants,
which require local participation.

12. Is this project urgently required? Will delay result in curtailment of an essential service? This

statement should be checked "yes™ only if an emergency is clearly indicated; otherwise, answer
"no". If "yes,"” then a full justification must be given.

V. Funding Sources

The proposed funding for the Capital Improvement Plan comes from the following restricted sources,
among others:

Sales Tax - In 1978, the voters of Gunnison County approved a 1% county sales tax. The provisions
of the sales tax resolution approved by the voters directed that one-half (1\2) of the County sales tax
revenues collected from sales within the boundaries of incorporated municipalities shall be
distributed to those municipalities. The funds distributed to Gunnison County must be used solely
for capital outlay and capital expenditures including but not limited to expenditures for the purchase
of County buildings; the construction, alteration, relocation, and improvement of roads, bridges, and
means of public transportation; and the purchase of facilities or equipment necessary for the
operation of the County.

Conservation Trust Fund (CTF) - The County’s share of lottery proceeds received from the State of
Colorado and passed through the Gunnison Metropolitan Recreation District are required to be
deposited in its Conservation Trust Fund and must be expended only for the acquisition,
development, and maintenance of new conservation sites or for capital improvements or
maintenance for recreational purposes on any public site.

Road and Bridge Fund - The following is a description of several road and bridge resources that will
be used to fund roads or trail CIP items:

s+ The Highway Users Tax Fund (HUTF) - Statutorily created in 1953 to account for state highway
revenue. According to Section 43-4-204, C.R.S., all moneys in the HUTF are appropriated for:

The acquisition of rights-of-way for, and the construction, engineering, safety,
reconstruction, improvement, repair, maintenance, and administration of, the state
highway system, the county highway systems, the city street systems, and other
public roads and highways of the state ...

Since its creation, revenue from motor fuel excise taxes, annual vehicle license and registration
fees, and passenger-mile taxes on vehicles have been credited to the Fund. Over time however,
additional revenue sources, such as court fines from traffic infractions and specialty license
plate fees, have been statutorily earmarked for the Fund.

+«+ Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) - Federal payments to local governments that help offset
losses in property taxes due to nontaxable Federal lands within their boundaries.

¢ Federal Forest Reserve/Secure Rural Schools (Forest Reserve or SRS) - In 1908, Congress
enacted a law that requires 25% of the revenues derived from the National Forest System to be
given to counties in which the lands are situated for the equal benefit of public schools and roads.
These Forest System revenues had been collected primarily from timber sales. As a result of
timber sales decline, Congress recognized the need to stabilize payment to counties, and on





October 30, 2000, the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000
(the “SRS Act”), Public Law 106-393, was enacted.

Airport Fund - The following is a description of several airport resources that will be used to fund
airport CIP items:

+«»+ Airport Operation Reserves - The Airport Operations Fund is an enterprise fund. The fees and
charges to the airport users are designed to recover the full cost of operating the airport and to
provide a portion of the resources necessary for the capital improvement and replacement of
airport assets. Federal Aviation Administration regulations require that any reserves
accumulated must be used for airport purposes.

¢ Passenger Facility Charges (PFCs) - The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) reviews and
approves the implementation of this per enplanement fee. All proceeds received by the airport
must be used for authorized capital expenditures.

+ Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Grants/Colorado Division of Aeronautics Grants
(CDAG) - The proceeds received from these sources are required to be used only for the specific
capital expenditures identified in the “scope of services” of the grant agreement.

Internal Service Fund | - This fund is used to account for the rental of motor vehicles, heavy
equipment and to account for the usage of gravel and other materials used in construction and
maintenance. The fund charges fees to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the
purpose of recovering the full cost of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capital
assets. The reserves accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for
the acquisition of capital assets for use within this fund.

Internal Service Fund Il - This fund is used to account for the rental of technological equipment
including computer, mapping, telephone, postage, and photocopy equipment. The fund charges fees
to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the purpose of recovering the full cost
of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capitalized assets. The reserves
accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for the acquisition of
capital assets for use within this fund.
