MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into between Gunnison County Health and Human Services hereinafter

referred to as “Gunnison County” and City Market Pharmacy hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”,

is made pursuant to the Colorado State Board of Health Rule 6 CCR 1006-5.

WHEREAS, 6 CCR 1006-5 requires local public health agencies subject to Section 25-1-501 et seq.,
C.R.S. to address procurement, storage, and distribution of a least a three-day supply of two different

antibiotics, doxycycline and ciprofloxacin; and

WHEREAS, this prophylaxis will be provided to those employees of Gunnison County immediately

responding to an emergency epidemic;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the rights and obligations contained herein, Gunnison County

and the Contractor agree as follows:

I. RESPONSIBILITIES ,

A. The Contractor is a licensed facility and employs duly licensed staff to practice in the
State of Colorado.

B. The Contractor will notify Gunnison County in the event that they will not be able for
any reason to provide the services set forth herein.

C. The Contractor will store pharmaceutical supplies of choice by and for Gunnison County.
The quantity will be determined by Gunnison County employee needs and provided to
the Contractor every year of agreement within thirty (30) days of execution. (Attachment
A)

D. Said pharmaceutical supply is the property of City Market. The Contractor will
immediately make said pharmaceuticals available to Gunnison County upon notification
of the need for the pharmaceuticals.

E. The Contractor may use said pharmaceuticals to ensure best practices against expiration,
provided quantity is replenished by the Contractor to original inventory quantity.

F. If said pharmaceutical supply cannot be rotated for use before expiration, the Contractor
shall notify Gunnison County, replenish expired inventory, and submit billing
information to Gunnison County for payment.

1I. INDEMNITY/LIABILITY






A. The Parties agree to indemnify and hold harmless each other and each other’s respective
officers, directors, agents, subcontractors, employees and other members of its workforce
from and against any and all claims, penalties, demands, causes of action, damages,
losses, liabilities, cost, expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, in law or in equity,
or any kind of nature whatsoever, arising out of or in any manner éiirectly or indirectly in
connection with this Agreement.

B. The Contractor makes no warranties whatsoever hereunder, including any implied
warranties of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose with respect to any
products provided hereunder. City Market agrees to rely solely upon the descriptions and
warranties contained on the products sold and provided pursuant hereto and to enforce all
such warranties solely against the manufacturer of such products. Gunnison County
acknowledges and agrees that the Contractor is not the manufacturer of any products sold

and provided pursuant hereto.

1. TERM
This Agreement shall be in effect until either Party submits, with 30 day notice, a letter of

termination. The Agreement shall be reviewed annually.

IV. COMPENSATION AND PAYMENT

A. Gunnison County shall reimburse the Contractor at the current pharmaceutical supply
rate which will be documented and approved. (Attachment B)

B. The Contractor shall submit invoice on forms acceptable to Gunnison County within
sixty (60) days of execution. Failure to submit billing information in a timely manner and
correct format shall result in non-payment of invoice.

C. The Contractor shall be reimbursed within thirty (30) days of receipt and approval of the

invoices.

V. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
A. The Contractor shall perform the duties hereunder as an independent contractor and not
as an employee of Gunnison County. The Contractor affirms that it has or will secure atv
its own expense all personnel and materials required to perform the services purchased
“under this Agreement, shall exercise complete authority over its personnel and agents,

and shall be fully responsible for their actions.






B. Neither the Contractor nor its personnel, if any, is entitled to Worker’s Compensation

Benefits or any other benefit of employment with Gunnison County. Further, the

Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any compensation paid

pursuant to this Agreement.

V1. TERMINATION

Gunnison County or the Contractor may terminate this Agreement by giving thirty (30) days’

notice, in writing, to the other party.

PERSONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT
Independent Facilitator

THIS NORTH FORK COAL MINE METHANE WORKING GROUP PERSONAL
SERVJCES , AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into this l__’.-—day of

C , 2018 by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO (“Gunnison County”) and SUSAN
HANSEN (“Contractor”)( collectively “Parties”).

RECITALS

The North Fork Coal Mine Methane Working Group (NFCMMWG) was organized in 2017
under the leadership of Delta and Gunnison Counties in west central Colorado. The
primary purpose of the collaborative working group is twofold:

a) Explore and analyze opportunities for methane capture and technologies,
and

b) Develop a coal mine methane mitigation and utilization strategy for the
coal mines located in Delta and Gunnison counties.

Contractor served as facilitator for the North Fork Coal Working Group from 1998 through
2012 while serving as Delta County Administrator.

Contractor desires to provide facilitator services for the NFCMMWG and Gunnison
County desires to engage Contractor to provide facilitator services for the NFCMMWG
pursuant to this Agreement.

AGREEMENT

1. SCOPE OF CONTRACTOR SERVICES.

Contractor agrees to provide specific services in accordance with the Scope of Services
as set forth in Attachment "A" and incorporated herein by this reference (“Services”).
Such Services shall generally involve providing meeting facilitation including, but not
limited to, preparation of agenda and minutes of all NFCMMWG meetings. The Contractor
shall provide her own office space, vehicle, telephone, office equipment, and other items
Contractor deems necessary for the performance of the services.

2. TERM OF AGREEMENT.

The term of this Agreement shall begin on date first set forth above, and continue to the
completion of the Services described in Attachment “A”, though no later than December
31, 2018 at which time this Agreement shall expire (“Term”), unless sooner amended or





terminated as provided herein. Any agreed upon work performed by Contractor before
execution of this agreement is eligible for compensation as agreed upon below.

3. COMPENSATION.

In consideration of Contractor's performance of Services properly performed during the
Term of this Agreement, Gunnison County shall pay Contractor fees in the amount of Fifty
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($50.00) per hour for meeting preparation and facilitation and a
“not to exceed” amount of One Hundred and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($100.00) for preparing
monthly meeting minutes/notes. During the Term of this Agreement the total amount of
fees to be incurred by Contractor shall not exceed Six Thousand Six Hundred Fifty and
No/100 U.S. Dollars ($6,650.00). Contractor shall submit an invoice for services rendered
on a monthly basis. All invoices submitted by the Contractor for payment will require a
review approval by the NFCMMWG Representative prior to payment by Gunnison
County.

This compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses and overhead.
No benefits, including insurance coverage of any kind or nature, shall be provided as
elements of compensation. Contractor shall be responsible for her own reporting and
payment of all taxes as required by State and federal laws.

This Agreement is subject to Gunnison County making an annual budget appropriation in
an amount sufficient to fund this Agreement. If Gunnison County fails or refuses to make
such an appropriation, Gunnison County reserves the right to terminate this Agreement
pursuant to paragraph 11 of this Agreement.

4. EXPENSES.

Contractor will also be reimbursed for actual expenses incurred, including such items as
reasonable automobile mileage, to be calculated pursuant to the Internal Revenue
Service's rate of 54.5 cents per mile, meals and costs of special supplies and materials
purchased, which are specific to the activities in the Scope of Services. Contractor shall
provide copies of receipts for all purchases to Gunnison County are required for
reimbursement.

5. OVERSIGHT BY NFCMMWG REPRESENTATIVE.

Gunnison County hereby designates Matthew Birnie as its representative and authorizes
him to make all necessary and proper decisions with reference to this Agreement.
Contractor shall refer questions concerning program/technical oversight and assistance,
requests for contract interpretations, changes, clarifications or instructions to Matthew
Birnie who will coordinate the flow of necessary information with the NFCMMWG.





6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, Contractor is acting as
an independent contractor and not as an agent, partner, joint venture or employee of
Gunnison County. Contractor does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in
any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (i) unemployment
insurance benefits; or (i) Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison County.
Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and state income tax on any moneys paid
it related to the services.

7. INDEMNIFICATION.

Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens,
demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney’s and
expert's fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury,
including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind caused by the
misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

8. DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office
of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and
spirit of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws
and regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices. Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental authority
might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any such
laws and regulations.

9. MISCELLANEOUS.
a. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to

be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.





b. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
Parties to be bound thereby.

c. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement is,
or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or
otherwise.

10. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.

11. TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination,
per the compensation terms outlined in paragraph 3 herein.

12.  NOTICES.

GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this _2nd_day of March,
2018, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, COLORADQ, a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, whose address is
200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (hereinafter “Lessor”) and Garlic Mike’s Italian
Cuisine Restaurant, whose address is 2674 State nghway 135, Gunnison, CO 81230.
(hereinafter "Garlic Mike’s" ).

WHEREAS, Lessor owns the real property located at 2714 State Highway 135, Gunnison, CO
81230 (hereinafter the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, Lessor has determined that a portion of the Property, consisting of approximately
1,000 sq. feet (the “Leased Space”), may be leased to Garlic Mike’s for overflow parking; and

WHEREAS, Garlic Mike’s desires to lease from Lessor the Leased Space, and Lessor desires
to lease to Garlic Mike’s the Leased Space; and

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms and conditions
herein contained, Lessor and Garlic Mike's do hereby agree as follows:

Highway 135. Garlic Mike’s shall be responsible for any and all other costs not identified
herein, including snow removal and weed management, that may be associated with Garlic
Mike’s use of the Leased Space.

6. USE OF PROPERTY.

Garlic Mike's shall use the Leased Space exclusively and only for overflow parking. Garlic
Mike’s agrees to conduct its uses of the Leased Space in an orderly and good workmanlike
manner. Garlic Mike's, its agents, and employees, will not discriminate against any person or
class of person by reason of race, age, religion, gender, creed, sexual preference or national
origin in providing any use of the Leased Space.

Garlic Mike’s shall be responsible for ensuring the proper use of the Leased Space, as
indicated in this contract, by its patrons. Further, Garlic Mike’s shall be responsible for
monitoring the established boundaries and enforcing compliance to ensure that no
trespassing onto adjacent land occurs by Garlic Mike’s patrons.

7. FURTHER ORDERS, RULES AND REGULATIONS.

b. For an injury to two or more persons in any single occurrence, the sum of Nine
Hundred Ninety Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($990,000.00).

Additionally, Garlic Mike's agrees to obtain and keep in force, throughout the term of this Lease
Agreement, personal property insurance coverage on any and all of Garlic Mike's personal
property in the Property or Leased Space (i.e. signage).

Garlic Mike's shall provide Lessor with copies of appropriate insurance policies, as described
above, within thirty (30) days after the execution of this Lease Agreement, listing Gunnison
County as an additional insured. The insurance coverage required pursuant to this paragraph
13 shall remain in force during the term of this Lease Agreement and no cancellation or
reduction may be made without thirty (30) days prior, written notice to Lessor. Garlic Mike's
shall not allow the placement of any lien or other claim against the Property by reason of any
improvements placed upon the Property, and shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor
against any claim upon the premises, the Property, Leased Space or whatsoever.

Nothing in this Lease Agreement, including but not limited to the required insurance or the
existence of the insurance required hereunder, is or shall be construed to be a waiver, in whole
orin part, by the Lessor of any defense or claim of governmental immunity, or a waiver of any
other provision of law relating to the liability of governmental units or the limits thereof, provided
by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

Lessor makes no warranties, either express or implied, as to any matter whatsoever, including
but not limited to, the condition of the Property.

16. OWNERSHIP.

The Property is, and shall at all times be and remain, the sole and exclusive property of Lessor,
and Garlic Mike's shall have no right, title, or interest therein or thereto.

17. DEFAULT

Garlic Mike's shall be considered to be in default of this Lease Agreement upon failing to keep,
perform and observe each and every other covenant, term or condition set forth in this Lease
Agreement which failure continues for a period of more than 30 days after written notice from
the Lessor of such breach or defaullt.

No waiver of default by either party of any of the terms or conditions herein to be performed,
kept and observed by the other party shall be construed as, or operate as, a waiver of any
subsequent default of any of the terms or conditions herein contained to be performed, kept
and observed by the other party.

18. TERMINATION.

Any party shall have the right to terminate this Lease Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. If this Lease Agreement is
terminated, it is agreed that Lessor may retake possession of the premises upon thirty (30)
days written notice to Garlic Mike's and that Garlic Mike's shall surrender and return the Leased
Space to Lessor in good condition, normal wear and tear excepted.

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PREAMBLE

This annual operating plan is prepared pursuant to the Colorado Statewide Wildland Fire
Management Annual Operating Plan (Statewide Agreement), Agreement for Cooperative
Wildfire Protection (State to County Agreement) and the State of Colorado Resource
Mobilization Annex.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this AOP is to set forth standard operating procedures and responsibilities to
implement cooperative wildfire protection on all lands within Gunnison County.

This purpose comes from the notion that a fire, whether single jurisdiction or multiple
jurisdictions, has the potential to affect all other jurisdictions in a given geographic area. In
other words, a local fire affects the federal agencies and a federal fire affects the local agencies.
As such, the policies, procedure, and concerns of all levels of government should be taken into
account when making fire management decisions.

PREPAREDNESS

Protection Planning

Each jurisdictional agency has ultimate responsibility for wildfire protection on its own lands. The
County Sheriff is responsible for fire management efforts occurring in the unincorporated area of
the county outside the boundaries of a fire protection district, or that exceed the capabilities of
the fire protection district to control or extinguish.

Protection Areas and Boundaries
The Fire Protection Districts and Ownership Map in EXHIBIT 2, reflects ownership and fire
management responsibility for the purpose of this plan.

Methods of Fire Protection and Suppression

Mutual Aid Fire Protection, The use of the Incident Command System, Common Organizational
Structure, Common Terminology, Common Operating Procedures, Known Qualifications of
Emergency Personnel.
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Reciprocal (Mutual Aid) Fire Assistance
Mutual aid wildfire protection has been established one mile on either side of common
boundaries between all signatories to this plan. It is agreed that there should be no delay in
initial response pending determination of the precise location of the fire, land ownership, or
responsibility.

All parties agree to reciprocal mutual aid assistance throughout the initial attack period that can
be up to 24 hours which may end earlier by mutual agreement, and preferably by 11:59 pm for
ease in financial accounting of costs incurred. “Initial attack period” is defined as fire
management from the time of initial report of the fire to the agreed upon termination of mutual
aid. The jurisdictional agency should assume responsibility (financial as well as command) for
management at the earliest possible time.

The initial attack period will also apply to any local Incident Management Group (IMG) formed to
provide overhead fire assistance.

Public Use Restrictions

The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures
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should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk,
weather, and fire danger.

Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. Restrictions/Closures
should not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program.

Restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and geographic
boundaries. Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for coordinating
with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management agencies,
Division of Fire Prevention and Control, Colorado State Parks, county sheriffs, county
emergency managers, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will
dictate how much coordination is necessary.

Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year's use of the procedures to
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual
Operating Plan.

The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign, with
the goal of keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All
press releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents
will be available in template format before the start of the fire season. Development and
issuance of news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any implementation or
rescission of Restrictions/Closures. Public information about Restrictions/Closures must be
broad-based, clear, and coordinated.

When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure recommendations
to Agency Administrators. Agency Administrators and fire management staff will be responsible
for monitoring these conditions.

Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction. Each is responsible for using their agency’s
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally
correct and enforceable. To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures,
standard language should be used in all Fire Prevention Orders (Prohibited Acts).

Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure
as allowed by local, state, and federal laws. Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be
included in the Order and identify those persons or actions that are exempted from the
prohibited acts. An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or
responsibility for any fire started by the exempted activity.
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County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions.

When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage
by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be
rescinded. Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above.
See EXHIBIT 3.

Burning Permits

Each Agency can issue permits on lands within its jurisdiction. When such permits are issued
for lands within the protection boundary of a cooperator, the cooperator shall be informed of the
time and location the permit is issued.

Prescribed Fire (Planned Ignitions) and Fuels Management

The agencies agree to cooperate in the development and implementation of prescribed burning,
appropriate management, and fuels reduction projects. The West Region Wildfire Council and
the Colorado State Forest Service are available as a resource in acquiring grant funding for
hazardous fuels mitigation, Firewise education, and community wildfire protection planning
efforts for private landowners.

Wildfires resulting from escaped prescribed fires ignited by a party to this plan on lands it
manages shall be the responsibility of that party. The party responsible for the prescribed fire
will reimburse other parties to this plan consistent with the terms and conditions contained
herein for costs incurred in management of such fires.

Smoke Management
Local considerations; use of Air Resource Advisors.

OPERATIONS

Fire Notifications

Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center and Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center (MTC) should
meet annually to discuss dispatch coordination procedures. County Communications with MTC
will receive reports of wildfires and coordinate the notification and/or dispatch of the appropriate
jurisdictional agency for ALL wildfires, regardless of location.

Boundary Line Fires

If a wildland fire crosses or threatens a jurisdictional boundary the protecting agencies on both
side of the boundary have management responsibility. Anytime more than one jurisdiction with
responsibility is involved in the management of a fire, a coordinated management approach
should be utilized.
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Multiple coordination methods exist to manage a multi-jurisdictional incident. The Incident
Management System outlines the following methods (best practices, pitfalls, and policy
restrictions will be discussed for each):

. Single incident commander (IC) with delegated responsibility from a group of agency
administrators (AA): This method is the best practice for wildland fire management in
western Colorado and should be utilized for all extended attack fires. With this method,
an AA group is formed. It should consist of the policy makers or line officers (or their
representative) from all jurisdictions and/or protecting agencies (AHJ) involved. This
group will identify incident policies, priorities, constraints, and limitations, and will
delegate the management of the incident to a single incident commander or incident
management team. The incident commander will develop objectives and implement
them through their operations section chief, if the position is filled.

Under unified command agencies work together through their designated incident
commanders at a single incident command post to establish common objectives and
issue a single Incident Action Plan
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If unified command is used it is important that the UC be represented by an individual
Representative (IC) of the group. The result of a different arrangement, could be the
undesirable structure of multiple ICs with their own resources working on the same
incident.

Response to Wildland Fire

The closest forces should be dispatched without regard to jurisdiction, per the interagency
mutual aid provision of this plan. The jurisdictional agency should assume responsibility for
management at the earliest possible time, or as otherwise agreed. Agencies taking independent
action within another agency’s jurisdiction should notify that agency as soon as possible.

The Incident Command System (ICS) will be used on all wildfires in Gunnison County.
Consideration should be made for federal agencies in regard to NWCG qualifications.

All requests by Gunnison County agencies for additional resources and assistance beyond
initial attack shall be through the Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center. Requests for assistance
beyond the capabilities of Gunnison County shall be made through MTC.
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Requests by federal agencies for assistance from Gunnison County agencies shall also be
made through MTC to County Communications. If the fire is on or threatening state or private
land, and is expected to exceed the control capabilities of the county, the DFPC Regional FMO
will be notified.

An analysis of an incident needs to be conducted at a level commensurate with the complexity
of the incident. The jurisdictional agency(s) will be responsible for conducting this post-incident
analysis. Local agencies/entities that were not directly involved in the incident but could
potentially benefit from participating will be invited to attend.

Special Management Considerations

¢ While Gunnison Sage Grouse protection and habitat enhancement is a high priority for
the Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management fire management program,
firefighter and public safety is the first priority on every fire and takes precedence over
natural resource protection. Local agency administrators and resource advisors will
convey resource protection priorities to incident commanders. Incident Commanders will
then develop and establish incident objectives, strategies, and operational tactics that
ensure firefighter and public safety. Fire suppression strategies and tactics used on an
incident will comply with Resource Management Plan (RMP) and Fire Management Plan
(FMP) direction, as well as current policy.

When an unplanned ignition occur in Gunnison Sage Grouse habitat on BLM land, the
BLM will be immediately notified so the Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS) can become
engaged and emergency consultation can take place when appropriate.

e Use of mechanized equipment in special designation areas (wilderness, etc.) and heavy
equipment on federal lands, requires approval of a representative of the jurisdictional
agency.

Personnel responding to incidents on BLM Lands must meet the following requirements;
o Be 18 years of age or older;

o Have and use required personal protective equipment (PPE) found in chapter 7 of the
Interagency Standards for Fire and Fire Aviation Operations (Red Book); and

o Attended basic wildland fire annual refresher training, that covers each of the following
topic areas,

o Entrapment avoidance;
o Current issues;

o0 Fire Shelter deployment;
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o0 Other hazards and safety issues; and
0 NWCG Course 1-100, Introduction to Incident Command System

BLM District/Unit FMOs will coordinate with local fire departments to provide qualified instructors
if needed.

Decision Process
A decision support system (DSS) may be utilized for fires that have the potential to be
designated as an EFF fire or affect multiple jurisdictions and have the potential to go into
extended attack. This important evaluation tool is used to select strategic alternatives and is
especially useful to an incoming Incident Management Team. DFPC may assist with a non-EFF
DSS, but has no authority to sign on non-EFF fires.

DFPC requires that a DSS be completed for all fires that receive a FEMA declaration and
recommends a DSS for all EFF fires. All agencies involved in extended attack on private and
state lands will provide input to the DSS. The DFPC Agency Administrator will facilitate
completion and review of the DSS for these fires. When a fire is burning on or threatens to burn
on multiple jurisdictions, one DSS should be prepared that considers all jurisdictions and their
interests.

Federal agencies are required to utilize the Wildland Fire Decision Support System (WFDSS)
for fires on their lands. If multi-jurisdictional fires occur that involve federal lands, then one
WFDSS should be completed for the incident that includes input from all affected jurisdictional
agencies.

Cooperation
All agencies will continue to develop the objectives to be used in preventing unwanted wildland
fire from crossing the jurisdictional boundaries, and how all parties will be involved in developing
mitigations which would be used if a wildland fire does cross jurisdictional boundaries.

Communication
The Fire Emergency Radio Network (VFIRE 21) (154.2800 MHz) will be used for interagency
communication on wildland fires, unless or until alternate frequencies are agreed on.

For the purposes of conducting business authorized by the Statewide Agreement and this
cooperative plan, all parties to this operating plan agree that supporting agencies may use the
jurisdictional agency's radio frequencies as needed to conduct emergency communications on
fires of the jurisdictional agency. No party to this operating plan will use, or authorize others to
use, another agency's radio frequencies for routine daily operations.
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Cost Efficiency

Jurisdictions will identify cost containment objectives which may influence management
strategies Points to consider include safety, loss and benefit to land, values at risk, resources,
social and political values, and existing legal statutes.

Delegation of Authority

In the event of an extended attack incident, a Delegation of Authority will be provided to the
Incident Commander by agencies of jurisdiction. A written Delegation of Authority will be issued
to the Incident Commander no later than 12 hours after the transfer of command.

Preservation of Evidence

The Jurisdictional Agency will be responsible for fire origin and cause investigation. Regardless
of whether the Initial Attack Incident Commander is a representative of the Jurisdictional
Agency, he or she should protect and preserve the general origin area of the fire, as well as
information and evidence pertaining to the origin and cause of the wildland fire. The general
origin area of the fire should be immediately identified and protected by the first Participant to
arrive on the scene in order to protect evidence for the fire origin and cause investigation. Fire
cause investigations are required for Federal Fires, State Fires, and any wildland fire that
receives a Federal Emergency Management Agency declaration. The Participants acknowledge
that an accurate origin and cause investigation and determination is essential to an effective
lawful and fair administrative, civil or criminal action. Federal policy requires Federal agencies to
use a NWCG qualified Fire Investigator (INVF) and to pursue cost recovery for all human
caused fires on public land.

Colorado Revised Statute 32.1.1002 states that all fire district Chiefs shall case an investigation
on all fires within the district boundary.

STATE EMERGENCY FIRE FUND (EFF)

A DFPC representative should be on site for an EFF evaluation. DFPC will assist the county
sheriff in the analysis of the fire’s actual or potential condition to exceed the county’s
management capability. This information will be provided to the DFPC Regional FMO who will
make the final decision on EFF applicability. In summary, EFF can only be implemented upon
request of the County, and mutual agreement of both County and DFPC.

Gunnison County Sheriff: as Fire Warden for the County (CRS 30-10-513), the Sheriff will
represent the County in the request for EFF declaration to the DFPC Regional FMO, and
subsequent delegations and assumptions of authority (DFPC 4). The Sheriff will coordinate
other County entities in his representation.

Gunnison County Commissioners: are signatories to the (DFPC 4) “Assumption of Fire Control

Duty” for fires the DFPC DIRECTOR approves for EFF. Delay in signing the (DFPC 4) will result

in increased costs for the county. Gunnison County may implement state or local emergency
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provisions that they determine appropriate to minimize such delays (See CRS 24-32-2109, CRS
30-11-107 and others).

All EFF fires will utilize a Unified Command. If land administered by another agency is
threatened or involved, that agency will provide a member to the Unified Command.

Implementation of the EFF can be done only by the DFPC upon the recommendation of the
local DFPC Representative, following a request from the County Sheriff. For this reason, it is
important that the DFPC Regional FMO be notified immediately of major fires on private/state
lands within the county. Should the fire surpass, or threaten to surpass, the ability of county
resources to contain it, EFF implementation can occur only with a DFPC representative on
scene. Before requesting EFF implementation, the County must first complete form (DFPC 1).
This information will assist DFPC in completion of form (DFPC 3), which is required before
request for implementation is given to the DFPC FMO.

All EFF participating Counties must have identified a minimum county commitment to any
incident, which has EFF potential. This is not a maximum county resource commitment, and is
not the only resources the county is required to use on the incident in order to request EFF
implementation. It is understood that if tactics of a given incident make some of this equipment
inappropriate, alternate resources can be negotiated.

For Gunnison County this minimum commitment is: 1 Deputy, 1 Dozer, and 1 Water Tender.

It is understood that the minimum county commitment may include resources owned by the
county and other resources including fire department and/or contractors that are the financial
obligation of the county.

DFPC will transfer command of an EFF fire back to the county when fire spread has been
contained or controlled, the Agency Administrator’s objectives have been met and a written plan
has been prepared for the next operational period.

Following all wildfires, the jurisdictional agency will conduct a timely incident analysis at a level
commensurate with the complexity of the incident. Supporting agencies shall be included in
these reviews.

Qualifications for local resources utilized for local wildfires will meet local agency standards.
Local wildfires, as defined herein, shall mean those wildfires within Gunnison County. National
Wildfire Coordination Group “Qualification Cards” are required for all line assignments on
federal jurisdiction fires beyond the initial attack period.

Fire cause determination is required for EFF and FEMA incidents. Fire cause should be
determined early in the incident. The suspected point of origin should be immediately flagged off
and otherwise protected from contamination by initial and extended attack forces until such time
as the fire cause investigation is completed. Fire cause determinations and other investigations
are the responsibility of the jurisdictional agency. The County Sheriff’s representative may
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request a NWCG qualified wildland fire investigator (INVF) assistance by placing a resource
order through the interagency dispatch centers.

The responsibility for incidents, other than wildland fire emergencies, rests with the jurisdictional
agency(s). Cooperation and assistance may be rendered under this plan by utilizing the Cost
Reimbursements process. A mutual aid period does not apply to these incidents, unless
superseded by other existing agreement(s).

Rehabilitation is not covered under EFF (County/State Emergency Fire Fund). Repair of
damage caused by wildfire management may be authorized by the DFPC Agency Administrator
only as part of the Incident Action Plan during the EFF period.

Various cost-share programs for wildfire land rehabilitation are available for private land
including the Emergency Watershed Stabilization Program from the U.S. Department of
Agriculture, National Resources Conservation Service. Reference EXHIBIT 4.

USE AND REIMBURSEMENT OF INTERAGENCY
FIRE RESOURCES

Cost Share Agreement (Cost Share Methodologies)
Cost sharing agreements should not dictate the management of a fire.

Written cost share agreements should be prepared when a wildfire burns across or threatens
jurisdictional boundaries, and/or exceeds the mutual aid period. The intent is to appropriately
distribute the financial burden based on a method agreed upon by a representative from each
affected jurisdiction. A cost share agreement should be negotiated as soon as practical.

Just as the individual circumstances for each wildfire should drive the decisions about response,
the same circumstances should be the basis for the development of the cost share agreement.
Cost Share Agreements should be based on the land management and incident objectives as
well as ecological, social, and legal consequences, the circumstances under which a fire occurs,
the cause of the fire and the likely consequences to firefighter and public safety and welfare,
natural and cultural resources, and values to be protected.

Federal Agencies- Federal agencies agree not to bill one another.

County- When the fire doesn’t qualify for state funding a cost share agreement may be
negotiated between the federal agencies. DFPC can assist with this process.
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DFPC- When a wildfire is accepted by the State, a cost share agreement may be negotiated
between DFPC and affected jurisdictional agencies.

Training

Standard approved fire training courses are provided periodically by DFPC, USFS, BLM, NPS,
DHSEM, and other agencies. As these courses are scheduled, all cooperators will be informed
and invited to participate. The Training Committee is designed to help get training to all
participants in the six counties of the Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center, by doing a yearly
analysis and then holding the needed classes in a location that benefits the majority of all the
participants. Individual training needs as well as agency prioritization will be considered and
coordinated with the local zone training committee. DFPC will attempt to provide specific
training opportunities for fire district personnel and other private organizations as requested, and
as time allows.

Communication Systems
Federal and county agencies operate on VHF frequencies.

See Frequency lists in EXHIBIT 5.

Aviation Operations
All aircraft should be ordered through or coordinated with Montrose Interagency Dispatch
Center.

When a combination of factors or events, as agreed to by the Sheriff and DFPC, creates a
situation that warrants pre-positioning of DFPC aviation resources in or near Gunnison County,
the Sheriff should request through the DFPC Regional FMO. Factors may include, but are not
limited to, multiple starts within a 24-hour period, high occurrence of dry lightning, persistent
Red Flag Warnings, or the unavailability of other air resources. DFPC aviation resources may
be pre-positioned at the Gunnison/Crested Butte Regional Airport or Montrose Regional Airport.
DFPC will notify participants to this plan when a SE/AT is pre-positioned in Gunnison or
Montrose. The request procedure for state resources is the same for all other aircraft through
Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center.

The Wildfire Emergency Response Fund (WERF) is intended to reimburse the local/county non-
federal agency for the first air resource per the WERF guidelines (see attached EXHIBIT 6).
WERF was created to provide funding or reimbursement for the first aerial tanker flight or first
hour rotor time for a helicopter when ordered at the request of any county sheriff, municipal fire
department, or fire protection district. The WERF only applies to initial attack of state/private
land fires.
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After the first air tanker load, subsequent loads will be at jurisdictional agency cost, and only
upon authorization by the sheriff, fire chiefs, or their representative. The fund does not cover
lead planes or aerial observer aircraft. This fund does not pay costs of additional personnel
associated with the helicopter. Any aircraft use or orders beyond the scope of WEREF is entirely
the responsibility of the requesting agency / individual. Additional details are found in the WERF
Operating Procedures.

The County Sheriff or County Fire Protection District Fire Chief orders aircraft through Montrose
Interagency Dispatch Center. The requesting unit must provide to Montrose Interagency
Dispatch Center the Incident Name, General Location, Coordinates (Latitude / Longitude
preferred), Ground Contact and Radio Frequency, and a brief report of any aircraft in the area
and any known hazards to aircraft. The ordering agency is ultimately responsible for notifying
DFPC of a WERF request to ensure funds are currently available. Montrose Interagency
Dispatch Center is willing to pass this notification on for the ordering agency, if so desired.

Billing Procedures

Local agencies do not have authority to obligate federal agencies to pay for expenses incurred
in fire management. Similarly, federal agencies do not have authority to obligate state or
counties to pay for any federal expense incurred in fire management (even when on private and
state lands) without an agreement in place. The rule “if you order it, you pay for it” generally
applies.

When a fire is accepted by the State as an EFF incident, the Cost Share Principles agreed to by
State and federal agencies will apply.

For non-state funded or non-EFF fires, it is up to the county to negotiate cost sharing on state
and private land fires. It is acceptable (and frequent) for each party to agree to pay for their own
resources. DFPC is available to assist with this process, if requested.

All costs, beyond the mutual aid period and documented through the resource order process
shall be considered reimbursable. When a wildfire occurs on lands of more than one agency
and costs are incurred in addition to the initial attack, one of the following options may be used
to determine reimbursable costs to the agencies involved:

a. Each agency assumes its own costs as expended by it in the fire control effort.
b. Division of fire costs based upon ownership and acreage percentages.
c. Each agency agrees to a portion of the management costs.

Billing between federal and county agencies will be submitted through DFPC. Cooperative (CM-
2) fire engines are considered state resources. Reimbursement for these engines shall be made
directly to the State.

All DFPC cooperators subject to DFPC reimbursement will have invoices sent to DFPC State

Fire Division Office within 30 days after incident resources are released. The DFPC Fire
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Division will process payment as soon as possible after receiving the invoice. Invoices are
required to have proper documentation before the process for payment can be completed.

Equipment use rates are documented in Cooperator Resource Rate Forms (CRRF) for local
resources.

Cost Recovery

In the event that cost recovery is pursued on a trespass fire (regardless of ownership), all costs
from the time of initial report of the fire (including mutual aid) may be pursued. Federal policy
requires Federal agencies to pursue cost recovery for all human caused fires on public land.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Program review will be held at the annual fire operating plan meeting in the spring or as needed.

Personnel Policy

The primary purpose of this operating plan is to ensure prompt response to wildland fires. Any
interagency dispute arising from these procedures will be resolved on site by the Unified
Command or by the jurisdictional agency administrators. When necessary, following the
conclusion of the fire incident, a panel of agency representatives other than the participants in
the incident will review and resolve the dispute.

Modification
Mid-year changes are to be avoided; however, if an agency becomes unable to uphold
commitments, it should notify all parties to this plan.

Annual Review
This AOP must be reviewed annually. If no changes are made, a statement letter with
signatures of all parties to this AOP will be distributed.

Duration of Agreement

Unless terminated sooner as provided herein, this AOP shall remain in full force and effect from
April 1, 2018 to May 31, 2019. This AOP may be terminated at any time by 30 days written
notice by one of the Participants.
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Previous Agreements Superseded

Once signed this plan will supersede the 2017 Gunnison County AOP sign on or before May 1,
2017

FIRE RESTRICTIONS and CLOSURES
Purpose

The purpose of Fire Restrictions and Closures (Restrictions/Closures) is to reduce the risk of
human-caused fires during unusually high fire danger; and for the protection of human life and
property. Restrictions/Closures should be considered when weather factors and fuel conditions
indicate an increased risk to public safety and firefighting personnel. Restrictions/Closures
should be planned for the long-term danger and not change at short-term fluctuations in risk,
weather, and fire danger.

This guidance should provide fire management staff the tools to develop, implement, and
legally enforce Restrictions/Closures. Further, by providing consistency and developing clear
messages for the public and partners, this guidance will encourage public acceptance and
compliance.

Restrictions/Closures impose many limitations on the general public, and therefore should be
implemented only after all other prevention measures have been taken. These measures may
include, but are not limited to: increasing the number of prevention signs, public contacts,
media campaigns, and other proactive public education efforts. Restrictions/Closures should
not be considered the equivalent of a fire prevention program.

Authority

Restrictions/Closures are enacted on federal, state, county, and private lands under federal,
state, and local laws. Agency Administrators issue appropriate documents and are responsible
for enforcing Restrictions/Closures for those lands on which they have jurisdiction. The

authorities related to Restrictions/Closures on federally-managed lands are referenced below:

Bureau of Land Management

J 43 U.S.C. §1701, et seq. (Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976)
J 43 CFR, Part 9210 (Fire Management)
J 43 CFR, Part 9212 (Wildfire Prevention)

US Forest Service
J 16 U.S.C. §551; 18 U.S.C. §3559; and 18 U.S.C. §3571 (Violations and Penalties)
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J 36 CFR Part 220.6 (Categorical Exclusions)

J 36 CFR Part 261.50 (Orders)
J 36 CFR Part 261.51 (Posting)
J 36 CFR Part 261.52 (Fire)

Coordination

Restrictions/Closures procedures should be uniform across administrative and geographic
boundaries. Agency Administrators and fire management staff are responsible for coordinating
with other agencies including, but not limited to, other federal land management agencies,
Tribal agencies, Congressional members, Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control,
Colorado State Parks, county officials (commissioners, sheriffs, emergency managers),
permitees, and local fire departments. The scope of the Restrictions/Closures will dictate how
much coordination is necessary.

Annually, the parties to the Annual Operating Plan shall review and validate the
Restrictions/Closures procedures and monitor the previous year’s use of the procedures to
ensure Restrictions/Closures are implemented consistently. The conditions identified in the Fire
Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines should be agreed upon by all fire management
agencies in the county before the onset of fire season and will become part of the Annual
Operating Plan.

Restrictions/Closures will be implemented and rescinded by fire restriction area and all
agencies within the area will coordinate uniform levels and timing of restrictions, verifying that

the trigger points have been reached.

Initiating a Restriction/Closure

When the conditions identified in the Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines approach
critical levels for an area, fire management staff will make Restriction/Closure
recommendations to Agency Administrators. Agency Administrators and fire management staff
will be responsible for monitoring these conditions.
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1. When conditions are identified as critical, fire management staff within the proposed
fire restriction area will confer, review conditions, recommend that a fire restriction is
necessary for their area of responsibility, and include a start date.

2. Before the respective agency(s) applies a restriction, they will coordinate with the other
agencies in developing a schedule and plan for public notification.

3. The Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center and the Gunnison Regional Dispatch Center
will be notified of Restrictions/Closures.

4. Law enforcement personnel for each agency should have an opportunity to review the
Restriction/Closure Orders to assure they are enforceable prior to public release. Law
enforcement and fire personnel should jointly develop a plan to enforce the restrictions.

5. Each respective agency will be responsible for assuring their Restriction/Closure Orders
are properly completed and signed by the Officer with authority.

6. The Public Information Officer with responsibility for that fire restriction area will
organize and initiate the media notification process.

7. Each agency will disseminate Restriction/Closure notification through web pages,
signage, and media outreach according to agency guidelines. Additional patrols may be
initiated in high risk-high value areas.

8. Each agency will inform agency personnel of the restrictions being enacted and discuss
changes in their daily routines to compensate for the increased fire danger. Those
responsible for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Restriction/Closure
Order and appropriate map. Each agency will also ensure that all employees understand
what each Restriction/Closure means.

County Sheriffs’ that have emergency needs to bypass the Fire Restrictions and Closures
procedures will immediately notify Montrose Interagency Dispatch Center of the status of
Restrictions/Closures occurring in their jurisdictions.

Rescinding a Restriction/Closure

When a level of restriction is no longer needed, the Restriction/Closure may go to a lower stage

by implementing a new, supplemental or modified Order; or the Restriction/Closure may be
rescinded.
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Removal of Restrictions/Closures will follow the same procedures outlined above. Agency
Administrators and fire management staff must agree that the Restrictions/Closures should be
removed in the fire restriction area.

Fire Restriction/Closure Evaluation Guidelines

When weather factors or fire suppression impacts become a concern, the following guidelines
will be used to determine if Restrictions/Closures should be considered:

Montrose Interagency Dispatch Response Area at Preparedness Level 4 or Above, and:

Local fire activity is impacting local agencies’ suppression resources; making adequate
initial attack difficult.

Local area is receiving a high occurrence of human-caused fires, or the human caused
risk is predicted to increase.

Adverse fire weather conditions and risks are predicted to continue.

Implementation of existing fire restrictions is not adequately reducing human-caused
fires.

Consider initiating STAGE | Fire Restriction if:
. Preparedness Level is 4, and

o one of the above conditions is met.

Consider initiating STAGE Il Fire Restriction if:

o STAGE | Fire Restriction has been in effect,
. Preparedness Level is 4 or above, and
J all of the above conditions are met.

Consider initiating STAGE Il Closure if:

o STAGE Il Fire Restriction has been in effect, and
. Preparedness Level is 5, and
J all of the above conditions are met.

Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations,
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage | or Stage |l Fire Restrictions is no
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in rare situations.

Prohibited Acts Under Stage | and Il Fire Restrictions, and Stage Il Closure
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There will be three stages to fire restrictions — Stage | and |l Fire Restrictions and Stage IlI
Closures. Each agency must write their own Fire Prevention Order which authorizes the
Restrictions/Closures within their jurisdiction. Each is responsible for using their agency’s
format and having their law enforcement personnel review the Order to assure it is legally
correct and enforceable.

To reduce confusion and standardize the Restrictions/Closures, the following language will be
used in all Fire Prevention Orders:

STAGE | Fire Restrictions

The following acts are prohibited:

J Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire except within a
permanent constructed fire grate in a developed campground, developed recreation site, or
improved site.

. Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreation site or
while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all
flammable materials.

STAGE Il Fire Restrictions
In addition to the prohibited acts of Stage | Fire Restrictions, the following acts are prohibited:

. Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.

. Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building.

. Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine.
. Welding, operating a torch with open flame, or any activities which generate flame or
flammable material.

. Use of explosives.

STAGE Il Closure
Stage lll is a closure prohibiting entry to the affected area. The area is closed to all entry other
than the following:

J Persons with a written fire entry and activity permit.

J Any federal, state, or local officer or member of an organized rescue or firefighting force
in the performance of an official duty.

J Resident owners and lessees of land within the closed area.

Closures are extremely rare events, and will only be implemented in extraordinary situations,
after significant interagency coordination, and when there is a very high risk to human life or
property and the ability to manage those risks using Stage | or Stage |l Fire Restrictions is no
longer viable. Closures should be implemented only in rare situations.
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The following acts are always prohibited on federally managed lands:

J The use of fireworks and other incendiary devices on public lands in Colorado
J Leaving fires unattended or unextinguished
Exemptions

Exemption from prohibited acts may be granted to specific entities during a Restriction/Closure
under the authority of 43 CFR 9212.2 and 36 CFR 236.50 (Orders), and 43 CFR 9212.3 (Permits).

Exemptions to a Fire Prevention Order will be included in the Order and identify those persons
who, without a written permit, are exempt from the closure or restrictions (43 CFR 9212.2 / 36
CFR 236.50). Further, 43 CFR 9212.3 states that Permits may be issued to enter and use public
lands designated in Fire Prevention Orders when the authorized officer determines that the
permitted activities will not conflict with the purpose of the Order. Each permit shall specify:

. The public lands, roads, trails or waterways where entry or use is permitted;
. The person(s) to whom the permit applies;

. Activities that are permitted in the closed area;

. Fire prevention requirements with which the permittee shall comply; and

. An expiration date.

An authorized officer may cancel a Permit at any time.

Exemptions from prohibited acts may also be included in the Fire Prevention Orders under the
discretion of the Agency Administrator. Typically, exemptions included in an Order specify an
allowable use of a prohibited act. Examples include:

The following acts are prohibited until further notice:

. Building, maintaining, attending, or using a fire, campfire or stove fire.
EXEMPTION: Use of a heating or cooking device fueled solely by liquid fuels that can be turned
on and off is allowed.

] Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine.
EXEMPTION: Operating a chainsaw or other equipment powered by an internal combustion
engine between the hours of 5:00 am and 11:00 am is allowed.

An exemption does not absolve an individual or organization from liability or responsibility for
any fire started by the exempted activity.

Restriction/Closure Boundaries
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Restrictions/Closures should be implemented on the smallest geographic scale to affect the
fewest number of people.

For ease of implementation and interagency coordination, an Order should be designed to
cover an easily identifiable, logical geographic area. This may be a county, district or field office
boundary, a watershed, or an area bounded by specified roads or topographic features.

All Orders should be accompanied by a high-quality map clearly delineating the boundaries of
the Restrictions/Closures in such a manner that the public can readily locate those boundaries
on the ground. As enforcement is a key component of every Order, the boundaries must be
designed to facilitate compliance.

Various stages might be in effect in more than one geographic area across the landscape.
However, before making the decision to implement more than one Restriction/Closure at a
time on the landscape, there needs to be careful consideration of the potential for confusion
and for potential effects on the public.

Communication

The planning process for Restrictions/Closures will include a public awareness campaign,
keeping the media and public informed of the possibility of Restrictions/Closures. All press
releases, description of Restrictions/Closures, and other necessary agency documents will be
available in template format before the start of the fire season. Public Information Officers will
then prepare a media notification plan to inform the public.

Development and issuance of news releases will be coordinated with all agencies for any
implementation or rescission of Restrictions/Closures. Public information about
Restrictions/Closures must be broad-based, clear, and coordinated.

Each agency will inform it's personnel of the Restrictions/Closures being enacted and discuss
changes in their daily routine to compensate for the increased fire danger. Those responsible
for public contact will be provided with a copy of the Order and appropriate map.

Public Information Officers for each agency will be responsible for notifying the public in ways
which they can find the status of Restrictions/Closures for any area in Colorado. The intent is to
better inform the public of Restrictions/Closures throughout Colorado when they may be
planning activities at areas away from their homes.

Definitions

The following definitions should be used as part of, or referenced to, the Special Orders or laws
that initiate and authorize a Stage | or Stage Il Fire Restriction and a Stage Il Closure:
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Campfire: A fire, not within any building, mobile home or living accommodation mounted on a
vehicle which is used for cooking, branding, personal warmth, lighting, ceremonial or aesthetic
purposes. Campfires are open fires, usually built on the ground from native fuels or charcoal,
including charcoal grills. Campfire includes "fire".

Chainsaw: A saw powered by an internal combustion engine with cutting teeth linked in an
endless chain.

Closure: The closing of an area to entry or use.

Developed Campground: An area that provide designated campsites, toilets, picnic tables, and
fire rings.

Developed Recreation Site: An area which has been improved or developed for recreation. A
developed recreation site is signed as an agency-owned campground or picnic area and
identified on a map as a site developed for that purpose.

Explosives: Any substance or article, including a device, which is designed to function by
explosion (i.e., an extremely rapid release of gas and heat) or which, by chemical reaction
within itself, is able to function in a similar manner even if not designed to function by
explosion. For the purposes of these restrictions, firearms are not considered an explosive.

Fire Grate/Fire Ring: A permanent structure, installed by the agency managing the lands, that is
used for building a campfire.

Fire Prevention Order (Order): A legal document restricting certain prohibited acts that is issued
in times of increased fire danger and human-caused fire activity. Orders specify actions that are
prohibited in specific areas under the jurisdiction of the agency with authority over the lands
identified in the Order. Fire Prevention Orders also specify the duration of the restrictions and
identify the legal references granting authority to restrict the mentioned acts.

Fire Restriction Area: The area that is covered by a Fire Restriction/Closure Order.
Restrictions/Closures enacted cover the area defined by the Order as defined in the Order.

Fire: The burning of timber, trees, slash, brush, tundra, grass or other flammable material such
as, but not limited to, petroleum products, trash, rubbish, lumber, paper, cloth or agricultural

refuse occurring out of doors and includes campfires.

Improved Site: An area that has been cleared and has an established fire barrier that restricts
fire spread, and includes improvements such as picnic tables and/or toilets.

Permit: A written document issued by an authorized agency representative to specifically
authorize an otherwise prohibited act.

Restriction: A limitation on an activity or use.

Stove Fire: A campfire built inside an enclosed stove, grill or portable stove; including a space
heating device.

Torch: Any of various lamp-like devices that produce a hot flame and are used for soldering,
burning off paint, etc.

Welding: To unite or fuse (as pieces of metal) by hammering, compressing, or the like,
especially after rendering soft by heat, and sometimes with the addition of fusible material like
or unlike the pieces to be united.

EXHIBIT 4

GUIDELINES FOR EFF

The purpose of the Intergovernmental Agreement for Participation in the Colorado Emergency
Fire Fund (EFF) is to: establish the County’s basis for participation in the Emergency Fire Fund
to provide for payments from the County to the Fund; and describe the conditions under which
the Emergency Fire Fund will be managed. .

WILDFIRE PROTECTION

A. As required in the Cooperative Agreement, the County and DFPC shall jointly
develop, review, and sign an Annual Operating Plan (AOP) before April 1 of each year with all
cooperating agencies having wildfire suppression responsibilities within the County. Failure to
complete the AOP by April 1 of any year during the term of this Agreement shall result in the
automatic suspension of the County from EFF participation unless the County has requested, in
writing, and received approval by the DFPC FMO, a 60 day extension of the April 1 date to
complete the AOP, stating the specific reason(s) for the extension. The DFPC FMO shall, in his
or her sole discretion, approve or deny the request in writing. Once completed, the AOP shall
be made a part of this agreement (EFF Agreement) and attached as Attachment B.

EMERGENCY FIRE FUND
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A. The Emergency Fire Fund (EFF or “the Fund”) has been established through the
payments provided by participating Colorado counties and other entities entering into EFF
agreements with the DFPC. The EFF is maintained as an account of Colorado State University,
under the fiscal management of the DFPC FMO. Payments from the EFF account shall be
made only in compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations pertaining to Colorado
State University funds, including, but not limited to, the State Fiscal Rules. The DFPC FMO is
designated as the fiscal manager of all such monies received and all interest accrued in the
EFF. No upper limit shall be placed on the amount of funds in the EFF, and funds may
accumulate from year to year.

B. Final decision making authority over fiscal management matters shall reside with
the DFPC FMO on behalf of the Counties collectively.

C. The DFPC shall make distribution of these funds only upon direction of the DFPC
FMO or his designee and will be subject to the “Emergencies” provisions of the State Fiscal
Rules (Rule 2-2). Disbursements shall be limited to such expenditures incurred in controlling a
designated wildfire as are within the then-current, unencumbered balance of the Fund.

D. If at any time during the term of this Agreement the EFF becomes depleted, or
has insufficient funds to meet the expected needs of the Fund, the DFPC FMO will make every
reasonable effort to obtain additional funds by requesting the Governor to make additional funds
available. Should the DFPC FMO be unsuccessful in efforts to obtain additional funding, fire
control costs will remain the County’s responsibility.

EFF IMPLEMENTATION

A. The County will make every effort to control fire(s) upon non-federal lands within
the County with resources available within the County. In the event that the County and the
DFPC mutually agree that the fire(s) threatens to spread, or has spread, beyond control
capability of the firefighting resources within the County (as outlined in the County’s Annual
Operating Plan), the DFPC FMO (or his authorized designee) and the authorized County
representative shall sign a Delegation of Duty giving the DFPC FMO command responsibility for
the fire(s). Once command responsibility has been assumed by the DFPC, the County shall
nevertheless continue to make its maximum effort to provide firefighting resources from within
the County.

B. When a fire can again reasonably be managed by the County with resources
available to it, command responsibility for incident management and for payment of all fire
control costs will be returned by the DFPC FMO to the County. No expenditures made by the
County prior to assumption by the DFPC FMO or after return to the County, will be eligible for
payment by the EFF, without express prior approval of the DFPC FMO.
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FIRE CAUSE DETERMINATION

A. As a condition precedent to entering into this Agreement, and to eligibility for
continuing participation in the EFF throughout the term hereof, the County agrees that, in the
event of a human-caused fire, the Sheriff of said County shall conduct an investigation as to
cause of such fire and will provide the DFPC FMO a copy of the preliminary investigation report
within 30 days of control of the fire, and a final report upon the conclusion of that investigation
consistent with State Law. The County Sheriff shall have administrative and financial
responsibility with respect to the conduct of the investigation.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

A. Compliance with Laws, Regulations and Requirements. Each party agrees to
comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, codes, regulations, rules, and orders.

B. Assignment. Neither party shall assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement,
nor delegate any of its obligations, nor assign any claims for money due or to become due to a
party, without the prior written approval of the other party.

The Colorado Division of Fire Prevention and Control (DFPC) is required by State Law to administer and manage programs to assist local jurisdictions
with safe and effective wildland fire response. Funding for wildland firefighting resources under these various programs are eligible for
reimbursement to any Colorado County Sheriff, fire protection district, or municipal fire department in accordance with the following guidelines.
Funding and reimbursement will occur to the extent that program funds are available.

Funding Requests and Notifications

® As stated in Note 1 above, notification to DFPC must occur as soon as possible via the State Emergency Line (303- 239-8855) if there are

multiple hours of helicopter time or multiple air tanker drops on an incident. If the requesting agency is expecting the State of Colorado to
pay for any amount of resource use, that agency must formally notify DFPC after the incident as indicated below.

® All funding and reimbursement requests must be made to DFPC within 7 days of resource use. All requests should be documented on the DFPC
Wildfire Funding Notification and Request form, and must include the following information: Who requested the resource (Sheriff, fire chief,
etc.); Fire Name; Incident Number (whenever available); Resource Name(s); Dates of Use; and Copies of Resource Orders (whenever
available).

Additional Details — Hand Crews

Eligible

Fuel and support trucks assigned to aviation resources. Contracted vendor support crew, relief
crew and other expenses to maintain aircraft availability.

Daily availability costs of aircraft.

Only OAS or USFS interagency FIRE carded pilots and aircraft, ordered through the procedures
outlined in the County AOP.

Not Eligible

Non-operational flight time costs (ferry time, point to point etc.) to bring aerial resources to
Colorado.

Process

1. Requesting agency orders appropriate Kind and Type of resource(s). Consult the County AOP
for the local, state, and interagency dispatch procedures to order aviation resources.

2. The Closest Forces concept will be utilized meaning that the closest available resource of
the Kind and Type requested will be dispatched to the incident.

3. DFPC must be notified via the State Emergency Operations Line (303-279-8855) if multiple
aviation resources are ordered on an incident.

4. Costs for resources utilized outside of these guidelines, will be charged to the requesting
agency(ies). Actual costs vary by resource used.

2. Responsibility and Authority of the Sponsor.
a. Public Agency Sponsor:

It has legal authority to apply for this grant, and to finance and carry out the proposed
project; that a resolution, motion or similar action has been duly adopted or passed as
an official act of the applicant's governing body authorizing the filing of the
application, including all understandings and assurances contained therein, and
directing and authorizing the person identified as the official representative of the
applicant to act in connection with the application and to provide such additional
information as may be required.

b. Private Sponsor:

It has legal authority to apply for this grant and to finance and carry out the proposed
project and comply with all terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement.
It shall designate an official representative and shall in writing direct and authorize
that person to file this application, including all understandings and assurances
contained therein; to act in connection with this application; and to provide such
additional information as may be required.

3. Sponsor Fund Availability.

It has sufficient funds available for that portion of the project costs which are not to
be paid by the United States. It has sufficient funds available to assure operation and
maintenance of items funded under this grant agreement which it will own or control.

4. Good Title.

a. It, a public agency or the Federal government, holds good title, satisfactory to the
Secretary, to the landing area of the airport or site thereof, or will give assurance
satisfactory to the Secretary that good title will be acquired.

b. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on the property of the
sponsor, it holds good title satisfactory to the Secretary to that portion of the
property upon which Federal funds will be expended or will give assurance to the
Secretary that good title will be obtained.

5. Preserving Rights and Powers.

a. It will not take or permit any action which would operate to deprive it of any of
the rights and powers necessary to perform any or all of the terms, conditions, and
assurances in this grant agreement without the written approval of the Secretary,
and will act promptly to acquire, extinguish or modify any outstanding rights or
claims of right of others which would interfere with such performance by the
sponsor. This shall be done in a manner acceptable to the Secretary.
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b. It will not sell, lease, encumber, or otherwise transfer or dispose of any part of its
title or other interests in the property shown on Exhibit A to this application or,
for a noise compatibility program project, that portion of the property upon which
Federal funds have been expended, for the duration of the terms, conditions, and
assurances in this grant agreement without approval by the Secretary. If the
transferee is found by the Secretary to be eligible under Title 49, United States
Code, to assume the obligations of this grant agreement and to have the power,
authority, and financial resources to carry out all such obligations, the sponsor
shall insert in the contract or document transferring or disposing of the sponsor's
interest, and make binding upon the transferee all of the terms, conditions, and
assurances contained in this grant agreement.

c. For all noise compatibility program projects which are to be carried out by
another unit of local government or are on property owned by a unit of local
government other than the sponsor, it will enter into an agreement with that
government. Except as otherwise specified by the Secretary, that agreement shall
obligate that government to the same terms, conditions, and assurances that would
be applicable to it if it applied directly to the FAA for a grant to undertake the
noise compatibility program project. That agreement and changes thereto must be
satisfactory to the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against
the local government if there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the
agreement.

d. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on privately owned
property, it will enter into an agreement with the owner of that property which
includes provisions specified by the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this
agreement against the property owner whenever there is substantial non-
compliance with the terms of the agreement.

e. Ifthe sponsor is a private sponsor, it will take steps satisfactory to the Secretary to
ensure that the airport will continue to function as a public-use airport in
accordance with these assurances for the duration of these assurances.

f. If an arrangement is made for management and operation of the airport by any
agency or person other than the sponsor or an employee of the sponsor, the
sponsor will reserve sufficient rights and authority to insure that the airport will
be operated and maintained in accordance Title 49, United States Code, the
regulations and the terms, conditions and assurances in this grant agreement and
shall insure that such arrangement also requires compliance therewith.

g. Sponsors of commercial service airports will not permit or enter into any
arrangement that results in permission for the owner or tenant of a property used
as a residence, or zoned for residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that
property and any location on airport. Sponsors of general aviation airports
entering into any arrangement that results in permission for the owner of
residential real property adjacent to or near the airport must comply with the
requirements of Sec. 136 of Public Law 112-95 and the sponsor assurances.
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6. Consistency with Local Plans.

The project is reasonably consistent with plans (existing at the time of submission of
this application) of public agencies that are authorized by the State in which the
project is located to plan for the development of the area surrounding the airport.

7. Consideration of Local Interest.

It has given fair consideration to the interest of communities in or near where the
project may be located.

8. Consultation with Users.

In making a decision to undertake any airport development project under Title 49,
United States Code, it has undertaken reasonable consultations with affected parties
using the airport at which project is proposed.

9. Public Hearings.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway
extension, it has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of
considering the economic, social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway
location and its consistency with goals and objectives of such planning as has been
carried out by the community and it shall, when requested by the Secretary, submit a
copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary. Further, for such projects, it
has on its management board either voting representation from the communities
where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right to
petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project.

10. Metropolitan Planning Organization.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway
extension at a medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made available to and has
provided upon request to the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which
the airport is located, if any, a copy of the proposed amendment to the airport layout
plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport master plan in which the project is
described or depicted.

11. Pavement Preventive Maintenance.

With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or
reconstruction of pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has
implemented an effective airport pavement maintenance-management program and it
assures that it will use such program for the useful life of any pavement constructed,
reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance at the airport. It will
provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management programs as
the Secretary determines may be useful.

12. Terminal Development Prerequisites.

For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in
Title 49, it has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety
equipment required for certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49,
United States Code, and all the security equipment required by rule or regulation, and
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has provided for access to the passenger enplaning and deplaning area of such airport
to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than air carrier aircraft.

13. Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and
disposition by the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the
project in connection with which this grant is given or used, and the amount or
nature of that portion of the cost of the project supplied by other sources, and such
other financial records pertinent to the project. The accounts and records shall be
kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate an effective audit
in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984.

b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United
States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, for the purpose of audit and
examination, any books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are
pertinent to this grant. The Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be
conducted by a recipient. In any case in which an independent audit is made of the
accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of the proceeds of a grant or
relating to the project in connection with which this grant was given or used, it
shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United
States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which
the audit was made.

14. Minimum Wage Rates.

It shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded
under this grant agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum
rates of wages, to be predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the
Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay
to skilled and unskilled labor, and such minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation
for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for the work.

15. Veteran's Preference.

It shall include in all contracts for work on any project funded under this grant
agreement which involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to insure that, in the
employment of labor (except in executive, administrative, and supervisory positions),
preference shall be given to Vietnam era veterans, Persian Gulf veterans,
Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small business concerns owned
and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title 49, United
States Code. However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are
available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates.

16. Conformity to Plans and Specifications.

It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by
the Secretary. Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the
Secretary prior to commencement of site preparation, construction, or other
performance under this grant agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be
incorporated into this grant agreement. Any modification to the approved plans,
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specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to approval of the Secretary, and
incorporated into this grant agreement.

17. Construction Inspection and Approval.

It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site
throughout the project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications,
and schedules approved by the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the
construction work on any project contained in an approved project application to
inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in accordance with
regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors
of such project as the Secretary shall deem necessary.

18. Planning Projects.
In carrying out planning projects:

a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative
contained in the project application or with the modifications similarly approved.

b. It will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to
the planning project and planning work activities.

c. It will include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning
project a notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the
United States.

d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that
no material prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in
the United States or any other country.

e. It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and
otherwise use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant.

f. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of
specific consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as
well as the right to disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional
services.

g. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's
employees to do all or any part of the project.

h. It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the
Secretary's approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does
not constitute or imply any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary
to approve any pending or future application for a Federal airport grant.

19. Operation and Maintenance.

a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of
the airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be
operated at all times in a safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with
the minimum standards as may be required or prescribed by applicable Federal,
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state and local agencies for maintenance and operation. It will not cause or permit
any activity or action thereon which would interfere with its use for airport
purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities thereon
or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any
proposal to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first
be approved by the Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will
have in effect arrangements for-

1) Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required;

2) Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions,
including temporary conditions; and

3) Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the
airport. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport
be operated for aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood
or other climatic conditions interfere with such operation and maintenance.
Further, nothing herein shall be construed as requiring the maintenance,
repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or facility which is
substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other condition or
circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it
owns or controls upon which Federal funds have been expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to
protect instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established
minimum flight altitudes) will be adequately cleared and protected by removing,
lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or otherwise mitigating existing airport
hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of future airport hazards.

21. Compatible Land Use.

It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of
zoning laws, to restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the
airport to activities and purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including
landing and takeoff of aircraft. In addition, if the project is for noise compatibility
program implementation, it will not cause or permit any change in land use, within its
jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the airport, of the noise
compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrimination.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms
and without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical
activities, including commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the
public at the airport.

b. In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or
privilege at the airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or
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to engage in any aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the
airport, the sponsor will insert and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

1) furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to
all users thereof, and

2) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or
service, provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and
nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions
to volume purchasers.

c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees,
rentals, and other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based
operators making the same or similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same
or similar facilities.

d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use
any fixed-based operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any
air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air carrier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant
of another air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and
substantially comparable rules, regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges with respect to facilities directly and substantially related to
providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers which make
similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable
classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-
signatory carriers. Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be
unreasonably withheld by any airport provided an air carrier assumes obligations
substantially similar to those already imposed on air carriers in such classification
or status.

f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any
person, firm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any
services on its own aircraft with its own employees [including, but not limited to
maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it may choose to perform.

g. In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to
in this assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as
would apply to the furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service
providers authorized by the sponsor under these provisions.

h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory,
conditions to be met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe
and efficient operation of the airport.

1. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical
use of the airport if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or
necessary to serve the civil aviation needs of the public.
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23. Exclusive Rights.

It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or
intending to provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this
paragraph, the providing of the services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator
shall not be construed as an exclusive right if both of the following apply:

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one
fixed-based operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would
require the reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between
such single fixed-based operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not,
either directly or indirectly, grant or permit any person, firm, or corporation, the
exclusive right at the airport to conduct any aeronautical activities, including, but
not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial
photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier operations,
aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance
of aircraft, sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their
direct relationship to the operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical
activity, and that it will terminate any exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical
activity now existing at such an airport before the grant of any assistance under
Title 49, United States Code.

24. Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport
which will make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances
existing at the particular airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of
traffic and economy of collection. No part of the Federal share of an airport
development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for which a grant is
made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970
shall be included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of
that airport.

25. Airport Revenues.

a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel
established after December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or
operating costs of the airport; the local airport system; or other local facilities
which are owned or operated by the owner or operator of the airport and which
are directly and substantially related to the actual air transportation of passengers
or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport. The following
exceptions apply to this paragraph:

1) If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3,
1982, by the owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before
September 3, 1982, in governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's
financing, provide for the use of the revenues from any of the airport owner or
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operator's facilities, including the airport, to support not only the airport but
also the airport owner or operator's general debt obligations or other facilities,
then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the airport (and, in
the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply.

2) If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public
sponsor and provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s
acquisition of land, this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the
sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from the sale. This is conditioned on
repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an amount equal to the
remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of any
airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other
than land acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the
federal share of the current fair market value of any land acquired with an
airport improvement grant made to that airport on or after October 1, 1996.

3) Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production,
lease, or other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102
of title 49 United States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor
meets the requirements set forth in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the
sponsor will direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will
provide an opinion concerning, the use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph
(a), and indicating whether funds paid or transferred to the owner or operator are
paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title 49, United States Code and
any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation promulgated by
the Secretary or Administrator.

c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this
assurance in accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United
States Code.

26. Reports and Inspections.
It will:

a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as
the Secretary may reasonably request and make such reports available to the
public; make available to the public at reasonable times and places a report of the
airport budget in a format prescribed by the Secretary;

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records and
documents affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use
agreements, regulations and other instruments, available for inspection by any
duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request;

c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to
the project and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances
of this grant agreement including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other
instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary
upon reasonable request; and
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d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and
make available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report
listing in detail:

1) all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the
purposes for which each such payment was made; and

2) all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government
and the amount of compensation received for provision of each such service
and property.

27. Use by Government Aircraft.

It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal
financial assistance and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the
United States for use by Government aircraft in common with other aircraft at all
times without charge, except, if the use by Government aircraft is substantial, charge
may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the cost of
operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the
Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use
of an airport by Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of
such aircraft are in excess of those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would
unduly interfere with use of the landing areas by other authorized aircraft, or during
any calendar month that —

a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land
adjacent thereto; or

b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of
Government aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of
Government aircraft using the airport (the total movement of Government aircraft
multiplied by gross weights of such aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds.

28. Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any
air traffic control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication
activities related to air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or
rights in buildings of the sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for
construction, operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for
such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided
herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the Secretary.

29. Airport Layout Plan.
a. It will keep up to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing

1) boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the
boundaries of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport
purposes and proposed additions thereto;

2) the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and
structures (such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and
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roads), including all proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport
facilities;

3) the location of all existing and proposed nonaviation areas and of all existing
improvements thereon; and

4) all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s
property boundary. Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision,
or modification thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which
approval shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized
representative of the Secretary on the face of the airport layout plan. The
sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations in the airport or
any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as
approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary,
adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.

b. If a change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally
owned, leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in
conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner or
operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effect in a
manner approved by the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such
property (or replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs
of restoring such property (or replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility,
efficiency, and cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in the
airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or replacement of an
existing airport facility due to a change in the Secretary’s design standards beyond
the control of the airport sponsor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United
States shall, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or
disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise
subjected to discrimination in any activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds
received from this grant.

a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§
21.23 (b) and 21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs,
operate all facilities, or conduct all programs in compliance with all non-
discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant to these assurances.

b. Applicability

1) Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal
assistance) for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements
extend to all of the sponsor’s programs and activities.

2) Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to
construct, expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a
facility, the assurance extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in
connection therewith.
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3) Real Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial
assistance in the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest
in real property, the assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under
such property.

c. Duration.
The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during
which Federal financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the
Federal financial assistance is to provide, or is in the form of, personal property,
or real property, or interest therein, or structures or improvements thereon, in
which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any transferee for the longer of
the following periods:

1) So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving
the provision of similar services or benefits; or

2) So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.

ci. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all
solicitations for bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this
grant agreement and in all proposals for agreements, including airport
concessions, regardless of funding source:
“The Gunnison County Board of Commissioners, in accordance with the
provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252,42 U.S.C. §§
2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will
affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement,
disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged business
enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to
this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color,
or national origin in consideration for an award.”

cii. Required Contract Provisions.

1) It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance
with the acts and regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-
assisted programs of the DOT, and incorporating the acts and regulations into
the contracts by reference in every contract or agreement subject to the non-
discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT acts and regulations.

2) It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every
contract that is subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.

3) It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with
the land, in any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer
of real property, structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to
a sponsor.

4) Tt will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on
the basis of race, color, national origin, creed, sex, age, or handicap as a
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covenant running with the land, in any future deeds, leases, license, permits,
or similar instruments entered into by the sponsor with other parties:

a) For the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under
the applicable activity, project, or program; and

b) For the construction or use of, or access to, space on, over, or under real
property acquired or improved under the applicable activity, project, or
program.

f. It will provide for such methods of administration for the program as are found by
the Secretary to give reasonable guarantee that it, other recipients, sub-recipients,
sub-grantees, contractors, subcontractors, consultants, transferees, successors in
interest, and other participants of Federal financial assistance under such program
will comply with all requirements imposed or pursuant to the acts, the regulations,
and this assurance.

g. It agrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial enforcement with
regard to any matter arising under the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.

31. Disposal of Land.

a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes,
including land serving as a noise buffer, it will dispose of the land, when the land
is no longer needed for such purposes, at fair market value, at the earliest
practicable time. That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which is
proportionate to the United States' share of acquisition of such land will be, at the
discretion of the Secretary, (1) reinvested in another project at the airport, or (2)
transferred to another eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The
Secretary shall give preference to the following, in descending order, (1)
reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an
approved project that is eligible for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title
49 United States Code, (3) reinvestment in an approved airport development
project that is eligible for grant funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of
title 49 United States Code, (4) transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public
airport to be reinvested in an approved noise compatibility project at that airport,
and (5) paid to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund. If
land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair
market value and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the lease will not be
considered a disposal of the land. Revenues derived from such a lease may be
used for an approved airport development project that would otherwise be eligible
for grant funding or any permitted use of airport revenue.

b. For land purchased under a grant for airport development purposes (other than
noise compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport
purposes, dispose of such land at fair market value or make available to the
Secretary an amount equal to the United States' proportionate share of the fair
market value of the land. That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which
is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of such land
will, (1) upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another
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eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give
preference to the following, in descending order: (1) reinvestment in an approved
noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible
for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title 49 United States Code, (3)
reinvestment in an approved airport development project that is eligible for grant
funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of title 49 United States Code, (4)
transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an
approved noise compatibility project at that airport, and (5) paid to the Secretary
for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.

c. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if
(1) it may be needed for acronautical purposes (including runway protection
zones) or serve as noise buffer land, and (2) the revenue from interim uses of such
land contributes to the financial self-sufficiency of the airport. Further, land
purchased with a grant received by an airport operator or owner before December
31, 1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if the Secretary or
Federal agency making such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by the
operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than
December 15, 1989.

d. Disposition of such land under (a) (b) or (c) will be subject to the retention or
reservation of any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will
only be used for purposes which are compatible with noise levels associated with
operation of the airport.

32. Engineering and Design Services.

It will award each contract, or sub-contract for program management, construction
management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services, preliminary
engineering, design, engineering, surveying, mapping or related services with respect
to the project in the same manner as a contract for architectural and engineering
services 1s negotiated under Title IX of the Federal Property and Administrative
Services Act of 1949 or an equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for
or by the sponsor of the airport.

33. Foreign Market Restrictions.

It will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which
uses any product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such
foreign country is listed by the United States Trade Representative as denying fair
and equitable market opportunities for products and suppliers of the United States in
procurement and construction.

34. Policies, Standards, and Specifications.

It will carry out the project in accordance with policies, standards, and specifications
approved by the Secretary including but not limited to the advisory circulars listed in
the Current FAA Advisory Circulars for AIP projects, dated 01/24/2017  (the latest
approved version as of this grant offer) and included in this grant, and in accordance
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with applicable state policies, standards, and specifications approved by the
Secretary.

35. Relocation and Real Property Acquisition.

a. It will be guided in acquiring real property, to the greatest extent practicable under
State law, by the land acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and
will pay or reimburse property owners for necessary expenses as specified in
Subpart B.

b. It will provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in
Subpart C and fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to displaced
persons as required in Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24.

c. It will make available within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement,
comparable replacement dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with
Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24.

36. Access By Intercity Buses.

The airport owner or operator will permit, to the maximum extent practicable,
intercity buses or other modes of transportation to have access to the airport;
however, it has no obligation to fund special facilities for intercity buses or for other
modes of transportation.

37. Disadvantaged Business Enterprises.

The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in
the award and performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26,
or in the award and performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49
CFR Part 23. In addition, the sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin or sex in the administration of its DBE and ACDBE programs
or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26. The sponsor shall take all necessary
and reasonable steps under 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 to ensure nondiscrimination in the
award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts, and/or concession

contracts. The sponsor’s DBE and ACDBE programs, as required by 49 CFR Parts
26 and 23, and as approved by DOT, are incorporated by reference in this

agreement. Implementation of these programs is a legal obligation and failure to
carry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this agreement. Upon notification
to the sponsor of its failure to carry out its approved program, the Department may
impose sanctions as provided for under Parts 26 and 23 and may, in appropriate cases,
refer the matter for enforcement under 18 U.S.C. 1001 and/or the Program Fraud
Civil Remedies Act of 1936 (31 U.S.C. 3801).

38. Hangar Construction.

If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an aircraft agree that a hangar
is to be constructed at the airport for the aircraft at the aircraft owner’s expense, the
airport owner or operator will grant to the aircraft owner for the hangar a long term
lease that is subject to such terms and conditions on the hangar as the airport owner or
operator may impose.
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39. Competitive Access.

a. If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as defined in
section 47102 of title 49, U.S.C.) has been unable to accommodate one or more
requests by an air carrier for access to gates or other facilities at that airport in
order to allow the air carrier to provide service to the airport or to expand service
at the airport, the airport owner or operator shall transmit a report to the Secretary
that-

1) Describes the requests;

2) Provides an explanation as to why the requests could not be accommodated;
and

3) Provides a time frame within which, if any, the airport will be able to
accommodate the requests.

b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August 1 of each year if the
airport has been unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six month period
prior to the applicable due date.

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (“Agreement’) is entered into the __ day of
March, 2018, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE
COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO, whose address is 200 East Virginia, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and CHRISTOPHER KLEIN CONSTRUCTION,
INC., a Colorado corporation, whose address is 487 Blackfoot Trail, Gunnison, Colorado
81230 (“Contractor”).

A. _RECITALS

Contractor intends to serve as a construction manager and general contractor for
preconstruction and construction services for two 4-Plex multifamily affordable housing
units focated within Stallion Park on Elk Valley Road, Crested Butte, Colorado (Stallion
Park Project”) and

Gunnison County intends to engage Contractor as a construction manager and general
contractor to provide preconstruction and construction services for the Stallion Park
Project according to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the recitals above and the terms and conditions
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. TERM.

The term of this Agreement shall commence on March 27, 2018 and shall terminate on
December 20, 2018 unless sooner terminated or replaced as provided herein (“Term”).

2. SERVICES,

During the Term of this Agreement Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, and
equipment to commence, diligently pursue, and fully and timely complete the services
identified in the following:

A, Construction Plans for the Stallion Park Project titled: Stallion Park
Condominiums Gunnison County 4-Plex Condo Skyland Area Elk Valley
Gunnison County, Colorado, prepared by Williams Engineering, L.L.C.,
dated November 29, 2017, consisting of 18 pages, as may be amended
by Gunnison County; and





B. CS/ MasterFormat 2004 Residential Specifications for the Stallion Park 4
Plex’s attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix
"A” (collectively “Services").

Contractor shall provide Services for the Stallion Park Project within the constraints of the
Stallion Park Project Budget as identified in Appendix “B" attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference and according to the terms and allowances identified in
Section 3 herein.

All Services shall be performed in a timely manner and in accordance with generally
accepted standards for Contractor's profession and all applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations, ordinances, codes and HOA Guidelines affecting the Services or
the subject matter thereof. Contractor has made itself informed of, and acknowledges the
Stallion Park Project conditions. Contractor further understands and acknowledges that
this is a non-exclusive Agreement, and Gunnison County may contract with additional or
other providers able to furnish the same or similar services as it deems appropriate to do
SO.

Any proposed changes and/or amendments to the Services shall be submitted in writing
to Gunnison County and shall not be permitted without prior written approval of Gunnison
County.

3. COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES.

In exchange for Contractor's performance of services, Gunnison County shall pay
Contractor a fixed fee of One Million Eight Hundred Forty Two Thousand One Hundred
and Eleven and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1.,842,111.00) as identified in Contractor's Cost
Estimate attached hereto as Appendix “B” (“Fixed Fee").

In addition to the Fixed Fee set forth above, Contractor shall be compensated for the cost
plus seventeen point six percent (17.6%), which includes two point six percent (2.6%) for
the bond, the following Allowances, though not to exceed the costs set forth below:

The Fixed Fee and Allowances set both above ("Compensation) shall not exceed the total
amount of Two Million Sixty Seven Thousand Nine Hundred Five and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($2,067,905.00) without prior written approval from Gunnison County in the form of a
change order(s).

Compensation shall compensate Contractor for all charges, expenses, overhead, payroll
costs, employee benefits, insurance, subsistence. and profits.

Any and all water and sewer tap fees, transformer, Home Owner's Association
development costs and deposits associated with the Stallion Park Project shall be at the
expense of Gunnison County.

Compensation for Services shall be paid by Gunnison County within thirty (30) days upon
receipt of Contractor's invoice. Payments shall be mailed to: Christopher Klein
Construction, Inc., 487 Blackfoot Trail, Gunnison, Colorado 81230.

4. INSURANCE.

A. Contractor agrees that at all times during the Term of this Agreement that
Contractor shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at its sole
cost and expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty (30) days
of the execution of this Agreement, Contractor wilt provide insurance
certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an additional
insured, for the coverage's required herein which shall state that such
policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30) days
prior notice to Gunnison County.

1. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by
Contractor during the Term of this Agreement

2. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent, in an
amount not less than Two Million and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($2,000,000) for each occurrence and Two Million and No/100 U.S.
Doliars ($2,000,000) aggregate and Three Million and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($3,000,000) excess/umbrella.

3 Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used to
carry out the Services, in an amount no less than One Million
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($1,000,000).

B. Contractor agrees that at ali times during the Term of this Agreement that
its Subcontractors shall carry and maintain, in full force and effect and at
their sole cost and expense, the following insurance policies. Within thirty





(30) days of the execution of this Agreement Subcontractors will provide
insurance certificates to Gunnison County, listing Gunnison County as an
additional insured, for the coverage’s required herein which shall state that
such policies shall not be materially changed or cancelled without thirty (30)
days prior notice to Gunnison County.

1. Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with Colorado and
Federal law which adequately protects all labor employed by
Contractor during the Term of this Agreement.

2. Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or the equivalent in an
amount not less than One Million and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($1,000,000) for each occurrence and Two Million and No/100 U.S.
Dollars ($1,000,000) aggregate for Bodily Injury Liability.

3. Comprehensive automobile liability insurance on all vehicles used in
the Services, in an amount no less than One Hundred Fifty Thousand
and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($150,000) for any injury to one person in
any single occurrence and in an amount no less than Six Hundred
Thousand and No/100 U.S. Dollars ($600,000) for any injury to two
Or more persons in any single occurrence.

5 GUARANTEES.

Contractor warrants and guarantees to Gunnison County that all equipment and materials
to be furnished pursuant to this Agreement are free from all defects in workmanship and
materials for one (1) year after date of completion. Contractor shall be responsible to
obtain and ensure that all warranties and guarantees provided by manufacturers on
equipment and materials furnished under this Contract denominate Gunnison County as
an explicit recipient of such warranties and guarantees.

Contractor shall remove from the Stallion Park Project area all work or materials rejected
by Gunnison County or its inspector, in Gunnison County's sole discretion, for failure to
comply with the terms and conditions of this Agreement, whether incorporated in the
construction or not. Contractor shall promptly replace the materials or re-execute the work
in accordance with this Agreement and without expense to Gunnison County which are
or become defective in the sole discretion of Gunnison County, due to such defects within
one (1) year after date of receipt by Gunnison County. The Contractor shall also bear the
expense of making good all work of other contractors destroyed or damaged by such
removal or replacement.

Should the Contractor fail to proceed promptly in accordance with the guaranty, Gunnison
County may have in its sole discretion such work performed at the expense of the
Contractor,

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A

In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement,
Contractor is acting as an independent Contractor and not as an agent,
partner, joint venture or employee of Gunnison County. Contractor does not
have any authority to bind Gunnison County in any manner whatsoever.

Contractor acknowledges and agrees that Contractor is not entitled to: (B
unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii) Workers Compensation coverage,
from Gunnison County. Further, Contractor is obligated to pay federal and
state income tax on any moneys paid which are related to the Services.

DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

This is a personal services contract with Contractor and, therefore, Contractor shall not
delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County may withhold in its discretion. Subject
to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall be binding
on the successors and assigns of either party.

Contractor certifies that Contractor does not and will not knowingly
contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

Contractor certifies that Contractor has required its subcontractors to certify
that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work
under this Agreement.

Contractor certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment
Verification Program administered by the Social Security Administration and
Department of Homeland Security.

Contractor agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101 et
seq.





9. SOLE SOURCE CONTRACTS,.

If the Contractor has entered into a sole source contract or contracts with the State of
Colorado or any of its political subdivisions as defined in Article XXVIII of the Colorado
Constitution which including this contract in the aggregate on an annual basis are equal
to or exceed the amount of $100,000, then the following provisions apply:

Because of a presumption of impropriety between contributions to any campaign
and sole source government contracts, Contractor, on behalf of itself , any person
who controls ten percent or more of the shares of or interest in the Contractor, and
the Contractor’s officers, directors and trustees (collectively, “Contract Holder”)
shall contractually agree, for the duration of the contract and for two years
thereafter, to cease making, causing to be made, or inducing by any means, a
contribution, directly or indirectly, on behalf of the Contractor Holder or on behalf
of his or her immediate family member and for the benefit of any political party or
for the benefit of any candidate for any elected office of the state or any of its
political subdivisions.

The parties agree that if a Contract Holder intentionally violates sections 15 or
17{(2) of Article XXVIII of the Colorado Constitution, as contractual damages that
Contract Holder shall be ineligible to hold any sole source government contract, or
public employment with the state or any of its political subdivisions, for three years,

These provisions shall not apply to the extent they have been enjoined or invalidated by
a court of competent jurisdiction.

10.  DISCRIMINATION.

The Contractor agrees not to discriminate against any person or class of persons by
reason of age, race, color, sex, creed, religion, disability, national origin, sexual
orientation or political affiliation in providing any services or in the use of any facilities
provided for the public in any manner prohibited by Part 21 of the Regulations of the Office
of the Secretary of Transportation. Contractor shall further comply with the letter and spirit
of the Colorado Anti-Discrimination Act of 1957, as amended, and any other laws and
regulations respecting discrimination in unfair employment practices.  Additionally,
Contractor shall comply with such enforcement procedures as any governmental
authority might demand that Gunnison County take for the purpose of complying with any
such laws and regulations.





1. ADA COMPLIANCE.

The Contractor assures Gunnison County that at all times during the performance of this
Agreement no qualified individual with a disability shall, by reason of such disability, be
exclude from participation in, or denied benefits of the service, programs, or activities
performed by the Contractor, or be subjected to any discrimination by the Contractor upon
which assurance Gunnison County relies.

12. INDEMNIFICATION.

A Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever
{(including reasonable attorney’s and expert's fees and costs) arising out of
or related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person
or damage to property of any kind caused by the misconduct or negligent
acts of Contractor or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection
with this Agreement.

B. This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement
with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such
termination.

13, TERMINATION.

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other. Upon termination, Contractor
shall be entitled to Compensation for Services performed prior to the date of termination.

Gunnison County shall have the right to stop work at any time for any reason and shall
also have the ability to self-perform any portion of the Services.

14.  NOTICES,

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be heid
to be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions,
or portions thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect,

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed
by the parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this
Agreement s, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by
Gunnison County of governmental immunity provided by the Colorado
Governmental Immunity Act or otherwise.

16. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the State District Court governing Gunnison County, Colorado.

17. COUNTERPARTS; ELECTRONIC TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed and sent electronically and/or in any number of
counterparts, any or all of which may contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding
on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. Al
electronic counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed
counterparts.

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,
negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder.

01 51 13 - Temporary Electricity

Contractor to provide and install temporary power for construction site. Connect to
existing power service without disrupting local service requirements. Power feeder
service characteristics shall be compatible with the service from which it is taken. Size,
type and loading shall be per requirements as established by the National Electric Code
(NEC). The contractor shall provide main service disconnect and over-current protection
at a convenient location in accordance with the NEC. The Contractor shall provide
power outlets for construction operations, with branch wiring and distribution boxes
located as necessary and shall provide flexible power cords as required. Provide and
install distribution equipment, wiring and outlets to provide single phase branch circuits
for power and lighting.

01 51 23 - Temporary Heating, Cooling, and Ventilating

Contractor to provide and install temporary heating, cooling and ventilation for
construction site. Contractor to maintain system during construction, while exercising
measures to conserve energy. Ventilate enclosed areas to assist cure of materials, to
dissipate humidity and to prevent accumulation of dust, fumes, vapors or gases.
Supplement with temporary fan units as required to maintain clean air for construction
operation.

01 51 26 - Temporary Lighting

Contractor to provide and install temporary lighting for construction site. Provide and
install temporary lighting in all work areas sufficient to maintain a lighting level during
working hours not less than the lighting level required by OSHA standards. As
permanent lighting facilities are completed, they may be used in lieu of temporary
facilities. Provide temporary lighting as required to satisfy,safety and security
requirements.

01 51 36 - Temporary Water
Contractor to provide and install temporary water for construction site or haul water to
provide water as needed for completion of work and cleaning.

01 52 00 - Construction Facilities

Field offices are not required, if used they must meet the following requirements: Field
offices and sheds shall be portable or mobile buildings, with steps and landings at
entrance doors. Structuraily sound, secure, weather tight enclosures for office and
storage spaces shall be maintained during progress of work and removed at completion
of work. Size of field offices and sheds shall depend on contractors needs. Install
appropriate fire extinguisher. At completion of work, all temporary facilities shall be
removed and area restored to new condition.

01 52 19 - Sanitary Facilities

Contractor shall provide and maintain in a neat and sanitary condition such
accommodations for the use of his employees as will comply with laws and reguliations.
Temporary toilet facilities may consist of portable toilets. The number shall be based on
number of workers, 1 toilet per 15 workers. Toilet facilities shail be kept supplied and





clean and in sanitary condition until the completion of the work and then shali be
removed from the site. Upon removal the site shall be properly cleaned and graded.

01 53 00 - Temporary Construction
The contractor shall provide and maintain for duration of work all required temporary
stairs, ladders, ramps, runways and hoists for use of all trades.

01 54 00 - Construction Aides
The contractor to provide all construction aids needed during construction which shall
include but not limited to; elevators, hoists, cranes, etc.

01 54 23 - Temporary Scaffolding and Platforms

The contractor shall provide and maintain for duration of work all required temporary
standing scaffolding. 'Independent tied' scaffolds will normally be provided for painting,
pointing or other maintenance work.

01 55 00 - Vehicular Access and Parking

Construct and maintain temporary roads accessing public thoroughfares to serve
construction area. Parking is not allowed on adjacent lots or common areas, parking
must be maintained on the site or along access road to the site. Parking along access
road must not interfere with snow plowing.

01 56 00 - Temporary Barriers and Enclosures

The contractor shall provide barriers and sighage to prevent unauthorized entry into
construction areas and to protect existing facilities and adjacent properties from damage
from construction-eperations. When necessary install chain link ferice around job site.

01 57 00 - Temporary Controls

This work shall consist of the application of temporary measures throughout the life of
the project to control erosion and siltation. Such measures shall include, but are not
limited to, the use of berms, dikes, dams, sediment basins, fiber mats, siit fences, straw
bales, washed gravel or crushed stone, muich, grasses, slope drains, temporary seeding
and other methods. Temporary erosion and siltation control measures as described
herein, shall be applied {o erodible material exposed by any activity associated with the
construction and consistent with state and local control standard.

01 58 00 - Project Identification

Within 15 days after the commencement of work, provide one project identification sign
at the locations indicated. Maintain sign throughout the life of the project. On the sign,
list two points of contact by name and telephone number.

01 60 00 - Preduct Requirements (Scope of Work)

All materials shall be installed in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s written
specifications or Material's Institute Standards. Where the manufacturer’'s recommended
details are used, the manufacturer shall be responsible for the performance of their
product. All items not specifically mentioned that are required to make the work complete
and operational shalt be inciuded.





Installation and Storage - All materials, supplies and equipment shall be installed per
manufacturer's recommendations and per applicable codes and requirements. Material
stored on site shall be protected from damage by moisture, wind, sun, abuse or any
other harmful effects.

01 64 00 - Owner-Furnished Products

Contractor is not responsible for products furnished by the owner that are damaged prior
to opening or receiving. Additional work required to install owner furnished products will
be charged to the owner and due upon installation.

01 70 00 - Execution and Closeout Requirements

The execution of all work shall be in strict accordance with these specifications and
manufacturer's written specifications or Material’s Institute Standards. Where the
manufacturer's recommended details are used, the manufacturer shall be responsible for
the performance of their product. All work not specifically mentioned that is required to
make the work complete and operationa! shall be included.

Codes - Construction shall comply with all applicable national, state and local
building codes. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to insure compliance with
said codes and modify the specifications as needed to comply with such codes.

Measurements - The Contractor shall check and verify all dimensions and
conditions before proceeding with construction. Do not scale drawings. Noted
dimensions take precedence.

Workmanship - Workmanship shall conform to the best and highest standards of
quality in each trade and shall include all items of fabrication, construction and
installation. All work shall be completed by skilled tradesmen and mechanics.
Installation of all equipment and materials shall be in strict accordance with
manufacturers’ recommendations.

Insurance - Builders Risk Insurance shall be maintained by the Owner. All
bonding and insurance requirements shall be coordinated with the Owner prior to
beginning construction. All contractors shall provide and be solely responsible for
necessary barricades and safety precautions, and strictly adhere to all governing
codes on safety, including the OSHA Act.

01 71 00 - Local Conditions
The site has been previously disturbed. Field verify proper compaction of soils as noted
on plans prior to placing foundations.

01 74 00 - Cleaning and Waste Management

Construction site to be in a clean and orderly condition throughout the construction
process. Clean inferior spaces prior fo the start of finish painting and the application of
other finishes. At the conclusion of construction, the project shall be properly cleaned.





This should include but not be limited to; cleaning the interior and exterior glass,

surfaces exposed to view, remove temporary labels, stains and foreign substances,
polish transparent and glossy surfaces, vacuum carpeted and soft surface areas, sweep
and mop all tiled surfaces, etc. Replace filters of operating equipment. Clean equipment
and fixtures to a sanitary condition. Clean exterior such as debris from roof, gutters,
landscape areas, driveways and walks, etc. Remove all waste and surplus materials.

01 76 00 - Protecting Installed Construction

Contractor to protect all instalied construction. If products or materials come with a
protective coating, contractor shall maintain protective coating until construction is
complete. Contractor shall replace any items that become defective or damaged.

DIVISION 02 00 00. EXISTING CONDITIONS

02 00 80 - Existing Conditions
Contractor shall review construction documents and provide necessary site work,
excavation and grading as required to construct said project.

DIVISION 03 00 00. CONCRETE

03 00 00 - Concrete

Contractor shall review construction documents and provide labor and materials
pertaining to concrete and foundations as required in said documents and as specified
herein, while complying with all applicable building codes.

03 05 00 - Common Work Results for Concrete

All concrete work shall be designed on the basis of “Strength Design” in accordance
with ACI 318 “Building Code Requirements for reinforced Concrete.” Concrete work shall
be proportioned in accordance with ACI 301 “ Specifications for Structural Concrete” and
ACI 211.1 “ Recommended Practice for Selecting Proportions for Normal Weight
Concrete”. Concrete slabs, patios, driveways, walls and foundations shall be
constructed of a minimum 3000 to 3600 psi concrete, 28 day test, with a 4" minimum to
6" maximum siump maximum, air-entrained to 5 - 8%. No additional water shall be
added to concrete after slump test is recorded. Concrete should be a mix of high grade
Portland cement, clean sand or granular fill and washed gravel or crushed stone as
coarse aggregate per ACI 530. Maximum aggregate size shall be 34". All aggregates
shall conform to ASTM C33. Gravel should be well graded and not exceed 1 1/2” in size.
Water shall not exceed 5 1/2 gallons for each bag, unless sand is very dry. Concrete
shall be mixed using an approved batch machine or mobile mixer until uniform in color
and providing a 4" minimum to 6" maximum slump.

03 10 00 - Concrete Forming and Accessories

Provide all labor, materials and eguipment necessary for the completion of the plain and
reinforced concrete called for on the plans. Concrete when deposited shall have a
temperature ranging between a minimum of 50 degrees Fahrenheit and a maximum of
90 degrees Fahrenheit.





Construction of Forms - Construct wood forms of scund material, and of the
correct shape and dimensions, constructed tightly and of sufficient strength.
Brace and tie the forms together. Make joints and seams mortar tight. install
leakage control materiais in accordance with manufacturer's installation
instructions.

Embedded Items - make provisions for sleeves, anchors, inserts, water-stops
and other features.

Form Ties - Use form ties of sufficient strength and in sufficient quantities to
prevent spreading of the forms. Place ties at least 1 inch away from the finished
surface of the concrete. Do not use ties consisting of twisted wire loops. Leave
inner rods in concrete when forms are stripped. Space all form ties equidistant
and symmetrical and line up both vertically and horizontally.

Cleanouts and Access Panels - Provide removable cleanout sections or access
panels at the bottom of all forms to permit inspection and effective cleaning of
loose dirt, debris and water material. Clean all forms and surfaces to receive
concrete of all chips, sawdust, and other debris and thoroughly blow out with
compressed air just before concrete is placed.

03 15 13 - Concrete Accessories
Provide 1/2" thick by 4" wide bituminous expansion joint material at all surfaces where
slabs adjoin raised slab, crawlspace or basement stem-wall CMU or poured foundations.

03 21 00 - Reinforcing Steel

Reinforcing steel (rebar) shall be minimum ASTM A615, grade 40. All reinforcement
splices shali be as follows: #4 and #5 bars 25" minimum. All rebar (reinforcing steel)
shall be located 3" clear from bottom and side of footing and 2" clear from top. Locate
vertical rebar (reinforcing steel) 4’-0” on center (OC). All reinforcement splices shall be in
accordance with ACI 318 for “Strength Design.” All reinforcement steel shall be
accurately placed, rigidly supported, and firmly tied in place with bar supports and
spacers in accordance with ACI 301 and ACI 318.

03 22 00 - Weilded Wire Fabric Reinforcing
Welded wire fabric shall conform to ASTM A105 and be located in the center of the
depth. Install at slab on grade conditions.

03 30 00 - Footings

Center all footings on walls, piers, or columns above unless otherwise noted. All footings
shall rest on undisturbed virgin soil with minimum soil bearing allowable of 2500 psf,
tested for 95 percent compaction, or 3/4" stone compacted in 12” lifts to 95 percent
density if fill is required. Footings at building perimeter shall meet local frost line
requirements, and constructed of 3000 psi concrete. Provide 3 - #5 rebar (reinforcing
steel) continuous through footers. Provide #5 rebar (reinforcing steel) corner bars at all
corners and intersections of footers, beams and walls. Each side should overiap 2'-0",





with a 90 degree bend. Footers shall bear on undisturbed soil and kept free from ground
water.

03 30 01 - Slab Foundations

Concrete floor slabs shall be constructed of 3500 psi concrete, 4" thick reinforced with
10 gauge 6" x 6” welded-wire mesh continuous and rebar (reinforcing steel) as per plans.
Place slabs over well-compacted granular fill compacted in 12 inch lifts to 95 percent
density per AASHTO T-180 Proctor, and a 6 mil vapor barrier. Construction or control
joints shall be provided in slabs on grade so that the maximum area between joints shall
be 400 sq. ft. and the length of that area is not more than twice the width.

Provide smooth steel trowel finish for all interior slab areas and garage surfaces.

Provide broom finish texture for all exterior slabs. Slope exterior patio or porch slabs
away from building at 1/4" of drop in elevation for every 1’-0” in distance. At garage siab,
provide positive drainage and taper lip at garage/overhead door.

03 30 02 - Poured Concrete Basement Walls

Poured walls shall be constructed of 3000 psi concrete with #5 rebar (reinforcing steel)
at 12" x 12” on center (OC) placed in a vertical grid. Thickness of walls shall conform to
plans.

Grouting- Mix up grout per manufacturers recommendations. Use a padded
grout float to spread the grout over a workable section of tile. Push the grout
diagonally across the joints to force it down into the gaps. Grout all the joints
except those needed to allow for expansion joints specifically along fixtures,
between the floor and walls, or joints in corners in between walls. Expansion
joints will be sealed with caulk after the grouting process. Once the appropriate
joints are packed with grout, scrap the excess grout off the surface of the tile with
the grout float. Hold the float at a sharp angle and again use diagonal strokes to
keep from.digging grout out of the joints. Clean up the excess grout with a damp
sponge and a couple buckets of clean water. Wipe excess grout off the surface
of the tiles using a clean sponge in circular strokes. Once the tile surface is clean,
make another pass paralle! to the grout lines to shape the grout lines in the joints.
Smooth the joints down a little below the surface of the tile. Ciean the remaining
haze off the surface of the tile with a sponge or a soft rag. In 24 to 48 hours after
the grout has hardened, caulk using a clear tub/shower caulk or one in a color
that matches the grout in the areas that you allowed for your expansion joints and
over joints that may crack because of movement. Specifically areas between floor
tile and cabinet toekick; between floor or wall tile and bathtub or shower; between
floor and wall tile; and at the inside corner where two walls meet. Fill the joints
completely then smooth them out with a damp rag or appropriate tool, Caulk
around plumbing valves, sinks and faucets to seal them from water penetration.
Glazed ceramic tile surfaces only require grout joints to be sealed which will
provide an enhanced water and mildew resistant surface. Apply a silicone or
water-based grout sealer to all joints per manufacturer’'s recommendations a
minimum of 14 days after grout has been installed.

Bugle-shaped
heads shall be 0.315” in nominal diameter and contain a No. 2 Phillips driving
recess. Type "W’ screws are designed for easier fastening in wood.

Joints: At gypsum wallboard jcints install a 2" strong, cross threaded tape with a
cross tensile strength of 45 Ibs per lineal inch. Press a strong, good quality tape
firmly onto sheathing joints and around openings, imbedded in joint cement. At
corners and angles, install metal corner beads as specified by manufacturer. If
corners are rounded, install corner reinforcement as required.

DIVISION 28 00 00. ELECTRONIC SAFETY AND SECURITY

28 31 46 - Smoke Detection Sensors

Install at ieast one smoke alarm on every floor of a structure (including the basement)
and outside each sleeping area. Smoke alarms are required in all sleeping rooms,
according to the NFPA 72, National Fire Alarm Code®. Mount the smoke alarms on
ceilings or high on walls. Ceiling-mounted alarms should be instailed at least four inches
away from the nearest wall, wall-mounted alarms should be installed at least four inches,
but not more than 12 inches away from the ceiling. On vaulted ceilings, be sure to mount
the alarm at the highest point of the ceiling. Don't install smoke alarms near windows,
outside doors, or ducts where drafts might interfere with their operation. Do not paint,
apply finish or obstruct smoke alarms.

DIVISION 31 00 00. EARTHWORK

31 10 00 - Site Clearing

The area of clearing shail be maintained within the limits shown on the appropriate site
plans. Remove stumps and matted roots to a depth of 24 inches below existing ground
surface. Dispose of trees and shrubs in accordance with applicable garbage, refuse or
weeds ordinance. Do not burn materials on site. .

Soil Bearing - Foundation designs are based on a soil bearing value of 2500 psf.
Foundations and slabs are designed to uniformly bear on well-compacted,
welldrained non-expansive soils. A certified soils engineer shail review
foundation designs and building loads and compare with subsurface soil
investigation. Should on-site observations show that foundation designs are not
satisfactory, a structural engineer should be contacted immediately to redesign
foundations to accommodate conditions.

31 11 00 - Clearing and Grubbing

Clear and grub the construction site. Grade building site with appropriate soils. Existing
trees to remain shall be marked prior to clearing and protected to prevent damage. If
any damage is done to walkways, driveways, etc, needed repairs shall be provided by
the contractor. Repair or replace any damaged vegetation or terrain that is indicated to
be protected or is more than eight feet from the edge of any construction.

31 20 00 - Earth Moving

Excavate bottom of all foundation walls and footings at building perimeter per plans.
Base of footings shall extend down to undisturbed virgin soil which has been compacted
to 95 percent proctor density. All excavation shall be to a level below existing demolition
debris. Board form all footing as required by soil conditions.

At slab foundations, compact sub-grade under slabs to a minimum 95% density.
Compact backfill areas not under siabs or foundation fo a minimum 90% ASTM D-689.





Sub-base directly under concrete slabs on grade shall be a minimum of four inches of
compacted granular fill.

31 22 00 - Grading

Carefully remove loam and topsoil to be incorporated in the finished work and store
separate from the other excavated material. Failure to isolate loam and topsoit from the
other excavations shall require that said soils not be used as topsoil. ‘
When excavations are to be made in paved surfaces, remove pavement so as to provide
a clean, uniform edge with a minimum disturbance of remaining pavement. Do not mix
pavement with other excavated material unless it is broken into pieces measuring 3
inches or less. Dispose large pieces of pavement away from the site of the work
immediately.

31 22 13 - Rough Grading

Prior to commencement of earthwork, perform such soil and rock removal and filling as
may be required to facilitate the progress of the work and bring all elevations to the
rough grade lines indicated on the Contract Documents. Fill or backfill as required.

31 22 19 - Finish Grading

Keep exterior finished grade a minimum of 6 1/2" below finished floor elevation (see
construction documents for exact locations) by backfilling with appropriate soils. Provide
swales with positive outfall and slope grade away from building o aliow water to drain
away from the building foundation. Do not backfill against foundation until project is
completely framed and roof structure is in place.

31 23 00 - Excavation and Fill

Backfill material to be used from the excavations shall be of such nature that after it has
been placed and properly compacted, it will make a dense, stable fill. It shali not contain
vegetation, masses of roots, stones over 3-inches in diameter, or porous matter and
shall not be saturated. Organic matter shall not exceed minor quantities and shall be
well distributed.

31 23 16 - Excavation

Carry out the excavation, dewatering, sheeting and bracing in such manner as to
eliminate any possibility of undermining or disturbing the foundations or any existing
structure or any work previously completed.

Excavate pipe trenches to the necessary depth as shown on plans. Trenches over 5
feet in depth shall be properly sloped, shored, braced or otherwise supported in
conformance with the OSHA Construction Safety and Health Standards.

Excavate trenches to provide a uniform and continuous bearing and support for the pipe
and appurtenant structures on solid and undisturbed ground and at the specified grade
at every point.

Excavation for structures and pipelines shall include the disposal of materials unsuitable
for reuse for backfill. Excavation activities shall include the stockpiling of suitable
materials which shall be incorporated into the project at a later date of different location.





31 23 19 - Dewatering

At all times during construction - provide, place and maintain ample means and devices
with which to remove promptly all water entering trenches and other excavations. Keep
excavations dry until the structures, pipes and appurtenances to be built therein have
been completed and backfilled. Dispose of all water pumped or drained from the work
without interference with other work, traffic or injury to public or private property. Prevent
siltation of storm water facilities or receiving waterways.

31 23 23.13 - Backfill

Correct any part of the trench bottom excavated below the specified grade with
approved materials and thoroughly compact.

Complete all backfilling to the dimensions and levels shown on the construction
documents. Where excavated material or any portion thereof is deemed unsuitable for
backfilling material, procure and place approved select borrow materials.

Backfill as promptly as is consistent with non-damage to the installed structures. Do not
place frozen material in the backfill.

No material shall be placed or compacted when it is too wet or frozen or when the
subgrade or previously piaced material is too wet or frozen.

31 25 00 - Erosion and Sedimentation Controls

Clear the top layer of soil and place in a designated area for use at the end of the
project. Provide swales with positive outfall, and slope grade away from building to allow
water to drain away from the foundation. Backfill around building with subsocil graded
free of iumps larger than 6", rocks larger that 3" and debris. Keep finished grade
elevations a minkmum of 6 1/2" below finished floor elevation (see construction
documents for exact locations. Do not backfill against foundation, untii main floor framing
including sheathing is complete

31 50 00 - Excavation Support and Protection

Install excavation support systems for safety preservation of existing improvements.
Design criteria of support systems shall consider all loads in a manner which will allow
the safe and expeditious construction of permanent structures without movement or
settlement of the ground.

DIVISION 32 00 00. EXTERIOR IMPROVEMENTS

Contractor propose landscaping for owner approval. Landscaping to be minimal and
consistent with natural surroundings. Landscaping must comply with HOA requirements.
Provide a minimum 3 trees per unit, reseed with native grasses and shrub, provide water

until established.

32 01 90 - Operation and Maintenance of Planting

All plants shall be kept in healthy, growing condition by repiacement of dead or dying
plants where necessary, by watering, weeding, cultivating, pruning, spraying, trimming,
protection from wind, and by performing any other necessary operations or maintenance
for a period of 30 days or until acceptance of the planting at the time of the final





inspection. A final weeding of all plant areas shall be made immediately prior to final
inspection. Newly planted trees shall be pruned as necessary. All dead branches shall
be removed. Rootstock shoots from grafted material shall be removed.

32 01 90.13 - Fertilizing

Commercial fertilizer to mix with backfill soil shall be ammonium phosphate 16-20-0
applied at twenty (20) pounds actual nitrogen per 1000 square feet (12.5 pounds of
ammonium phosphate applied to each 1000 square foot area). Use Agriform fablets at
twice iabel recommendations for tree and shrub materials. Fertilizer will be applied for
seeding areas disturbed by clearing operations. Spread soil conditioners and fertilizers
and thoroughly incorporate into topsoil to a depth of 4”. Rake topsoil until the surface is
finely pulverized and smooth.

32 13 13 - Driveway and Walks

Provide compacted %" aggregate road base minimum 4” thick for road access and
parking. A 4" thick concrete walkway will be provided from front door to the driveway.
Consult site plan for additional information. Expansion joints shall be installed as in
standard concrete practices. Control joints shall be installed at pre-determined locations
no later than 12 hours after installation.

32 90 00 - Planting

Provide and install all plants, materials, and labor required to execute the landscaping
as described in the Contract Documents. Landscape site per construction documents
with appropriate sod, plants, trees, and shrubs suitable for local climate and siie
requirements as listed below. Landscaping budget shall be determined by an allowance
as stated in the Contract Documents.

32 92 19 - Seeding

Seed only when weather conditions are suitable. All newly seeded turf areas shail be
free of broadleaf weeds. Sow seed with mechanical spreaders at the specified rate on a
calm day. Sow one half the seed in one direction and the other half at right angles.
Seed shall be raked lightly into the soil to a depth of 1/4 inch and rolled with a roller
weighing not more than 100 pounds per linear foot of tread. Keep the surface moist by a
fine spray until the grass shows uniform germination over the entire area. Wherever
poor germination occurs in areas larger than three (3) square feet, reseed, roll and water
as necessary to obtain proper germination. Infested areas shall be treated with a
selective broadleaf insecticide; Trimec or approved equal.

32 93 00 - Plants

Shrubs and trees shall be of a variety, size and quantity shown in the Construction
Documents. Cut buriap, twin and wire baskets from top 12 inches of root-ball and
remove from site. Backfill with 1/2 clean existing soil, 1/4 sand and 1/4 peat moss.
Plants shall bear some relation to soil level when planted as they did when in container.
Place each plant in center of plant pit. Firmly tap backfill material into plant pits around
and under the root ball to force out all air pockets. Backfill as specified on the plans.





Thoroughly water to saturate the root ball and backfill. Stake all trees with hardwood
stakes driven 2" into firm ground and secure tree to stake.

DIVISION 33 00 00. UTILITIES

33 00 00 - Utilities

Install necessary utility services, such as electricity, water, gas and oil, sanitary
sewerage and support structures for power and communications. Coordinate
requirements with tocal utility providers. All utilities shall be located underground from
street to building, uniess otherwise stated.

33 46 13.13 - Foundation Drainage Piping

Install a minimum 5" siotted drain pipe with a positive outflow around exterior basement
wall footings, imbedded in a loose fill gravel, minimum 12" deep. Slotted drain pipe
should be wrapped with an appropriate geo-technical fabric to prevent silt buildup. install
other drains necessary for positive site drainage.

Dear Tyler,

As requested, | have completed an evaluation of groundwater resources in and about a
25.362-acre parcel located on the west flank of Round Mountain, Section 2, Township 15 S,
Range 85 W., Gunnison County, Colorado (Figure 1, attached).

Geology and Hydrogeology

Geology of the area is available only at the 1:250,000 scale (Tweto et al., 1976), and as such,
is generalized to the degree where only gross inferences can be drawn, differentiating maps
units as Quaternary-age alluvium, Miocene-age intrusive rocks, Cretaceous-age sedimentary
rocks, Pennsylvanian-age sedimentary rocks and Precambrian-age granitic rocks (Figure 2,
attached). Round Mountain is a Miocene-age igneous intrusive body emplaced about 12.5
million years ago as a laccolith (Prather, 1982). Laccoliths are relatively abundant in the
Gunnison area due to the geologic conditions required for their emplacement, essentially an
ascending subsurface felsic magma intruding into and completely enclosed within a
deformable host rock, usually along bedding planes. Such a host rock is often provided by
the several thousand foot-thick Cretaceous-age Mancos Shale. In cross-section, laccoliths
are often characterized by a flat floor, steep sides, and a dome-like roof. Subsequent erosion
of the enclosing host rock may expose the cooled and crystallized igneous rock and provides
a contrast in the resulting geomorphology: a steep cliffy mountain of exposed igneous rock
overlying a less-steep apron of upturned sedimentary bedrock and debris shed off upper
slopes (e.g., see Crested Butte Mtn., Gothic Mtn., Mt. Whetstone, etc.).

The igneous body and the colluvial material (primarily talus) represented by Round
Mountain is shown by mapping to parallel the edge of Highway 135 through most of the
area occupied by the west end of the parcel and immediately to the south. Further south,
the strip of land between the highway and the slope associated with Round Mountain is
underlain by Mancos Shale, a less favorable formation for groundwater supply. To the
north of the parcel, the footprint of alluvial material appears to widen to the east, but
eventually gives way to older sedimentary rocks (Dakota Sandstone, Morrison Formation,
and Entrada Sandstone).





The configuration of geology at this location directly impacts the degree to which
groundwater resources are distributed. Ideally, groundwater in this area would be
obtained from alluvial deposits associated with terrace deposits and recent alluvial material
associated with the East River. However, because the lot is situated on the east side of
Highway 135, it is not entirely clear to what degree such deposits can be accessed by a
groundwater well drilled on the property. Only a very small portion of the parcel is
buildable, and of this area, about 0.75 acres is mapped as alluvial material that would be
expected to easily yield groundwater to a well. However, as earlier stated, the presence of
such favorable material is based on small-scale surficial geologic mapping, and the degree to
which this material carries into the subsurface at a thickness sufficient to support a
domestic supply well is not entirely certain. The situation is complicated by the presence of
colluvial material at ground surface, primarily talus shed off the west-facing slope of Round
Mountain, which obscures and limits drillable locations to the sage brush-covered flat area
in the northwest portion of the parcel.

Existing Wells

This area is unique from a hydrogeologic standpoint in that it is hemmed in by the steep
slopes of Round Mountain on the east and the Highway 135 corridor on the west which
separates the parcel from productive alluvial gravels to the west. The available building
envelope is entirely contained within an approximately 2-acre space in the northwestern
corner of the parcel and as stated earlier, this limits the available sites for a domestic water
supply well.

According to Colorado Division of Water Resources (CDWR) records, there are not many
wells sited in the thin ribbon of land between the steep slopes of Round Mountain and the
highway 135 right-of-way (Figure 3, attached). While only a subset of the wells contained
in the CDWR database are shown here for purposes of clarity, note that many locations
reported by the CDWR are historically inaccurate to a variety of reasons and the locations
shown on Figure 3 are plotted from the coordinates supplied by CDWR and may not reflect
reality on the ground.

Of the wells shown in Figure 3, perhaps three could be relied upon to provide analogs to
the probable subsurface condition underlying the parcel in question. The remaining wells
shown on Figure 3 are located within the alluvial gravels associated with the East River, or
are further to the south where the surface geology is further complicated by the presence of
the Mancos Shale. Data from these three wells are tabulated in Table 1. Though the
location of well permit No. 228325 is shown in an area mapped as Mancos Shale, its well log
reflects alluvial material suggesting that the mapping is somewhat inaccurate in this area, or
a sufficient thickness of unconsolidated material covers the Mancos shale here at least to a
depth of 63 feet.

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Based on the information obtained from the well construction and test data from the CDOWR
database, sufficient groundwater resources appear available in this area to supply a single-
family residence that would require approximately 350 gallons per day. However, these
data should be viewed with caution due to the inexact locations of the three wells and the
limitations of the relatively short test duration associated with each of the wells. If
accurately located, well permit No. 301915 is located closest to the parcel in question,
would seem representative of the probable subsurface conditions to be encountered on the
parcel, and according to the test records, is a highly productive well.

Conclusion

The only conceivable buildable portion of the parcel is located in the northwest corner.
Chances are fair to good that a successful well can be sited on the parcel, but location
options are limited. To take advantage of proximity to alluvial/colluvial water-bearing
material, proximity to the buildable envelope, and an area accessible to a drill rig, a location
as far to the west as possible along the north boundary of the parcel would seem most ideal.
Such a location would be outside the highway 135 right-of-way while optimizing the chance
of encountering a sufficient thickness of permeable alluvial material to provide a year-

round supply of groundwater sufficient for domestic household purposes that would
require approximately 350 gallons per day.

As requested, | have completed an evaluation of geologic hazards in and about a 25.362-
acre parcel located on the west flank of Round Mountain, Section 2, Township 15 S., Range
85 W., Gunnison County, Colorado (Figure 1, attached). The parcel in question (No. 3435-
000-00-069) was walked on October 24, 2017 while making observations of geology and
geomorphology for the purposes of assessing geologic hazards.

Previous Work

Geology

Geology of the area is available only at the 1:250,000 scale (Tweto et al., 1976), and as such,
is generalized to the degree where only gross inferences can be drawn, differentiating maps
units as Quaternary-age alluvium, Miocene-age intrusive rocks, Cretaceous-age sedimentary
rocks, Pennsylvanian-age sedimentary rocks and Precambrian-age granitic rocks (Figure 2,
attached). Round Mountain is a Miocene-age igneous intrusive body emplaced about 12.5
million years ago as a laccolith (Prather, 1982). Laccoliths are relatively abundant in the
Gunnison area due to the geologic conditions required for their emplacement, essentially an
ascending subsurface felsic magma intruding into and completely enclosed within a
deformable host rock, usually along bedding planes.

Geologic Hazards

Geologic hazards mapping has been completed by the Colorado Geological Survey at the
1:24,000 scale (Soule, 1976). This dataset provides the basis for Gunnison County’s





geologic hazards shapefile! prepared in 1999 and available from the Gunnison County GIS
Department. The Soule (1976) geologic hazards dataset as depicted by the county GIS
shapefile shows that the parcel is located virtually entirely within an area mapped as
“ROCKFALL AREA.” Several thousand feet to the east and upslope of the parcel, the mapping
transitions into a “POTENTIALLY UNSTABLE SLOPE” zone (Figure 3, attached). Other
hazard categories are present in the vicinity of the parcel, but are not discussed within this
report due to a down-gradient position, or slope aspect directing the hazard away from the
parcel in question.

The Soule (1976) report includes a total of six mapped classes of geologic hazards. Except
for the class of “HIGH WATER TABLE,” all the mapped hazards indicate places where slow
to rapid movement of earth materials downslope is occurring, has occurred in the past, or
can be expected under certain man-made or natural conditions. According to this mapping,
the hazard most proximal to the area of the parcel is due to rock fall. Soule’s report defines
the hazard categories of interest as follows:

Potentially Unstable Slopes - This hazard includes all the attributes of unstable slopes, but
lacks apparent evidence of past or present slope failure. The discussion of this category
must therefore be prefaced with remarks concerning attributes of the unstable slope hazard
category. Unstable slopes are places with physiography characteristic of landslides and
earthflows, but where current or very recent activity of these slope failure processes is
nonexistent or uncertain. However, Soule (1976), states that all of the areas mapped as
unstable slopes have undergone slope movement in the recent geologic past. Due to climatic
changes and other factors, some of these areas have become completely stabilized in the
natural state, whereas other places included in this category are metastable or possibly
even failing slowly at the present time. In addition, Soule (1976) adds the implication that
hazards in this category is less certain, and if land-use change is contemplated in these
areas, then a precise determination of the degree of slope hazard as it relates to the
particular land use will be necessary. According to Soule (1976), the most significant of the
attributes of unstable slopes as they apply to the potentially unstable slopes category
include the composition or surficial and bedrock materials, proximity to and geological
similarity to areas that have failed in the past or are failing now, slope angle, aspect, and
microclimate. Potentially unstable slope hazards differ from the previous two classes
primarily because there is essentially no obvious evidence that large-scale slope failure has
taken place naturally. This implies that landslides and earthflows are less likely to occur and
this is probably true in most areas so mapped. However, also implied is less certainty about
the presence or absence of significant hazard for a given land use. Therefore, as in the case
of unstable slopes, determination of actual hazard must be made in the context of the land
use being contemplated.

Rockfall Areas - This hazard includes areas subject to rapid, intermittent, somewhat
unpredictable, rolling, sliding, bounding, or free-falling of large masses of rocks and debris
and individual rock blocks (Soule, 1976). Areas subject to rockfall are most commonly
adjacent to barren, very steep and/or fractured and jointed cliffs of bedrock. Consequently,
rockfall hazards are usually found in and near places where bedrock exposures occur on
very steep slopes. Soule (1976) states most rockfall areas have three distinct hazard zones:

1) asource, usually a cliff or very steep slope;

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2) an acceleration zone, usually immediately downslope from the primary source of
rock fragments and having a slope of 50 to 100 percent, where moving rock
fragments can accelerate in their movement downslope, and

3) an area, usually of lesser slope where moving rock fragments decelerate and
eventually come to rest.

The boundaries between individual zones vary according to specific details of rock
materials, size, and slope geometry. In some cases, zones (1) and (2) (source and
acceleration zones) are essentially coincident. Although the frequency and number of
events involving larger rocks is usually considerably less, larger rock fragments tend to
move farther before they come to rest. In some cases, they have sufficient momentum to roll
and bound out onto very gently sloping areas below and adjacent to the slopes down which
they moved initially. In the acceleration zones near the primary rock sources, slopes tend to
be steeper, moving rocks have large momentum, and most sizes and shapes of rock
fragments can move the same distance within that zone. Most smaller rock fragments come
to rest at or near the lowest part of this intermediate zone. In the lower “runout” zone (3),
which is less steep, moving rocks lose momentum, and the actual distance traversed in this
zone is more dependent on the magnitude of momentum, size and shape of rock particles,
and slope and frictional effects of the ground itself. Inasmuch as this may be the case, Soule
(1976) adds a note to his mapping near the area of the parcel which states “rock areas
adjacent to Round Mountain are unstable talus aprons.”

Onsite Observations

Observations of conditions near the parcel were made during a field investigation on
October 24, 2017. The areas recovered focused on the west-facing slope of Round Mountain
where the presence of recent movement could be demonstrated and where the
configuration of topography could have the potential to direct the movement of materials
toward the proposed building envelope (flat area in the northwest corner of the parcel
adjacent to highway 135). Photographs illustrating different geomorphologic conditions
were also obtained at that time.

The most obvious features related to geologic hazards are two active talus cones which lie
at the west end of the parcel. These talus cones exhibit slopes ranging from about 10
degrees at their base to about 25 degrees near their top, and are composed primarily of
broken igneous rock shed off the sides of Round Mountain. The talus cones are apparently
fed primarily by two rock streams, which have transported broken talus from source areas
downslope to areas of accumulation. The two cones are almost entirely composed of bare
broken rock, mostly tabular in form and flat-lying in a sort of interlocked pattern which
provides some degree of slope stability. There is evidence of pre-existing accumulations of
talus such as the soil and tree-covered area forming the divide between the two active talus
cones.

Though no soil has developed over the surface of the active talus cones, suggesting
movement or emplacement in the recent past, the rock debris field exhibits a uniform
covering of lichen, suggesting some degree of stability. Flipping any rock over to its
underside shows a bare rock surface devoid of lichen growth, further evidence that these
rocks had not arrived at their current position through a recent catastrophic event.

Moving upslope from the talus cones, one encounters alternating areas of bare rock or rock
plus variable amounts of soil and vegetation in the form of grasses, low shrubs, and aspen
and fir trees of various age classes. Where soil and vegetation have accumulated, one can
assume that downslope movement is no longer occurring or has slowed to the point of
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insignificance. Though slope in some of these areas was measured as steep as 35 degrees,
the amount of vegetation coverage and soil development indicates a high degree of stability
with any movement at the present probably taking place by slow creep as evidenced by
distortion of tree trunks in some areas.

The presence of soil and vegetation helps to anchor the talus in position and provides slope
stability. As certain areas become stabilized and less prone to erosion and further
movement, active transport of material moves toward the flanks of such areas and over
time this pattern creates a network of stabilized regions dissected by a network of draws
and gullies actively transporting material downslope. Based on the field observations and
aerial photo analysis, a map of relative geomorphologic- hazard areas was prepared (Figure
4, attached). Photographs taken during the field work were documented and are located
and identified on Figure 5, attached. This map depicts four zones based on relative hazard
level and potential for rock movement. These zones include:

e Source area, the most immediate area of rock outcrop which appears to be feeding
rock streams descending the west face of Round Mountain.

o Unstable bare talus, areas higher up on the slope within and above the parcel and
adjacent (down-gradient) from the source area (Photo). Slopes here are somewhat
steeper, broken rock fragments are often larger, and less tabular than on lower
slopes.

e Stable bare talus, includes active rock streams and other areas where bare talus has
accumulated.

e Stable talus, soil and vegetation, includes areas where soil has developed and
significant vegetation is present. Some of these areas appear to be older abandoned
talus conus and mostly occupy small rounded ridges dividing draws and small
gulches.

Also shown on Figure 4 the most apparent and active zones of transport (and probably
most recent) are depicted by bright yellow arrowed lines. Less apparent, and probably
older draws are also shown and are hypothesized to have provided transport in the past,
but for one reason or another were abandoned and have partially filled in with debris, soil
and have become largely vegetated. The zones of active transport, represented by the rock
streams, do not appear to move appreciable amounts of material by catastrophic failure
followed by fall, sliding, or tumbling of material downslope. Only the very occasional rock
fragment appeared to be the size and shape that might be considered at risk of moving
downslope and accumulating enough momentum to be hazardous to persons or structures
below. Even just below the source areas of the rock streams, most rock fragments are
tabular in form, flat-lying, and covered in lichen. Similarly, in only a couple places was a
fresh, broken rock face observed that might be related to an impact due to fall, breaking the
rock.

Based on the observed evidence, it is my contention that the movement of rock fragments
probably originates as a slab of rock cleaving off the face of an outcrop in the source area.
This mass-wasting mechanism is likely enhanced by frost wedging of joints and fractures in
the rock. Once a slab is detached from the face of an outcrop, it shatters upon impact with
the slope below, with individual fragments arriving at a position of stability (i.e., flat-lying).
Further movement is probably accomplished by slow creep which may be accelerated at
times by the buildup of ice or snow. Because the broken material is tabular in form, of many
size classes, and irregular in shape, fragments interlock and become quasi-stable even on
slopes of over 30 degrees.
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Because of the current arrangement of topography, even if a large favorably-rounded
boulder were to become detached at the source area, there appears no likely path for this
material to contact the northwest corner of the parcel as such material would more likely be
captured in one of the draws and directed elsewhere or if it were possible that a large
boulder followed the crest of a divide between draws, its movement would seem quickly
subdued by the abundance of vegetation.

Many of the above observations are supported by photographs which are attached to this
report and geographically indexed on Figure 5.

Conclusion

The only conceivable buildable portion of the parcel is located in the extreme northwest
corner. Though the entire parcel is contained in an area mapped as rockfall hazard, upon
closer examination of the site and its surroundings, the degree of danger to the buildable
envelope in the northwest corner seems minimal. I based this on the following lines of
evidence:

1. The buildable portion of the parcel is flat-lying, and underlain by soil supporting a
wide variety of vegetation, and exhibits no evidence of an accumulation of talus,
suggesting that it been relatively undisturbed by upslope mass-wasting for an
extended period, at least several hundred years.

2. No incursions of “favorably-rounded” boulders were observed in the flat-lying area
of the parcel or immediately beyond it.

3. Arock failure at the source area, even if perfectly aligned with a fall line connecting
with the buildable envelope, would have to negotiate a thick forest of trees and
would somehow have to avoid capture by any of the numerous draws or a south or
north-facing slope. '

4. The zones of active transport of rock fragments are south of, or directed to the south
of the buildable portion of the parcel.

5. The absence of fresh rock surfaces and the abundance of lichen on all exposed rock
surfaces in rock fields, rock streams, and talus cones, suggests that movement in the
zones of active transport takes places very slowly by some sort of sliding-creep
mechanism.

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Photo 3. [Image 3170]. View from upper slope of talus cone toward the west. Note interlocked tabular lichen-covered talus
suggesting a stable configuration with little to very slow rate of movement.

Photo 4. [Image 3172]. Close view of vegetation occupying top of talus cone occupying the middle west end of the parcel.
Significant soil has developed supporting a variety of vegetation and helping anchor the talus field.
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Photo 5. [Image 3173]. Close-up of talus occupying the upper portion of the talus cone. Note variety of fragment sizes and the
tabular form of larger blocks. Note contrast between freshly broken rock and lichen-covered surfaces. Photo scale card is 10 cm.

Photo 6. [Image 3174]. Close-up of rock talus atop stabilized area midway upslope on parcel. Large tabular rock fragment was
flipped to show contrast of lichen-covered rock with the underside of the flipped rock and the surface of rock fragments formerly
underlying the flipped rock. Photo scale card is 10 cm.
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Photo 7. [image 3176]. View to the north across fall line, atop an area stabilized by soil and vegetation. Several trees in this
view demonstrate the curved lower trunks indicative of slow creep, moving to the left in this photo. Vertical line for comparison.

Photo 8. [image 3177]. View to the west down fall line, atop area stabilized by soil and vegetation. Slope here is very steep,
approximately 35 degrees to the west.
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Photo 9. [Image 3178]. View to the west downslope of a stable vegetated, soil-covered ridge or divide (slope drops off to either
side). The rock field shown in Photos 10, 11, and 12 is about 150 feet directly upslope behind this location.

Photo 10. [Image 3179]. Easterly view of a rock field taken from the foot of the accumulated talus. This location is north of the
parcel boundary. The talus is lichen-covered, interlocked, and fairly stable, and this area does not currently feed a rock stream.

Arrows indicate cliffy source area where rock appears to be actively spalling off.
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Photo 11. [Image 3180]. Cross fall-line view of the rock field taken further upslope from where Photo 10 was taken. Slope here
is 27 degrees, but this rock field is stable.

Photo 12. [Image 3182]. Closer view of one of the source areas feeding rock field north of the parcel. Arrows indicate cliffy
areas where rock appears to be actively spalling off. This is the same area as in Photos 10 and 11 but higher up.
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Photo 13. [Image 3184]. View of one of the source areas feeding the main rock stream that crosses the parcel. Arrows indicate
cliffs where rock appears to be actively spalling off.

Photo 14. [Image 3185]. Close-up of talus some showing bare rock surfaces suggesting some may have recently spalled off the
outcrop (see arrows). Most of the surrounding rocks are lichen-covered, indicating some degree of stability.
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Photo 15. [Image 3187]. View to west down one of the main rock streams. Red circle around a large blocky boulder that under
the right circumstances, might be expected to roll or tumble downslope. Boulder is about 3 feet x 2.5 feet.

Photo 16. [Image 3188]. View upslope toward a source outcrop (shown by arrows) that helps feed material to the major rock
stream. Note broken rock in lower right corner. Photo 15 was taken in this area below this outcrop.
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Photo 17. [Image 3190]. North boundary of the parcel near the transition from fir trees to aspen. Well-developed soil and
almost no trace of fractured rock at the surface.

Photo 18. [Image 3191]. Southeast view of the buildable portion of the parcel taken from the northwest corner. Edge of the
talus cone can be seen through the line of Aspen trees. No evidence of any rock tumbled from above was observed in this area.

Colorado Geological Survey has reviewed the proposed building envelope location for the Sciortino
property, located on the east side of Highway 135 about 8.5 miles southeast of Crested Butte. With this
referral, we received a Geologic Hazards Analysis, Round Mountain Parcel 3435-000-00-069 (Jon F.
Kaminsky, Mesa Hydro-Logic LLC, October 25, 2017). We also looked at a site plan (SGM, May 18, 2017)
available via the county’s Public Access system. The site plan identifies an approximately two-acre building
envelope extending 400 feet from the western property boundary in the northwestern corner of the 25.4-acre
proposed Sciortino property.

CGS agrees with Kaminsky’s assessment that the rockfall hazard in the far northwestern corner of the parcel
is minimal. Provided no improvements encroach on the talus cone, CGS has no objection to approval of the
building envelope and legalization/legitimization of the subdivision as proposed.

Any change in vegetation conditions above the site, such as through wildfire, disease, erosion, or other
disturbance, may increase the rockfall hazard, and mitigation may then be needed to protect occupants and
improvements.

We have reviewed the information regarding the above referenced proposal to
legitimize an illegally created 25 acre parcel as a legal, subdivided lot. Water for the lot is to
be supplied by a new individual on-lot well and sewage disposal is to be provided through an
onsite wastewater treatment system.

The submitted materials included a copy of Contract No. 17-202A from the Upper
Gunnison River Water Conservancy District for 0.5 acre-feet of Aspinall Unit water for the
Brewer Subdivision Well. According to the District, the application for the contract water was
for one single family dwelling and 2,000 square feet of lawn and gardens. Although well
permits issued pursuant to CRS 37-90-137(2) for this area may be available if the wells are
included in the District’s plan for augmentation, no well permit applications have been
submitted for review by this office, and there is no guarantee that well permits can be issued.

Also included in the submitted materials was a report from Mesa Hydro-Logic, LLC,
dated October 30, 2017, regarding their evaluation of the groundwater resources available for
the parcel. Since there is not a completed well on the parcel, test data from three nearby
wells were evaluated. Based on the information from these three existing wells, the consultant
concluded that there appears to be sufficient groundwater resources available to supply the
daily water demands of 350 gallons for a single family residence. Should the proposed new well
for the parcel actually produce in a similar manner of the nearby wells, it should be adequate
to provide water for ordinary household purposes in the one single family dwelling. Please note
that the long term adequacy of any ground water source may be subject to fluctuation due to
hydrological and climatic trends.

Based on the above, it is our opinion, pursuant to CRS 30-28-136(1)(h)(l), that the
proposed water supply should be physically adequate and can be provided without causing
material injury to decreed water rights so long as the applicant obtains and maintains a well
permit issued pursuant to C.R.S. 37-90-137(2) and the plan for augmentation operated by the
Upper Gunnison Water Conservancy District.

WHEREAS, the Gunnison County Planning Commission and Board of County Commissioners
conducted a joint public hearing on May 19, 2017; and

WHEREAS, after a review of the application and all information, documentation and testimony related
to it, the Gunnison County Planning Commission did, at its regular meeting on July 21, 2017, by a 4-1
vote, forward to the Board of County Commissioners, a Recommendation of denial of that application,
with certain Findings and Conditions; and

WHEREAS, after a separate Board of County Commissioners public hearing on September 19,
2017, the Board disagreed with the Planning Commission findings and directed staff to finalize
review of the application and prepare a Resolution for approval;

AND WHEREAS, the Board is informed of the following:

1. The applicant submitted a report titled Geologic Hazards Analysis, Round Mountain Parcel 3435-
000-00-069, prepared by Jon F. Kaminsky, Hydrogeologist, Mesa HydroLogic LLC, October 25,
2017. The analysis identifies that the rockfall hazard to the building envelope, in the
northwestern corner of the property, is minimal.

2. Jill Carlson, C.E.G., Engineering Geologist, Colorado Geologic Survey, in a letter dated
November 30, 2017 notes that: “CGS agrees with Kaminsky's assessment that the rockfall
hazard in the far northwestern corner of the parcel is minimal. Provided no improvements
encroach on the talus cone, CGS has no objection to approval of the building envelope and
legalization/legitimization of the subdivision as proposed.”

3. The applicant submitted a report titled Groundwater Resources Analysis, Round Mountain Parcel
3435-000-00-069, prepared by Jon F. Kaminsky, Hydrogeologist, Mesa HydroLogic LLC, dated
October 30, 2017 noting: “Based on the information obtained from the well construction and test
data from the CDWR database, sufficient groundwater resources appear available in this area to
supply a single- family residence that would require approximately 350 gallons per day. However,
these data should be viewed with caution due to the inexact locations of the three wells and the
limitations of the relatively short test duration associated with each of the wells. If accurately
located, well permit No . 301915 is located closest to the parcel in question, would seem
representative of the probable subsurface conditions to be encountered on the parcel, and
according to the test records, is a highly productive well. The only conceivable buildable portion

of the parcel is located in the northwest corner. Chances are fair to good that a successful well can
be sited on the parcel, but location options are limited. To take advantage of proximity to alluvial/
colluvial water-bearing material, proximity to the buildable envelope, and an area accessible to a
drill rig, a location as far to the west as possible along the north boundary of the parcel would
seem most ideal.

The Economic Diversification Project Phase | plan supports Gunnison County’s efforts to build a
foundational framework for economic diversification projects in the absence of a formal economic
development department or council. Phase Il develops the internal/external communication channels
necessary to extend efforts initiated in Phase |, which includes the assembly of a collaborative Economic
Diversity Action Team, comprised of the ICELab (business and innovation center) and Gunnison-Crested
Butte Tourism Association (GCBTA). The full scope of phasing for economic projects in Phase | and Phase
Il are managed by Gunnison County Community Development and overseen by the Community Builders
Task Force (CTBF) as an advisory board.

In 2014, Gunnison County developed the CBTF with representation from Gunnison County, the City of
Gunnison, the Town of Crested Butte, Crested Butte Mountain Resort, the Community Foundation of
the Gunnison Valley, the Town of Mt. Crested Butte, and Crested Butte South Property Owner’s
Association. CBTF then conducted a year long, in-depth internal community study, coined the One
Valley Prosperity Project (OVPP), which outlined key considerations to drive economic diversification
strategies and goals within a recurrent collaborative framework. All deliverables within the Phase | and
Phase Il project scope are in alignment with the outlined goals of the OVPP.

The Economic Diversification Phase II: Strategic Marketing Implementation project, works in conjunction
with Phase I, with continual rollout of Phase 1 and Phase Il projects from May 1, 2018 through June 1,
2019. This application only seeks financial support for Phase Il, while community match funds cover the
full cost of Phase I. To better understand the scope of work, Phases | and Il are as follows:

Gunnison County and the municipalities within, is a necessary initiative to diversify the economy
as a coal impacted community currently reliant on tourism with increasing commercial and

residential property values.

e Gunnison County is currently engaged in other state economic development programs as a
partner and supporter for Startup Colorado, headquarters for the West Central SBDC, Colorado
Creative District designation for the Town of Crested Butte, and the county is part of the Region
10 Enterprise Zone.

Purpose & Background

The community of the Gunnison Valley seeks to formalize economic development efforts through the
assembly of a Gunnison Valley Economic Diversity Project Team overseen by an advisory council. This
team would provide a mission critical step toward the achievement of current county-wide strategic
planning goals in service to economic diversification and the goals outlined within the One Valley
Prosperity Project.

Within Gunnison County there is no formal economic development council or department. In lieu of
building a separate department, the Project Team seeks to utilize the high value of an existing
partnership between the Gunnison-Crested Butte Tourism Association and ICELab@Western (business
and innovation center) to extend current efforts toward economic diversification projects on an annual
and recurring basis.

Currently, the action team is comprised of staff from the ICELab and the Gunnison-Crested Butte
Tourism Association and reports to the Community Builders Task Force, with individuals from Gunnison
County Community & Economic Development, City of Gunnison, Town of Crested Butte, and Town of
Mt. Crested Butte as acting advisory council. The ICELab Director acts as project manager to oversee
project goals, deadlines and reporting.

The ICELab and GCBTA wish to unify as the Gunnison Valley Economic Diversity Project Team to promote
a diverse and resilient local economy through the utilization of local, regional and statewide resources,
business development and recruitment, workforce training, supportive development of amenities in
service to quality of life, and further development of defined environmental differentiators that enhance
the quality of experience for tourists and residents alike. This collaboration will work with maximum
efficiency to address all 3 tiers of Smart Growth Economic Development as outlined by the
Environmental Protection Agency:

1. Support Business & Entrepreneurship Development
2. Support Workforce Training & Internship/Apprenticeship Development
3. Support Quality of Life

The following scope of work outlines necessary foundational projects establishing internal and external
communication channels and refined research driving future projects. The desired outcome is the
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creation of a full spectrum economic diversification strategy for the Gunnison Valley. This strategy
builds upon the current work of the ICELab and GCBTA, and drives the jointly defined objective of
developing a minimum of 5 companies, reporting $10 million in annual revenue inside of the next 7
years. This result will be listed as 5 — 10 — 7 throughout.

Appendix A, attached at page 12, outlines the current work of ICELab and GCBTA jointly promoting and
supporting the economic growth and strategic plans for Gunnison County, City of Gunnison, Town of
Crested Butte, Town of Mt. Crested Butte and Western State Colorado University. The Appendix
highlights the current funding and budget gaps, and indicates where further financial support is
necessary. The full budget outline is available in Appendix B, page 13.

The Project Team will be charged with coordinating efforts between central employers and governing
agencies county-wide, including, but not limited to, Western State Colorado University, Rocky Mountain
Biological Lab, Gunnison Valley Health, Crested Butte Mountain Resort, and the Gunnison RE1J School
District. The Team will be tasked with defining an umbrella messaging and management strategy that
serves the entirety of the Gunnison Valley to guide the following results and objectives as agreed upon
herein for delivery in the 2018 fiscal year. The goals set forth will establish a foundation upon which the
Team can research and develop a refined project strategy leading into 2019.

The Project Team, formed entirely of Gunnison Valley residents and leaders, is passionate and dedicated
to the 5 - 10 — 7 project as a key driver in resultant economic diversification with the ability to enhance
all 3 tiers of sustainable business growth, workforce development and enhanced quality of life
simultaneously. Companies with $10 million in revenue hire an average of 30 employees, with average
annual salaries of $70k. This kind of growth in service to the current and future residents is essential to
our sustainability as a rural and remote collection of mountain towns.
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Results & Metrics: 5-10-7

The Economic Development Project Team will report all updates and findings to the advisory team on a
quarterly basis, along with streaming relevant updates/content to local media channels to increase
public awareness and engagement. The overarching goal is to develop and/or attract a minimum of 5
companies in the Gunnison Valley with annual revenues of a minimum of $10million within 7 years.
These companies would house 80% of their workforce in Gunnison County, with an average of 30
employees and average salaries of S70k.

The combined financials for the month of December show a decrease in Net income of 5123,664 below
budget and a decrease of $334,718 from prior year. YTD, net income shows a $3,800,907 increase over
budget and a 51,245,287 increase over prior year. It is important to note that the hospital had a
recoupment of $291,706 in November, 2017, from the 2014 Medicare Cost Report. In December, it was
discovered that the hospital needed to take an additional $240.9K loss on the 2017 bond issuance cost.

Gunnison Valley Hospital Variances

Revenue:
Gross Patient Revenue (GPR) variances to budget and prior year are caused by Acuity (severity of a
patient’s illness) variances and volume variances. As a general rule, the higher the acuity of a patient
the higher the charges and the lower the acuity of a patient the lower the charges; while the higher your
volume the higher the charges and the lower your volume the lower the charges. The table below
breaks down the current month's GPR variances into their acuity and volume components.

The primary internal control that we rely on to ensure that our charge capture/reconciliation process is
accurate and complete is the fact that the UR nurses audit all documentation in every patient’s chart for
which we provide services during the current month to ensure that all charges entered into every
patient’s account are accurate and complete.

Revenue Deductions:
The increase in the percentage of revenue deductions to GPR from our normal 40% to 46.71% is due to
vendor mismanagement of our bad debts. Self-Pay A/R (which is outsourced to AR Services and A-1
Collections) over 90 days old as a percentage of total A/R over 90 days old increased from 11% to 19%
from july to November. PFS noticed this trend and an audit of all our self-pay patient accounts was
performed. The audit results indicated $533X in self-pay A/R that was 120 days old or older that had not
yet been sent to A-1 Collections from AR Services, which is the point in time that we write these patient
accounts off to bad debts. When the Revenue Cycle Director asked how this could have happened, the
only excuse she received was that there had been internal miscommunication, As such, we had to
record an additional 533K in bad debt revenue deductions during the month of December. Bad debts
are now current through the end of December, and our percentage of self-pay A/R over 90 days old as
compared to total A/R over 90 days old is back down to 13.8% which Is in line with normal levels. The
Revenue Cycle Director is now seriously considering bringing the self-pay business in house like we had
to do with the Medicare business.

Salaries:
Salaries higher than normal due to the inclusion of year-end bonuses for the executive staff of
approximately $60K.

Benefits:
Benefits unfavorable to budget due to year-end true-up of health insurance accrual {IBNR) for $148K.

Depreciation:
At time of budget the precise timing of purchases was not determined; therefore the budget number is

based on straight line across twelve months. Additionally, while the controller was scrubbing the balance
sheet, comparing it to the fixed asset tracking system, several variances were noted. Upon further
investigation, the controller found that Feb and May additions had not been added to the fixed asset
module, nor had the OB remodel, thus understating depreciation.

Investment Income:
Unfavorable to budget due to loss on Wells Fargo Securities of $14K, offset by gains in other investments

Loss on Bond Issuance;
While scrubbing the books for year-end closing as well as the annual audit, an asset account related to
the swap for the 2010 Wells Fargo bond issue was discovered in the amount of $240,987. We consulted
with CLA, who told us to write it off to “Loss on Bond Issuance Costs”,

Gross Patient Revenue (GPR) variances to budget and prior year are caused by Acuity (severity of a
patient’s illness) variances and volume variances. As a general rule, the higher the acuity of a patient
the higher the charges and the lower the acuity of a patient the lower the charges; while the higher your
volume the higher the charges and the lower your volume the lower the charges.

The primary internal control that we rely on to ensure that our charge capture/reconciliation process is
accurate and complete is the fact that the UR nurses audit all documentation in every patient’s chart for
which we provide services during the current month to ensure that all charges entered into every
patient’s account are accurate and complete.

Benefits unfavorable to budget $115K as the employee health account was over-budget $107K due to a
high volume of claims averaging approximately $800 per claimant.
