This letter is to appeal the County Assessor’s decision to not adjust the value of our property located in
Marble, Colorado (Parcel R041454). We find strong evidence that a second look is warranted. The main
reason is that of the 14 properties sold from 7/1/2010 to 6/30/2012 and listed on the Assessor’s site, 12
decreased greatly in value from their 2011 and 2012 Valuations. Our property’s valuation remained the
same. | do not think there is a real estate agent, assessor, appraiser, mortgage broker or common citizen
who would agree that property values in our area as of 6/30/2012 have remained in line with those
prior to 6/30/2010. This is obviously not the case and the Gunnison County Assessor’s treatment of
other properties shows a clear pattern that this is true

The Assessor lists 14 vacant land parcels in Marble, Colorado which sold during the review period of
7/1/10-6/30/12, Detail on each of these properties is attached. 10 of these properties are located
outside the town limits proper, but still within 1-2 miles from our property, and therefore legitimate
comparable sales.

The Assessor drastically decreased the value from 2012 to 2013 of 9 of these 10 lots. On the whole the
decrease was 24%-28%. Interestingly, the value of our property remained the same for this time
period. This seems very inconsistent.

3 of these properties seem to be more comparable to our land than the other 7. Although these 3
properties are much larger than ours and certainly more desirable and scenic, like our property, they
only have the ability to construct one residence on the land. They cannot be further subdivided, and
although our property consists of 12 individual lots, 8 lots are required to improve the property, so
essentially our lot is also not subdividable. These 3 parcels sold for an average of $27,552.67 per acre.
Our lot valued at this average should be worth $18,983.79 — a far cry from the current valuation of
$90,000.

4 of the 14 marble properties which the Assessor’s site shows as being sold during the review period are
within 1 block of our property. | have included a town map showing the location of each of these parcels
in relation to our property, and | would like to point out a few things about each of them.

The disparity here is alarming; our % acre lot is valued at $90,000 and our neighbars
4.91 acre lot is valued at $71,650. The 2 properties are similar in every way, except for
size (theirs is 7.13 times larger than ours), mineral rights (they have them, we don’t),
and views (we look at the back of Beaver Lake Lodge and they look out over Beaver Lake
and the Yule Creek Valley). Both properties have identical access to utilities, and the
right to build 1 residence. Someone in the Assessor’s office told me that ours differed
because we can sell individual lots and their parcel is not subdividable, but please
remember that in Marble when it comes to improvements, one needs a minimum of 8
lots to build, so individual lots are worthless on their own, and our 12 lots carry only the
same rights as an 8 lot parcel and this 4.91 acre parcel. If this neighboring parcel’s value
decreased 27.08% since 2012, ours should also decrease by this amount for a value of
$65,628.

This is the only property out of the 14 that like ours had no change in the Assessor’s
property value from 2012 to 2013. | think market evidence and actions of the Assessors
with regard to other properties in the area show a clear pattern of decreasing values.

Like us the owners of these lots own neighboring property and had an interest in
protecting this property by purchasing these adjacent lots. | think this inflates the sales
price. A real estate agent told me that In 2001, he thought building parcels were selling
for $5,000 per individual lot. The Berwangers would have paid a premium at $6,600, and
we feel that we paid a premium in December of 2012 when we purchased our 12 lots
for $70,000. It has been reported that property values over the last couple years have
been similar to those prior to the year 2000. This being the case, a value of less than
$60,000 for our 12 lots would be more appropriate.

Not one of these 14 properties supports a land value of $90,000 for our property. Almost all of these
properties showed a substantial decrease in value from 2012 to 2013, so why did ours remain the same?
There are several parcels currently listed in the area. Most are $40,000 - $60,000 for an acre plus of
land. No one would touch our parcel for $90,000, 2 years ago or now. From the comparisons above, |
feel a value of $55,000 - $60,000 is very accurate. Looking at MLS information, an even lower value
would be more realistic ($45,000 - $50,000).

Good and Karen Good, and located in the town of Marble. We feel the current and prior year value is
excessive and not indicative of market values.

Vacant land values have taken a big dip in the past couple years as evidenced by the attached sales
information pulled from the Multiple Listing Service. The average per acre price of the nine properties
sold between 2010 and 2012 is $55,758.18. The 5 property sales listed on the MLS in 2012 average a
sales price of $38,356.30 per acre.

Our lot is .69 acres, and at 2012 prices this would suggest a value of $26,465.85 (.69 x 38,356.30) Ouch!
In 2011 a 4.9 acre parcel just 220 feet from us sold for $75,000, total. This is our best comp and it sold
for $15,306 per acre. This 4.9 acre parcel (#R045065) is currently valued by the assessor’s office for even
less at $14,622.45 per acre. This lot has mineral rights included which our lot does not.

It was a bit more difficult to search sales on the assessor’s site than on the MLS. Most of the sales did
not seem to appear on the assessor’s site. One parcel in the sales area of your site grabbed my
attention, parcel #R004050. This lot was transferred by a special warranty deed in 2011 which is not of
interest, but what was of interest was to note that this property is very close to ours, it is the exact same
size, and the land only is valued at $45,950.00, % of what you have valued our land at.

In relation to this and all other sale properties attached, our lot is far inferior. It is not treed and it looks
onto the back of the Beaver Lake Lodge & Cabins. It is not a site that most people would be interested
in, as most people come to Marble for its beauty and seclusion. Our lot definitely does not have either!

So why did we buy it for $70,000?

1. The owner’s, our neighbors, wanted to sell it. We knew no one would buy it for the price they
wanted, $70,000, but we were concerned that at some point it would sell at a bargain price and
then someone would construct a bargain home or pull in a motor home right next to us. We
didn’t want this, and we didn’t want to haggle with our neighbors either.

2. We offered them the price they wanted if they would accept payments over 8 years. Essentially,
we knew that at this price we could never get an appraisal that would allow for financing. They
agreed to finance the property at the lowest allowable interest rate, and we felt this equated to
a sales price closer to $45,000 - $50,000. This made purchasing .69 acres for $70,000 more
palatable one year after our neighbors sold their contiguous lot of 4.9 acres for $75,000. This
was still a stretch, but we were happy to have the protection that owning this lot created for us.

At this time, we cannot adjoin this lot with our existing lot, because we have 2 different loans on each,
but essentially we see them functioning as one. The only reason we would consider building on this lot is
if it were necessary to lower our property taxes. A crazy loophole!

When reviewing sales information through 2012, clearly the property is worth nowhere close to $90,000
in value. Averaging the per acre sales for 2012 suggests a price of $38,356.30 per acre or $26,465.85.
Looking at what other parcels are valued for through the assessor’s office would also clearly suggest a
need to revalue our parcel (look at R045065 and R0O04050 [land value only]) to somewhere between
15,306.12 and $45,950. On top of this a visit to the property would be worthy. | would say it is one of
the least desirable lots in town since it is not treed and faces the backside of a commaercial lodging
operation. Please reevaluate the valuation of our property. If you have any questions Please give me a

This letter is intended to support the property tax appeal of Marble Lot 3, LLC with respect to Property
Account # R043124 (the “Marble Lot”). Tax assessments are supposed to be based on what the fair
market value is for the property. The Marble Lot is being assessed based on property values well
beyond what the local market would bare. The local market would not bare a “Land Actual Value” of
$241,850. It appears the assessor’s statement is that Marble Lot could be sold today for more than
$240,000; however it doesn’t appear the assessor has considered the significant limitations inherent to
Marble Lot, nor does it appear the assessor believes Marble Lot’s neighbors could sell their properties at
the same levels as Marble Lot. Instead the assessor stated that Marble Lot is more comparable to the
ski resort areas to the north in Pitkin County. That is akin to comparing Brooklyn property values to
Manhattan property values.

Comparing Marble Lot’s assessment value to its neighbors, contrasting recent sales of comparable
properties, considering the neighboring Marble Institute’s noise and dust disruptions, and taking into
account the very real zoning limitations on Marble Lot, Marble Lot’s assessment is grossly
overestimated.

1. Neighbor Assessment and Recent Sales

The need to bring this appeal arose when we noticed the assessed actual value of the Marble Lot has
increased 125% from 2012 to 2013.

Once we saw that we looked at the neighboring properties to determine what value they were being
assessed at in 2013. We have included a map showing each comparable property to Marble Lot in the
area. Here is a table showing the per acre assessment value for 9 properties neighboring Marble Lot,
each with frontage along the Marble River.

It should be noted that Comparable Property 5 sold in 2012 for $40,000 ($64,100 per acre) and
Comparable Property 8 sold in 2011 for $150,000 ($31,500 per acre). Marble Lot is 1.3 acres, so based
on the assessor’s Land Actual Value Marble Lot should sell in 2013 for approximately $184,600 per acre.
Marble Lot is unlikely to sell for that kind of money when it appears that properties along the same river
have sold more than $100,000 per acre less than that. Even if Marble Lot were considered to have more
river frontage than other properties in the chart above, the drop from Marble Lot down to the actual
river is considerable, and does not lend itself to as much enjoyment of the river as potential buyers in
the area would likely prefer.

Instead of comparing Marble Lot’s potential value in a sale to Pitkin County’s significantly higher
property values, Marble Lot should be compared to R004187 (Comparable 10 on the map —sold in 2010)
which according to the County’s Subdivision Study for sales on the Marble River has a time adjusted sale
price of $90,000." The County claims that if adjusted from a meadow price to a river price the property
would sell for $270,000, yet the County is only assessing the property for tax purposes at $26,100

($24,645.89 per acre). How can Marble Lot then be assessed at $53,953.85 per acre, or 119% higher per
acre?

2. Marble Institute

Moreover, there are unique circumstances that negatively impact the value of Marble Lot. Marble lot
has little, if any, ski-related value. Ski value is a primary driving force of the higher valued properties in
the area. Marble Lot’s use is maximized during the summer months. The county even describes the
property as a seasonal property. Since the value isn’t ski-related, its enjoyment comes in the summer
months. Unfortunately, during the summer months the adjacent Marble Institute hosts marble carving
symposiums which last a majority of the summer. These sculpting symposiums attract sculptors who
carve and cut stone with tools that lead to excessive, loud, uncomfortable noise, dust, and debris in
what is zoned as a residential neighborhood. Considering the noise, dust and debris from the activities
at the symposium are nearly constant throughout much of the summer, enjoying the property would be
difficult at best for any homeowner. Such activities are akin to a construction site next door all summer
long. This would certainly interfere with any homeowner’s enjoyment and will decrease the amount
anyone would be willing to pay for the property.

3. Restrictive Nature of Zoning Ordinances

Finally, the local zoning restrictions, setback requirements and pervious ground requirements are so
restrictive that any home can only be constructed at limited points on the property. Any home
constructed on the property must be set back from the river more than 100 feet, as well as set back
from property lines. Building a house also would require a septic system and local regulations require a
significant drainage field. That field must be pervious and cannot have a structure on it. The size of the
drainage field along with the set back requirements essentially force the property into the less desirable
areas of the property, and the most practical location would be the northeast corner of the property.
Building a home on the northeast corner of the property significantly cuts off the view of the river,
placing the house at one of the least desirable parts of the property with a poor view of the river. This
restricts any potential homeowner from fully enjoying the presence of the river. If a riverfront property
is going to be assessed a higher value, a homeowner should be able to enjoy the aspects of the property
that supposedly warrant the assessment — these aspects cannot be enjoyed at Marble Lot because any
home must be set back and situated in such a way that the views would be limited at best. Limiting the
best use of the property undoubtedly limits the amount anyone would pay for the property.

Conclusion

Marble Lot should be assessed based on a value the market would support if Marble Lot were sold, and
the values of its neighboring properties. The 2013 average per acre assessment value of the neighboring
properties, including the neighboring property sold in 2010, is $25,758.20. The highest comparable
2013 assessment per acre value is $44,027.78. However that comparable is not next door to the Marble
Institute with its near constant noise, dust, and debris during the summer months, nor does its layout
significantly restrict its building options. Marble Lot should be assessed based on the average
assessment values of its neighboring properties, and if it is assessed at that level, Marble Lot’s 2013
assessment should be $33,485.66, not $70,140. The fact is the current market, and the market in 2012,
did not and does not support anyone buying Marble Lot for $184,600 per acre. We therefore
respectfully request a reduction in the assessment value.





We respectfully request that the Board hold open the record for this appeal pending an appraisal we
have commissioned for the property that is set for completion in July of 2013, as well as further
evidence of the impact the Marble Institute has on Marble Lot.

$197,000.00.

It appears that there was only one sale in the Gunnison Highlands area in the past
three years. This was not the only house for sale; it was the only one that had an offer on
it. The other three never had an offer. This house is Account #R009472 and it sold for

I am writing to appeal the Actual Value determination for my property located at
1212 Evergreen Lane, Marble, Colorado 81623, also known as parcel number 2917-
073-016. Itis greatly appreciated that the information we provided was used to
lower the valuation considerably during the May protest period, but I believe that
the value is still in error by $150,00.

This property was not habitable on June 30th, 2012. The primary problem was an
infestation of a colony of pack rats. This infestation destroyed all of the flooring, a
huge percentage of the insulation, and the majority of the cabinetry in the house. It
also created a health hazard that had to be remediated prior to the building being
considered habitable. Essentially this home had been abandoned since November
of 2009, when all utilities were disconnected. All plumbing fixtures were
inoperable, and the water system did not function in June 2012. Additionally, the
exterior of the home is in poor condition and most windows need to be replaced due
to failed seals. Please refer to the considerable documentation that I provided to
the Assessor for my Real Property Protest in May of this year.

I purchased this home in January of 2013 for $330,000. I fully realize that this is
beyond the time period for which the valuation is being determined, however, the
sales price in January of 2013 sets an absolute and undeniable valuation ceiling. The
sale price reflects the increased value since June of 2012 due to the remediation and
improvements to the home and the improvement in the real estate market of
Gunnison County. Since both of these actions increased the value of the property
after June 30, 2012, it is impossible for the value to be any greater than $330,000.
Through conversations with the contractor who conducted all of the work for the
previous owner, Chase Bank, we have determined that approximately $50,000 of
work was completed between June 2012 and January 2013. It is these 2 facts that
have led us to an estimated value of $275,000 for 1212 Evergreen Lane on June 30,
2012.

| am writing to protest the valuation of my property located at 1212 Evergreen
Lane, Marble, CO 81623, also known as parcel 2917-073-03-016 and account #
R015670.

The valuation as stated by Gunnison County is $715,710, we believe that the
proper valuation is $275,000. The condition of this home and the property should
be considered "poor condition". We understand that the valuation is based upon
the condition of the market and the property on June 30 of 2012. The
documentation that we possess regarding the condition of the property is from
just beyond this date, but believe it frames the context of this discussion and
accurately portrays the condition of the property on June 30, 2012. The reason
for us not having properly dated evidence, is that we are new owners of the
property (contract 1/20/13 close 3/22/13) and the structure has been uninhabited
since November 2009. The pictures are from July 2012, and the contractor
estimate regarding the required repairs is from August 2012.

The building was uninhabited and with out electric, heat, or water service for 39
months, more importantly 4 winters. During this period of time,

considerable water damage has occurred to the interior, both from roof
leakage and non closed doors and windows. - Picture 1 & Picture 2

Plumbing was entirely unserviceable with visible burst pipes to all
plumbing appliances, and tell tale water damage to ceilings and drywall.

The house was infested with a colony of pack rats, that destroyed all floor
surfaces, kitchen cabinets, and created holes in the exterior surface of the house.
All carpets had to be removed due to the health risk presented by the rat feces
present in all rooms. Pictures 3 & 4

Garage doors were destroyed by the rat pack travel into and out of the
home. Panels were chewed through and knocked from the door frame.

Large portions of the fiberglass insulation in the 900 square foot
crawlspace has been removed from the joists by the rats, the remainder will need
to be replaced due to the rat residue. Pictures 6 & 7

Approximately 60% of all of the windows in the home have failed seals,
resulting in foggy, non-serviceable windows.

This letter is to protest the increase on the above mentioned property. The value of the property
as assessed by the Tax Assessor as of June 30, 2012 is $151,740. This is an increase of
$46,440 or 44% increase from the assessed value of $105,300 in 2010.

We estimate the value of $105,300 is a more realistic value for this property, not the new
increased value.

The Assessor’s letter denying our request to reduce the assessed value stated the
determination of value is based on the following:

The actual value of the property is determined by appropriate consideration of the approaches
to appraisal set forth in § 39-1-103(5)(a), C.R.S.

Used sales from other summer home groups in addition to your purchase to arrive at the
assigned value.

Upon researching the sales in Gunnison County, | have found no sales of any other summer
home groups in Gunnison County in the five years prior to the appraisal date. Our cabin is
considered to be in the Red Mountain Summer Group Homes. We could only find two other
locations of Summer Group Homes in Forest Service land within Gunnison County which are
Cement Creek Summer Group Homes and Trout Creek Summer Group Homes. Except for our
purchase of a Summer Group Home in 2009, there have only been six sales of Summer Group
Homes, which date from 1994 to 2006 as per property records we have been able to research
and have found which would not be included in the five year period used for appraisals. (find
records in attachment A)

As we are sure you know these Summer Group Homes are located on Forest Service land. We
do not own the lots/acreage they are located on. Although | do not know about the access to the
Cement Creek or Trout Creek Summer Group Homes, the Red Mountain Group Homes do not
have vehicle access to the cabin potentially from late September to mid-April due to
unmaintained forest service roads. Also, this cabin does not have access to electricity, nor will it
ever be able to have access to electricity in the future. It is also a non-income producing
property due to the fact we are located on forest service land.

After not finding any other Summer Group Homes being sold in the Red Mountain, Cement
Creek and Trout Creek Summer Group Homes, we researched other homes sold within the
Taylor Park area. | found four homes to have sold in the five year period in the Taylor Park area
and they are in the Town of Tincup. While looking at the sales of these homes, there are some
distinct differences between these homes and our Summer Group Home (find records in
attachment B). One, all of the four homes have electricity. Two, these properties come with the
land they are built on and vary in size from approximately 10,000 square feet to half an acre.
Three, because they own the land for which the cabins are situated, they are able to lease their
cabins for profit. We have a lease with the Forest Service which does not allow us to rent the

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cabin to others. One of the three values used when appraising a property looks at the income
that can be generated by a property. Our cabin is unable to generate income. Four, the
marketability of these homes is greater than the Summer Group homes on Forest Service land
because a financial institution will grant loans for purchase on properties in the Tincup area.

Since our Summer Group Home is located on public land, it negatively affects its marketability.
Fewer people are able to buy the property because the land is not deeded, therefore, it is
impossible to get a purchase money loan from a financial institution secured by the property. In
addition, the Forest Service lease is relatively high when compared with the cost of owning
deeded property in Colorado.

Speaking of marketability of our cabin; (we know by correspondence given to us by the realtor),
this cabin was on the market for at least two and half years before we bought it. Most buyers for
this cabin backed out because of not being able to get financing to buy the cabin, or because of
leeriness due to the forest service agreement and forest service fees attached to the cabin.

While doing the research on the property values, | found a few interesting things. Looking at
appraised values of the five homes in our group of Red Mountain Summer Group homes, all
built within a span of five years, if our appraised value does not change we will be the highest
valued cabin by 22% compared to the next highest appraised cabin in the group. Also, looking
at the total actual value of the Red Mountain Summer Group Homes from the 2010 appraised
value to the 2012 appraised value, our appraisal value is up 44%, while the other four homes in
our group were raised by: Lot A, 5% increase; Lot B, 2.2% increase; Lot D, 12.7% increase;
and Lot F, 5% increase. Although, our cabin is the only cabin to have sold, | would think if our
cabin increased in value by 44%, it is unreasonable compared to others around us. (Find
records in attachment C)

Also, while looking at appraised values of other homes (Forest Service Summer Group Homes
and other residential homes) in the area, | found several that are comparable to our cabin in
size and located within the Taylor Park area, and their building actual value were all appraised
lower than ours ranging from approximately $99,000 to $124,000. (Find records in attachment
D)

There is no justification for raising the actual value of the 25 Wildhorse at Prospect vacant lots by 87%.

To the contrary, all of the improved Wildhorse lots that sold have had their actual values reduced substantially —
by an average of 25%.

The Assessor’s 2011/2012 lot value of $50,100, though still high, is much closer to the actual market than the
new Assessor's Valuation value $93,650.

Wildhorse at Prospect land parcels are actually 2,067 SFT building envelopes. Wildhorse Covenants and
Recorded Plat controls design, location, setbacks and owner use of common areas outside of the 2,067 SFT
building envelope.

The fact that Mt. Crested Butte's new construction building permit valuations dropped by 100%, from $50.5
million in 2005, to $13.7 million in 2009, $1.6 million in 2011 and $0 in 2012, supports the opinion that there is
little to no market for vacant lots.

During the "look back" period, only a handful of vacant land sales occurred. (Source: Gunnison Cty MLS)

There is a very large inventory of vacant lots listed for sale in Mt Crested Butte and throughout the greater
Crested Butte market area. Demand is very weak, inventory levels for land for sale are severely glutted. In Mt
Crested Butte alone, there are 60 vacant land parcels listed on the market as of May 30 2013 and none are
under contract. (Source: Gunnison Cty MLS)

There are 270 active vacant land listings located between Crested Butte South to Mt Crested Butte. 3 of the 270
listings are under contract today. (Source: Gunnison Cty MLS)

The vacant land sales that did occur during this period can only be considered "very loose" albeit "weak"
comparable sales/properties because of their size.
