(I) (A) A parcel of land, whether located in an incorporated or unincorporated area and
regardless of the uses for which such land is zoned, that was used the previous two years
and presently is used as a farm or ranch, as defined in subsections (3.5) and (13.5) of this
section, or that is in the process of being restored through conservation practices. Such land
must have been classified or eligible for classification as "agricultural land", consistent with
this subsection (1.6), during the ten years preceding the year of assessment. Such land
must continue to have actual agricultural use. "Agricultural land" under this subparagraph
(I) shall not include two acres or less of land on which a residential improvement is located
unless the improvement is integral to an agricultural operation conducted on such land.
"Agricultural land" also includes the land underlying other improvements if such
improvements are an integral part of the farm or ranch and if such other improvements and
the land area dedicated to such other improvements are typically used as an ancillary part
of the operation.

The subject property was acquired by my family in 1998 from Joe Yoman and has been
classified as agricultural property continuously since prior to that time.

A primary consideration for purchasing the subject property was its agricultural
classification and its ideal grazing conditions.

I am a life-long cattle rancher, as are my father and brother. As such, we raise in
excess of 450 head of cattle annually on ranches spanning across five counties in
Oklahoma and Colorado.

Although we do not graze cattle on the subject property year-round or even every year,
we do graze cattle on the property as grazing conditions require and/or permit. For
example, the subject property was most recently used for cattle grazing during the
summers of 2011 and 2012 when drought conditions in Oklahoma severely damaged
the grasslands on our property there. All cattle were removed from the subject property
by the fall of 2012 and have not been replaced; although, we anticipate utilizing the
property for cattle grazing again as conditions require and/or permit.

The photograph of the salt lick area on the south side of the property taken by the
Assessor's appraiser is evidence that the property has been used for cattle production,
as that is exactly the purpose of having supplemental mineral stations on the property.

The subject property is a parcel of land which is used for grazing livestock for the
primary purpose of obtaining a monetary profit, as defined by Colorado statutes and the
Colorado Division of Property Taxation.

| have previously provided the County Assessor with a sales receipt from Southern
Oklahoma Livestock Auction reflecting the sale of twenty-six (26) cattle on October 24,
2012.
