GUNNISON COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING:
CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Chamberland called the meeting to order at 8:29 am.
AGENDA REVIEW: There were no changes made to the agenda.

CONSENT AGENDA: Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve
the Consent Agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: County Manager Birnie was present for discussion.
1. The County has received four responses to the request for qualifications for the airport terminal
project.
2. CM Birnie provided an update on the Stallion Park project.
3. The Health & Human Services building is nearly complete. Employees should be moved in the
Tuesday after Labor Day.
4. CM Birnie stated that it is budget season for the County for next month and a half.

DEPUTY COUNTY MANAGER’S REPORT: Deputy County Manager Marlene Crosby was present for the
discussion.
1. Master Schedule A Agreements-
DCM Crosby discussed the changes made to the Master Schedule A Agreements.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to approve the updates made
to the Master Schedule A Agreements and authorize the use of the Board of County Commissioners
signature stamps. Motion carried.
2. The Snow & Ice Conference will be held the Thursday and Friday after Labor Day. DCM Crosby
invited the Board to attend.
3. DCM Croshby provided an overview of the annual landfill inspection. She also stated that landfill
volume is up significantly and the recycling center continues to stay busy.
4. DCM Crosby inquired when the Board would like to visit Marble and Somerset areas. She provided
possible dates and discussed current concerns in the area.
5. DCM Croshby discussed the recent chip sealing on a five mile stretch on Ohio Creek Road that
occurred on 8/20/18.
6. DCM Croshy discussed parking issues at the Crested Butte Public Works building due to the close
proximity to Baxter Gulch trail.

Continuation Hearing; Petition for Abatement or Refund of Taxes; Property Tax Years

2016 & 2017; R0O01699, Lots 13-23 Blk First Addition #641478; PPI Gunnison LLC:

Senior Appraiser Analyst William Spicer was present for the discussion as well as Deputy County Attorney
Matthew Hoyt. The petitioner participated by phone. SAA Spicer explained that this is a continuation hearing
from July 3, 2018 in which the petitioner is requesting abatement or refund of taxes for the years 2016
and 2017. The petitioner is requesting the tax exemption under the statue that allows exemption for
properties that are leased to either the State or a political subdivision of the State. The property is leased
to Gunnison Valley Hospital which is a part of County Government, qualifying this property for the
exemption under the statue, should the all the statutory requirements be met. SAA Spicer explained that
the statuary language states that the financial benefit of the exemption would have to directly benefit the
Governmental entity, in this case, Gunnison Valley Hospital. The terms and conditions of the long-term
lease through August 2018 were negotiated in 2013 with the previous owner. The petitioner later purchased
the property but agreed to original lease terms and conditions. The lease indicates that the property owner
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would be financially responsible for the property taxes. Deputy County Attorney Hoyt explained that the
petitioner did not come forward with any evidence or testimony that confirms that the exemption will
benefit the Governmental entity. The Assessor’s Office is in agreement that the statutory requirement has
not been met, and therefore the request for abatement or refund of taxes should be denied. The petitioner
was provided an opportunity to present his argument. After thorough discussion from both sides, the Board
agreed that the statutory requirement has not been met in this case.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny the Petition for Abatement
or Refund of Taxes; Property Tax Years 2016 & 2017; R001699, Lots 13-23 Blk First Addition #641478;
PP1 Gunnison LLC. Motion carried unanimously.

BREAK: The Board took a break at 9:11 am. The meeting resumed at 9:15 am.

VOUCHERS AND TRANSFERS APPROVAL.:

Finance Director Linda Nienhueser presented the voucher approval report dated August 21, 2018 and the
cash transfer authorization dated July 2018 for discussion and approval.

Deputy County Assessor Vicki Hildreth, Deputy County Attorney Matthew Hoyt and the petitioner were
present for the hearing. DCA Hildreth explained that each year seniors can submit an application for the
Senior Property Tax Exemption. The Assessor’s office is required to review the applications to determine
if statutory qualifications have been met. If requirements have not been met, then denial letters are
mailed to the applicants explaining the reasoning behind the denial. The Assessor’s Office opinion in this
particular case is that petitioner does not qualify under statute because he has not maintained primary
residency in Gunnison County for ten consecutive years. The petitioner was registered to vote in Delta
County from 2012 until August of 2018 when he registered to vote in Gunnison County. He voted in the
2012/2013 elections in Delta County, further indicating his primary residence as Delta County. The State
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of Colorado Division of Property Taxation reviewed the petitioner’s application and agreed with the
Assessor’s Office decision. The petitioner was provided an opportunity to present his case. After hearing
both sides, the Board was in agreement to affirm the denial of the Senior Property Tax Exemption.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to affirm the Assessor’s denial of
the Senior Property Tax Exemption; Steve Eberhardt; Lime Point No. 2 & No. 3 North Tract #14311
Quartz Creek Subdivision B523 P642 #504950 #540033. Motion carried unanimously.

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AIRLINE OPERATING AGREEMENT AND
LEASE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES

THIS LEASE made effective as of November 1, 2017 between the BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO, herein called the “County” and
AMERICAN AIRLINES, INC., herein called the “Airline.”

RECITALS

The parties recite and declare that:

A.  The County is a political subdivision of the State of Colorado, and owns and operates the
Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the City of Gunnison;

B. The Airline is engaged in the business of transporting persons, property, cargo and mail by
aircraft; and

C.  For and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained herein, the County is
willing to lease and grant to the Airline and the Airline is willing to rent and obtain from the
County certain premises and facilities on the Airport, together with certain rights, licenses and
privileges thereon.

1. DEFINITIONS

As used in this Lease, defined words and terms shall have the following meanings:

1.3

“Airport” is the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the
City of Gunnison, Gunnison County, Colorado, including the Terminal and other public
improvements and facilities located thercon.

"Affiliate" means any domestic air transportation company, that (i) is designated by Airline
to the County as its Affiliate; and, (ii) has executed an Affiliated Airline Use Agreement with
the County containing insurance, indemnification, and other standard provisions as required
by the County; and either (iii) is operating at the Airport for the benefit of Airline, under the
same or substantially similar livery as Airline, and (a) is owned by Airline, or (b) is a
subsidiary of the same corporate parent of Airline, or (c) is under contract to Airline in
respect of such operation; or, (iv) if operating under its own livery, is not selling any seats on
an aircraft in its own name and all seats on such aircraft are being sold in the name of
Airline; or, (v) is operating at the Airport under a shared International Air Transport
Association (“IATA”) flight designator code with Airline at the Airport.

“Airport Manager” is the manager of the Airport as may be designated from time to time by
the County.





1.4  “Employees” means Airline’s officers, employees, contractors and/or agents performing
aclivities at the Airport.

1.5 "Common Airline Areas" shall mean the security hold room, baggage claim area, passenger
waiting areas, and passenger queuing areas in front of airline ticket counters in the Terminal,

1.6 “Lease” is this Airline Operating Agreement and Lease of Airport Facilities.

1.7  “Leased Premises” refers to the premises described in Sections 2.2.1 and 2.2.4 of this Lease,
including that which may be described for Airline’s preferential use and use in common with
others.

1.8 “Terminal” is the existing Passenger Terminal Building at the Airport.

1.9  “Preferential Premises” consists of the preferential use counter, office and other space
described in Section 2.2.4 of this Lease, if any.

1.10 “Ramp” is that portion of the aircraft ramp/apron at the Airport designated by the Airport
Manager from time to time for use by air carrier aircraft.

1.11  “Weight” shall mean the maximum certified landing weight (MLW) of an aircraft as
designated by the Federal Aviation Administration.

. USE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES

Subject to the terms, conditions and covenants of this Lease, Airline is granted the following;:

2.1 Grant of Airport Use. Airline is granted the use of the Airport, in common with others
similarly authorized, together with all public facilities, improvements and services which
have been or may hereafter be provided at or in connection with the Airport from time to
time, including, but not limited to, the landing field and any extensions thereof or additions
thereto, roadways, runways, aprons, taxiways, sewage and water facilities, floodlights,
landing lights, beacons, control tower, signals, radio aids and all other conveniences for
flying, landings and takeoffs.

2.2 Terminal Building and Adjacent Space. Airline is also granted the use of the following space
in and adjacent to the Terminal:

2.2.1 In common with others, use with other air carriers of the security holding area,
baggage claim area, aircraft loading bridges and waiting areas;

2.2.2  In common with others, use of portions of the Ramp to permit the taxiing, servicing,
loading and unloading of Airline’s aircraft, provided, however, that the Airport
Manager shall at all times have the right to establish and enforce such non-

discriminatory rules and regulations as he reasonably deems necessary to control the
parking and movetent of aircrafl on the common aircraft areas. Such rules may
prohibit the long-term parking or storage of aircraft, including disabled aircraft, on
ramp and apron areas. Long-term parking is hereby defined as parking that exceeds
forty-eight (48) consecutive hours. If Airline works in good faith to repair and/or
remove a disabled aircraft, but is unable to do so within forty-eight (48) hours,
Airline shall not be deemed to have breached the terms of this Section;

In common with others, the use of all public space in the Terminal for Airline, its
employees, customers, guests and other invitees, subject to such reasonable policies
as the County may establish; and

Preferential use of the Preferential Premises identified in Exhibit 1 as Terminal
Spaces 105, 106 and 205 consisting of approximately 2,180 square feet; together
with such additional space as may be granted by the County for Airline’s preferential
use in written Addenda hereto. The Preferential Premises may be utilized by the
Airline for the sale of tickets and the reservation of space, manifesting of passengers
and cargo, handling of mail, baggage and cargo and a traffic operation and
communications office. Airline may distribute and display on the Preferential
Premises airline schedules and promotional materials so long as in the Airport
Manager’s reasonable discretion the same are tasteful and compatible with Terminal
design and the other provisions of this Lease. Airline shall not display or distribute
from such Premises (except with written permission of the Airport Manager)
advertising or promotional materials for non-airline businesses or service.

Access to Airport.

2.3.1
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Airline, its passengers, agents, servants, invitees, employees and furnishers of goods
or services shall have an unimpeded and unobstructed right of ingress to and egress
from the Terminal. Such access shall, without exception, be in common with such
other persons (including, at the option of the County, the general public) as the
County may authorize or permit; and the County may, at any time or times, close,
relocate, reconstruct, change, alter or modify such means of access, either
temporarily or permanently, provided that another reasonably convenient and
adequate means of ingress and egress is available for the same purposes.

The County may charge the operators of vehicles carrying passengers and property
for the privilege of entering upon Airport property or using the roadways in or on the
Airport, parking vehicles on the Airport, soliciting passengers on the Airport, or
otherwise operating on the Airport. Provided, however, that the County will make
available a reasonable number of parking spaces on Airport property for the use of
Airline’s employees, at no charge to Airline or its employees, and the County’s
failure to charge fees for such parking areas shall not affect its ability to charge and
collect fees from other users.

Public Address and Paging System. Airline and others similarly authorized shall have the
right (o use (he public address and paging system in the Terminal for flight announcements,
paging, and similar purposes, subject to reasonable rules and policies established by the
Airport Manager.

Limitation on Use.

2.5.1 Airline’s use of the Airport authorized and granted herein shall be limited to the
operation of a transportation system by aircraft for the carriage of persons, property,
cargo and mail, including without limitation, the landing, take-off, parking,
servicing, repairing, storing and testing of Airline’s aircraft; the loading and
unloading of persons, property, cargo and mail at the Airport: all of the uses shall be
subject to County rules and policies then in effect.

2.5.2 Nothing contained herein is or shall be construed to prevent the County from
enforcing the provisions of applicable ordinances, resolutions or regulations relating
to the control of landside parking at the Airport or the collection of fees for such
parking.

2.5.3 The County reserves the right to install or lease space in the public areas of the
Airport for concessions (including, but not limited to, ground transportation and
rental cars), which the County, in its sole discretion, deems desirable. Concessions
will not adversely impact Airline’s rights, use or access to the Preferential and
Common Airline Areas.

2.5.4 Airline shall assure that no amusement, vending machines, public pay phones,
facsimile, copy machines or other machines operated by coins, tokens, or credit cards
are installed or maintained in or at the Preferential Premises unless approved by the
Airport Manager. Airline self ticket machines shall only be installed, operated or
maintained with the prior written approval of the Airport Manager, and will be
installed within the Preferential Premises in specific locations approved by the
Airport Director.

Acceptance by Airline. Airline has inspected the Airport, Terminal and Leased Premises and
is fully aware of the equipment, location and condition thereof. Airline accepts the same in
their present "as is" condition.

Air Carrier Accommodation. To accommodate the public interest, including to maximize the
efficient use of Terminal space; to comply with the County’s obligations under federal law to
provide reasonable access to the Airport for commercial aeronautical operators and to
accommodate entry to the Airport of new scheduled air carriers; and to ensure uniform
treatment of all airlines, the County reserves the right unilaterally to change, during the term
of this Lease, the rights and obligations of Airline in areas designated as Preferential
Premises, in accordance with the standards and process set forth below:

If an airline desires to begin or renew service to the Airport and desires space in the
Terminal, such airline (the “Requesting Airline”) may file a request for access with
the Airport Manager, containing details of the proposed airline operations including,
the amount, type and location of facilities requested; the type, schedule and seasonal
duration of aeronautical services proposed; the proposed commencement date; the
number and type of aircraft and ground support equipment; and the types and
number of personnel to be used. Upon receipt of such a request, the Airport
Manager will determine whether the Requesting Airline requires Preferential
Premises within the air carrier counter, office and/or ops/cargo area of the Terminal.

If the Airport Manager determines that the Requesting Airline needs Preferential
Premises in the Terminal and such space is not then vacant, the Airport Manager
shall forward the request for access to all airlines renting space in the Terminal. The
Requesting Airline and tenant airlines all shall then have the obligation to negotiate
in good faith to reach an agreement to accommodate the Requesting Airline, whether
by sublease, sub-license, “handling agreement” or the like.

If negotiations are fruitless and the Requesting Airline demonstrates to the
satisfaction of the Airport Manager that it has pursued all reasonable efforts to secure
accommodation by the tenant airlines without success, the Airport Manager shall
notify all tenant airlines in writing that, if the Requesting Airline is not
accommodated within a reasonable period, not less than forty-five (45) days, from
the receipt of such notice, the Airport Manager shall select one or more of the tenant
airlines to accommodate the Requesting Airline.

If, at the end of the specified period, the Requesting Airline has not been
accommodated, the Airport Manager shall select Airline and/or another airline tenant
or tenants to accommodate the Requesting Airline, by sharing all or a portion of the
Preferential Premises assigned to one or more tenant airlines, including possibly the
Airline, with Requesting Airline in the manner determined by the Airport Manager.
Such reduction and reallocation shall be determined by taking into consideration
factors including, but not necessarily limited to: current relative utilization of
Preferential Premises (on a gross flight number and/or enplaned passenger basis),
schedule compatibility, union work rules, and competitive relationships. Once a
decision is made, the Airport Manager shall send written notice to the tenant
airline(s) selected to accommodate the Requesting Airline to begin accommodation
of such Requesting Airline within ten (10) business days from the receipt of such
notice. Airline shall not be required to bear the expense of any such reduction in size
or reconfiguration of the Preferential Premises and Airline may require the
Requesting Airline to enter into an agreement, acceptable to the Airline, for
Requesting Airlines’ use of Airline’s Preferential Use Space. The Airport Manager
shall include in such notice the basis for the decision. The decision of the Airport
Manager shall be final.





2.7.5 If during the term of this Agreement, Airline suspends flight operations at the
Airport for a petiod in excess of sixty (60) days, during the months of December
through March inclusive, and another airline makes application for use of new or
additional space in the Terminal, the County reserves the right to delete all or a
portion of the Preferential Premises from this Lease for the remainder of its term, and
to make such space available to the Requesting Airline.

2.8 Acknowledgment of Facilities Limitations. The County has advised Airline, and Airline
acknowledges and understands, that the scheduling of service to the Airport by large aircraft,
during the same or in close proximity to periods in which the Airport is being served by other
large aircraft may result in schedule delays, and inconvenience and discomfort to passengers.
The County encourages Airline and other airline tenants to take these considerations into
account when scheduling service by large aircraft at the Airport. Upon request of Airline, the
County will share with Airline all non-confidential information in its possession regarding
the scheduling and proposed scheduling of airline service at the Airport.

2.9 Entry and Inspection By County. County and its authorized officers, employees, agents and
other representatives shall have the right (at such times as may be reasonable under the
circumstances and with as little interruption to the Airline’s operations as is reasonably
practicable, and with prior written notice to the Airline) to enter upon the Airline’s
Preferential Premises for the following purposes:

2.9.1 To inspect such Premises at reasonable intervals during regular business hours (or at
any time in case of emergency) to determine whether the Airline has complied and is
complying with the terms and conditions of the Lease with respect to such Premises.

2.9.2 To perform maintenance and make repairs and replacements in any case where
Airline is obligated to do so and has failed after reasonable written notice to do so, in
which event Airline shall reimburse County for the reasonable cost thereof promptly
upon demand.

2.9.3 To perform maintenance and make repairs and replacements in any case where the
County is obligated to do so, and in any other case where the County, in its
reasonable judgment, determines that it is necessary or desirable to do so in order to
preserve the structural safety of such Premises or the building in which they are
located or to correct any condition likely to cause injuries or damages to persons or

property.

2.9.4 In the exercise of the County’s police power, nothing herein shall limit the rights of
County to enter the Preferential Premises with or without notice in the event of an
emergency. No such entry by or on behalf of the County upon such Premises shall in
and of itself cause or constitute a termination of this Lease or be deemed to constitute
an interference with Airline’s possession of the Premises.

2.10 Airline's Use of Affiliates.

Il Airline desires (o utilize an Affiliate at the Airport pursuant to this Leasc, it shall
notify the County in writing, providing the name, address and contact information
for the proposed Affiliate, together with the nature of the qualifying relationship
between Airline and Affiliate, the proposed starting date, and contact information for
the Affiliate. Affiliate shall be required to execute a separate Affiliated Airline Use
Agreement with the County. Execution of the Affiliated Airline Use Agreement and
approval by County shall be required before the Affiliate is granted affiliated status.
Upon execution and approval of the Affiliated Airline Use Agreement the Affiliate
shall be treated as an Affiliate of Airline, provided Airline remains signatory to this
Lease.

Aircraft operated by an Affiliate, employees of an Affiliate, and passengers enplaned
on and deplaned from an Affiliate's aircraft, shall be considered as Airline's aircraft,
employees and passengers for all purposes related to this Lease. Without limiting
the generality of the foregoing, (a) Affiliate shall be charged at the same landing fee
rates as Airline, without payment of any seasonal or non-signatory premiums; (b)
Passengers of an Affiliate shall be included as Airline's passengers for purposes of
allocating the per capita portion under any allocation formula, and (c) Airline shall
be entitled to sublease or license part of the Premises to, or ground handle from the
Premises any Affiliate of Airline, with prior written notice to, but without prior
consent of the County.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF AIRLINE

3.1 Rentals and Charges. Airline agrees to pay the County rentals and charges for the use of the

Leased Premises, and the services and privileges granted hereunder, according to the
following schedule:

3.1.1

For the use of Common Airline Areas, the Airline agrees to pay a rental of
$23,001.18 per year which is 30% of the annual rent for its Preferential Premises
payable $1,917 per month based on $35.17 per square foot.

For the use of the Terminal boarding bridges, Airline shall pay $100 per use
payable monthly.

For Airport services connected with its operations scheduled to be landed and non-
scheduled operations actually landed at the Airport, Airline shall pay a landing fee
based on the Weight of the aircraft landed, which landing fee shall be $5.35 per
1,000 pounds of Weight.





For the use of the 2,180 square feet of Preferential Premises expressly identified in
Paragraph 2.2.4 above, if any, Airline shall pay the County a rental of $76,670.60
per year, payable $6,389.20 per month, based on $35.17 per square foot.

County and Airline agree that the rates and charges for the Lease Term, as
described in Sections 5.1 and 5.2 below, may at the beginning of each year be
adjusted by the County to an amount which shall not exceed one hundred and six
percent (6%) of the rate for the previous annual period.

Such additional fees or charges as are necessary to reimburse the County for
expenditures required to comply with standards, regulations, orders or directives
from the Federal Aviation Administration and/or Transportation Security
Administration concerning security to the extent that the federal government is not
obligated to provide such reimbursement. To the extent that the Airline provides
such services at its own expense, it shall be relieved of any obligation to reimburse
the County under this section.

Airline agrees to faithfully collect and promptly remit to County (without notice or
demand by County and in accordance with FAR Part 158) the proceeds of the
County's Passenger Facility Charge as long as the County has an FAA approved
Passenger Facility Charge in effect. Airline shall pay the County interest for late
payment of Passenger Facility Charge proceeds to County in accordance with
Section 3.1.8 below. Both Airline and County hereby covenant to fulfill their
responsibilities under the terms of FAR Part 158. If legislation and regulations, in
effect on the date of this Lease, governing passenger facilities charges, use fees, or
similar charges on Airline's passengers using the Airport are amended, changed, or
eliminated during the term of this Lease, the County reserves the right to
appropriately adjust such charges, levy new charges, revise charges, or implement
additional charges as reasonably determined by the County to be necessary. In the
event that any rental, fee or charge set forth in this Lease shall not be paid to the
County within the calendar month of the due date, Airline agrees to pay a late
charge equal to one and one-half percent (1 1/2%) per month on the unpaid
balance, accruing from the due date until paid.

Airline shall pay for any identification badges required for its or its assigns or
subtenants' employees, at a rate established by the County from time to time, and
the cost of finger print based FBI background checks in addition to any other
requirements of the TSA. The initial badge rate currently charged by the County is
$75.00 per badge. Airline shall also pay fees as established by the County from
time to time for the replacement of said badges. When requested by Airline, the
County shall issue keys to Airline employees, to provide access to those areas of
the Terminal which the County in its discretion deems necessary or appropriate for
Airline's activities. Airline agrees to pay the County $10.00 for each such key
issued. If any such key is lost or stolen, Airline agrees to pay the County $100,
plus the actual cost incurred by the County for re-keying the affected locks and
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3.2

producing replacement keys. Airline acknowledges that, depending on the key
lost, the cost incurred for re-keying locks and providing replacement keys may be
significant.

Terms and Conditions of Payment.

3.2.1 Rentals under subparagraph 3.1.1 and 3.1.4 above shall be paid in advance in
monthly installments due the first day of each month and payable no later than the
15th day of each month. The first such payment shall be due on November 1, 2014.

3.2.2 Airline shall provide to the County information required in calculating fees set forth
in subparagraphs 3.1.2 and 3.1.3, above, and warrants that all information contained
in these reports shall be true and accurate as of the date the same is given. By the
second business day of each month during the Lease term, Airline shall deliver to the
County, on a form to be provided by the County, all information concerning Airline's
aircraft landed and landed Weight for the previous calendar month, together with
flight cancellations and the reasons therefore. The County will thereafter invoice
Airline the appropriate fee for the previous month, which amount shall be paid by
Airline within twenty (20) days following billing by the County.

3.2.3 Payment for any cost reimbursement shall be made within thirty (30) days following
receipt by the Airline of a statement or invoice itemizing such costs unless Airline, at
its option, exercised in writing upon notice to the county, elects to carry forward.

3.2.4 Payments shall be made to the Gunnison County Finance Office, 200 East Virginia,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230, and should be made payable to the “Gunnison County
Treasurer.” Any check or other order shall be accepted subject to collection and the
Airline agrees to pay any bank charges made for the collection of any such check.

Security Deposit. With the execution of this Lease, the sum of $2,000.00 has been deposited
by Airline which shall be held by the County as a security deposit for the faithful
performance by Airline of Airline's obligations under this Lease. The County, upon request,
may in its discretion accept an Irrevocable Letter of Credit, bond or other surety satisfactory
to the County in lieu of a cash deposit. In addition to other remedies, the County may call
upon and use the security deposit to pay and setoff any amounts due and owing by Airline.
Said sum or surety shall be returned to Airline without interest at such time as Airline ceases
to provide scheduled service to the Airport and has fully performed the terms of this Lease.
If the County calls upon and uses all or any portion of the security deposit to pay and set off
any amount due and owing by Airline, then within fifteen (15) days notice by the County,
Airline shall re-deposit an amount necessary to restore the balance of the security deposit to
the sum of $2,000.

Insurance. Airline shall have the obligation to maintain, during the Term of this Lease and at
Airline's expense, aircraft liability insurance and comprehensive general form liability
insurance , covering bodily injury, personal injury, property damage, products/completed
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3.5

operations liability, premises liability and contractual liability, with liability limits of at least
those sel forth in the Counly's Minimum Standards and Requirements of Commercial
Aeronautical Activities (the "Minimum Standards") at the Airport, as the same now exist or
as they may be hereafter amended after notice to Airline, including acceptable sub-limits. A
copy of the Minimum Standards is annexed to this Lease at Exhibit 2. Said aircraft liability
shall be applicable to owned, non-owned, and hired aircraft, and shall cover Airline’s use and
occupation of the Leased Premises and aircraft operations at or upon the Airport. Said policy
shall include an endorsement covering the indemnity owed by Airline to the County under
this Lease. Airline may insure in such amounts as Airline shall deem appropriate with
respect to any other risk, including risk to personal property or trade fixtures located on the
Preferential Premises. Airline shall also maintain worker’s compensation insurance or
evidence of self-insurance, in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado, covering all
its employees who may from time to time be at the Airport in such capacity. Airline shall
furnish current certificates of insurance to the County within 30 days of executing this
agreement.

Indemnification of the County. Airline agrees to indemnify the County against all liability

for injuries to persons or damage to property caused by Airline’s intentional and/or negligent
operations at or upon, or use or occupancy of the Leased Premises, except to the extent that
such injuries or damage are caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the
County.

Security Requirements.

3.6.1 Airline shall conduct criminal and such other checks on its employees as may be
required by applicable federal law and/or regulations, whether the same applies to
Airline directly, or to the operation of any part of the Airport. Airline shall also
timely provide the County with such information as may be necessary for the County
to comply with federal law or regulation, including those relating to the issuance of
SIDA badges. Employees will not be assigned duties in which they are required to
have unescorted access to controlled areas until such checks have been made and
appropriate authority granted by the County. Airline further agrees that Airline and
its Employees shall fully comply with the County’s security program. If a flight
departure will be significantly delayed or cancelled, Airline shall make all reasonable
efforts to inform the supervising passenger security screener on duty of such delay or
cancellation, at the earliest opportunity, to avoid unnecessary, premature and/or
repeated screening activity.

3.6.2 Airline shall maintain the Premises in such a manner as to keep them reasonably
secure from unauthorized intrusion, provided County has supplied Airline with locks
and keys, and shall, with respect to any area of the Premises opening to an Air
Operations Area of the Airport, provide for an adequate security procedure designed
to prevent unauthorized persons or vehicles from entering such Air Operations Area.
An “Air Operations Area” is defined to mean any area of the Airport used or
intended to be used for landing, takeoff or surface maneuvering of aircraft. An
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3.63

“adequate security system” is further defined as providing for security at the standard
no less than required and set out in Part 1542 of the I'ederal Aviation Regulations of
the Federal Aviation Administration, as may be amended.

At any time during the term hereof, when requested in writing by the Airport
Manager, the Airline shall, within a reasonable period following such request, submit
to the Airport Manager written descriptions of the security procedures that are to be
used and are being used by the Airline on any or all of the Leased Premises.

3.7  Maintenance of Preferential Premises. If Airline is granted Preferential Premises under

paragraph 2.2.4 above, the following shall apply:

Airline shall furnish, install, operate and maintain the Preferential Premises and the
furniture, fixtures and equipment installed therein and thereon, all in good and clean
order, condition and repair. Within the Preferential Premises, the Airline shall be
responsible for taking actions and making alterations or installations necessary to
comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended, and
regulations adopted pursuant thereto. Upon expiration or sooner termination of this
Lease, Airline shall deliver up the Preferential Premises to the County in good and
clean order, condition and repair, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

Airline shall provide its own janitorial services within its Preferential Premises and
shall at all times keep the Preferential Premises in a neat and clean condition and in
good repair (ordinary wear and tear and damage due to casualty and fire excepted).

Airline shall ensure that trash generated by its operations is immediately placed in
covered containers, no fugitive trash is generated, the Preferential Premises are
policed for trash on a daily basis, and trash and other wastes are disposed of lawfully
and promptly. Airline shall not use or store hazardous materials on the Airport
except in strict compliance with federal, state and local laws and regulations.

3.8  Improvements to Preferential Premises. If Airline is granted Preferential Premises under

paragraph 2.2.4 above:

Construction plans, specifications, budgets and schedules for any proposed
improvements by Airline to the Preferential Premises, shall be submitted by Airline
and subject to County approval. The County may reject submissions that are not in
accordance with applicable codes, rules, regulations, ordinances and statutes, which
are incompatible with Airport conditions, or inconsistent with Airport architectural
style and design or with uses typically made of public use airports.

No signs or advertising displays shall be painted on or erected in any manner upon
the Preferential Premises without the prior written approval of the Airport Manager.
Signs identifying the Airline will conform to reasonable standards established by the

Airport Manager with respect to type, size, design and location. The Airport
Manager shall not unreasonably withhold approval of standard industry tradc fixturcs
or signage.

3.8.3 If Airline has altered the Preferential Premises, then upon expiration or sooner
termination of this Lease, at the option of the County, Airline shall restore the same
to its original condition to the extent reasonably practicable. Provided, however, that
Airline shall not be required to make repairs which were not occasioned by damage
caused by Airline or its Employees, invitees, contractors or customers. Otherwise,
any permanent modifications or permanent fixtures attached to the Preferential
Premises shall become the property of the County at the termination of this Lease
unless the Airport Manager reasonably determines that such can be removed without
significant damage to such Premises. Any other fixtures, equipment, improvements
or other property installed, erected, purchased or placed by the Airline in, on or about
the Preferential Premises will be considered personal property and shall remain the
property of the Airline.

Airline’s Employees. Airline hereby covenants and agrees, that with respect to operations
authorized under this Lease;

3.9.1 Airline shall require all of its Employees, representatives, contractors,
subcontractors, licensees, subtenants, invitees excluding passengers, and suppliers
hired by Airline and working about the Terminal to wear clean and neat attire and to
display appropriate identification.

3.9.2 Airline shall not permit its Employees to enter the Airport’s security areas without
the Employee’s valid identification or an approved escort; and it shall immediately
notify the Airport Manager or his designee whenever an Employee’s access authority
has been revoked, an access medium has been lost or stolen, or it becomes aware that
the access control system or its components have been compromised or threatened.

Records. Airline agrees that it shall keep or cause to be kept at the Airport true, accurate and
complete records of Airline's activity conducted at the Airport upon which reports required in
Subparagraph 3.2.2 above are based, for a period of two (2) years after the activity
conducted, and shall permit the County to inspect the same at all reasonable times.

Liens. Airline shall immediately cause to be removed, and shall cause a bond to be posted
for the benefit of County to secure the payment of any and all liens or encumbrances of any
nature arising out of or imposed because of any improvements or repairs performed by
Airline or any of its contractors or subcontractors upon the Preferential Premises or arising
out of or because of the performance of any work or labor upon or the furnishing of any
materials for use on the Preferential Premises.

Utilities. The County has, at its own expense, brought certain public utility services to the
Terminal and the Leased Premises. Within the limits of capacity and without charge other
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3.13

than as set forth herein, the Airline shall have the right to use and make connection therewith;
provided, however, that the County has, at its sole option, installed wetering devices o
determine the amount of electrical power consumed by computers, de-icing equipment,
APU's and similar equipment utilized solely by and for the benefit of the Airline. Airline
shall pay for the electrical power measured by such meter in accordance with Sections 3.2.3
and 3.2.4 above. If additional or expanded utility services or lines are required by the
Airline’s operations, the cost of such services and lines shall be paid by the Airline.

Removal of Disabled Aircraft. Airline shall promptly remove any of its disabled aircraft
from any part of the Airport (including, without limitation, runways, taxiways, aprons and
gate positions) and place any such disabled aircraft in such storage areas as may be
designated by Airport Manager. Airline may store such disabled aircraft only for such length
of time and on such terms and conditions as may be established by Airport Manager. If
Airline fails to remove any of its disabled promptly, County may, but shall not be obligated
to, cause the removal of such disabled aircraft, provided, however, the obligation to remove
or store such disabled aircraft shall not be inconsistent with federal and state laws and
regulations. Airline agrees to reimburse County for all costs of such removal. Airline further
releases County from any and all claims for damage to the disabled aircraft or otherwise
arising from or in any way connected with such removal by County.

Access Gate. If Airline uses any access gate or door ("Access Gate") providing access to
the Security Identification Display Area ("SIDA") of the Airport. Any such Access Gate
shall be constantly monitored by Airline while open to prevent access to the SIDA by any
person who does not properly display a County-issued security badge, or by any person
who is not actively escorted by such a properly badged person. If unauthorized access to
the SIDA occurs though an Access Gate being used by Airline it shall be a violation of this
Lease and of the County's security program. For any such violation, Airline shall pay the
County liquidated contract damages, which shall not be considered a penalty, in accordance
with the following schedule, for violations occurring during the same calendar year:

1" Violation Notice of Violation—Next Offense to Result in Fine
2™ Violation $250 (gate will be locked by County until fee is paid)
3" Violation $500 (gate will be locked by County until fee is paid and

Airline shall provide assurances which, in the sole discretion of the County, are sufficient to
prevent future Access Gate violations). Regardless of the number of such Access Gate
violations which occur, should any such violation(s) result in a damage award, citation, or
fine being assessed against the County, then Airline shall promptly reimburse the County for
said damage award, citation, or fine, and for all costs and expenses, including reasonable
attorney’s fees, incurred by the County in defending against and satisfying the same
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4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE COUNTY

Quiet Enjoyment. The County covenants that on paying the rent and performing the
covenants herein contained, Airline shall peacefully and quietly have, hold and enjoy the
rights granted herein for the agreed term.

Maintenance and Utilities. During the term of this Lease, the County shall maintain and keep
in good repair so much of the Airport, including the Terminal, as is not under the preferential
or exclusive control of individual tenants, in accordance with applicable laws, rules and
regulations. The County shall also maintain and operate sewage and water facilities,
janitorial services, electrical and electronic facilities, and such other appurtenances and
services as are now or may hereafter be connected with the operation of the Airport, for the
common areas of the Terminal.

Snow Removal. The duties of the County shall include the removal of snow from the ramps,
runways and taxiways of the Airport, to the standard of a reasonable airport operator under
similar circumstances and in light of equipment and personnel reasonably available to the
County except as provided for in 4.4.

Airline Snow Removal. Airline agrees to remove ice and snow from (a) an area around each
aircraft measuring ten (10) feet from the nose, tail, and wings, and (b) a ramp area designated
by the Airport Manager for housing airline ground handling equipment, such areas identified
as the “Exterior Exclusive Use Premises” if any taking into account the equipment and
personnel reasonably available to the Airline except as provided in Section 4.3 above.
Airline shall indemnify and hold the County harmless from any and all claims arising out of
airline’s failure to clear ice and snow from the Exterior Exclusive Use Premises. Airline
assumes full responsibility for the safety of its employees, contractors, agents, and
passengers moving between the boarding gates and its own aircraft, regardless of weather
conditions.

Airport Security. The County shall provide special security in the air operations area
necessary or reasonably appropriate to meet the obligations of the County, if any, in
accordance with the provisions of applicable federal regulations as they exist on the date of
this Lease. Subject to recovery of costs, as set forth in Paragraph 3.1.5 of this Lease, the
County shall provide such additional security measures as are imposed upon it by future
federal regulations.

5. TERM

5.1

Term. Subject to earlier termination as hereinafter provided, the term of this Lease shall be a
three (3) year period commencing November 1, 2017 and ending October 31, 2020.
Provided, however, and notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, the
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Airline may sooner terminate this Lease at any time upon 30-days advance written notice if,
the Rural Transportation Authorily and the Airline fail or are unable to agrce to re-sign or
extend the Air Service Agreement, as defined in Section 6.1.3 hereof, for Airline to provide
air service to the Airport for any such Option Term (the “Airline Operating Agreement and
Lease of Airport Facilities”).

5.2 Holding Over. Holding over or failure to vacate the Preferential Premises at the end of the
term shall not be construed to be the granting or exercise of an additional term, but shall
create only a month to month tenancy, under the other terms and conditions of this Lease,
which may be terminated by either party upon 30-days notice to the other.

6. TERMINATION, SURRENDER AND DAMAGES

6.1 Termination by Airline.

6.1.1

Airline may terminate this Lease at any time if it withdraws from providing
scheduled air service to the Airport, providing that it first delivers to the County a
written notice specifying an early termination date, which date shall not be less than
thirty (30) days from the date of delivery of said notice to the County. In such event,
this Lease shall terminate on the date specified in the notice, provided that Airline is
not then in default under the terms of this Lease and all amounts due and owing to
the County are fully paid on and to the termination date specified. If Airline
continues to provide service after the date specified, is in default hereunder or
otherwise continues to owe monetary obligations to the County on said date,
Airline's obligations under this Lease shall not terminate, but shall continue during
the term.

If the County fails to perform any material act or acts or render any service required
to be performed or rendered by the County under the terms of this Lease, and if the
County fails to remedy any such default within thirty (30) days following Airline's
written notice to remedy the same, Airline may terminate this Lease.

If the Airline fails to agree to re-sign or extend its agreement with the Rural
Transportation Authority to provide air service to the Airport for any Option Term
of this Lease, the Airline may terminate this Lease on thirty (30) days written notice
to the County, but in no event shall such termination be effective prior to the
expiration of the Air Service Agreement.

Airline shall also have the right to terminate this Lease in the event of any of the
following: the order or action of a federal agency terminating or suspending
Airline's right to operate into and from the Airport; issuance by any court of
competent jurisdiction of any injunction preventing or restraining the use of the
Airport or any part thereof for airport purposes, and the remaining in force of such
injunction for a period of at least thirty (30) days; any action of a federal agency
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hereafter refusing to permit Airline to operate into, from or through the Airport such
aircraft as Airline may reasonably desire (o operate thereon; the inability of Airline
to use said premises and facilities continuing for a longer period of thirty (30) days
due to any deficiency of the Airport or unsafe condition for operating at the Airport
of the type of aircraft then being flown by Airline or any law, order, rule or
regulation of any appropriate governmental authority having jurisdiction over the
operations of Airline or due to war or other casualty; the assumption by the United
States or any authorized agency thereof of control of the Airport or any substantial
part thereof; or the erection of any obstacle on or in the vicinity of the Airport which
would occasion a modification of Airline's air carrier operating certificate or similar
authorization establishing minimum safety standards for the operation of Airline.

6.2 Airline’s Default and County Remedies.

6.2.1

County may terminate this lease if Airline is in default under this Lease in the event
of any of the following:

6.2.1.1  appointment of a receiver or trustee of Airline’s assets;

6.2.1.2  default by Airline in the performance of any covenant or agreement herein
required to be performed by Airline other than the payment of money or
the occurrence of the events described in this paragraph, and failure of
Airline to remedy such default for a period of thirty (30) days after receipt
of written notice to remedy the same; or

6.2.1.3 failure of the Airline to make any payment due hereunder within fifteen
(15) days after receipt of notice of such overdue payment.

In the event of default, the County may, at its option, in addition to other remedies,
and with or without terminating this Lease, utilize Airline’s security deposit to
satisfy all or a portion of Airline’s obligations to the County. The County need not
terminate this Lease upon Airline’s default, but at its discretion and without
terminating the Lease, may seek specific performance, damages incurred by it as a
result of Airline's default, and/or such other and further relief as may be available at
law or equity. In the event of Airline's default, the County need not elect remedies,
but may pursue any combination of remedies available to it at law or equity.

6.3 Surrender of Possession.

6.3.1

On the expiration or other termination of this Lease, Airline’s rights to use the
Leased Premises, facilities and services described herein shall cease, and Airline
shall promptly vacate the Preferential Premises, if any.

Except as otherwise provided in this Lease, all fixtures, improvements, equipment
and other property bought, installed, erected or placed by Airline in, on or about the
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Airport shall be deemed to be person property and shall remain the property of
Airline. Airline shall have (he right at any lime during the term of this Lease, or any
renewal or extension hereof, and for an additional period of thirty (30) days after the
expiration or sooner termination of this Lease, to remove any or all of such property
from the Airport, subject, however, to Airline's obligation to repair all damage, if
any, resulting from such removal, reasonable wear and tear excluded. Any and all
property not removed by Airline prior to the expiration of the aforesaid period shall
be deemed abandoned thereupon become a part of the land on which it is located and
title thereto shall vest in the County. The County may, however, require and
accomplish the removal of said property at its option and at the expense of Airline.
Neither the County, nor its officers, employees or contractors shall have any liability
to Airline with respect to such abandoned property.

6.4 Damage or Destruction of Premises.

If the Preferential Premises are partially damaged by fire, the elements, the public
enemy or other casualty, and the damage is so extensive as to render the Preferential
Premises untenantable, but said damage is capable of being repaired in 60 days or
prior to the termination date hereof, whichever date first occurs, the Preferential
Premises shall be repaired with due diligence by the County at its own cost and
expense, and the rent payable hereunder with respect to that portion damaged, if any,
shall be proportionately paid up to the time of such damage and shall thenceforth
abate in the ratio the space rendered unusable bears to the total space leased until
such time as the Preferential Premises shall be fully restored. If the Preferential
Premises are completely destroyed or are so damaged that they will remain
untenantable for more than 60 days or beyond the termination date hereof, whichever
date first occurs, either party may, at its option, cancel so much of this Lease as
relates to the untenantable space, such cancellation to be effective as of the date the
Preferential Premises were damaged or destroyed. In such event, County shall make
reasonable efforts to provide Airline with substitute space, to the extent the same is
reasonably available.

Except as provided in subparagraph 6.4.1 above, destruction of all or part of the
Preferential Premises shall not affect the obligation of Airline to pay the rents and
charges set forth in this Lease.

In the event that the Preferential Premises are rendered untenantable for reasons
other than those set forth above, there shall be a reasonable and proportionate
abatement of the rentals, fees and charges provided for herein during the period that
the same are so untenantable or unusable.

Notwithstanding any of the foregoing, in the event any damage or destruction to the
Airport is caused by a negligent act or omission by Airline, its subtenants or
Employees, Airline shall reimburse the County for its actual costs incurred in
repairing such damage. Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of the right of
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6.4.5

the County to recover damages from Airline arising out of the fault or negligence of
Airline.

In the application of this Paragraph 6.4, the County's obligations shall be limited to
repair or reconstruction of the Preferential Premises to the extent and of equal quality
as obtained at the commencement of operations hereunder, and the County shall not
be responsible for any consequential damages. Redecoration or replacement of
Airline's furniture, equipment and supplies shall be the responsibility of Airline,
unless damage thereto is caused by a negligent act or omission of the County, its
agents or employees, in which event the County shall be responsible for such
redecoration and replacement. Any such redecoration or refurnishing shall be of
equivalent quality to that originally existing at the commencement of the Lease.

7. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBLETTING

8.

7.1 Assignments and Subletting. Airline shall not at any time assign or sublet its rights under
this Lease or any part thereof without the prior written consent of the County; provided,
however, that the foregoing shall not prevent the assignment of such rights to any corporation
with which Airline may merge or consolidate, or which may succeed to the business of
Airline. No such assignment or subletting shall release Airline from its obligations to pay
any and all of the rentals and charges and to otherwise perform Airline's obligations set forth

herein.

7.2 Successors to the County. The rights and obligations of the County under this Lease may be

assigned by the County, at the option of the County, and without the necessity for the
concurrence of the Airline in any such assignment.

OTHER AGREEMENTS

8.1 Compliance with Laws. Rules and Regulations.

8.1.1

Airline shall obtain and pay for all licenses, fees, permits or other authorization or
charges as required under federal, state or local laws and regulations insofar as they
are necessary to comply with the requirements of this Lease and the privileges
extended hereunder. Airline shall also pay all taxes lawfully imposed upon it with
respect to its property or operations on the Airport.

Airline shall, at all times, faithfully obey and comply with all applicable existing and
future laws, rules and regulations adopted by federal, state, local and other
governmental bodies and applicable to or affecting Airline and its operations and
activities in and at the Airport.

8.1.3 Airline agrees to abide by and be subject to all (a) the Minimum Standards, and (b)
rules and regulations which are now, or may from time to timc be, lawfully
promulgated by the County and/or other agencies with authority concerning
management, operation or use of the Airport. A copy of the County's existing rules
and regulations relating to operations at the Airport are annexed to this Lease as
Exhibit 4.

8.1.4 Nothing herein shall limit the right of Airline to challenge any rule or regulation, or
the application of such rule or regulation to Airline, or to seek any legal or equitable
remedy.

8.1.5 Airline acknowledges that it has reviewed and is familiar with Assurances which are
imposed upon the County by the Federal Aviation Administration by nature of its
having received grant funding. Airline agrees that it will faithfully comply with such
Assurances to the extent that they apply or hereafter apply to the Airline, and shall
take no action or make no omission which would cause the County to be in default
under such Assurances.

Lease Subordinate. This Lease shall be subordinate to any existing or future agreement
between the County and the United States relative to the operation or maintenance of the
Airport, the execution of which has been or may be required as a condition to the expenditure
of federal funds for development of the Airport. If such an Agreement is entered into
between the County and the United States, the parties agree to execute an amendment to this
Lease so as to remove any material inconsistencies between this document and any
agreement with the United States. In the event that by reason of any such Agreement with
the United States, it becomes necessary to modify, relocate or remove any improvements or
other structures situated on the Leased Premises, Airline agrees to modify, relocate or
remove any such improvements or structures, as directed by the County, and the County shall
compensate and reimburse Airline for reasonable costs and expenses (including modification,
removal or relocation costs) so incurred by Airline.

Leases with Other Air Carriers. The County shall not grant to any other air carrier a lease on
materially more favorable terms and conditions than as set forth in this Lease.

Non-Discrimination. In operations at and use of the Airport, the Airline shall not, on the
grounds of race, color, national origin or sex, discriminate or permit discrimination against
any person or group of persons in any manner prohibited by applicable law, shall abide by
the provisions of Part 21 of the Rules and Regulations of the Office of the Secretary of
Transportation effectuating Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.

Service Entrances. The County shall have no obligation to provide any special service
entrances for utilities other than those, which presently exist in the Terminal. In the event
Airline requires any additional or special service entrances, the same shall be installed at the
cost and expense of Airline, and only upon prior County approval.

Availability of Governmental Facilities. In the event that air navigation aids or other
facilities now or hereafter supplied by the United Stales and needed [or Airline's operation at
the Airport are discontinued, the County shall have no obligation to furnish such aids or
facilities.

Relocation by the County. If in the opinion of the County, proper development or operation
of the Airport requires that any part of the Leased Premises be devoted to a different use, the
County shall have the right, upon six (6) months advance written notice to Airline, and
without cost or expense to Airline, to relocate all or a part of the Leased Premises, on a
temporary or permanent basis. If the Preferential Premises is so relocated it shall be of no
less area, and as conveniently located with reference to the Security Holding Area as is
reasonable, considering all demands for space at the Airport. In such event, all of Airline's
improvements and trade fixtures shall, without cost or expense to Airline, be relocated or
replaced on said relocated Preferential Premises, and this Lease shall continue in effect with
respect to such relocated Preferential Premises.

Force Majeure. Neither the County nor Airline shall be deemed in violation of this Lease if it
is prevented from performing any of its obligations hereunder by reason of strikes, boycotts,
labor disputes, embargoes, shortage of aircraft or fuel or tires as the direct result of
governmental decree, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of superior governmental
authority, weather condition, riots, rebellion, sabotage or any other circumstances for which
it is not responsible and which is not under its control.

Reservation of County Rights. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the County
reserves the following rights:

8.9.1 For the use and benefit of the public, the right of flight for the passage of aircraft in
the air space above the surface of the Leased Premises, together with the right to
cause in that air space such noise as may be inherent in the operation of aircraft
utilizing the Airport.

The right to further develop and/or improve the Airport, including the Leased
Premises, as the County deems appropriate, without interference or hindrance by
Airline, and the County shall have no liability hereunder to Airline by reason of any
interruption to its operations on the Leased Premises occasioned by such
development and/or improvement of the Airport; provided, that if Airline shall be
unable to conduct reasonably normal business operations on the Leased Premises by
reason of any such development and/or improvement of the Airport, then rent and
other fees payable by Airline hereunder shall be subject to an equitable adjustment
during the period of such interruption.

Prior to taking any such action which would adversely affect the operations of the
Airline, the County agrees to consult with the Airline’s local and/or designated
representative; provided, however, that this shall not preclude the County from
taking any action it deems necessary for the immediate protection of persons or
property or which is necessitated by circumstances which the Airport Manager or
other authorized person reasonably believes to be a threat to the general welfare.

Airline is engaged in the business of a public air carrier transporting persons, property,
cargo and mail, and in which service and business it desires to use the public airfield
facilities of the Airport and common use areas of the terminal building, in accordance with
the terms hereinafter set out.

NOW, THEREFORE, the County and the Airline hereby agree, each for itself and its successors and
assigns, as follows:

1. DEFINITIONS

As used in this Agreement, defined words and terms shall have the following meanings:

"Affiliate" means a domestic air transportation company, that (i) is designated as an Affiliate
by a Tenant Airline and, (ii) has executed an Affiliated Airline Operating Agreement with the
County; and either (a) is controlled by, controlling, or under common control with Tenant-
Airline; or, (b) if operating under its own livery, is not selling any seats on an aircraft in its
own name and all seats on such aircraft are being sold in the name of Tenant-Airline; or, (c)
is operating at the Airport under a shared International Air Transport Association (“IATA”)
flight designator code with Tenant-Airline at the Airport. No “major” airline, as such term is
defined by the U.S. Department of Transportation, and as measured on the date of
designation hereunder, may be designated as an Affiliate of a Tenant-Airline, unless such
Affiliate is a subsidiary of the same corporate parent as Tenant-Airline.”

“Airport” is the Gunnison-Crested Butte Regional Airport located within and adjacent to the
City of Gunnison, Gunnison County, Colorado, including the Terminal and other public
improvements and facilities located thereon.

“Manager” is the Airport Manager of the Airport as may be designated from time to time by
the County, regardless of the title which he or she may be assigned from time to time by the

County.

“Air Operations Area” is any area of the Airport used or intended to be used for landing,
takeoff or surface maneuvering of aircraft.

“Employees” means Airline’s officers, employees, contractors and/or agents performing
activities at the Airport.

“Agreement” is this Affiliate Airline Operating Agreement.

“Ramp” is that portion of the aircraft ramp/apron at the Airport designated by the Manager
from time to time for use by air carrier aircraft.

"Tenant Airline" is United Airlines, which has entered into a currently effective Airline
Operating Agreement and Lease of Airport Facilities with the County

“Terminal” is the existing Passenger Terminal Building at the Airport.

“Weight” shall mean the maximum certified landing weight of an aircraft as designated by
the Federal Aviation Administration.

USE OF AIRPORT FACILITIES

Subject to the terms, conditions and covenants of this Agreement, Airline is granted the following:

Grant of Airport Use. Airline is granted the use of public areas of the Airport, in common
with others similarly authorized, together with all public facilities, improvements and
services which have been or may hereafter be provided at or in connection with the Airport
from time to time, including, but not limited to, the landing field and any extensions thereof
or additions thereto, roadways, runways, aprons, taxiways, sewage and water facilities,
floodlights, landing lights, beacons, control tower, signals, radio aids and all other
conveniences for flying, landings and takeoffs.

Terminal Building and Adjacent Space. Airline is also granted the use of the following space
in and adjacent to the Terminal:

In common with others, use of the security holding area, baggage claim area,
baggage make-up areas. aircraft loading bridges and waiting areas and security
screening areas;

In common with others, use of portions of the Ramp to permit the taxiing, servicing,
loading and unloading of Airline’s aircraft, provided, however, that the Airport
Manager shall at all times have the right to establish and enforce such non-
discriminatory policies or rules as he reasonably deems necessary to control the
parking and movement of aircraft on the common aircraft areas. Such rules may
prohibit the long-term parking or storage of aircraft, including disabled aircraft, on
ramp and apron areas. Long-term parking on a ramp or apron area is hereby defined
as parking that exceeds forty-eight (48) consecutive hours. If Airline works in good
faith to repair and/or remove a disabled aircraft from a ramp or apron area, but is
unable to do so within forty-eight (48) hours, Airline shall not be deemed to have
breached the terms of this Section; and

In common with others, the use of all public space in the Terminal for Airline, its
employees, customers, guests and other invitees, subject to such reasonable policies
or rules as the County may establish.

Access to Airport.

Airline, its passengers, invitees, Employees and furnishers of goods or services shall
have an unimpeded and unobstructed right of ingress to and egress from Airport.
Such access shall be in common with such other persons (including, at the option of
the County, the general public) as the County may authorize or permit. The County
may, at any time or times, close, relocate, reconstruct, change, alter or modify such
means of access, either temporarily or permanently, provided that another reasonably
convenient and adequate means of ingress and egress is available for the same
purposes.

The County may charge the operators of vehicles carrying passengers and property
for the privilege of entering Airport property or using the roadways in or on the
Airport, parking vehicles on the Airport, soliciting passengers on the Airport, or
otherwise operating on the Airport.

Limitation on Use. Airline’s use of the Airport authorized and granted herein shall be limited

to the operation of a transportation system by aircraft for the carriage of persons, property,
cargo and mail as an Affiliate, as defined in paragraph 1.1 above, of Tenant-Airline, as
defined in paragraph 1.8 above, including without limitation, the landing, take-off, parking,
servicing, repairing, storing and testing of Airline’s aircraft.

Acceptance by Airline. Airline has inspected the Airport and is fully aware of the

equipment, location and condition thereof. Airline acknowledges that the Airport is fit for





Airline’s use and enjoyment of the rights granted hereunder, and accepts the same in their
present "as is" condition.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF AIRLINE

3.1.  Fees and Charges. Airline agrees to pay the County fees and charges for its of use of the
Airport, and the services and privileges granted hereunder, according to the following
schedule:

3.1.1 For Airport services connected with its operations actually landed at the Airport,
Airline shall pay a landing fee based on the Maximum Landing Weight (MLW) of
the aircraft landed, which landing fee shall be $5.35 per 1,000 pounds of Weight.

3.1.2 For the use of the Terminal boarding bridges, Airline shall pay $100.00 for each
operation, which shall be defined as a single landing and take-off combined.

3.1.3 Airline shall pay for any identification badges required for its or its assigns or
subtenants' employees, at a rate established by the County from time to time, and
the cost of finger print based FBI background checks in addition to any other
requirements of the TSA. The initial badge rate currently charged by the County is
$75.00 per badge. Airline shall also pay fees as established by the County from
time to time for the replacement of said badges. When requested by Airline, the
County shall issue keys to Airline employees, to provide access to those areas of
the Terminal which the County in its discretion deems necessary or appropriate for
Airline's activities. Airline agrees to pay the County $10.00 for each such key
issued. If any such key is lost or stolen, Airline agrees to pay the County $100,
plus the actual cost incurred by the County for re-keying the affected locks and
producing replacement keys. Airline acknowledges that, depending on the key
lost, the cost incurred for re-keying locks and providing replacement keys may be
significant.

3.2.  Miscellaneous Other Fees, Charges and Reimbursements. Airline agrees to pay to, and/or
collect for the County, the following additional fees and charges in connection with the
rights and privileges granted hereunder:

3.2.1. Such additional fees or charges as are necessary to reimburse the County for its
expenditures required to comply with standards, regulations, orders or directives
from the Federal Aviation Administration and/or Transportation Security
Administration concerning security, and the County's approved Airport Security
Program, to the extent that the federal government is not obligated to provide such
reimbursement. To the extent that the Airline provides such services at its own
expense, it shall be relieved of any obligation to reimburse the County under this
section.

Airline agrees to faithfully collect and promptly remit to County (without notice or
demand by County and in accordance with FAR Part 158) the proceeds of the
County's Passenger Facility Charge (“PFC”), so long as the County has an FAA
approved PFC in effect. Except to the extent preempted by FAA regulations, Airline
shall pay the County interest for late payment of PFC proceeds to County in
accordance with Section 3.3 below. Both Airline and County hereby covenant to
fulfill their responsibilities under the terms of FAR Part 158. If legislation and
regulations in effect on the date of this Agreement, governing PFCs, use fees, or
similar charges on Airline's passengers using the Airport are amended, changed, or
eliminated during the term of this Agreement, the County reserves the right to
appropriately adjust such charges, levy new charges, revise charges, or implement
additional charges as determined by the County to be necessary.

Airline shall pay such fuel flow taxes and fees on fuel it purchases from itself or
from authorized vendors on the Airport as may be established from time to time by
the County, in accordance with payment procedures established by the County.

Airline, on behalf of itself and its assigns and subtenants, shall pay its pro rata share
of the County's expenses incurred in draining and cleaning the Airport's deicing
holding tank. The present manner of allocating the costs involved is to pro rate the
expenses by the percentage of de-icing fluid sprayed onto the Airlines aircraft during
the cleaning period involved. After consultation with airlines serving the Airport the
County may alter the formula for allocating the expenses involved, as the County
deems appropriate, provided that the allocation formula pro-rates the expenses on a
non-discriminatory basis amongst the various users thereof.

3.3. Terms and Conditions of Payment.

Payment of fees and charges due under this Agreement shall be the primary
responsibility of Tenant-Airline, and to the extent invoices are required, they shall be
sent by the County to Tenant-Airline. If Tenant-Airline fails or refuses to timely pay
any amount due under this Agreement, for any reason whatsoever, then Airline
agrees that promptly upon receiving notice from the County it shall pay such amount
due.

Airline shall provide to the County information required in calculating fees due
under paragraphs 3.1.1, 3.1.2, and 3.2.4 of this Agreement, and warrants that all
information contained in these reports shall be true and accurate as of the date the
same is given. By the fifth (5th) business day of each month during the Agreement
term, Airline shall deliver to the County, on a form to be provided by the County, all
information required by paragraph 3.11 below, for the previous calendar month. The
County will thereafter invoice Airline and Tenant-Airline the appropriate fee for the
previous month, which amount shall be paid within twenty (20) days following
billing by the County.

If the County incurs costs or other amounts which must be reimbursed by Airline, or
if any other amounts become due to County under this Agreement, Airline shall pay
or reimburse such amounts by the last day of the month following receipt by the
Airline of a statement or invoice itemizing such costs.

Payments shall be made to the Gunnison County Finance Office, 200 East Virginia,
Gunnison, Colorado 81230, and shall be made payable to the “Gunnison County
Treasurer.” Any check or other order shall be accepted subject to collection and the
Airline agrees to pay any bank charges made for the collection of any such check.

In the event that any rental, fee or charge set forth in this Agreement shall not be
paid to the County within the calendar month of the due date, Airline agrees to pay a
late charge equal to one percent (1%) per month on the unpaid balance, accruing
from the due date until paid.

3.4. Airline's Operations as Affiliate.

Airline is operating at the Airport as an Affiliate of Tenant-Airline. Notwithstanding
any other provision herein to the contrary, this Agreement shall terminate and be of
no further force or effect upon the expiration or sooner termination of Tenant-
Airline's lease with the County.

Unless Airline has entered into and is operating at the Airport under a separate
Airline Operating Agreement and Lease of Airport Facilities with the County,
Tenant-Airline has agreed (A) to be primarily responsible for and timely pay any
and all rentals, charges and fees incurred by Airline in connections with its
operations at the Airport; (B) to be primarily responsible to file any reports required
by this Agreement with respect to the operations of Airline at the Airport, and (C) to
indemnify and hold the County harmless against all claims, demands, suits and
liability for injuries to persons or damage to property (including attorney fees and
costs incurred by the County) which are caused in whole or part by Airline's
intentional and/or negligent operations at or upon, or use of the Airport, except to the
extent that such injuries or damage are caused by the negligence or misconduct of
the County. Notwithstanding the above, Airline shall be jointly and severally liable
to the County for all obligations under this Agreement, including but not limited to
those set forth above.

Airline is not granted any rights to occupy any exclusive or preferential premises in
the Terminal. Airline shall enter into an agreement with Tenant-Airline for Airline’s
operations in the Terminal, and the existence of such an agreement shall be a
prerequisite to the County's performance under this Agreement.

3.5. Insurance. Airline shall have the obligation to maintain, during the Term of this Lease and at
Airline's expense, aircraft liability insurance and comprehensive general form liability
insurance , covering bodily injury, personal injury, property damage, products/completed

operations liability, premises liability and contractual liability, with liability limits of at least
those set forth in the County's Minimum Standards and Requirements of Commercial
Aeronautical Activities (the "Minimum Standards") at the Airport, as the same now exist or
as they may be hereafter amended after notice to Airline. A copy of the Minimum Standards
is annexed to this Lease at Exhibit 1. Said aircraft liability shall be applicable to owned,
non-owned, and hired aircraft, and aircraft operations at or upon the Airport. Said policy
shall include an endorsement covering the indemnity owed by Airline to the County under
this Lease. Airline may insure in such amounts as Airline shall deem appropriate with
respect to any other risk. Airline shall also maintain worker’s compensation insurance or
evidence of self-insurance, in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado, covering all
its employees who may from time to time be at the Airport in such capacity. Airline shall
furnish current certificates of insurance to the County within 30 days of executing this
agreement.

Indemnification of the County. Airline agrees to indemnify the County against all liability
for injuries to persons, fines, penalties or damages caused by Airline’s intentional and/or
negligent operations at or upon the Airport, or violation of, or failure to perform, any term or
condition of this Agreement, except to the extent that such injuries or damage are caused by
the negligence or willful misconduct of the County or third parties not contractually related
to Airline or related to conditions existing prior to Airline’s occupancy of the Airport.

Security Requirements. Airline shall comply with applicable provisions of the County's
Airport Security Program.

Records and Reports. Airline agrees that it shall keep or cause to be kept true, accurate and
complete records of Airline's activity conducted at the Airport upon which reports required
below and in Subparagraph 3.3.2 above are based for a period of three (3) years after the
activity conducted, and shall permit the County to inspect the same at all reasonable times.
In order to assist the County in determining the monthly landing and other fees owed to the
County by Airline, Airline hereby agrees to provide, to the best of the Airline’s ability to do
so, in writing, to the County, on or before the fifth (5th) day of each month, the following
information:

3.8.1. Aircraft landing reports listing by date or dates the number and kind of aircraft
landed by the Airline at the Airport during the preceding month, and showing the
Weight of each such aircraft, and the calculation of landing fees due the County for
said month;

3.8.2. Enplaned passenger report showing the monthly total of revenue passengers
enplaned on the Airline's aircraft at the Airport each month;

3.8.3. Enplaned and deplaned freight report showing separately the monthly total weight in
pounds of freight enplaned and deplaned on the Airline's aircraft at the Airport each
month;

3.8.4. Gallons of de-icing fluid dispensed onto aircraft owned and/or operated by it, its
subtenants, Affiliates or assigns at the Airport during the preceding month; and

owed hereunder and to manage and market the Airport.

Removal of Disabled Aircraft. Airline shall promptly remove any of its disabled aircraft
from any part of the Airport, including, without limitation, runways, taxiways, aprons and
gate positions, but excluding storage areas designated by the Manager, and place any such
disabled aircraft in such storage areas as may be designated by Manager. Airline may store
such disabled aircraft only for such length of time and on such terms and conditions as may
be established by the Manager. If Airline fails to remove any of its disabled aircraft
promptly, County may, but shall not be obligated to, cause the removal of such disabled
aircraft, provided, however, the obligation to remove or store such disabled aircraft shall not
be inconsistent with federal and state laws and regulations. Airline agrees to reimburse
County for all costs of such removal. Airline further releases County from any and all claims
for damage to such disabled aircraft or otherwise arising from or in any way connected with
such removal by the County.

Reporting of Delays._ Airline shall promptly notify the County of any anticipated delays on
arrivals or departures greater than one-half hour. Failure to so notify the County of any
delays shall result in additional rent payable by Airline in the amount of $250 per hour, pro-
rated on 15-minutes intervals.  Such additional rent is not a penalty, but is the agreed
estimated value of additional County ARFF services provided with respect to scheduled
arrivals and/or departures should the County not be informed of delayed.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE COUNTY

Quiet Enjoyment. The County covenants that on paying the fees and charges and performing
the covenants herein contained, Airline shall peacefully and quietly have, hold and enjoy the
rights granted herein for the agreed Term.

Airport Security. The County shall provide special security in the Air Operations Area
necessary or reasonably appropriate to meet the obligations of the County, if any, in
accordance with the provisions of applicable federal regulations as they exist on the date of
this Agreement. Subject to recovery of costs, as set forth in this Agreement, the County shall
provide such additional security measures as are imposed upon it by future federal
regulations.

Term. Subject to earlier termination as hereinafter provided, the term of this Lease shall be a
one (1) year period commencing October 1%, 2018 and ending September 30®, 2019 (the
“Initial Term”). The term of this Lease may be renewed by mutual agreement of both parties
for up to two (2) additional terms of one (1) year each commencing October 1%, 2019
through September 30", 2020 and October 1%, 2020 through September 30", 2021 (each
“Option Terms”) upon the same terms and conditions as the Initial Term (except as otherwise
provided herein).

Holding Over. Holding over at the end of the Term shall not be construed to be the granting
or exercise of an additional term, but shall create only a month to month term, under the
other terms and conditions of this Agreement, which may be terminated by either party upon
30-days notice to the other. During any such month-to-month term the fees and charges
payable by Airline shall be at rates that are then being paid by other air carriers operating at
the Airport under then current Agreements, or if no such Agreements are in effect, at rates set
forth in the County’s then-current Rate Resolution.

INATION, SURRENDER AND DAMAGES

Termination by Airline. Airline may terminate this Agreement at any time a written notice
specifying an early termination date, which date shall not be less than thirty (30) days from
the date of delivery of said notice to the County. In such event, this Agreement shall
terminate on the date specified in the notice, provided that Airline is not then in default under
the terms of this Agreement and all amounts due and owing to the County are fully paid on
and to the termination date specified. If Airline continues to provide service after the date
specified, is in default hereunder or otherwise continues to owe monetary obligations to the
County on said date, Airline's obligations under this Agreement shall not terminate, but shall
continue during the term.

Airline’s Default and County Remedies.

6.2.1 The County shall have the right to terminate if the Airline is in default under this
Agreement in the event of any of the following:

6.2.1.1  appointment of a receiver or trustee of Airline’s assets;

In the event of default, the County may, at its option, in addition to other remedies,
and with or without terminating this Agreement, take possession of so much of
Airline’s personal property located on the Airport as is reasonably necessary to
secure payments of the amounts due and unpaid, to the extent that no other creditor
has a senior perfected lien in such property. The County shall be entitled to such
other and further relief as may be available at law or equity. In the event of Airline's
default, the County need not elect remedies, but may pursue any combination of
remedies available to it at law or equity.

7. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBLETTING

Assignments and Subletting.

Airline shall not at any time assign its rights under this

Agreement.

Successors to the County. The rights and obligations of the County under this Agreement

may be assigned by the County at its option, and without the necessity for the concurrence of
the Airline in any such assignment.

8. OTHER AGREEMENTS

Compliance with Laws, Rules and Regulations.

8.1.1

Airline shall obtain and pay for all licenses, fees, permits or other authorization or
charges as required under federal, state or local laws and regulations insofar as they
are necessary to comply with the requirements of this Agreement and the privileges
extended hereunder. Airline shall also pay all taxes lawfully imposed upon it with
respect to its property or operations on the Airport.

“Airline shall, at all times, obey and comply with all applicable existing and future
laws, rules and regulations and binding directives adopted by federal, state, local
and other governmental bodies and applicable to Airline and/or its operations
and/or activities on or from the Airport. Airline agrees to abide by and be subject
to reasonable and nondiscriminatory requirements in (a) Sections 1.1 through 1.3,
1.7 (with the exception of subsection 1.7.4), 1.10 and 1.11 of the Minimum
Standards, and (b) Rules and Regulations which are now, or may from time to time
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8.2

be, lawfully promulgated by the County and/or other agencies with authority
concerning management, operation or use of the Airport, provided that such
Minimum Standards and County rules and regulations do not conflict with this
Agreement or with applicable federal or state laws or regulations. Further, County
agrees to give Airline written notice of any amendments to such Minimum
Standards or County Rules and Regulations in order to provide Airline with a
reasonable opportunity to comment on such amendments prior to adoption. A copy
of the County's existing Rules and Regulations relating to operations at the Airport
are annexed to this Lease as Exhibit 2.”

Without limiting the foregoing, Airline agrees to utilize the Airport, and all
improvements thereon, in compliance with applicable regulations of the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA), the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the
Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA), and the Transportation
Security Administration (TSA), including those embodied in 49 CFR Part 1542, as
they now exists or as they may hereafter be amended, which regulations are
specifically incorporated and made a part of this Agreement, and the County's
minimum fuel standards, air operations area safety procedures, and operational rules,
as the same now exist or may be amended from time to time. If there is any
inconsistency between the terms of this Agreement, and the terms of such
procedures, standards or rules, the terms of this Agreement shall control.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, under no circumstances shall Airline be required to
comply with any requirements that conflict with applicable federal or state laws or
regulations.

Airline agrees to comply with all verbal and written directives of the Manager
regarding Airline's use of the Airport's airfields and ramps, and other common areas
on the Airport, provided, however, that an such directive shall not be inconsistent
with any express provision of this Agreement. Airline hereby agrees to only use
propylene glycol as a deicing agent, or such other deicing agent as may be authorized
by the County in the future, which authorization will not be unreasonably withheld.

Nothing herein shall limit the right of Airline to challenge any rule, regulation, or
standard, or the application of such rule or regulation to Airline, or to seek any legal
or equitable remedy.

Agreement Subordinate. This Agreement shall be subordinate to any existing or future
agreement between the County and the United States relative to the operation or maintenance
of the Airport, the execution of which has been or may be required as a condition to the
expenditure of federal funds for development of the Airport. If such an agreement is entered
into between the County and the United States, the parties agree to execute an amendment to
this Agreement so as to remove any material inconsistencies between this document and any
agreement with the United States.

Non-Discrimination.

Airline agrees that in its operations under this Agreement (1) no person on the
grounds of race, color, religion, sex, age, handicap, disability or national origin shall
be unlawfully excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or otherwise be
subjected to discrimination in the use of the Airport; or excluded from participation
in, denied the benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination in services at
the Airport; and (2) Airline shall operate at the Airport in compliance with all other
requirements imposed by or pursuant to Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations,
Department of Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary, Part 21, Non-
discrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the Department of Transportation,
Effectuation of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and as said regulations now
exist may be amended.

Airline shall furnish its services on a fair, equal, and not unjustly discriminatory
basis to all users thereof without unjust discrimination on the basis of race, creed,
color, religion, sex, age, national origin, or handicap, and it shall charge fair,
reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory prices for each unit or service; provided
that Airline may be allowed to make reasonable and nondiscriminatory discounts,
rebates, or other similar type of price reductions to volume purchasers.

Non-compliance with subparagraphs 8.3.1 or 8.3.2 above, after written finding, shall
constitute a material breach of this Agreement, and in the event of such non-
compliance, the County shall have the right to terminate this Agreement without
liability, or at the election of the County or the United States, either shall have the
right to judicially enforce said subparagraphs.

Airline agrees that it shall undertake an affirmative action program, if and as may be
required by 14 CFR Part 152, Subpart E, to insure that no person shall be excluded
from participating in any employment activities covered in 14 CFR Part 152, Subpart
E on the grounds of race, creed, color, religion, national origin, age, handicap, or sex.
Airline assures that it shall require that its covered sub-organizations provide
assurances to Airline that they similarly shall undertake affirmative action programs
and that they shall require assurances from their sub-organizations, as required by 14
CFR Part 152, Subpart E, to the same effect.

This Agreement is also subject to the requirements of the US Department of
Transportation's regulations, 49 CFR Part 23, subpart F. Airline agrees that it will not
discriminate against any business owner because of the owner's race, color, national
origin, age, religion, sex or handicap, in connection with the award or performance
of any operating agreement covered by 49 CFR Part 23, subpart F. Airline further
agrees to include the preceding statements in any subcontracts at the Airport that it
enters into and to cause those businesses to similarly include the statements in further
sub-agreements, as required by FAA rules, regulations and directives.

Availability of Governmental Facilities. In the event that air navigation aids or other
facilities now or hereafter supplied by the United States and needed for Airline's operation at
the Airport are discontinued, the County shall have no obligation to furnish such aids or
facilities.

Force Majeure. Neither the County nor Airline shall be deemed in violation of this
Agreement if it is prevented from performing any of its obligations hereunder by reason of
strikes, boycotts, labor disputes, embargoes, shortage of aircraft or fuel or tires as the direct
result of governmental decree, acts of God, acts of the public enemy, acts of superior
governmental authority, weather condition, riots, rebellion, sabotage or any other
circumstances for which it is not responsible and which is not under its control. Provided,
however, that nothing in this paragraph shall relieve Airline of the obligation to timely pay
all fees and charges due under this Agreement.

Reservation of County Rights. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the County
reserves the following rights:

8.6.1 The right to protect the aerial approaches of the Airport against obstruction,
including the right to prohibit Airline from erecting, or permitting to be erected, any
building or other structure which would, in the reasonable judgment of the County,
constitute a hazard to aviation.

8.6.2 During time of war or national emergency, the right to lease the Airport or any part
thereof, to the United States Government for military purposes, and in the event of
such lease to the United States for military purposes, the provisions of this
Agreement shall be suspended insofar as such provisions may be inconsistent with
the provisions of the Agreement to the United States.

8.6.3 The right to utilize all or a portion of public airfield and any other parts of the
Airport, should an emergency or other unforeseen circumstance arise at the Airport,
and should the County determine, in its sole but reasonable discretion, that the
County needs to utilize all or a portion of the same, or other areas of the Airport, for
media, communications, first aid, or other purposes, during the pendency of said
emergency or other unforeseen circumstance. Airline shall not be entitled to any
damages, including lost profits or revenues from the County, as a result of the
County's utilization of any areas of the Airport during the emergency or unforeseen
circumstances, and Airline shall continue to owe the County all landing fees and
other fees and charges that accrue during said period.

8.6.4 The right to grant other Agreements, licenses, permits or rights to occupancy or use
of the Airport so long as such other grants do not unreasonably interfere with or
impair Airline's rights hereunder. The right to direct changes in the way Airline
conducts its Airport operations in the event that the County determines, in the
exercise of its reasonable judgment, that one or more aspects of Airline’s method of
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operation is unreasonably interfering with the lawful and proper occupancy or use by
others of the Airport.

8.6.5 The right to further develop and/or improve the Airport as the County deems
appropriate, without interference or hindrance by Airline, and the County shall have
no liability hereunder to Airline by reason of the same.

8.6.6 Prior to taking any such action which would adversely affect the operations of the
Airline, the County agrees to consult with the Airline’s local and/or designated
representative; provided, however, that this shall not preclude the County from
taking any action it deems necessary for the immediate protection of persons or
property or which is necessitated by circumstances which the Manager or other
authorized person reasonably believes to be a threat to the general welfare.

Non-Waiver. Waiver by either party of or the failure of either party to insist upon the strict
performance of any provision of this Lease shall not constitute a waiver of the right or
prevent any such party from requiring the strict performance of any provision in the future.

Limitation of Benefit and Liability. This Lease does not create in or bestow upon any other
person or entity not a party to this Lease any right, privilege or benefit unless expressly
provided in this Lease. This Lease does not in any way represent, nor should it be deemed to
imply, any standard of conduct to which the parties expect to conform their operations in

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF
GUNNISON, COLORADO AND THE WEST REGION WILDFIRE COUNCIL
REGARDING U.S.D.A. SECURE RURAL SCHOOLS AND COMMUNITY SELF-
DETERMINATION ACT, TITLE IIl AWARDS ASSOCIATED WITH WILDFIRE
MITIGATION ACTIVITIES IN GUNNISON COUNTY, COLORADO

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into on the ____ day
of September, 2018, between the Board of County Commissioners of the County of
Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230
(“‘Gunnison County”) and West Region Wildfire Council, a Colorado non-profit
corporation, whose address is 535 S. Nevada Avenue, Montrose, Colorado 81401.

A. RECITALS.

Pursuant to Title Itl of the United States Department of Agriculture Secure Rural Schools
and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as amended through P.L. 115-141,
participating counties may receive and utilize funds for certain fire mitigation activities.

In 2015 Gunnison County was authorized to receive Title Il funds in the amount of
$78,145.70 and in 2016 received those funds. In 2016 Gunnison County was authorized
to receive Title 11l funds in the amount of $71,836.33 and received those funds in 2017.
In 2017 Gunnison County was authorized to receive Title lll funds in the amount of
$61,184.54 and received those funds in 2018. (“Title Ilf Funds”).

Gunnison County wishes to transfer those Title Ill Funds currently held by Gunnison
County to West Region Wildfire Council for use by West Region Wildfire Council for fire
mitigation activities within Gunnison County, Colorado pursuant to Title Il of the Secure
Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as amended through P.L.
115-141, according to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

B. AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals above, the parties herein agree to
the following terms and conditions:

1. TERM.

This Agreement shall will become effective upon the date entered into as set forth above
and shall remain in force until all Title 1ll Funds received and designated by Gunnison
County have been disbursed by Gunnison County to West Region Wildfire Council and
all associated reports and documentation have been completed and accepted by the
United States Department of Agriculture unless sooner terminated, amended or replaced
as provided herein.





2. CONSIDERATION.

A. In consideration and exchange for West Region Wildfire Council’s fire mitigation
activities, Gunnison County agrees to and shall:

1. Transfer those Title Ill Funds identified above currently held by
Gunnison County to the San Juan Mountains Association, fiscal agent for
West Region Wildfire Council as identified in the Fiscal Sponsor
Memorandum of Understanding, dated August 2, 2010 and Amendment
thereto dated December 20, 2011, attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference as Appendix “A”.

2. Publish the proposal for use of the Title Il Funds pursuant to Section
302(b) of the United States Department of Agriculture Secure Rural
Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as amended
through P.L. 115-141.

B. In consideration and exchange for Gunnison County’s transfer of Title Il Funds,
West Region Wildfire Council agrees to and shall:

1. Utilize the Title Ill Funds for fire mitigation activities within Gunnison
County, Colorado pursuant to the United States Department of Agriculture
Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as
amended through P.L. 115-141, ONLY for the following:

a. carry out activities under the Firewise Communities program to
provide to homeowners in fire-sensitive ecosystems education on,
and assistance with implementing, techniques in home siting, home
construction, and home landscaping that can increase the protection
of people and property from wildfires;

b. develop and carry out community wildfire protection plans in
coordination with the appropriate Secretary concerned.

2. Comply with the terms and conditions set forth in the Fiscal Sponsor
Memorandum of Understanding and amendment thereto by and between
West Region Wildfire Council and San Juan Mountains Association
attached hereto as Appendix “A”.

3. Maintain all necessary and appropriate records regarding receipt and
expenditures of the Title Ill Funds and provide all records requested by
Gunnison County and/or the United States Department of Agriculture to
satisfy its obligations under this Agreement and in accordance with the





Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as
amended through P.L. 115-141.

4. Prior to the expiration of this Agreement, warrant and centify in writing to
Gunnison County that they have complied with the requirements of the
Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000, as
amended by P.L. 115-141, for uses associated with Title [l County Funds
as set forth by the United States Department of Agriculture and all other
provisions of applicable law and regulation

3. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.

A. In carrying out its obligations and activities under this Agreement, West Region
Wildfire Council is acting as an independent contractor and not as an agent,
partner, joint venture or employee of Gunnison County. West Region Wildfire
Council does not have any authority to bind Gunnison County in any manner
whatsoever.

B. West Region Wildfire Council acknowledges and agrees that West Region
Wildfire Council is not entitled to: (i) unemployment insurance benefits; or (ii)
Workers Compensation coverage, from Gunnison County.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

West Region Wildfire Council shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison
County, its commissioners, officers, employees and agents, of and from any and all
liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever (including
reasonable attorney’s and expert’s fees and costs) arising out of or related to any loss,
cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of West Region Wildfire
Council or its employees, sub-contractors or agents in connection with this Agreement.

This provision shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect
to any liability, injury or damage occurring prior to such termination.

5. DELEGATION AND ASSIGNMENT.

West Region Wildfire Council shall not delegate or assign its duties under this Agreement
without the prior written consent of Gunnison County which consent Gunnison County
may withhold in its discretion. Subject to the foregoing, the terms, covenants and
conditions of this Agreement shall be binding on the successors and assigns of either

party.





6. IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION.

West Region Wildfire Council certifies that West Region Wildfire Council does not and will
not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens to work under this Agreement.

West Region Wildfire Council certifies that West Region Wildfire Council has required its
subcontractors to certify that they do not knowingly contract with or employ illegal aliens
to work under this Agreement.

West Region Wildfire Council certifies that it has attempted to verify the eligibility of its
employees and subcontractors to work through the Basic Pilot Employment Verification
Program administered by the Social Security Administration and Department of
Homeland Security.

West Region Wildfire Council agrees to comply with all reasonable requests made in the
course of an investigation under C.R.S. 8-17.5-102 by the Colorado Department of Labor
and Employment.

West Region Wildfire Council agrees to comply with the provisions of C.R.S. 8-17.5-101
et seq.

7. NOTICES.

Any notice, demand or communication which either party may desire or be required to
give to the other party shall be in writing and shall be deemed sufficiently given or
rendered if delivered personally or sent by certified first class US mail, postage prepaid,
addressed as follows:

Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, with or without
cause, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the other.

9. MISCELLANEOUS.

A. SEVERABILITY. If any clause or provision of this Agreement shall be held to
be invalid in whole or in part, then the remaining clauses and provisions, or portions
thereof, shall nevertheless be and remain in full force and effect.

B. AMENDMENT. No amendment, alteration, modification of or addition to this
Agreement shall be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by the
parties to be bound thereby.

C. NO WAIVER OF GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY. Nothing in this Agreement
is, or shall be construed to be, a waiver, in whole or part, by Gunnison County of
governmental immunity provided by the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act or
otherwise.

10. GOVERNING LAW.

This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the
State of Colorado. Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any legal proceedings related to
this Agreement shall be in the State of Colorado District Court, Gunnison County,
Colorado.

11. COUNTERPARTS: ELECTRONIC TRANSMISSION.

This Agreement may be executed and submitted via electronically and/or in any number
of counterparts, any or all of which my contain the signatures of less than all the parties,
and all of which shall be construed together as but a single instrument and shall be binding
on the parties as though originally executed on one originally executed document. All
electronic counterparts shall be promptly followed with delivery of original executed
counterparts.

12. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.

This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect

to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any and all prior agreements, proposals,

negotiations and representations pertaining to the obligations to be performed hereunder

FISCAL SPONSOR MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

.

“. A< . the San Juan Mountains Association (aka: SIMA) (Grantor) decided that

financial support of the ongoing efforts to promote fire prevention, education and mitigation
cfforts will further Grantor’s tax-exempt purposes. Therefore, SIMA has created a separate
restricted fund designated for such project/program, and has decided to grant all amounts that it
may deposit to that fund, less any administrative charge as set forth below, to the West Regional
Wildtire Council (aka: WRWC) (Grantee), and subject to the following terms and conditions.

WRWC shall provide SIMA with its governing documents or other documentation
satisfactory to Grantor, showing Granlee’s separate existence as an organization. This
might simply be a letter explaining the grassroots nature of the organization and the
parlicipating parties.

WRWC shall use the grant solely for the advancement of its efforts in fire education,
mitigation and prevention. Any changes in the purposes for which funds are spent
must be approved in writing by SIMA before implementation, SIMA retains the
right, if WRWC breaches this MOU, or if WRWC’s conduct of the project
Jeopardizes SIMA’s legal or tax status, to withhold. withdraw, or demand immediate
return of grant funds, and to spend such funds so as to accomplish the purposes of the
project as nearly as possible within SIMA’s sole judgment. Any tangible or
intangible property, including copyrights, obtained or created by Grantee as part of
this project shall remain the property of Grantee.

WRWC may solicit gifts, contributions, and grants to SIMA, earmarked for
Grantor’s fund for this project. Grantee's choice of funding sources to be approached,
and the text of Grantee’s choice of funding sources to be approached, and the texi of
Grantec’s fund-raising materials, are subject to Grantor’s prior written or verbal
approval. In instances where Southwest Firewise Council is applying for competing
lunding it is agreed that they will have first priority in advancing their request;
however, in all cases, every effort will be made to work collaboratively and jointly
when appropriate and feasible. All grant agreements, pledges, or other commitments
with funding sources to support this project via Grantor’s fund shall be executed by
Grantor. The cost of any reports or other compliance measures required by such
funding sources shall be borne by WRWC,

An administrative charge of 4 % on each incoming gift shall be deducted by SIMA to
defray SIMA’s costs of administering the fund and this grant. The percentage will be
reviewed annually on the anniversary date of this MOU and is subject to
renegotiation depending upon the amount of work required of SIMA.,

Nothing in this MOU shall constitute the naming of WRWC as an agent or legal
representative of SIMA for any purpose whatsoever except as specifically and to the
extent set forth herein. This MOU shall not be deemed to create any relationship of
agency, partnership, or joint venture between the parties hereto, and WRWC shall
make no such representation to anyone unless it is stipulated and agreed upon by both
parties.

WRWC shall submit a full and complete narrative report to SIMA as of the end of
WRWC’s annual reporting period within which any portion of this funding is
recetved or spent. The initial report shall be submitted by WRWC no later than
October 31" of each calendar year and subsequent reports, if any shall be due on the
anniversary date of the initial report. The report shall describe the programs
conducted by WRWC with the aid of this pass through funding. SIMA will provide
a detailed accounting of all activity in the account on a quarterly basis. Should certain
grants administered by SIMA require more regular reports, it will be the

responsibility of WRWC to make sure that they meet the grant reporting deadline
submissions as outlined by SIMA on an individual basis.

This funding is not earmarked to be used in any attempt to influence legislation
within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code (IRC) Section 501 (¢) (3). No
agreement, oral or written, to that effect has been made between SIMA and WRWC.
This funding is not earmarked to be used in any attempt to influence legislation
within the meaning of IRC Section 501 (c) (3), except for expenditures described in
IRC Section 4911 as follows: If applicable, up to $0.00 for grassroots lobbying, and
up 10 $0.00 for all lobbying.

WRWC shall not use any portion of the funds granted herein to participate or
intervene in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidatc for
public office, to induce or encourage violations of law or public policy, to cause any
private inurement or improper private benefit to occur, not to take any other action
inconsistent with IRC Section 501 (c) (3).

WRWC shall notify SIMA immediately of any change in (a) Grantee’s legal or tax
status, or (b) Grantee’s executive stalf or key staff responsible for achieving the
funding purposed.

- WRWC hereby irrevocably and unconditionally agrees, to the fullest extent permitled

by law, to defend, indemnify and hold harmless SIMA., its officers, directors,
trustees, employees and agents, from and against any and all claims, liabilities, losses
and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees) directly, indirectly, wholly or
partially arising from or in connection with any act or omission of WRWC, its
employees or agents, in applying for or accepting the grant in expending or applying
the funds furnished pursuant to the grant or in carrying out the program or project to
be funded or financed by the grant, except to the extent that such claims, liabilities,
losses or expenses arise from or in connection with any act or omission of SIMA, its
officers, directors, trustees, employees or agents.

- If a dispute arises relating to this MOU, and is not resolved, the parties involved in

such dispute (Disputants) shall first proceed in good faith to submit the matter to
mediation. The Disputants will jointly appoint an acceptable mediator and will share
equally in the cost of such mediation. In the event the entire dispute is not resolved
within thirty (30) calendar days from the date written notice requesting mediation s
sent by one Disputant to the other(s), the mediation, unless otherwise agreed, shall
terminate.

- This MOU shall be governed by and construes in accordance with the laws of the

State of Colorado applicable to agreements made and to be performed entirely within
such State,

. This MOU shall supersede any prior oral or written understandings or

communications between the parties and constitutes the entire agreement of the
partics with respect to the subject matter hereof. This MOU may not be amended or
modified, except in writing signed by both parties hereto.

AMENDMENT TO FISCAL SPONSORSHIP MOU AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
SAN JUAN MOUNTAINS ASSOCIATION AND
WEST REGIONAL WILDFIRE COUNCIL

On Cthry ' , the San Juan Mountéins Association (SJMA), as Grantor and the West
Regional Wildfire Council (WRWC), as Grantee, mutually agree to amend the MOU Agreement
dated August 2, 2010. Both parties agree to add the following stipulations:

1. SIMA and WRWC representatives agree to meet annually on or near the anniversary
date of this MOU. The purpose of this annual meeting is to discuss the status of the
work in progress and review the fiscal sponsorship relationship and the merits of
continuing the mutually beneficial affiliation.

2. This MOU Agreement will terminate if any of the following events occur:

a. Grantor requests the Grantee cease activities which it deems might jeopardize
its tax-exempt status and the Project fails to comply within a period of ten (10)
days;

b. The Grantee fails to perform or observe any other covenant of this MOU
Agreement, which failure remains unremedied after fifteen (15) days of notice in
writing;

c. Upon expiration of thirty (30) days after either the Grantee or the Grantor has
given written notice of its intent to terminate this MOU Agreement.

3. Inthe event this MOU Agreement is terminated, funds remaining in the Project Fund
shall not be transferred to any person or entity without written consent from Grantee
and shall be restricted to transfer to a 501 (c) 3 organization, and be consistent with any
agreement Grantee may have entered into for the Project.

LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT
FOR
SWISS HOLDINGS, L.L.C.

THIS LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT FOR SWISS HOLDINGS, L.L.C.
("Agreement”) is entered into this ___ day of September, 2018 among the BOARD OF
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF GUNNISON, COLORADO whose
address is 200 E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Gunnison County”) and SWISS
HOLDINGS, L.L.C., a Colorado limited liability company, whose address is 37610 U.S.
Highway 50, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 (“Developer”) and, jointly and severally, Alpha
Mechanical Solutions, L.L.C., a Colorado limited liability company whose address is 37610
U.S. Highway 50, Gunnison, Colorado 81230 ("Operator") as follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to identify the landscaping improvements
associated with Land Use Change Permit No: 2018-00025 regarding the renovation and
additions to a building for use as a commercial warehouse and light industrial business for
the Operator. The building is located at 37610 U.S. Highway 50, approximately 1 mile west
of the City of Gunnison, south of U.S. Highway 50, bounded by Shavano Drive on the west
and south, legally described as .92 acres in the NE1/4NW1/4 Section 10, Township 49
North, Range 1 West, N.M.P.M. (“Project”).

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly
conditioned on completion of the landscaping improvements described in paragraph 7,
below (“Improvements") to the specifications described herein and by the times specified
herein. Gunnison County and the Developer further agree that such Improvements are
appropriate and necessary requirements to be required by Gunnison County, and to be
performed by the Developer and which Developer shall perform. Gunnison County and
Developer further agree that an agreement guaranteeing the Developer’s performance
secured by suitable security to protect the interests of Gunnison County, and the public in
the amount set forth herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison County's approval of
such land use change permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement to
memorialize such understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this
Agreement is contractual; Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of
Gunnison County.

2. DEVELOPER BOUND. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms
and conditions of Gunnison County's issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change
Permit No: 2018-00025 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer
accepts Gunnison County's review and permitting authority, process and performance of
same in connection with Land Use Change No: 2018-00025 as legal and valid and waives
any defect therein.






3. CONSTRUCTION.

A. The Developer agrees to complete the Improvements as identified in
paragraph 7 herein no later than June 30, 2019, acts of God and any cause
beyond the reasonable control of the Developer excepted, including without
limitation labor disputes, laws, regulations, or orders of any governmental
entity , orders of court, inability to obtain any required authorization, act of
war or conditions arising out of or attributable to war, riot, civil strike,
insurrection or rebellion, fire, explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other
adverse weather condition, delay or failure by suppliers or materialmen,
contractors, or subcontractors, shortage of or inability to obtain labor,
supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by
Gunnison County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if
Gunnison County determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate
to the detriment of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project; and (2) the County's security is adequate to ensure full
performance by Developer by the extended completion date; and (3) that
such an extension would not be in conflict with the conditions of the
approved Land Use Change Permit. Gunnison County may require
Developer to provide, at Developer's cost, supplemental estimates of the
costs of completion and to provide additional security as a prerequisite to its
extension of any completion date. Any extended completion date granted by
the County hereunder may be further extended in like manner.

4. ESTIMATED COST. The total cost of the Improvements to be completed by the
Developer is estimated currently to be TWO THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED AND NO/100
U.S. Dollars ($2,600.00).

5. SECURITY. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer
and Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before
starting work on any phase of the Project, and before conveying any portion of the Project,
obtain and provide to Gunnison County a bond, an irrevocable letter of credit or other
performance guarantee in a form and content satisfactory to Gunnison County to the
benefit of Gunnison County in the amount of THREE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FIFTY
AND NO/100 U.S. DOLLARS ($3,250.00) which is 125 percent of the currently estimated
cost of the Improvements. If said security is in the form of cash, it will be placed by
Gunnison County in an interest bearing account; the interest shall accrue to Developer at
1% less than received by Gunnison County.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such
security. In the event of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole
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discretion, and without any other authority required, may draw upon said security up to its
full amount upon presentation by Gunnison County to the Developer of a written statement
by Gunnison County that such uncured default exists. Upon timely performance of all
terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be tendered by Gunnison County to the

Developer.

6. CERTIFICATION.

A

Not later than July 15, 2019 Developer shall certify to Gunnison County
whether the Developer's obligations regarding Improvements under this
Agreement have been fully and faithfully performed. Upon receipt of such
certification Gunnison County shall review the same and shall make an
independent judgment whether to accept the same in the sole discretion of
Gunnison County.

Not later than July 15, 2019, Developer shall provide to the Gunnison
County Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer's authorized
representative, that the Improvements completed have been paid for, in full,
by the Developer. The Developer shall be responsible for the information so
provided. Said written certification will be reviewed by Gunnison County, but
Gunnison County shall have no responsibility or liability to any party
regarding the veracity of the information so provided.

7. SCOPE OF WORK.

A

The scope of work to be completed by the Developer shall be to acquire,
plant and maintain six (6) Conifer trees (3”- 3.5” in diameter/12’-14’ in height)
along the north property line adjacent to U.S. Highway 50 and shall plant four
(4) Conifer trees (3"- 3.5” in diameter/12’-14" in height) along the south
property line, as identified on the site plan titled: ALPHA MECHANICAL
SOLUTIONS, LLC 37610 US Highway 50 Gunnison, CO 81230 Issue E —
Review August 23, 2018 attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference as Appendix “A” and according to the cost estimate dated August
28, 2018 created by Mountain Rain Company attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “B”.

The conditions of this Agreement and Land Use Change Permit No: 2018-
00025 are such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well,
truly, faithfully and timely performed by Developer, and such performance is
accepted by Gunnison County in Gunnison County's sole discretion, the
Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County under this Agreement, except as
set forth in 7.C below shall be at an end; otherwise such conditions and
obligations shall remain in full force and effect.





C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance by Gunnison County
of all of the work described in paragraph 7.A, above, Developer shall, at its
own expense, make all needed replacements to such work as shall, in
Gunnison County's reasonable opinion, become necessary. Gunnison
County shall have the right to retain the full amount of security for up to two
years following the acceptance of all of the work described in paragraph 7.A
above, as security to ensure such replacement.

8. DEVELOPERS' DEFAULT. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer,

Gunnison County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default,
which notice shall be given by registered or certified mail with return receipt requested
addressed to the Developer at: 37610 U.S. Highway 50, Gunnison, CO 81230. In the
event the Developer does not remedy such default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County
within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison County may elect, in its discretion:

To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;
To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;

To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies
provided by law;

To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison
County's security hereunder to guarantee the completion of the
Improvements only on the conditions (1) that suitable additional
security is provided the County to guarantee the construction of said
Improvements within the new time period determined by Gunnison
County, and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the
owners of property within the Project to allow such extension (3) that
Gunnison County determines that it would not be in conflict with the
conditions of the approved Land Use Change Permit.

9. NOTICE. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be by registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested to the required party at the following addresses:

10. RECORDING OF AGREEMENT. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be
recorded at the expense of the Developer and shall be a covenant running with the
property herein described in order to put prospective purchasers or other interested parties
on notice as to the terms and provisions hereof.

11. RETENTION OF POLICE POWERS. Gunnison County retains the power and right to
impose additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to
do so would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous
condition, or in the event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this
Agreement is or shall be construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County's police
power.

12. TRANSFER OR ASSIGNMENT. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or
obligations of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written
approval of Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

13. TITLE AND AUTHORITY. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to
Gunnison County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project,
and further represents and warrants, together with the undersigned individual, that the
undersigned individual has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement. The
Developer and the undersigned individual understand that Gunnison County is relying on
such representations and warranties in entering into this Agreement.

14. LITIGATION. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a
judicial determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written
notice to the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that
in the event the matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter; shall be a
condition precedent to the commencement of any litigation.

15. TIME OF ESSENCE. It is mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential
part of this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to
and become obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

16. VENUE AND CHOICE OF LAW. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining
to the interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of
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Gunnison County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction
shall be that of the State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law
principles.

17. SEVERABILITY. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shalll
not be affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid
and enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

18. HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold
harmless Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for
damages, injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the
owner, Developer, contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

19. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire and only agreement
between the parties regarding Landscaping improvements, and no oral statements or
representations not contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between
the parties. This Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by
written instrument executed by both parties herein.

20. BINDING AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the
benefit of the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties
hereto.

RESOLUTION NO: 2018-____

A RESOLUTION OPPOSING AMENDMENT 74 AND PROPOSITION 112 SEEKING
VOTER APPROVAL TO ARTIFICIALLY IMPOSE UNIVERSAL OIL AND GAS
SETBACKS AND DRAMATICALLY EXPAND TAKINGS LAW TO THE DETRIMENT OF
LOCAL GOVERMENTS AND PROPER LAND USE PLANNING AND REGULATION

WHEREAS, for decades Gunnison County has maintained a Land Use Resolution
process which has repeatedly and successfully promoted the health, safety, and general
welfare of the citizens of Gunnison County by giving reasonable consideration to the
social, economic and environmental characteristics of the community and the
compatibility of proposed land use changes with existing uses;

WHEREAS, Gunnison County has consistently and historically supported responsible
and sustainable economic development and industry so long as it is consistent with the
requirements and principles set forth in the County’s Land Use Resolution and other
applicable law;

WHEREAS, Gunnison County recognizes and supports the fact that since statehood,
Article Il, Section 15 of the Colorado Constitution has recognized that “[p]rivate property
shall not be taken or damaged, for public or private use, without just compensation[;]”

WHEREAS, this provision of our Constitution provides a private property owner the right
to seek compensation from the government as a result of a “taking” of his or her property,
if the property owner can demonstrate that the owner’s investment backed expectations
for the property is substantially diminished by the regulation and the owner has suffered
a unique burden or impact from the regulation;

WHEREAS, notwithstanding this Constitutional protection for private property owners that
has existed for hundreds of years as well as successful zoning and land use regulations
in place across the State of Colorado, including here in Gunnison County, that protect
and promote responsible economic development while at the same time recognizing
private property rights, special interests have placed a new ballot measure, Amendment
74 (previously, Ballot Initiative No. 108), on the November 2018 general election ballot;

WHEREAS, Amendment 74 is seeking to substantially expand Colorado’s “takings”
clause to the point that local governments would likely be substantially constrained, if not
essentially prevented, from implementing and enforcing land use planning and
regulations;

WHEREAS, Amendment 74, if passed, would likely create a regulatory “free for all” that
could result in almost no zoning or land use regulation in Colorado, severely harming the
public health, safety and welfare of Colorado citizens, such as allowing dangerous or toxic

industrial operations to locate directly next to homes, schools and playgrounds;

WHEREAS, Amendment 74, if passed, would create a grave threat to the Land Use
Resolution process and could lead to unfettered development in Gunnison County that
would serve to undo years of responsible and economically beneficial development that
has resulted in a net positive benefit to the County, its residents, and its visitors;

WHEREAS, a different group of special interests has placed another ballot measure,
Proposition 112 (previously, Initiative No. 97), on the November 2018 general election
ballot, and like Amendment 74, Proposition 112 threatens local land use planning and
regulation to the detriment of Gunnison County’s economy, residents and visitors;

WHEREAS, Proposition 112, if passed, would impose virtually across-the-board 2500-
foot buffer zones, or setbacks, for new oil and gas development on non-federal lands in
Colorado, regardless of whether such setbacks are necessary to protect health, safety or
the environment;

WHEREAS, Gunnison County has historically supported responsible and sustainable olil
and gas development in the County so long as it is consistent with and authorized by the
County’s Land Use Resolution as well as other applicable law;

WHEREAS, Gunnison County currently has Oil and Gas Regulations that include
setbacks for the protection of public health, safety and the environment that are in addition
to regulations and setbacks placed by the State of Colorado;

WHEREAS, as recognized by the County’s Land Use Resolution Proposition 112’s “one
size fits all” oil and gas development setback requirement is unnecessary, impracticable,
and could severely restrict responsible and sustainable oil and gas operations that
provide revenue and job opportunities for the citizens of Gunnison County without adding
any necessary additional protections to public health, safety and the environment that are
not already currently included in Gunnison County’s oil and gas regulations;

WHEREAS, Proposition 112’'s “one size fits all” oil and gas development setback
requirement unduly restricts the authority of Gunnison County to preside over land use
decisions in its own County, taking authority away from local governments and placing it
in the hands of distant bureaucrats lacking both the knowledge and the interest in the
needs and issues facing Gunnison County;

WHEREAS, Gunnison County has found success in the implementation and exercise of
its local authority to create minimum setbacks for oil and gas development pursuant to its
Land Use Resolution process, and, to the extent other counties do not have such a
process, Gunnison County would encourage those governments to consider enacting
them as opposed to Proposition 112’s “one size fits all” approach; and

WHEREAS, both Amendment 74 and Proposition 112 are classic examples of the
dangerous gamesmanship, lack of common sense and upside-down policy that special
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interests play in the State of Colorado, most often to the detriment of the citizen;

WHEREAS, the bi-partisan Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners do not
support this approach from the far left or the far right but believe that good governance
comes from good common-sense decision making, listening to all sides of the party and
finding ways to work together to arrive at common and collaborative solutions; and

WHEREAS, these ballot measures are certainly not that.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Gunnison, Colorado opposes Amendment 74 and Proposition 112.

Please release $100,000 from the LMD reserve, and give it to us to spend to launch a new tracking
initiative. This would reduce the projected reserve from $1.2million to $1.1million by end of 2018.

With that money, we will license Arrivalist 3.0 technology (arrivalist.com) for one year starting in
October of this year. Arrivalist 3.0 is a relatively new technology that will allow us to see the online
habits of visitors to the valley prior to their arrival and compare populations of visitors based on
characteristics such as what ads or content of ours they saw, or didn’t see, prior to their arrivals.

Currently, we know which of our marketing messages get clicks, the click-through rates of different ad
creative, video views of our content, engagement with our social media posts, and how often people
stay on our sites after a click. That’s how we currently measure the effectiveness of our marketing
messages, along with, of course, growing lodging and sales tax revenues.

The final, and until now elusive, piece of the puzzle is identifying when people who have actually seen
our ads or content then show up here in the Valley. This is especially challenging with the shift in
consumer habits from using Central Reservations in Mountain towns to using sites like expedia or Airbnb
to book. With Arrivalist, we’ll be able to see what internet travels our visitors actually took and look back
through their histories to see if we showed them an ad at some point.

Arrivalist will make us smarter about not only our marketing messages but also our marketing
placement from which websites to be on to which cities or regions to target. We’ll be able to look back
at a season’s performance on a macro level, but also on a far more micro level, identifying key
datapoints like lead time based on geographic market or campaign. They will also supply an analyst to
work with our media team to help us sift through the data and use it to make informed decisions.

Other Destination Marketing Organizations who have implemented this technology have gained
immediate intelligence that has guided them in dramatically improving the effectiveness of their
marketing campaigns. Cathy Ritter, head of the Colorado Tourism Office, recommends Arrivalist after its
use for one year by the state.

There is an $85K+ setup fee for Arrivalist if we act now and lock in the 2018 COOP pricing, hence this
request. We would like to have it in place in October when we start our marketing efforts for the ski
season as well as get locked in at the 2018 COOP rates vs. the 2019 rates, which will go up by 5%.

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. Introduction

Fiscal year 2019 represents the seventeenth year of development of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for
Gunnison County. The purpose of this program is to identify the capital needs of the County for the next
five years. This will allow the Board of Gunnison County Commissioners to make informed decisions
regarding the allocation of sales tax revenue as well as whether any debt should be incurred to finance a
particular project. The Capital Improvement Plan includes recommended projects to be funded during fiscal
year 2019 and the identification of projects, cost, and recommended year to implement for 2020 through
2023. In subsequent years the Capital Improvement Plan will be revised in order to: 1) review the projects
which were recommended during the previous year's process in order to determine the accuracy of the cost
data, current need for the project, and the relative importance in relationship to other projects; and 2) the
recommendation and assessment of need for other projects which currently do not appear in the Capital
Improvement Plan.

The process used for prioritizing projects is fully described later. The prioritization process includes an
attempt to establish realistic capital spending levels for each project in order to aid in identifying when
funding can occur. In effect, each project has been prioritized through the established weighting system. In
some cases a lower priority project is scheduled for funding earlier than a higher priority project because
of projected funding limitations or the existence of a non-competing, alternative funding source.

The following narrative describes the intent of the Capital Improvement Plan.

1. Purpose

The purpose of the program is to establish a five (5) year Capital Improvement Plan for 2019-2023 in order
to establish a logical implementation process. The central goals are:

to ease the review of the annual capital budget through a uniform process;

to broaden public participation in the budget process by providing documentation and scheduling
hearings early in the process;

to link capital budgets with adopted policies and plans;

to link capital expenditures with operation budgets;

to increase coordination between departments, agencies and other political jurisdictions; and

to research alternative means of financing projects.

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I1l.  Process

A. General Discussion

The capital improvement process provides for the identification, reviewing, planning and budgeting of
capital expenditures.





All requests for capital improvements are evaluated to aid the Board of County Commissioners in selecting
the projects to be funded. Evaluation is based on a point system, which requires the department head to
judge how well the project in question satisfies each of several criteria as well as develop an expenditure
ceiling parameter for each of the respective years. The process is designed to organize and present requests
in such a manner that management and the Commissioners have the information essential to effective
decision-making. However, the system is not intended to provide an absolute ranking of projects based
solely on the numerical scores. A difference of a few points between total scores of projects is not significant
in determining priority. For example, if a project were urgently required in order to replace an existing
dilapidated facility, it would probably be scheduled for early funding regardless of'its score on other criteria.
Also, there is a question which asks the evaluator's overall personal judgment of projects' priority, and this
helps to identify which proposals are considered most important.

This prioritization process represents two distinct elements: internally (within the department) and
countywide. If the department's request only includes capital expenditures which are proposed to be funded
out of its own resources or non-tax revenue generated by that department, the projects are prioritized within
that department for inclusion within the plan. Examples are: Landfill, Airport Fund, Road and Bridge Fund,
etc. However, if the request is outside of the department’s ability to generate revenue, e.g., a request for
assistance from Sales Tax revenue or a bond issue, then the project would compete for funding on a
countywide basis. A more detailed discussion of the project ranking method is found in the section entitled
"Method for Prioritizing Projects".

The Capital Improvement Plan is presented annually to the Gunnison Board of County Commissioners.
The first year of the package is referred to as the Capital Improvement Budget and is a list of projects for
recommended implementation during the next fiscal year, while the subsequent four-year period is referred
to as the Capital Improvement Plan, which will be approved by the Board of County Commissioners in
concept only. By adopting a CIP, the County adopts a statement of intent, not an appropriation of funding
for projects contained within the plan. The CIP lists are updated annually as new needs become known and
as priorities are changed. Therefore, it is entirely possible that a project with a low priority will remain in
the Capital Improvement Plan longer than four years, as more important projects appear and move ahead
for quick implementation. On the other hand, a project may be implemented sooner than originally planned
due to changing priorities or funding availability.

B. Definitions

For the purposes of this process, capital is defined as follows: items that have a single acquisition cost of
$10,000 or more and a usable life of five (5) or more years. Basically, this implies that those items that can
be clearly classified as major improvements, rather than routine maintenance or equipment replacement, are
defined as capital for the purposes of this program.





C. Annual Review

The Capital Improvement Plan will be considered annually and updated to add another year of projects.
This process will identify the Capital Budget (first year projects) as well as projects to be implemented in
the four subsequent years of the program in order of priority. The annual review procedure is as follows:

¢ Review by department heads and submittal of new projects
% County Commissioners assess criteria and weighing system, assess new projects, amend the CIP
and assign final project ranks

Third Quarter

¢ Final adoption

D. Responsibilities for Plan Development

The responsibilities outlined below indicate the process for development of the 2019-2023 CIP to the point
of consideration by the Board of County Commissioners. Before a project reaches the Commissioners, each
project should be reviewed for financial feasibility, conformance to established plans, response to public
need, engineering feasibility, and environmental impact, where appropriate.

E. Method for Prioritizing Projects

Step 1: The department heads rate the capital projects according to the established criteria. All
departments use the same criteria.

Step 2: The establishment of the importance of one criterion over another by assigning the highest
numerical score to the highest ranked criteria. This is called the weight factor.

Step 3: For the first seven criteria, each criterion’s raw score as submitted by the department heads
1s multiplied by that criterion’s weight factor to establish a weighted score.

Step 4: The weighted scores for each criterion are added to establish a total weighted score.

Step 5: If a project meets any of the final five criteria including legal requirements, safety
improvements, relation to existing Commissioner priorities, contract obligations or extreme
urgency, that project’s total weighted score is increased by the percentage (amplification factor) of
each of the final five criteria. The resulting total amplified score will help determine the relative
importance of one project over another in a systematic way. The weight and amplification factors
both serve to broaden the range of total scores and prioritize the criteria themselves. The highest
possible total score is 115.

Step 6: Examine locations, scheduling and funding of projects to coordinate financing and/or
construction.

The result of this process can be found on the Project Prioritization Worksheets in the Tables section of this
document.





F. Rationale for Weight Factor Determination

The weighted score is assigned to each criterion with a method used by the U.S. Forest Service, which
essentially measures each criterion against every other criterion. When one criterion is more important than
another it is assigned a point. The criteria with the most points are given the highest weight. See the table
and the following discussion by which the criteria were given a weight score.

Each criterion is compared to all criteria below:

1/2-7: As with all levels of government, meeting a need with the tax dollar with which a maximum
number of citizens can identify is more important than all other criteria. (Criterion 1 takes
priority over all others)

2/3: The cost/benefit ratio is more inclusive and more tangible than is short-term pay back and
whether the project conserves energy. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 3)

2/4: The cost/benefit ratio is a more inclusive measure of success than speedy implementation.
(Criterion 2 takes priority over 4)

2/5: Whether the project results in maximum benefit to the community from the investment dollar
is more critical than whether the project expands upon existing services. (Criterion 2 takes
priority over 5)

2/6: Maximum benefit to the community is more important than whether the project relates
specifically to other programs. (Criterion 2 takes priority over 6)

Improvement or expansion of a service is more important than whether the project relates to
other programs.

Improvement or expansion of existing services is more important than how many times the
project has been requested. (Criterion 5 takes priority over 7)

Public recognition of improved or enhanced service is more important than whether the project
was previously requested. (Criterion 6 takes priority over 7)

G. Rationale for Score Amplification

After determination of the preliminary score for each project, the score is multiplied by a factor to complete
the weighting system and establish a total score and final priority. For instance, if two projects receive the
same score based on the weighted criteria, a project that is legally required should take precedence over a
project that is not legally required. The amplification process accomplishes this goal. If any of the final
five criteria questions are checked “yes”, the entire weighted score established using the procedures above
are “amplified” (this is done by multiplying the weighted score by the amplification rate) as follows:

The amplified value for each criterion is added to the weighted score to determine the Total Amplified
Score. From this final score, a rank is assigned to determine relative project importance.

H. Project Criteria

The following are the criteria as stated in the Department Head instruction manual:

1. Does the project meet a need which a maximum number of citizens can identify? Many services or
facilities are requested by individual citizens and citizen's groups. Have requests for the project
been made at public hearings or forums or before the County Commissioners? Has the need to be
filled by the project been the subject of frequent citizens’ complaints? Tax dollars should always
be used with an awareness of those citizen desires in mind.

2. Does the project result in maximum benefit to the Community from the investment dollar? This
criterion is particularly important during periods of high inflation. Buying land now for future
projects, for example, can result in overall savings. This criterion also applies to the replacement or
renovation of obsolete and inefficient facilities which will result in substantial improvement in
services to the public at the least possible cost. This criterion should be applied to all projects.

3. Does the project require speedy implementation in order to assure its success or maximum
effectiveness? There may be a time limitation on providing a local funding share in order to receive
a State or Federal grant. There may be other reasons why time is of the essence in the success or
failure of a project. If the time factor is critical, explain why.

4. Does the project conserve energy and/or provide a ten-year or less payback on the investment dollar?
Energy improvement projects are becoming increasingly more important. Often, these projects can
be justified in terms of dollar savings. This can be expressed in real dollar savings, reduced
maintenance costs, or in man-hour savings.

5. Does the project improve or expand upon existing County Services where such services are
recognized and accepted as necessary and effective? This criterion can apply to new methods of
improving existing services or simply expansion of services in their present format.





6. Does the project relate specifically to other existing or proposed programs? A project that relates to

other projects or that provides services related to other services should receive a higher rating.

7. Has the project been requested previously? If so, rate the proposal according to the following scale:

8. Is the project necessary to meet Federal, State or local legal requirements? This includes projects

V. Funding Sources

The proposed funding for the Capital Improvement Plan comes from the following restricted sources,
among others:

Sales Tax - In 1978, the voters of Gunnison County approved a 1% county sales tax. The provisions
of the sales tax resolution approved by the voters directed that one-half (1\2) of the County sales tax
revenues collected from sales within the boundaries of incorporated municipalities shall be
distributed to those municipalities. The funds distributed to Gunnison County must be used solely
for capital outlay and capital expenditures including but not limited to expenditures for the purchase
of County buildings; the construction, alteration, relocation, and improvement of roads, bridges, and
means of public transportation; and the purchase of facilities or equipment necessary for the
operation of the County.

Conservation Trust Fund (CTF) - The County’s share of lottery proceeds received from the State of
Colorado and passed through the Gunnison Metropolitan Recreation District are required to be
deposited in its Conservation Trust Fund and must be expended only for the acquisition,
development, and maintenance of new conservation sites or for capital improvements or
maintenance for recreational purposes on any public site.

Road and Bridge Fund - The following is a description of several road and bridge resources that will
be used to fund roads or trail CIP items:

% The Highway Users Tax Fund (HUTF) - Statutorily created in 1953 to account for state highway
revenue. According to Section 43-4-204, C.R.S., all moneys in the HUTF are appropriated for:

The acquisition of rights-of-way for, and the construction, engineering, safety,
reconstruction, improvement, repair, maintenance, and administration of, the state
highway system, the county highway systems, the city street systems, and other
public roads and highways of the state ...

Since its creation, revenue from motor fuel excise taxes, annual vehicle license and registration
fees, and passenger-mile taxes on vehicles have been credited to the Fund. Over time however,
additional revenue sources, such as court fines from traffic infractions and specialty license
plate fees, have been statutorily earmarked for the Fund.

% Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) - Federal payments to local governments that help offset
losses in property taxes due to nontaxable Federal lands within their boundaries.

% Federal Forest Reserve/Secure Rural Schools (Forest Reserve or SRS) - In 1908, Congress
enacted a law that requires 25% of the revenues derived from the National Forest System to be
given to counties in which the lands are situated for the equal benefit of public schools and roads.
These Forest System revenues had been collected primarily from timber sales. As a result of
timber sales decline, Congress recognized the need to stabilize payment to counties, and on





October 30, 2000, the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000
(the “SRS Act”), Public Law 106-393, was enacted.

Airport Fund - The following is a description of several airport resources that will be used to fund
airport CIP items:

% Airport Operation Reserves - The Airport Operations Fund is an enterprise fund. The fees and
charges to the airport users are designed to recover the full cost of operating the airport and to
provide a portion of the resources necessary for the capital improvement and replacement of
airport assets. Federal Aviation Administration regulations require that any reserves
accumulated must be used for airport purposes.

% Passenger Facility Charges (PFCs) - The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) reviews and
approves the implementation of this per enplanement fee. All proceeds received by the airport
must be used for authorized capital expenditures.

% Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Grants/Colorado Division of Aeronautics Grants
(CDAG) - The proceeds received from these sources are required to be used only for the specific
capital expenditures identified in the “scope of services” of the grant agreement.

Internal Service Fund I - This fund is used to account for the rental of motor vehicles, heavy
equipment and to account for the usage of gravel and other materials used in construction and
maintenance. The fund charges fees to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the
purpose of recovering the full cost of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capital
assets. The reserves accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for
the acquisition of capital assets for use within this fund.

Internal Service Fund II - This fund is used to account for the rental of technological equipment
including computer, mapping, telephone, postage, and photocopy equipment. The fund charges fees
to user departments and to other governmental agencies for the purpose of recovering the full cost
of operations and for the replacement of all of the fund’s capitalized assets. The reserves
accumulated in this fund are required (by OMB Circular A-87) to be used for the acquisition of
capital assets for use within this fund.

The light duty vehicles in our fleet need to be
replaced by more fuel efficient vehicles.

Annual amount would be used to replace a motor grader, loader, or bachoe, a truck
and as many light duty vehicles as budget would allow. This program has been
redefined to include the purchase of light duty CNG vehicles whenever possible.

Litter is primarily
loose paper, plastic bags, and small pieces of cardboard. Six or eight foot fences are
not high enough to catch the trash. This submittal is for funding for Landfill net fence
along the northern boundary of the current cell. It is similar to netting at a baseball
field, tall with a deflector on the top. The height of the fencing will require
professional installation.

This project was submitted for 2018 but was not included in the budget. If it cannot
be done in 2018 as planned it becomes essential for early 2019. It should be a fall
project in case there is too much snow to install in the spring before the wind starts.

The water treatment plant filters contain layers of fine sand, gravels, garnets, and
anthracite coal to treat raw river water and create drinkable water. The clarifier
contains very small beads and an air diffusion system. The filter media and clarifiers
are now 21 years old and are still in good shape for their age; however, over time
material gets washed out during a backwash and the media eventually could fail,
causing what is called a breakthrough. A breakthrough would mean not meeting
turbidity standards and would require shutting down a filter until the media could be
replaced. Currently we are making 300 gallons per minute with two filters. If we were
to lose a filter it would reduce our production capacity to 150 gallons per minute. The
filters are the same age so if we were to lose one filter it would reason that the other
filter would not be far behind in failing.

We need to replace the filters and clarifier media within the next five years.

It may be possible to do a rebuild on one or both pumps, however it
would be wise to have the ability to replace a pump with a new pump if needed or to
have one on hand for immediate service.

Pumps can be pulled and evaluated for wear and necssary repair for $3,000 to
$5,000. That may be done if vendor will credit that cost toward repair/replacement.
