The Board of County Commissioners is writing to respectfully request that the Bureau of
Land Management expedite their review and concurrence of the Fossil Ridge Il Federal Land
Exchange (Land Exchange) Mineral Potential Report. This land exchange important for
Gunnison County and has the Board of County Commissioner’s full support.

The Board of County Commissioners was notified by the Land Exchange non-federal
party, Crested Butte Land Trust (Land Trust), that the Mineral Potential Report was recently
submitted to the Colorado State Office of the Bureau of Land Management for review and for a
project of this significance to Gunnison County, time is of the essence.

Through a trade with the U.S. Forest Services, Grand Mesa Uncompahgre and Gunnison
National Forest district (Forest Service), the Land Trust will acquire 120 acres which includes the
southern half of the lake from the U.S. Forest Service. To make this exchange possible, the
Land Trust would contribute 15 acres of property it owns on Copley Lake to the Forest Service.
In addition, the Land Trust will purchase 613 acres of in-holding land in the Fossil Ridge area
and give that land to the Forest Service. Not only does this land exchange accomplish the
protection of a highly valued community amenity, and ensure access to Long Lake is secured
forever, it will provide the American people with an additional 628 acres of public land, and
generate in excess of $2.5 million to be used for affordable housing in the Gunnison Valley.
This funding for affordable housing is made possible by long time locals Judy and Butch Clark
who donated the Fossil Ridge parcel to The Trust for Public Land in 2010 with the stipulation
that, when sold, the proceeds generated by public acquisition would go to the Gunnison Valley
Housing Foundation.

The permanent protection of the Long Lake parcel complements state, regional and local policy
including the Colorado Conservation Partnership’s Keep it Colorado Initiative and Gunnison
County Land Use Regulations. The public land acquisition of 630 acres by the Gunnison National
Forest will enhance opportunities for all Americans to enjoy the public lands for which
Gunnison County is renowned. The contribution of $2.5 million to the Valley Housing Fund will
help develop regional housing solutions that provide affordable choices for valley residents and

These provisions are to be read and interpreted in conjunction with the provisions of the contract specified above.

This Contract contains state, private and federal funds (see Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance
(CFDA) number 93.217)

The United State Department of Health and Human Services (“USDHHS”), through the US Public Health
Service (“USPHS”) has awarded as of 03/26/2019 anticipated federal funds of $3.800,000.00 under Notice
of Cooperative Agreement Award, hereinafter “NCAA”, number 1 FPHPA006465-01-00, to perform the
following: contraceptive education and clinical services, preventative health counseling and education
services, reproductive health related testing and screening and referrals, training, outreach, client
recruitment and community engagement.

If the underlying Notice of Cooperative Agreement Award “NCAA” authorizes the State to pay all
allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of the effective date of that NCAA, then the State shall
reimburse the Contractor for any allowable and allocable expenses of the Contractor that have been
incurred by the Contractor since the proposed effective date of this Contract. If the underlying NCAA does
not authorize the State to pay all allowable and allocable expenses of a contractor as of the effective date of
that NCAA, then the State shall only reimburse the Contractor for those allowable and allocable expenses
of the Contractor that are incurred by the Contractor on or after the effective date of this Contract, with
such effective date being the later of the date specified in this Contract or the date the Contract is signed by
the State Controller or delegee.

To be considered for payment, all Family Planning services must be entered into iCare within thirty (30)
days of service being performed. Contractors shall only be paid for cases that meet eligibility, performance
and data requirements. Contractors shall be reimbursed 1/12" of an annual award on monthly basis. The
total contract amount is based on an annual award that was determined by number of clients served in the
previous year and total available funds. In addition, Contractor shall be reimbursed an amount pre-
determined by CDPHE for the purchase of Long Acting Reversible Contraception (LARC) methods.

To receive compensation under the Contract, the Contractor shall submit a signed Monthly Fee for Service
Reimbursement Invoice Form. This form is accessible from https://www.colorado.gov/cdphe/titlex-
familyplanning and is incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference. CDPHE will provide
technical assistance in accessing and completing the form. The CDPHE Monthly Fee for Service
Reimbursement Invoice must be submitted no later than forty-five (45) calendar days after the end of the
billing period for which services were rendered. Expenditures shall be in accordance with this Statement
of Work. LARC method purchase must be detailed on the invoice and should be accompanied by evidence
of payment, including a receipt or invoice and a financial ledger report that shows the posted expense.

The Monthly Fee for Service Reimbursement Invoice should be scanned into an electronic document and
emailed to cdphe familyplanning(@state.co.us

To be considered for payment, billings for payments pursuant to this Contract must be received within a
reasonable time after the period for which payment is requested, but no later than forty-five (45) calendar
days after the relevant performance period has passed. Final billings under this Contract must be received
by the State within a reasonable time after the expiration or termination of this Contract; but no later than
forty-five (45) calendar days from the effective expiration or termination date of this Contract.

The Contractor shall not use state funds to satisfy federal cost sharing and matching requirements unless
approved in writing by CDPHE.

The Contractor shall not use federal funds to satisfy federal cost sharing and matching requirements unless
approved in writing by the appropriate federal agency.
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EXHIBIT E

Sliding Fee Scale: The Contractor’s charges for services to clients who are above 100% of poverty level
shall be based on a sliding fee scale that takes into account a client's family size and/or individual income
and is approved by the State. These charges and the sliding fee scale shall be made available to all clients
of the Contractor, the general public, and the State. This document is available on the following website
https://www.colorado.gov/cdphe/titlex-familyplanning. Charges shall be based upon the Contractor’s actual
costs to provide these services as determined by a cost analysis. The Contractor and the State shall review
these costs annually. The Contractor shall insure that all clients understand that they will not be denied
services because of an inability to pay any of the Contractor’s sliding fee charges.

The content of electronic documents located on CDPHE and non-CDPHE websites and information
contained on CDPHE and non-CDPHE websites may be updated periodically during the contract term. The
Contractor shall monitor documents and website content for updates and comply with all updates.

Fiscal and Spending Contract Award: It is important that accurate expenses are reflected in each Contract
budget. The Contractor must spend the entire awarded and budgeted amount for services identified in the
annual approved project budget. Failure to provide projected services, submit invoices in a timely manner,
and/or failure to spend the award at a rate that results in the full award being expended at the end of the
program year may result in reduced funds the following year and/or lack of eligibility for mid-year and
other additional funding opportunities.

This award does not include funds for Research and Development.
Time Limit For Acceptance Of Deliverables.

a. Evaluation Period. The State shall have thirty (30) calendar days from the date a deliverable is
delivered to the State by the Contractor to evaluate that deliverable, except for those deliverables
that have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor.

b. Notice of Defect. If the State believes in good faith that a deliverable fails to meet the design
specifications for that particular deliverable, or is otherwise deficient, then the State shall notify
the Contractor of the failure or deficiencies, in writing, within thirty (30) calendar days of: 1) the
date the deliverable is delivered to the State by the Contractor if the State is aware of the failure or
deficiency at the time of delivery; or 2) the date the State becomes aware of the failure or
deficiency. The above time frame shall apply to all deliverables except for those deliverables that
have a different time negotiated by the State and the Contractor in writing pursuant to the State’s
fiscal rules.

c. Time to Correct Defect. Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection to a completed
deliverable, the Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time, not to exceed thirty (30)
calendar days, to correct the noted deficiencies.

Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Business Associate Determination.

The State has determined that this Contract does not constitute a Business Associate relationship under
HIPAA.

The list of acronyms attached hereto as Exhibit C may be referenced to in Revised Exhibit A, Exhibit B,
and all and any attachments thereof in this Contract.

If Contractor indicates full expenditure of funds under this Contract by March 31 (Federal funds) and
June 30 (State funds) of each grant year and the full expenditure does not occur, CDPHE has the option
to reduce current or upcoming Contract by said amount or a percent deemed reasonable by CDPHE. The
State will notify the Contractor of the potential need to decrease the current or upcoming budget.

Upon receipt of timely written notice of an objection by the State for inability to fully expend funds, the
Contractor shall have a reasonable period of time not to exceed ten (10) calendar days to respond to the
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EXHIBIT E

action. If no dispute is received by the State within ten (10) calendar days, the State has the option to
reduce the current budget for the current year and any upcoming budget for future contractual agreements.

Contractor shall request prior approval in writing from the State for all modifications in the Statement of
Work/Work Plan or for any modification to the direct costs in excess of twenty-five percent (25%) of the
total budget for direct costs or $250,000, whichever is less, shall be submitted to CDPHE at least ninety
(90) days prior to the end of the contract period and may require an amendment in accordance with General
Provisions, Section 5, of this Contract.

Contractor shall only use program income generated from client fee collections and donations for family
planning purposes that further the objectives of the legislation under which this Contract is entered into. In
accordance with Title X guidelines, the Contractor shall not charge for any Title X required services
provided to clients who are at or below 100% of the official poverty line as defined by the Federal Register
by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services under the authority of 42 U.S.C. 9902(2). If the
State receives new poverty guidelines during the term of this Contract, then the State will immediately
notify the Contractor. The Contractor shall use these new poverty guidelines, if any, upon receipt of
notification thereof from the State.

All money received by the Contractor from the State under this Contract shall be used by the Contractor to
provide contraceptive services to qualified family planning clients.

The State may require forms attached to this Contract and incorporated herein to be updated by the
Contractor during the term of this Contract. The State shall notify the Contractor of newly developed
forms. Forms are incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference and located on
https://www.colorado.gov/pacific/cdphe/title-x-forms.

The Contractor agrees to follow the Colorado Constitution and the Title X rules and regulations
incorporated and made part of this Contract by reference and available on the following websites:

d. Inaccordance with the Colorado Constitution, Article V, Section 50, Contractor agrees that no requests
for direct or indirect reimbursement or payment will be submitted for the performance of any induced
abortions.

Notwithstanding the terms contained in General Provisions, Section 9, Rights in Data, Documents and
Computer Software or Other Intellectual Property, unless otherwise provided for, all data collected or
produced or derived exclusively from the Contractor's work under this Contract shall remain the sole
property of the State, whether in individual, aggregate, identified or de-identified form or any other form
required by the State. To facilitate follow-up, research, surveillance and evaluation, any such data
collected, used or acquired shall be made available in any form required by the State, to the State and any
other entity designated by the State.

Any such data collected, used or acquired shall be used solely for the purposes of this Contract. The
Contractor agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, or otherwise make known any such data to
unauthorized persons without the express prior written consent of the State or as otherwise required by law.
This includes a prior written request by the Contractor to the State for submission of abstracts or reports to
conferences, which utilize data collected under this Contract.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Contractor shall be entitled to retain a set of any such data collected or
work papers necessary to perform its duties under this Contract and in accordance with professional
standards.

Notwithstanding the terms contained in General Provisions, Section 9, Rights in Data, Documents and
Computer Software or Other Intellectual Property, or Section 23.i, General Provisions, Media or Public
Announcements, the State of Colorado, specifically the Department of Public Health and Environment,
shall be the owner of all printed materials, graphic representations, educational materials, audio-visual
products, or any other media, in whatever form, created under this Contract. This requirement applies, but
is not limited to, any brochure, flyer, presentation, billboard, radio spot, website, banner advertisement.
The State reserves the right to require logos, or other wording on any material, representation, product or
other media form created under this Contract.

Any material, representation, product or other media form that will use the State’s or logo or information
must be approved by the State prior to production and distribution. A minimum of ten (10) business days is
required for the review and approval process.

Contractor agrees to provide services to all Program participants and employees in a smoke-free
environment in accordance with Public Law 103-227, also known as “the Pro-Children Act of 1994", (Act).
Public Law 103-227 requires that smoking not be permitted in any portion of any indoor facility owned or
leased or contracted for by an entity and used routinely or regularly for the provision of health, day care,
early childhood development services, education or library services to children under the age of 18, if the
services are funded by Federal programs either directly or through State or local governments, by Federal
grant, contract, loan, or loan guarantee. The law also applies to children's services that are provided in
indoor facilities that are constructed, operated, or maintained with such Federal funds. The law does not
apply to children’s services provided in private residences; portions of facilities used for inpatient drug or
alcohol treatment; service providers whose sole source of applicable Federal funds is Medicare or
Medicaid; or facilities where Women, Infants and Children (WIC) coupons are redeemed. Failure to
comply with the provision of Public Law 103-227 may result in the imposition of a civil monetary penalty
of up to $1,000 for each violation and/or the imposition of an administrative compliance order on the
responsible entity. By signing this Contract, Contractor certifies that Contractor shall comply with the
requirements of the Act and shall not allow smoking within any portion of any indoor facility used for the
provision of services for children as defined by the Act.

Notwithstanding the terms contained in the General Provisions, Section 10, Confidential or Proprietary
Information, Contractor shall protect the confidentiality of all applicant or recipient records and other
materials that are maintained in accordance with this Contract. Except for purposes directly connected with
the administration of this Contract, no information about or obtained from any applicant or recipient shall
be disclosed in a form identifiable with the applicant or recipient without the prior written consent of the
applicant or recipient, or the parent or legal guardian of a minor applicant or recipient with the exception of
information protected by Colorado Statute as it applies to confidentiality for adolescent services in which
case the adolescent minor and not the parent or legal guardian must provide consent or as otherwise
properly ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction. Contractor shall have written policies governing
access, duplication, and dissemination of all such information. Contractor shall advise its employees,
agents, servants, and any subcontractors that they are subject to these confidentiality requirements.

The State of Colorado, specifically the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, shall be
the owner of all equipment as defined by Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board (FASAB)
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) purchased under this Contract. At the end of the term
of this Contract, the State shall approve the disposition of all equipment.

Contractor shall not use funds provided under this Contract for the purpose of lobbying as defined in
Colorado Revised Statutes (C.R. S.) 24-6-301(3.5)(a).

The State may require continued performance at the same rates and same terms specified in the Contract. If
the State exercises the option, it will provide written notice to Contractor at least 30 days prior to the end of

the current Contract term in a form substantially equivalent to Exhibit D. If exercised, the provisions of the
Option Letter shall become part of and be incorporated into the original Contract.

The State may increase or decrease the quantity of goods/services described in Exhibit B based upon the
rates established in the Contract. If the State exercises the option, it will provide written notice to
Contractor at least 1 day prior to the end of the current Contract term in a form substantially equivalent to
Exhibit D. Delivery/performance of the goods/service shall continue at the same rates and terms. If
exercised, the provisions of the Option Letter shall become part of and be incorporated into the original
Contract.

Per the private funding source, The Colorado Trust (The Trust) expressly disclaims any obligation to
employees or independent contractors hired or engaged by CDPHE to assist CDPHE in carrying out its
obligations under the Grant Contract with The Colorado Trust. Employment or engagement of such third
parties is referred to in this paragraph as “engagement.”

THIS LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS AGREEMENT FOR GUNNISON SECURE
STORAGE (“Agreement”) is entered into this  day of , 2019 by and between
the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Gunnison, Colorado, whose address is 200
E. Virginia, Gunnison, Colorado 81230, ("Gunnison County"), and Gunnison Secure Storage,
L.L.C, a Texas limited liability company, whose principal address is 3500 Oakmont Boulevard,
Suite 200, Austin, TX 78731 ("Developer"), as follows:

1. PURPOSE. The Developer has submitted to Gunnison County the Developer’s application
for Land Use Change Permit No. 2019-00007 regarding landscaping improvements as identified
on the site plan titled: Project Proposal prepared by SGM, dated August 14, 2019 attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference as Appendix “A” ("Project"). The Project is located
within the SE1/4SW1/4, Section 25, Township 50 North, Range 1 West, NMPM, County of
Gunnison, State of Colorado, also known as street address 1012 Highway 135, Gunnison,
Colorado 81230, and as identified on the plat titled: Gunnison Secure Storage Subdivision,
Gunnison County, prepared by Robert E. Brandeberry, for and on behalf of SGM, Inc., dated
October 12, 2017, recorded in the records of the Office of the Clerk and Recorder of Gunnison
County, Colorado on October 23, 2017, bearing Reception No: 649865.

As valuable and sufficient consideration for this Agreement, Gunnison County and the
Developer agree that approval of such application by Gunnison County is expressly conditioned
on completion of the improvements described in paragraph 7, below (“Improvements") to the
specifications described herein and by the times specified herein. Gunnison County and the
Developer further agree that such Improvements are appropriate and necessary requirements to
be required by Gunnison County, and to be performed by the Developer and which Developer
shall perform. Gunnison County and Developer further agree that an agreement guaranteeing the
Developer’s performance secured by suitable security to protect the interests of Gunnison
County, and the public in the amount set forth herein is an appropriate condition to Gunnison
County's approval of such land use change permit. The parties have entered into this Agreement
to memorialize such understandings and agreements. The relationship of the parties to this
Agreement is contractual; Developer is an independent contractor and is not an agent of
Gunnison County.

2. DEVELOPER BOUND. The Developer agrees to accept and be bound by the terms and
conditions of Gunnison County's issuance of its approval of the Land Use Change Permit No.
2019-00007 and the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Developer accepts Gunnison
County's review and permitting authority, process and performance of same in connection with
Land Use Change No. 2019-00007 as legal and valid and waives any defect therein.

3. INSTALLATION OF IMPROVEMENTS.






A. The Developer agrees to complete the Improvements as identified in paragraph 7
herein not later than July 31, 2020, acts of God and any cause beyond the reasonable
control of the Developer excepted, including without limitation labor disputes, laws,
regulations, or orders of any governmental entity, orders of court, inability to obtain any
required authorization, act of war or conditions arising out of or attributable to war, riot,
civil strike, insurrection or rebellion, fire, explosion, earthquake, storm, flood or other
adverse weather condition, delay or failure by suppliers or materialmen, contractors, or
subcontractors, shortage of or inability to obtain labor, supplies or materials.

B. The completion deadline set forth in this paragraph 3 may be extended by Gunnison
County in its sole discretion upon written request of Developer if Gunnison County
determines that: (1) such extension of time will not operate to the detriment of Gunnison
County, the public or the owners of property within the Project; and (2) Gunnison
County's security is adequate to ensure full performance by Developer by the extended
completion date; and (3) that such an extension would not be in conflict with the
conditions of the approved Land Use Change Permit. Gunnison County may require
Developer to provide, at Developer's cost, supplemental estimates of the costs of
completion and to provide additional security as a prerequisite to its extension of any
completion date. Any extended completion date granted by Gunnison County hereunder
may be further extended in like manner.

4. ESTIMATED COST. The total cost of the Improvements to be completed by the Developer
is estimated currently to be Six-Thousand Four-Hundred Ninety-Four and No/100 U.S. Dollars
($6,494.00).

5. SECURITY. In order to secure all obligations of the Developer herein, the Developer and
Gunnison County agree that the Developer shall, at Developer’s sole cost, and before starting
work on any phase of the Project, and before conveying any portion of the Project, obtain and
provide to Gunnison County a bond, an irrevocable letter of credit or other performance
guarantee in a form and content satisfactory to Gunnison County to the benefit of Gunnison
County in the amount of be Eight-Thousand One-Hundred and Eleven and 50/100 U.S. Dollars
($8,117.50) which is 125 percent of the currently estimated cost of the Improvements. If said
security is in the form of cash, it will be placed by Gunnison County in an interest-bearing
account; the interest shall accrue to Developer at 1% less than received by Gunnison County.

Pending full performance of all of the terms and conditions hereof by the Developer, Gunnison
County shall retain said security and shall remain the beneficiary of such security. In the event
of any uncured default hereunder Gunnison County in its sole discretion, and without any other
authority required, may draw upon said security up to its full amount upon presentation by
Gunnison County to the Developer of a written statement by Gunnison County that such uncured
default exists. Upon timely performance of all terms and conditions hereof, said security shall be
tendered by Gunnison County to the Developer.

6. CERTIFICATION.






A. Not later than July 31, 2020, Developer shall certify to Gunnison County that the
Developer’s obligations regarding Improvements under this Agreement have been fully
and faithfully performed. Upon receipt of such certification, Gunnison County shall
review the same and shall make an independent judgment whether to accept the same in
the sole discretion of Gunnison County.

B. Not later than July 31, 2020, Developer shall provide to the Gunnison County
Attorney a sworn affidavit, signed by the Developer's authorized representative, that the
Improvements completed have been paid for, in full, by the Developer. The Developer
shall be responsible for the information so provided. Said written certification will be
reviewed by Gunnison County, but Gunnison County shall have no responsibility or
liability to any party regarding the veracity of the information so provided.

7. SCOPE OF WORK.

A. The scope of work to be done by the Developer is to acquire, plant and maintain the
trees and bushes identified in attached Appendix “A”, Project Proposal.

B. The conditions of this Agreement and Land Use Change Permit No. 2019-00007 are
such that if the obligations hereunder of the Developer are well, truly, faithfully and
timely performed by Developer and such performance is accepted by Gunnison County in
Gunnison County's sole discretion, the Developer’s obligations to Gunnison County
under this Agreement except as set forth in 7C. below shall be at an end; otherwise such
conditions and obligations shall remain in full force and effect.

C. For a period of one year from and after the acceptance by Gunnison County of all of
the work described in paragraph 7A, above, Developer shall, at its own expense, make all
needed replacements to such work as shall, in Gunnison County's reasonable opinion,
become necessary. Gunnison County shall have the right to retain the full amount of
security for up to two years following the acceptance of all of the work described in
paragraph 7A above, as security to ensure such replacement.

8. DEVELOPERS' DEFAULT. In the event of any default hereunder by the Developer,
Gunnison County shall give notice to the Developer specifying the nature of such default, which
notice shall be given by certified mail with return receipt requested addressed to the Developer
at: PO Box 276, Gunnison, Colorado 81230. In the event the Developer does not remedy such
default to the satisfaction of Gunnison County within 14 days following such notice, Gunnison
County may elect, in its discretion:

1. To specifically enforce the terms and conditions of this Agreement;
2. To draw upon or otherwise obtain the benefit of the security;

3. To exercise any other rights and obtain any other remedies provided by law;





4. To obtain from the Developer either an extension of Gunnison County's
security hereunder to guarantee the completion of the Improvements only on the
conditions (1) that suitable additional security is provided to Gunnison County to
guarantee the construction of said Improvements within the new time period determined
by Gunnison County, and (2) that Gunnison County determines that it would not be
detrimental to the interest of Gunnison County, the public or the owners of property
within the Project to allow such extension (3) that Gunnison County determines that it
would not be in conflict with the conditions of the approved Land Use Change Permit.

9. NOTICE. All notices and other communications required or permitted under this Agreement
shall be in writing and shall be, as determined by the person giving such notice, either hand
delivered, mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested to the required party at
the following addresses:

10. RECORDING OF AGREEMENT. Upon its execution, this Agreement shall be recorded by
the Developer and shall be a covenant running with the property herein described in order to put
prospective purchasers or other interested parties on notice as to the terms and provisions hereof.

11. RETENTION OF POLICE POWERS. Gunnison County retains the power and right to
impose additional requirements upon Developer with regard to the Project if the failure to do so
would place the public or owners of property within the Project in a perilous condition, or in the
event of substantially changed conditions; that is, nothing in this Agreement is or shall be
construed to be a bargaining away of Gunnison County's police power.

12. TRANSFER OR ASSIGNMENT. No transfer or assignment of any of the rights or
obligations of the Developer under this Agreement shall be permitted without prior written
approval of Gunnison County which approval shall not unreasonably be withheld.

13. TITLE AND AUTHORITY. The Developer expressly warrants and represents to Gunnison
County that it is the record owner of the real property constituting the Project, and further
represents and warrants, together with the undersigned individual, that the undersigned
individual has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement. The Developer and the
undersigned individual understand that Gunnison County is relying on such representations and
warranties in entering into this Agreement.






14. LITIGATION. Nothing contained herein shall prevent either party from obtaining a judicial
determination of the violation of its rights hereunder; provided however, that written notice to
the other party advising the other party of the alleged violation, and advising that in the event the
matter is not resolved by the parties within 14 days thereafter, shall be a condition precedent to
the commencement of any litigation.

15. TIME OF ESSENCE. It is mutually agreed that time of performance is an essential part of
this Agreement and that all terms, covenants and conditions herein shall extend to and become
obligatory upon the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto.

16. VENUE AND CHOICE OF LAW. This Agreement is entered into in Gunnison County,
Colorado and it is agreed that the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of any action pertaining to the
interpretation or enforcement of this Agreement shall be in the District Court of Gunnison
County, Colorado. The exclusive choice of law pertaining to this transaction shall be that of the
State of Colorado without giving effect to Colorado choice of law principles.

17. SEVERABILITY. If any term or provision of this Agreement shall be invalid or
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement and the terms and provisions thereof shall not be
affected thereby and all other terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be valid and
enforceable to the full extent permitted by law.

18. ATTORNEYS' FEES. If any action is brought in a court of law by either party to this
Agreement as to the enforcement, interpretation or construction of this Agreement or any
document provided for herein, the prevailing party in such action shall be entitled to reasonable
attorneys' fees as well as all costs incurred in the prosecution or defense of such action.

19. HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE. The Developer shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
Gunnison County, its officials, employees and agents from and against liability for damages,
injury or death which may arise from the direct or indirect operations of the owner, Developer,
contractors or subcontractors, which relate to the Project.

20. BINDING AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

21. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire and only agreement between
the parties regarding Landscaping improvements, and no oral statements or representations not
contained in this Agreement shall be of any force and effect between the parties. This
Agreement shall not be modified or amended in any manner except by written instrument
executed by the parties.

RECITALS

A. The State Board of the Great Outdoors Colorado Trust Fund (“GOCO” or the “Board”) is a
political subdivision of the State of Colorado, created by Article XXVII of the Colorado
Constitution, adopted at the November 1992 General Election, which article appropriates a
portion of the net proceeds of the Colorado Lottery to GOCO and directs GOCO to invest those
proceeds in the state’s parks, wildlife, open space and recreational resources.

B. In 2018, GOCO created a statewide grant program, pursuant to which eligible entities could
apply for grants to perform environmental and outdoor recreational stewardship. Grantee listed
above (“Grantee”) submitted a detailed project application (“Project Application”) that
contemplates undertaking such stewardship activities. GOCO approved Grantee’s Project
Application, which is incorporated into this Agreement by reference, on June 13, 2019, subject to
the execution of a detailed grant agreement. GOCO and Grantee each have on file a copy of the
Project Application. The project described in the Project Application is referred to as the
“Project.”

C. Grantee shall obtain the matching cash and in-kind contributions for the Project as described
in the Project Application and as required by GOCO policy.
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D. The parties intend this agreement to be the detailed grant agreement required by GOCO
(“Agreement”).

AGREEMENT
SECTION 1 - PROJECT SCOPE

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises contained in this Agreement and
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are acknowledged,

the parties agree as follows:

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The Recitals set forth above are incorporated into this Agreement.

2. Grant and Project. GOCO awards to Grantee a grant in the amount not to exceed
$350,000.00 (“Grant”), subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.

The Grant shall be used by Grantee solely to complete the Project as approved by GOCO. In the
event of a conflict between the Project Application, the parties shall resolve the conflict by
mutual agreement. Grantee has provided GOCO with a resolution adopted by Grantee’s
governing body authorizing Grantee’s acceptance of the Grant, subject to this Agreement, and
designating an appropriate official to sign this Agreement on Grantee’s behalf. The resolution is
attached as Exhibit A. Grantee agrees to use its best efforts to complete the Project.

3. Project Scope. Grantee will not materially modify the Project without the written approval of
GOCO Staff (“Staft”) or the Executive Director of GOCO (“Executive Director”). Any material
change to the Project, whether or not such change is approved in writing by GOCO, may result
in a reduction of GOCQO’s Grant or may require a refund to GOCO from Grantee, pursuant to
Paragraph 10 of this Agreement. In addition, any material change to the Project that is not
approved in writing by GOCO may result in termination of the Grant.

4. Approved Budget. Grantee has completed a detailed budget that reflects all anticipated
sources and uses of funds for the Project, including a detailed accounting of Grantee’s
anticipated direct costs associated with the Project, a copy of which is attached and incorporated
as Exhibit B (“Budget”). The Project Application contains a budget that may not match the
approved version attached as Exhibit B and which, therefore, shall not be relied upon by GOCO
or Grantee. Where discrepancies exist, the approved Budget in Exhibit B shall control until such
time as GOCO approves the final version.

5. Waiver. Prior to the disbursement of funds, the Executive Director in his or her discretion
may waive certain conditions set forth in this Agreement. Anything else to the contrary
notwithstanding, the exercise by Staff, the Executive Director, or GOCO of any right or
discretion reserved to them under this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver. Furthermore, no
waiver by them under this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of any other requirements, actions
or conditions, nor shall any waiver granted be deemed a continuing waiver. No waiver by the
Staff, the Executive Director or GOCO shall be effective unless in writing executed by them.
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Additionally, any failure by the Staff, the Executive Director or GOCO to take any actions as set
forth in this Agreement shall have no legal effect on the contractual duties of the Grantee.
Further, no waiver with respect to this Project, Grant, or Agreement shall constitute a waiver in
any other GOCO-funded project.

6. Future Funding. This Agreement and the Grant only apply to the Project specifically
described in this Agreement. GOCO makes no representations regarding future funding for
future phases of the Project, whether or not described in the Project Application or otherwise.

SECTION 2 — GRANT PAYMENT

7. Payment of Grant. Payment of the Grant is subject to GOCO’s determination in its sole
discretion that it has received and has available sufficient net lottery proceeds to fund the Grant
and that Grantee has complied with this Agreement, including Grantee’s fulfillment of all
conditions precedent to funding as set forth in Section 3. In determining the sufficiency of net
lottery proceeds, GOCO may consider all facts and circumstances as it deems necessary or
desirable, including but not limited to adequate reserves, funding requirements and/or
commitments for other past, current and future grants, and past, current and future GOCO
operating expenses and budgetary needs.

8. Payment Options. GOCO offers two payment options for stewardship grants:

a. Final Payment. The Grantee may request one final payment of the entire grant amount for
actual expenditures made, upon GOCO’s approval of a final report.

b. Advanced Payment. The Grantee may request an advanced payment of the entire grant
amount upon execution of this Agreement. Grantee must submit sufficient documentation
(including contracts, invoices, paystubs, or other reasonable evidence of payment for goods or
services) to GOCO on an annual basis for all grant funds and matching funds expended to-date,
along with a detailed project status report that documents progress to-date.

Annually, GOCO may conduct an audit of any billing statements, supporting documentation,
or other materials relating to the receipt and use of GOCO funds by Grantee or third-party
beneficiaries. The Grantee agrees to provide GOCO materials requested as part of any such
review. GOCO shall provide the parties written notification if such review indicates deficiencies,
errors, or other issues with money previously advanced. The parties agree to confer in good faith
within thirty (30) days of receipt of any notifications to achieve a resolution, as appropriate.

9. Payment Schedule. Upon execution of this Agreement, the Grantee is authorized to request
an advanced payment. Grantee may request a final payment upon project completion and in
conjunction with the submission of a final report.
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10. Withdrawal of GOCO Funding; Termination of Agreement. Anything in this Agreement
to the contrary notwithstanding, with prior notice to Grantee, GOCO reserves the right to
withhold or withdraw all or a portion of the Grant, to require a full or partial refund of the Grant,
and/or to terminate this Agreement if GOCO determines in its sole discretion that:

a. Altered Expectations. Facts have arisen or situations have occurred that fundamentally
alter the expectations of the parties or make the purposes for the Project or the Grant as approved
by GOCO infeasible or impractical;

b. Material Project Changes. Material changes in the scope or nature of the Project have
occurred from how the Project was presented in the Project Application, approved by GOCO
without prior written approval of the Executive Director;

c. Inaccuracies. Any statement or representation made or information provided by the
Grantee in the Project Application or this Agreement is untrue, inaccurate or incomplete in any
material respect; or

d. Conditions Precedent Not Fulfilled or Unsatisfactory. Any of the conditions precedent to
funding listed in Section 3 below is not fulfilled by Grantee or is unsatisfactory to GOCO, in its
sole discretion.

SECTION 3 — CONDITIONS PRECEDENT

11. Project Completion Date. Grantee shall complete the Project no later than June 13, 2022.
Grantee may request an extension of the Project Completion Date in compliance with GOCO’s
Overdue Grants Policy, as may be amended from time to time by GOCO in its sole discretion.
GOCO may elect to terminate this Agreement and deauthorize the Grant in the event this Project
Completion Date is not met and/or Grantee fails to comply with the Overdue Grants Policy.

12. Grantee’s Inability to Complete Project. If Grantee determines with reasonable probability
that the Project will not or cannot be completed as approved by GOCO, Grantee will promptly
advise GOCO in writing.

13. Third-Party Beneficiaries. The Grantee is responsible for contracting with all third-party
beneficiaries of the Grant to bind those beneficiaries to the terms and obligations set forth in this
Agreement.

14. Matching Funds. Matching funds in the minimum amount set forth in the Project
Application must have been received by Grantee, or the status of efforts to secure matching
funding was disclosed and has been deemed satisfactory by Staff.

SECTION 4 — OTHER PROVISIONS

15. Publicity and Project Information. GOCO has the right and must be provided the
opportunity to use information gained from the Project; therefore, Grantee shall acknowledge
GOCO funding in all news releases and other publicity issued by Grantee concerning the Project.
If any events are planned in relationship to the Project, GOCO shall be acknowledged as a
contributor in the invitation for the event. GOCO shall be notified of any such events 30 days in
advance. Grantee shall give timely notice of the Project, its inauguration, significance, and
completion to the local members of the Colorado General Assembly, members of the board of
county commissioners of the county or counties in which the Project is located, as well as to
other appropriate public officials. Grantee shall cooperate with GOCO in preparing public
information pieces, providing slides and photos of the Project (collectively, “Project Materials™)
from time to time, and providing access to the Project for publicity purposes. For the avoidance
of doubt, all Project Materials generated by Grantee of the Project constitute a “work made for
hire” pursuant to the U.S. copyright law (17 U.S.C. Section 201(b)). Grantee agrees that all
copyrights and other property rights in the Project Materials developed by Grantee in
conjunction with the Project are further owned by GOCO. Grantee forever and irrevocably
assigns to GOCO, without further consideration, all right, title and interest in such copyrights
and other proprietary rights. Grantee agrees that GOCO, its successors and assigns shall have the
exclusive right to file copyright applications in the United States and throughout the world to the
Project Materials or any portion of them in the name of GOCO. Grantee agrees that GOCO, its
successors and assigns may act as attorney-in-fact to execute any documents that GOCO deems
necessary to record this Agreement with the United States Copyright Office or elsewhere.
Grantee agrees to execute any and all documents reasonably requested by GOCO to enforce
GOCO’s rights under this provision.

16. Reporting. Prior to the Project Completion Date, Grantee shall submit a final report to
GOCO detailing the accomplishments of and expenditures related to the Project (“Final
Report™). The Project is complete when all efforts proposed in the Project Application or in any
subsequently approved modification have been completed. The Final Report must be submitted
using GOCO'’s Final Report Form (available by contacting GOCO). In its discretion, GOCO may
request additional documentation before its approval of the Final Report.

17. Liability.

a. Indemnity. To the extent allowed by law, Grantee shall be responsible for and shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless GOCO, its officers, agents and employees from any and all
liabilities, claims, demands, damages or costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) resulting
from, growing out of, or in any way connected with or incident to Grantee’s performance of this
Agreement. Grantee waives any and all rights to any type of express or implied indemnity or
right of contribution from the State of Colorado, GOCO, its members, officers, agents or
employees for any liability resulting from, growing out of, or in any way connected with or
incident to this Agreement.

b. No CGIA Waiver. No term or condition of this Agreement shall be construed or interpreted
as a waiver, either express or implied, of any of the immunities, rights, benefits or protections
provided to GOCO or Grantee under the Colorado Governmental Immunity Act as amended or
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as may be amended in the future (including without limitation any amendments to such statute,
or under any similar statute that is subsequently enacted) (“CGIA”). This provision may apply to
the Grantee if the Grantee qualifies for protection under the Colorado Governmental Immunity
Act, C.R.S. § 24-10-101, et seq. GOCO and Grantee understand and agree that liability for
claims for injuries to persons or property arising out of the negligence of GOCO or Grantee, and
their members, officials, agents and employees may be controlled and/or limited by the
provisions of the CGIA. The parties agree that no provision of this Agreement shall be construed
in such a manner as to reduce the extent to which the CGIA limits the liability of GOCO or
Grantee, and their members, officers, agents and employees.

¢. Compliance with Regulatory Requirements and Federal and State Mandates. Grantee
assumes responsibility for compliance with all regulatory requirements in all applicable areas,
including but not limited to nondiscrimination, worker safety, local labor preferences, preferred
vendor programs, equal employment opportunity, use of competitive bidding, and other similar
requirements. To the maximum extent permitted by law, Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend
and hold harmless GOCO, Executive Director and Staff from any cost, expense or liability for
any failure to comply with any such applicable requirements.

d. Nondiscrimination. During the performance of this Agreement, Grantee and its contractors
shall not unlawfully discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of
race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, physical handicap, medical condition, marital
status, age or sex, and shall comply with any other applicable laws prohibiting discrimination.
Grantee and its contractors shall ensure that the evaluation and treatment of their employees and
applicants for employment are free of such discrimination.

18. Audits and Accounting Records. Grantee shall maintain standard financial accounts,
documents, and records relating to the acquisition, use, management, operation and maintenance
of the Project. Grantee shall retain the accounts, documents, and records related to the Project for
five years following the date of disbursement by GOCO of the Grant funds, and they shall be
subject to examination and audit by GOCO or its designated agent during this period. All
accounts, documents, and records described in this paragraph shall be kept in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles.

19. Breach. In addition to other remedies available at law or in equity, in the event that Grantee
breaches any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement, GOCO shall have the following non-
exclusive remedies:

a. Prior to Payment of Grant. GOCO reserves the right to withdraw funding and/or terminate
this Agreement.

b. After Payment of Grant. GOCO reserves the right to seek equitable relief and/or all other
remedies as available to it under applicable law, including but not limited to return of all or a
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portion of the Grant. Further, GOCO reserves the right to deem Grantee ineligible for
participation in future GOCO grants, loans or projects.

20. GOCQO Policies. With regard to all named GOCO policies referenced in this Agreement,
Grantee acknowledges it has received a copy of the policies or otherwise has access to the
documents in connection with this Agreement and is familiar with their requirements.

21. Miscellaneous Provisions.

a. Good Faith. Both parties have an obligation of good faith, including the obligation to
make timely communication of information that may reasonably be believed to be of interest to
the other party.

b. Assignment. Grantee may not assign its rights or delegate its obligations under this
Agreement without the express written consent of the Executive Director, who has the sole
discretion to withhold consent to assign.

c. Applicable Law. Colorado law applies to the interpretation and enforcement of this
Agreement.

d. Status of Grantee. The parties acknowledge that GOCO lacks the power and right to direct

the actions of Grantee. Grantee acts in its separate capacity and not as an officer, employee or
agent of GOCO or the State of Colorado.

e. Time is of the Essence. Time is of the essence in this Agreement.

f. Survival. The terms and conditions of this Agreement, including but not limited to
Grantee’s obligations, shall survive the funding of the Grant and the Project.

g. Fax and Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each
of which shall be an original, but all of which when taken together shall constitute one
agreement. In addition, the parties agree to recognize signatures to this Agreement made
electronically and transmitted electronically or by facsimile as if they were original signatures.

h. Notice. Any notice, demand, request, consent, approval or communication that either party
desires or is required to give the other shall be in writing and either served personally or sent by
first class mail, postage prepaid, to the addresses shown on Page 1 of this Agreement.

i. Construction; Severability. Each party has reviewed and revised (or requested revisions of)
this Agreement, and therefore any rules of construction requiring that ambiguities be resolved
against a particular party shall not be applicable in the construction and interpretation of this
Agreement. If any provision in this Agreement is found to be ambiguous, an interpretation
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consistent with the purpose of this Agreement that would render the provision valid shall be
favored over any interpretation that would render it invalid. If any provision of this Agreement is
declared void or unenforceable, it shall be deemed severed from this Agreement, and the balance
of this Agreement shall otherwise remain in full force and effect.

j. Entire Agreement. Except as expressly provided, this Agreement constitutes the entire
agreement of the parties. No oral understanding or agreement not incorporated in this Agreement
shall be binding upon the parties. No changes in this Agreement shall be valid unless made in
writing and signed by the parties to this Agreement.

k. Termination of the Board. If Article XXVII of the Colorado Constitution, which
established GOCO, is amended or repealed to terminate GOCO or merge GOCO into another
entity, the rights and obligations of GOCO under this Agreement shall be assigned to and
assumed by such other entity as provided by law, but in the absence of such direction, by the
Colorado Department of Natural Resources or its successor.

NOW THEREFORE, according to the applicable provisions of the former Federal Aviation Act of 1958, as amended and
recodified, 49 U.S.C. § 40101, et seq., and the former Airport and Airway Improvement Act of 1982 (AAIA), as amended
and recodified, 49 U.S.C. § 47101, et seq., (herein the AAIA grant statute is referred to as “the Act”), the representations
contained in the Project Application, and in consideration of (a) the Sponsor’s adoption and ratification of the Grant
Assurances dated March 2014, as applied and interpreted consistent with the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018 (see 2018
Reauthorization grant condition), (b) the Sponsor’s acceptance of this Offer, and (c) the benefits to accrue to the United
States and the public from the accomplishment of the Project and compliance with the Grant Assurances and conditions
as herein provided.

THE FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE UNITED STATES, HEREBY OFFERS AND AGREES
to pay 90.00 percent of the allowable costs incurred accomplishing the Project as the United States share of the Project.
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This Offer is made on and SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

CONDITIONS

1.  Maximum Obligation. The maximum obligation of the United States payable under this Offer is $504,171.

The following amounts represent a breakdown of the maximum obligation for the purpose of establishing allowable
amounts for any future grant amendment, which may increase the foregoing maximum obligation of the United
States under the provisions of 49 U.S.C. § 47108(b):

$ 0.00 for planning
$504,171 for airport development or noise program implementation; and,
$ 0.00 for land acquisition.

2,  Period of Performance. The period of performance begins on the date the Sponsor formally accepts this agreement.
Unless explicitly stated otherwise in an amendment from the FAA, the end date of the period of performance is 4
years (1,460 calendar days) from the date of formal grant acceptance by the Sponsor.

The Sponsor may only charge allowable costs for obligations incurred prior to the end date of the period of
performance (2 CFR § 200.309). Unless the FAA authorizes a written extension, the sponsor must submit all project
closeout documentation and liquidate (pay off) all obligations incurred under this award no later than 90 calendar
days after the end date of the period of performance (2 CFR § 200.343).

The period of performance end date does not relieve or reduce Sponsor obligations and assurances that extend
beyond the closeout of a grant agreement.

3. Ineligible or Unallowable Costs. The Sponsor must not include any costs in the project that the FAA has determined
to be ineligible or unallowable.

4. Indirect Costs — Sponsor. Sponsor may charge indirect costs under this award by applying the indirect cost rate
identified in the project application, as accepted by the FAA, to allowable costs for Sponsor direct salaries and wages.

5.  Determining the Final Federal Share of Costs. The United States’ share of allowable project costs will be made in
accordance with the regulations, policies, and procedures of the Secretary. Final determination of the United States’
share will be based upon the final audit of the total amount of allowable project costs and settlement will be made
for any upward or downward adjustments to the Federal share of costs.

7. Amendments or Withdrawals before Grant Acceptance. The FAA reserves the right to amend or withdraw this offer
at any time prior to its acceptance by the Sponsor.

8.  Offer Expiration Date. This offer will expire and the United States will not be obligated to pay any part of the costs
of the project unless this offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on or before August 30, 2019, or such subsequent
date as may be prescribed in writing by the FAA.

9.  Improper Use of Federal Funds. The Sponsor must take all steps, including litigation if necessary, to recover Federal
funds spent fraudulently, wastefully, or in violation of Federal antitrust statutes, or misused in any other manner for
any project upon which Federal funds have been expended. For the purposes of this grant agreement, the term
“Federal funds” means funds however used or dispersed by the Sponsor, that were originally paid pursuant to this
or any other Federal grant agreement. The Sponsor must obtain the approval of the Secretary as to any
determination of the amount of the Federal share of such funds. The Sponsor must return the recovered Federal
share, including funds recovered by settlement, order, or judgment, to the Secretary. The Sponsor must furnish to
the Secretary, upon request, all documents and records pertaining to the determination of the amount of the Federal

other final positions of the Sponsor, in court or otherwise, involving the recovery of such Federal share require
advance approval by the Secretary.

United States Not Liable for Damage or Injury. The United States is not responsible or liable for damage to property
or injury to persons which may arise from, or be incident to, compliance with this grant agreement.

System for Award Management (SAM) Registration And Universal Identifier.

A. Requirement for System for Award Management (SAM): Unless the Sponsor is exempted from this requirement
under 2 CFR 25.110, the Sponsor must maintain the currency of its information in the SAM until the Sponsor
submits the final financial report required under this grant, or receives the final payment, whichever is later.
This requires that the Sponsor review and update the information at least annually after the initial registration
and more frequently if required by changes in information or another award term. Additional information about
registration procedures may be found at the SAM website (currently at http://www.sam.gov).

B. Data Universal Numbering System: DUNS number means the nine-digit number established and assigned by
Dun and Bradstreet, Inc. (D & B) to uniquely identify business entities. A DUNS number may be obtained from
D & B by telephone (currently 866—705-5771) or on the web (currently at http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform).

Electronic Grant Payment(s). Unless otherwise directed by the FAA, the Sponsor must make each payment request
under this agreement electronically via the Delphi elnvoicing System for Department of Transportation (DOT)
Financial Assistance Awardees.

Informal Letter Amendment of AIP Projects. If, during the life of the project, the FAA determines that the maximum
grant obligation of the United States exceeds the expected needs of the Sponsor by $25,000 or five percent (5%),
whichever is greater, the FAA can issue a letter amendment to the Sponsor unilaterally reducing the maximum
obligation.

The FAA can also issue a letter to the Sponsor increasing the maximum obligation if there is an overrun in the total
actual eligible and allowable project costs to cover the amount of the overrun provided it will not exceed the
statutory limitations for grant amendments. The FAA’s authority to increase the maximum obligation does not apply
to the “planning” component of condition No. 1.

(SAM) to determine if the non-federal entity is excluded or disqualified; or

3. Adding a clause or condition to covered transactions attesting individual or firm are not excluded or
disqualified from participating.

B. Require prime contractors to comply with 2 CFR § 180.330 when entering into lower-tier transactions (e.g. Sub-
contracts).

C. Immediately disclose to the FAA whenever the Sponsor (1) learns they have entered into a covered transaction
with an ineligible entity or (2) suspends or debars a contractor, person, or entity.

Ban on Texting When Driving.

1. Adopt and enforce workplace safety policies to decrease crashes caused by distracted drivers including
policies to ban text messaging while driving when performing any work for, or on behalf of, the Federal
government, including work relating to a grant or subgrant.

2. Conduct workplace safety initiatives in a manner commensurate with the size of the business, such as:

a. Establishment of new rules and programs or re-evaluation of existing programs to prohibit text
messaging while driving; and

b. Education, awareness, and other outreach to employees about the safety risks associated with texting
while driving.

4. Time Limitation for Submittal of a Complaint - A complaint may not be brought under this subsection more
than three years after the date on which the alleged reprisal took place.

5. Required Actions of the Inspector General — Actions, limitations, and exceptions of the Inspector General’s
office are established under 41 U.S.C. § 4712(b)

6. Assumption of Rights to Civil Remedy - Upon receipt of an explanation of a decision not to conduct or
continue an investigation by the Office of Inspector General, the person submitting a complaint assumes the
right to a civil remedy under 41 U.S.C. § 4712(c).

2018 FAA Reauthorization. This grant agreement is subject to the terms and conditions contained herein including
the terms known as the Grant Assurances as they were published in the Federal Register on April 3, 2014. On
October 5, 2018, the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018 made certain amendments to 49 U.S.C. chapter 471. The
Reauthorization Act will require FAA to make certain amendments to the assurances in order to best achieve
consistency with the statute. Federal law requires that FAA publish any amendments to the assurances in the
Federal Register along with an opportunity to comment. In order not to delay the offer of this grant, the existing
assurances are attached herein; however, FAA shall interpret and apply these assurances consistent with the
Reauthorization Act. To the extent there is a conflict between the assurances and Federal statutes, the statutes
shall apply.

The sponsor will carry out the project in accordance with policies,
standards, and specifications approved by the Secretary including but not limited to the advisory circulars listed in
the Current FAA Advisory Circulars Required For Use In AIP Funded and PFC Approved Projects, dated April 18, 2019,
and included in this grant, and in accordance with applicable state policies, standards, and specifications approved
by the Secretary.

Final Project Documentation. The Sponsor understands and agrees that in accordance with 49 USC 47111, and with
the Airport District Office's (ADO) concurrence, that no payments totaling more than 90.0 percent of United States
Government’s share of the project’s estimated allowable cost may be made before the project is determined to be
substantially complete. Substantially complete means the following: (1) The project results in a complete, usable
unit of work as defined in the grant agreement; and (2) The sponsor submits necessary documents showing that the
project is substantially complete per the contract requirements, or has a plan (that FAA agrees with) that addresses
all elements contained on the punch list. Furthermore, no payments totaling more than 97.5 percent of the United
States Government’s share of the project’s estimated allowable cost may be made until: (1) The sponsor submits all
necessary closeout documentation and (2) The sponsor receives final payment notification from the ADO.

Pavement Maintenance Management Program. The Sponsor agrees that it will implement an effective airport
pavement maintenance management program as required by Grant Assurance Pavement Preventive Management.
The Sponsor agrees that it will use the program for the useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed, or
repaired with federal financial assistance at the airport. The Sponsor further agrees that the program will

2. Inspection Schedule.

a. Detailed Inspection. A detailed inspection must be performed at least once a year. If a history of
recorded pavement deterioration is available, i.e., Pavement Condition Index (PCl) survey as set forth in
the Advisory Circular 150/5380-6, the frequency of inspections may be extended to three years.

b. Drive-By Inspection. A drive-by inspection must be performed a minimum of once per month to detect
unexpected changes in the pavement condition. For drive-by inspections, the date of inspection and any
maintenance performed must be recorded.

D. Record Keeping. Complete information on the findings of all detailed inspections and on the maintenance
performed must be recorded and kept on file for a minimum of five years. The type of distress, location, and
remedial action, scheduled or performed, must be documented. The minimum information is:

1. inspection date;

2. location;

3. distress types; and

4. maintenance scheduled or performed.

E. Information Retrieval System. The Sponsor must be able to retrieve the information and records produced by
the pavement survey to provide a report to the FAA as may be required.

Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE)/Airport Concessions Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE)
Program. The Sponsor understands and agrees that the FAA will not make nor be obligated to make any payments
on this grant until the Sponsor has received from the FAA Office of Civil Rights approval of its DBE Program (reflecting
compliance with 49 CFR Part 26) and, if applicable, its ACDBE Program.

Consultant Contract and Cost Analysis. The Sponsor understands and agrees that no reimbursement will be made
on the consultant contract portion of this grant until the FAA has received the consultant contract, the Sponsor’s
analysis of costs, and the independent fee estimate.

Design Grant. This grant agreement is being issued in order to complete the design of the project. The Sponsor
understands and agrees that within 2 years after the design is completed that the Sponsor will accept, subject to the
availability of the amount of federal funding identified in the Airport Capital Improvement Plan (ACIP), a grant to
complete the construction of the project in order to provide a useful and useable unit of work. The Sponsor also
understands that if the FAA has provided federal funding to complete the design for the project, and the Sponsor
has not completed the design within four (4) years from the execution of this grant agreement, the FAA may suspend
or terminate grants related to the design.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway
extension, it has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of
considering the economic, social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway
location and its consistency with goals and objectives of such planning as has been
carried out by the community and it shall, when requested by the Secretary, submit a
copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary. Further, for such projects, it
has on its management board either voting representation from the communities
where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right to
petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project.

10. Metropolitan Planning Organization.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway
extension at a medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made available to and has
provided upon request to the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which
the airport is located, if any, a copy of the proposed amendment to the airport layout
plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport master plan in which the project is
described or depicted.

11. Pavement Preventive Maintenance.

With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or
reconstruction of pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has
implemented an effective airport pavement maintenance-management program and it
assures that it will use such program for the useful life of any pavement constructed,
reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance at the airport. It will
provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management programs as
the Secretary determines may be useful.

12. Terminal Development Prerequisites.

For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in
Title 49, it has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety
equipment required for certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49,
United States Code, and all the security equipment required by rule or regulation, and
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has provided for access to the passenger enplaning and deplaning area of such airport
to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than air carrier aircraft.

13. Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and
disposition by the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the
project in connection with which this grant is given or used, and the amount or
nature of that portion of the cost of the project supplied by other sources, and such
other financial records pertinent to the project. The accounts and records shall be
kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate an effective audit
in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984.

b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United
States, or any of their duly authorized represcntatives, for the purpose of audit and
examination, any books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are
pertinent to this grant. The Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be
conducted by a recipient. In any case in which an independent audit is made of the
accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of the proceeds of a grant or
relating to the project in connection with which this grant was given or used, it
shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United
States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which
the audit was made.

14. Minimum Wage Rates.

It shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded
under this grant agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum
rates of wages, to be predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the
Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay
to skilled and unskilled labor, and such minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation
for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for the work.

15. Veteran's Preference.

It shall include in all contracts for work on any project funded under this grant
agreement which involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to insure that, in the
employment of labor (except in executive, administrative, and supervisory positions),
preference shall be given to Vietnam era veterans, Persian Gulf veterans,
Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small business concerns owned
and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title 49, United
States Code. However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are
available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates.

16. Conformity to Plans and Specifications.

It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by
the Secretary. Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the
Secretary prior to commencement of site preparation, construction, or other
performance under this grant agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be
incorporated into this grant agreement. Any modification to the approved plans,
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specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to approval of the Secretary, and
incorporated into this grant agreement.

17. Construction Inspection and Approval.

It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site
throughout the project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications,
and schedules approved by the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the
construction work on any project contained in an approved project application to
inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in accordance with
regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors
of such project as the Secretary shall deem necessary.

18. Planning Projects.

In carrying out planning projects:

a.

It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative
contained in the project application or with the modifications similarly approved.

[t will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to
the planning project and planning work activities.

It will include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning
project a notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the
United States.

It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that
no material prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in
the United States or any other country.

It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and
otherwise use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant.

It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of
specific consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as
well as the right to disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional
services.

It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's
employees to do all or any part of the project.

It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the
Secretary's approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does
not constitute or imply any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary
to approve any pending or future application for a Federal airport grant.

19. Operation and Maintenance.

a.

The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of
the airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be
operated at all times in a safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with
the minimum standards as may be required or prescribed by applicable Federal,
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state and local agencies for maintenance and operation. It will not cause or permit
any activity or action thereon which would interfere with its use for airport
purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities thereon
or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any
proposal to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first
be approved by the Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will
have in effect arrangements for-

1) Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required;

2) Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions,
including temporary conditions; and

3) Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the
airport. Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport
be operated for aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood
or other climatic conditions interfere with such operation and maintenance.
Further, nothing herein shall be construed as requiring the maintenance,
repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or facility which is
substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other condition or
circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it
owns or controls upon which Federal funds have been expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action (o assure that such terminal airspace as is required to
protect instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established
minimum flight altitudes) will be adequately cleared and protected by removing,
lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or otherwise mitigating existing airport
hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of future airport hazards.

21. Compatible Land Use.

It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of
zoning laws, to restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the
airport to activities and purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including
landing and takeoff of aircraft. In addition, if the project is for noise compatibility
program implementation, it will not cause or permit any change in land use, within its
jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the airport, of the noise
compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrimination.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms
and without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical
activities, including commercial acronautical activities offering services to the
public at the airport.

b. In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or
privilege at the airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or
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to engage in any aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the
airport, the sponsor will insert and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

1) furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to
all users thereof, and

2) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or
service, provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and
nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions
to volume purchasers.

c. [Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees,
rentals, and other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based
operators making the same or similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same
or similar facilities.

d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use
any fixed-based operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any
air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air carrier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant
of another air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and
substantially comparable rules, regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges with respect to facilities directly and substantially related to
providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers which make
similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable
classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-
signatory carriers. Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be
unreasonably withheld by any airport provided an air carrier assumes obligations
substantially similar to those already imposed on air carriers in such classification
or status.

f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any
person, firm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any
services on its own aircraft with its own employees [including, but not limited to
maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it may choose to perform.

g. In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to
in this assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as
would apply to the furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service
providers authorized by the sponsor under these provisions.

h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory,
conditions to be met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe
and efficient operation of the airport.

i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical
use of the airport if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or
necessary to serve the civil aviation needs of the public.
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23. Exclusive Rights.

It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or
intending to provide, acronautical services to the public. For purposes of this
paragraph, the providing of the services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator
shall not be construed as an exclusive right if both of the following apply:

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one
fixed-based operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would
require the reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between
such single fixed-based operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not,
either directly or indirectly, grant or permit any person, firm, or corporation, the
exclusive right at the airport to conduct any aeronautical activities, including, but
not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial
photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier operations,
aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance
of aircraft, sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their
direct relationship to the operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical
activity, and that it will terminate any exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical

activity now existing at such an airport before the grant of any assistance under
Title 49, United States Code.

24, Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport
which will make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances
existing at the particular airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of
traffic and economy of collection. No part of the Federal share of an airport
development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for which a grant is
made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970
shall be included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of
that airport.

25. Airport Revenues.

a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel
established after December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or
operating costs of the airport; the local airport system; or other local facilities
which are owned or operated by the owner or operator of the airport and which
are directly and substantially related to the actual air transportation of passengers
or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport. The following
exceptions apply to this paragraph:

1) If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3,
1982, by the owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before
September 3, 1982, in governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's
financing, provide for the use of the revenues from any of the airport owner or
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operator's facilities, including the airport, to support not only the airport but
also the airport owner or operator's general debt obligations or other facilities,
then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the airport (and, in
the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply.

2) If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public
sponsor and provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s
acquisition of land, this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the
sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from the sale. This is conditioned on
repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an amount equal to the
remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of any
airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other
than land acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the
federal share of the current fair market value of any land acquired with an
airport improvement grant made to that airport on or after October 1, 1996.

3) Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production,
lease, or other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102
of title 49 United States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor
meets the requirements set forth in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the
sponsor will direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will
provide an opinion concerning, the use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph
(a), and indicating whether funds paid or transferred to the owner or operator are
paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title 49, United States Code and
any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation promulgated by
the Secretary or Administrator.

c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this
assurance in accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United
States Code.

26. Reports and Inspections.
It will:

a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as
the Secretary may reasonably request and make such reports available to the
public; make available to the public at reasonable times and places a report of the
airport budget in a format prescribed by the Secretary;

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records and
documents affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use
agreements, regulations and other instruments, available for inspection by any
duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request;

c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to
the project and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances
of this grant agreement including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other
instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary
upon reasonable request; and
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d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and
make available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report
listing in detail:

1) all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the
purposes for which each such payment was made; and

2) all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government
and the amount of compensation received for provision of each such service
and property.

27. Use by Government Aircraft.

It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal
financial assistance and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the
United States for use by Government aircraft in common with other aircraft at all
times without charge, except, if the use by Government aircraft is substantial, charge
may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the cost of
operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the
Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use
of an airport by Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of
such aircraft are in excess of those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would
unduly interfere with use of the landing areas by other authorized aircraft, or during
any calendar month that —

a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land
adjacent thereto; or

b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of
Government aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of
Government aircraft using the airport (the total movement of Government ajrcraft
multiplied by gross weights of such aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds.

28. Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any
air traffic control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication
activities related to air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or
rights in buildings of the sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for
construction, operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for
such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided
herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the Secretary.

29. Airport Layout Plan.
a. It will keep up to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing

1) boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the
boundaries of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport
purposes and proposed additions thereto;

2) the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and
structures (such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and

roads), including all proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport
facilities;

3) the location of all existing and proposed nonaviation areas and of all existing
improvements thereon; and

4) all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s
property boundary. Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision,
or modification thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which
approval shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized
representative of the Secretary on the face of the airport layout plan. The
sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations in the airport or
any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as
approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary,
adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.

b. If a change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally
owned, leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in
conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner or
operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effect in a
manner approved by the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such
property (or replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs
of restoring such property (or replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility,
efficiency, and cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in the
airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or replacement of an
existing airport facility due to a change in the Secretary’s design standards beyond
the control of the airport sponsor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United
States shall, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or
disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise
subjected to discrimination in any activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds
received from this grant.

a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§
21.23 (b) and 21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs,
operate all facilities, or conduct all programs in compliance with all non-
discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant to these assurances.

b. Applicability

1) Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal
assistance) for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements
extend to all of the sponsor’s programs and activities.

2) Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to
construct, expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a
facility, the assurance extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in
connection therewith.
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3) Real Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial
assistance in the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest
in real property, the assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under
such property.

¢. Duration.

The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during
which Federal financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the
Federal financial assistance is to provide, or is in the form of, personal property,
or real property, or interest therein, or structures or improvements thereon, in
which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any transferee for the longer of
the following periods:

1) So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving
the provision of similar services or benefits; or

2) So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.

d. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all
solicitations for bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this
grant agreement and in all proposals for agreements, including airport
concessions, regardless of funding source:

“The (Name of Sponsor), in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the
Regulations, hereby notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any
contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, disudvantaged business
enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged business enterprises will be
afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and
will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin
in consideration for an award.”

e. Required Contract Provisions.

1) Tt will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance
with the acts and regulations relative to non-discrimination in F ederally-
assisted programs of the DOT, and incorporating the acts and regulations into
the contracts by reference in every contract or agreement subject to the non-
discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT acts and
regulations.

2) Tt will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every
contract that is subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.

3) It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with
the land, in any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer
of real property, structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to
a sponsor.

4) It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on
the basis of race, color, national origin, creed, sex, age, or handicap as a
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covenant running with the land, in any future deeds, leases, license, permits,
or similar instruments entered into by the sponsor with other parties:

a) For the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under
the applicable activity, project, or program; and

b) For the construction or use of, or access to, space on, over, or under real
property acquired or improved under the applicable activity, project, or
program.

f. It will provide for such methods of administration for the program as are found by
the Secretary to give reasonable guarantee that it, other recipients, sub-recipients,
sub-grantees, contractors, subcontractors, consultants, transferees, successors in
interest, and other participants of Federal financial assistance under such program
will comply with all requirements imposed or pursuant to the acts, the regulations,
and this assurance.

g. It agrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial enforcement with
regard to any matter arising under the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.

31. Disposal of Land.

a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes,
including land serving as a noise buffer, it will dispose of the land, when the land
is no longer needed for such purposes, at fair market value, at the earliest
practicable time. That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which is
proportionate to the United States' share of acquisition of such land will be, at the
discretion of the Secretary, (1) reinvested in another project at the airport, or (2)
transferred to another eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The
Secretary shall give preference to the following, in descending order, (1)
reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an
approved project that is eligible for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title
49 United States Code, (3) reinvestment in an approved airport development
project that is eligible for grant funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of
title 49 United States Code, (4) transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public
airport to be reinvested in an approved noise compatibility project at that airport,
and (5) paid to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund. If
land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair
market value and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the lease will not be
considered a disposal of the land. Revenues derived from such a lease may be
used for an approved airport development project that would otherwise be eligible
for grant funding or any permitted use of airport revenue.

b. For land purchased under a grant for airport development purposes (other than
noise compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport
purposes, dispose of such land at fair market value or make available to the
Secretary an amount equal to the United States' proportionate share of the fair
market value of the land. That portion of the proceeds of such disposition which
is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of such land
will, (1) upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another
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eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give
preference to the following, in descending order: (1) reinvestment in an approved
noise compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible
for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of title 49 United States Code, (3)
reinvestment in an approved airport development project that is eligible for grant
funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of title 49 United States Code, (4)
transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an
approved noise compatibility project at that airport, and (5) paid to the Secretary
for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.

¢. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if
(1) it may be needed for aeronautical purposes (including runway protection
zones) or serve as noise buffer land, and (2) the revenue from interim uses of such
land contributes to the financial self-sulficiency of the airport. Further, land
purchased with a grant received by an airport operator or owner before December
31, 1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if the Secretary or
Federal agency making such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by the
operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than
December 15, 1989.

d. Disposition of such land under (a) (b) or (c) will be subject to the retention or
reservation of any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will
only be used for purposes which are compatible with noise levels associated with
operation of the airport.

32. Engineering and Design Services.

It will award each contract, or sub-contract for program management, construction
management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services, preliminary
engineering, design, engineering, surveying, mapping or related services with respect
to the project in the same manner as a contract for architectural and engineering
services is negotiated under Title IX of the Federal Property and Administrative
Services Act of 1949 or an equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for
or by the sponsor of the airport.

33. Foreign Market Restrictions.

It will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which
uses any product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such
foreign country is listed by the United States Trade Representative as denying fair
and equitable market opportunities for products and suppliers of the United States in
procurement and construction.

34. Policies, Standards, and Specifications.

It will carry out the project in accordance with policies, standards, and specifications
approved by the Secretary including but not limited to the advisory circulars listed in
the Current FAA Advisory Circulars for AIP projects, dated 04/18/2019  (the latest
approved version as of this grant offer) and included in this grant, and in accordance
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with applicable state policies, standards, and specifications approved by the
Secretary.

35. Relocation and Real Property Acquisition.

a. It will be guided in acquiring real property, to the greatest extent practicable under
State law, by the land acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and
will pay or reimburse property owners for necessary expenses as specified in
Subpart B.

b. It will provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in
Subpart C and fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to displaced
persons as required in Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24.

c. It will make available within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement,
comparable replacement dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with
Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24.

36. Access By Intercity Buses.

The airport owner or operator will permit, to the maximum extent practicable,
intercity buses or other modes of transportation to have access to the airport;
however, it has no obligation to fund special facilities for intercity buses or for other
modes of transportation.

37. Disadvantaged Business Enterprises.

The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in
the award and performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26,
or in the award and performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49
CFR Part 23. In addition, the sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin or sex in the administration of its DBE and ACDBE programs
or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26. The sponsor shall take all necessary
and reasonable steps under 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 to ensure nondiscrimination in the
award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts, and/or concession

contracts. The sponsor’s DBE and ACDBE programs, as required by 49 CFR Parts
26 and 23, and as approved by DOT, are incorporated by reference in this

agreement. Implementation of these programs is a legal obligation and failure to
carry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this agreement. Upon notification
to the sponsor of its failure to carry out its approved program, the Department may
impose sanctions as provided for under Parts 26 and 23 and may, in appropriate cases,
refer the matter for enforcement under 18 U.S.C. 1001 and/or the Program Fraud
Civil Remedies Act of 1936 (31 U.S.C. 3801).

38. Hangar Construction.

If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an aircraft agree that a hangar
is to be constructed at the airport for the aircraft at the aircraft owner’s expense, the
airport owner or operator will grant to the aircraft owner for the hangar a long term
lease that is subject to such terms and conditions on the hangar as the airport owner or
operator may impose.
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39. Competitive Access.

a. If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as defined in
section 47102 of title 49, U.S.C.) has been unable to accommodate one or more
requests by an air carrier for access to gates or other facilities at that airport in
order to allow the air carrier to provide service to the airport or to expand service
at the airport, the airport owner or operator shall transmit a report to the Secretary
that-

1) Describes the requests;

2) Provides an explanation as to why the requests could not be accommodated;
and

3) Provides a time frame within which, if any, the airport will be able to
accommodate the requests.

b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August 1 of each year if the
airport has been unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six month period
prior to the applicable due date.

ARLY MILESTONES

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

THIS INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made as of June 3, 2019

(“Effective Date”) between Early Milestones Colorado (“Milestones”), a Colorado nonprofit corporation exempt
from taxation under § 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, and Gunnison County Department of Health and
Human Services (“Contractor”).

In consideration of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, and other valuable consideration, the

receipt of which is here by acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

5.

Scope of Work. Milestones hereby engages Contractor to perform the Services described in Schedule A,
Scope of Work, attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement.

Term. This Agreement will automatically terminate upon the Termination Date as stated in Schedule A,
Term, unless extended in writing signed by both parties or terminated earlier under Paragraph 11 of this
Agreement.

Payment. Milestones agrees to pay the Contractor $3,000 to complete the services as stated in Schedule A,
Scope of Work. The Contractor shall submit a fully executed W-9 form. Payment will be released upon
receipt of the signed Agreement.

Independent Contractor. Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor is and shall be an
independent contractor and shall, at Contractor’s sole cost and expense, and without any additional
compensation, comply with all laws, rules, ordinances and regulations of all governing bodies having
jurisdiction over the Services, obtain all necessary permits and licenses therefore, pay all manufacturers’
taxes, sales taxes, use taxes, processing taxes, and all federal and state taxes, insurance and contributions
for social security and unemployment which are measured by wages, salaries, or other remunerations paid
to Contractor or Contractor’s employees.

Confidentiality. Contractor acknowledges that in the performance of this Agreement, Contractor may have
access to information that is private or confidential to Milestones or the clients, children and families its
serves. Contractor agrees not to disclose any such information (the “Confidential Information”) to any third
party without the specific written authorization of Milestones, regardless of the form or format in which, or
means by which, Contractor becomes aware of such information. For the purposes of this Agreement,
Confidential Information shall not include information that is in the public domain unrelated to actions by
Contractor or information that Contractor has obtained in good faith from legal sources other than
Milestones. Contractor agrees to take whatever measures are reasonably necessary to ensure that the
employees, independent contractors and agents of Contractor are personally bound to maintain the
Confidential Information in the same manner as Contractor.

No Political Activities. In performing this Agreement and in recognition of Milestones’ status as a § 501(c)(3)
organization, Contractor will not use any portion of the Payment to: (1) carry on propaganda, or otherwise
attempt to influence legislation, or (2) participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing
of statements) any political campaign on behalf of (or in opposition to) any candidate for public office.

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Contractor agrees that if Contractor has failed to adequately adhere to Milestones’ prohibition against such
activities, Milestones may terminate this Agreement under the provisions of Paragraph 12(c) below.

Compliance With Applicable Federal, State and Local Laws. Contractor and its subcontractors, employees,
agents, members and volunteers shall perform all services in full compliance with all applicable laws, rules,
regulations, and codes of the United States, State of Colorado, and with the municipal codes and ordinances
and other workplace requirements and standards applicable to the provision of services/work performed
whether or not specifically referenced herein.

Indemnification. Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Gunnison County, its
Commissioners, agents and employees of and from any and all liability, claims, liens, demands, actions and
causes of action whatsoever (including reasonable attorney's and expert's fees and costs) arising out of or
related to any loss, cost, damage or injury, including death, of any person or damage to property of any kind
caused by the misconduct or negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its employees,
subcontractors or agents in connection with this Agreement. This provision shall survive any
termination or expiration of this Agreement with respect to any liability, injury or damage occurring
prior to such termination."

Insurance. Contractor represents that it carries, and during the term of this Agreement will continue to
carry, Worker’s Compensation Insurance and commercial general liability insurance as required by the laws
of the State of Colorado, automobile insurance, professional liability insurance if professional services are
part of the Services, and such other insurance as meets the highest standards of Contractor’s business and
that is sufficient to cover Contractor’s potential liabilities under this Agreement.

Termination.

a. Either party may terminate this Agreement upon 5 days’ prior written notice.

b. If Contractor is in breach of any of the provisions of this Agreement, Milestones may terminate this
Agreement immediately by giving written notice to Contractor and, in addition to its other
remedies, may cease further Payments.

c. Milestones may terminate this Agreement at any time if it determines that continuation of the
Agreement could jeopardize its status as an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code.

d. Milestones may terminate this Agreement immediately upon the loss of any federal, state or other
funding.

e. This Agreement will terminate automatically upon the bankruptcy or insolvency of either party.

Duties upon Termination. Upon termination, Contractor must return that portion of Payments advanced to
Contractor and for which work has not been completed at the time of termination of this Agreement. |If
Contractor’s services are terminated, postponed, or revised for any reason, Contractor shall be paid for that
portion of the work completed at the time of notice of such action. Additionally, upon termination,
Contractor shall return or destroy any Confidential Information of Milestones.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement between the parties with respect to the
subject matter of this Agreement, and supersedes all prior agreements or representations, written or oral,
with respect to the subject matter hereof. Contractor expressly acknowledges that there have been no
representations by Milestones regarding future agreements or engagements with Contractor.
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13. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by, construed and enforced in accordance with the laws
of the State of Colorado.

14. Amendment. This Agreement may be amended only in writing signed by both parties.

15. No Assignment. The rights and obligations of Contractor under this Agreement are personal to Contractor
and shall not be assigned or transferred to any other person, firm or corporation without the prior, written
consent of Milestones.

Scope of Services:

In January 2019, Early Milestones Colorado received grant funding from Gary Community Investments,
Donnell-Kay Foundation, and Constellation Philanthropy to provide project management and technical
assistance supports for a Colorado Child Care Assistance Program (CCCAP) contracted slots pilot in
Arapahoe, Denver, and Gunnison Counties. To support this pilot, Gunnison County Department of Health
and Human Services will:

COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT

This LEASE AGREEMENT is entered into as of the 1% day of September, 2019, by and between
OXBOW MINING, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, whose address is 3737 Highway 133,
Somerset, Colorado 81434 (hereinafter referred to as “LANDLORD”), and GUNNISON COUNTY
SHERIFF’S OFFICE, whose address is 510 W. Bidwell, Gunnison, CO 81230 (the “TENANT”).

ARTICLE | - PREMISES

The leased space herein is defined as the “Premises” and consists of one (1) office identified on the
Site Plan attached hereto as Exhibit A, located at 3737 Highway 133, Somerset, Colorado.

Landlord hereby leases to Tenant, and Tenant hereby leases from Landlord, the Premises. Landlord
reserves the right to assign a different office space, by providing Tenant with 10 days advanced notice.

Landlord is not responsible for service outages that may disable Tenant’s telephone communications
or Internet connection.

ARTICLE Il - TERM

The lease shall commence on September 1, 2019, and continue until terminated by either party by
providing the other party with 60-days’ advance written notice.

ARTICLE Il - RENT

Tenant agrees to pay to Landlord as rent for the use of the Premises during the term of this Lease, the
sum of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) per year which includes utilities, payable in 12 equal
monthly payments of One Hundred Sixty-Six and 67/100 Dollars ($166.67) each.

The rent amount shall be paid monthly in advance commencing on the 1% day of every month at the
office of Oxbow Mining, LLC, or by wire, or at such other place as the Landlord may designate in
writing. The rental rate shall be increased by 3% on each 12 month anniversary of the Lease
commencement date.

ARTICLE IV - SECURITY DEPOSIT

None.

ARTICLE V - PROPERTY MAINTENANCE,

Tenant agrees to pay all taxes levied upon Tenant’s personal property, if any, located in or on the
Premises. Tenant agrees to keep the Premises clean.

ARTICLE VI - USE OF PREMISES





Tenant shall use the Premises as a Sheriff’s administrative office. If Tenant engages in any activity
which would cause Landlord's fire and extended coverage insurance to be canceled, or the rate
thereof to be increased, Landlord may do either of the following:

@) Terminate this lease forthwith at which time Tenant shall surrender and vacate the
Premises, or
(b) Tenant will pay the amount of such increase promptly upon Landlord's written Demand.

ARTICLE VII - SERVICES

Tenant shall provide and pay for its own Internet access, and its own computer hardware,
copier/fax/scanner machine(s), telephones and office supplies required for its Premises. Tenant shall
not install any equipment in the Premises requiring special circuits, voltage, ventilation, cooling, or
abnormal amount of current without the prior written consent of Landlord. Such consent shall not be
withheld if arrangements satisfactory to the Landlord have been agreed upon regarding installation
responsibility and costs, and the additional monthly charge to be paid by the Tenant.

No slowdown, interruption, or malfunction of any services identified in this Article shall constitute
an eviction or disturbance of Tenant's use and possession of the Premises or a breach by Landlord of
any of its obligations under this Lease, nor render Landlord liable for damage or entitle Tenant to be
relieved from any of its obligations under this Lease. In the event of any such interruption, however,
Landlord shall use reasonable diligence to restore such service. Landlord shall not be liable for any
damages for any such discontinuance.

ARTICLE VIII - ADDITIONS AND FIXTURES

Tenant will make no alteration, change, improvement, repair, replacement or addition to the Premises
without prior written consent of the Landlord.

ARTICLE IX - MECHANIC'S LIEN

Tenant shall keep Premises free from liens pursuant to labor and materials furnished and Tenant shall
indemnify Landlord from all costs thereof, including Landlord's attorney's fees in the defense thereof
Tenant shall give Landlord written notice at least ten (10) business days prior to commencement of
any alteration or addition to Premises.

ARTICLE X - ACCESS BY LANDLORD

Landlord, and its agents and employees, shall have the right to enter the Premises during normal
business hours, or at any time there is an emergency to examine the same and to make such repairs as
Landlord may deem necessary or desirable, by providing Tenant notice. Within 45 days of expiration
of the term of this lease, Landlord and its agents are further granted permission to show the Premises
at any reasonable time to prospective tenants, mortgages, purchasers or lessees of the property, or
other persons with a business interest therein.

ARTICLE XI - SUBORDINATION





This Lease is subordinate to any encumbrances now or hereafter affecting the property. Tenant will
execute and deliver upon Landlord's demand any instrument necessary to confirm this subordination.

ARTICLE XII - DAMAGE, DESTRUCTION, OR CONDEMNATION

If the Premises are partially damaged by fire or other cause without the fault or neglect of Tenant or
someone for whom Tenant is responsible, the damages shall be repaired by and at the expense of the
Landlord, and the rent until such repairs are completed shall equitably abate in proportion to the
portion of the Premises which is rendered unusable. If, however, such partial damage is due to the
fault or neglect of Tenant or someone for whom Tenant is responsible, there shall be no abatement of
rent.

ARTICLE XIII - LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY

Tenant agrees to indemnify, defend and save harmless Landlord and its agents from and against any and
all suits, actions, claims, damages or costs (including attorney’s fees) regardless of the basis of such suit,
action, claim, damage or cost, including but not limited to, suits, actions, claims damages or costs: (1)
arising out of loss of or damage to the property of any person or persons whomsoever (including all
materials, supplies, equipment or other property of Tenant); or (2) arising out of injury to or death of
Tenant's employees, agents, contractors, licensees, or invitees. Tenant agrees that Landlord shall not be
responsible to Tenant or the above-described parties for bodily injury or property damage caused by acts
of other third parties. Tenant releases Landlord and its agents from all claims that are or would be covered
by Tenant's insurance required by this Lease. In no event shall Landlord’s liability exceed the damages
cap established by Colorado statute. Both landlord and tenant are responsible for their own intentional
acts of negligence.

ARTICLE X1V — INSURANCE

During the term of this Lease, Tenant shall, at its sole cost and expense, carry, and maintain the
following types of insurance:

e Property insurance covering all of Tenant's personal property located within the Premises and
on all improvements which may have been made to the Premises by Tenant in an amount not
less than the full replacement cost thereof.

e Commercial General Liability, insuring against liability for bodily injury or property damage
to property occurring in or about the Premises or arising out of the ownership, maintenance,
use or occupancy thereof. Such insurance shall be obtained in amounts as follows:
$5,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate. Tennant shall name Oxbow Mining LLC as
additional insured.

e Automobile Liability insurance in the amount of $5,000,000 per accident for all owned, non-
owned and hired vehicles used in the business of the tenant.





e Workmen's compensation insurance insuring Tenant from all claims for personal injury and
death in such amounts as are required by Colorado Law. Tennant shall require the
Workermens’ Compensation insurer to waive subrogation in favor of Oxbow Mining LLC

e Employers Liability Insurance in the amount of $5,000,000 each accident, $5,000,000 disease
each employee and $5,000,000 disease policy limit.

e Tenant shall provide to Landlord a certificate of insurance prior to occupying the Premises
showing evidence of the required insurance and coverage provisions.

e Limits of insurance may be provided by umbrella or excess insurance policies.
ARTICLE XV- ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING

Tenant shall not assign this Lease or sublet the Premises, or any part thereof, or in any other manner
transfer or assign its leasehold interest, unless such assignment is to an affiliate of Tenant or its
Owner, without the prior written consent of Landlord, and any attempt to do any of the foregoing
without such consent shall be void. Despite any such assignment or subletting, Tenant shall be liable
to Landlord for any act or omission of any assignee or subtenant.

ARTICLE XVI - DEFAULT

The occurrence of any of the following events shall constitute a default by Tenant under this Lease
(i) failure of Tenant to pay Rent, or (ii) if Tenant abandons Premises during the term of this Lease.

ARTICLE XVII - NOTICE

Any notice which may or shall be given under the terms of this Lease shall be in writing and shall be
sent by United States registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid and
addressed to the appropriate party at the address indicated at the beginning of this Lease. A party
may change such address from time to time by giving notice as provided above. Notice shall be
deemed given when deposited in the United States Mail as provided above, or by fax, email, or in
person.

ARTICLE XVIII - MISCELLANEOUS

This document and any attached exhibits signed or initialed by the parties constitute the entire
agreement between Landlord and Tenant. This Lease supersedes and cancels any letter of intent
which may have been signed by the parties. No prior or contemporaneous oral or written promises or
representations shall be binding upon either party hereto. All negotiations and representations have
been merged into this Lease. This Lease shall not be amended or extended except by written
document signed by both parties hereto. The term "Tenant" as used in this Lease shall mean and
include each and every party signing this Lease as Tenant below. Each "Tenant" is jointly and
severally liable for the performing of all the terms of this Lease to be performed by Tenant.
Acceptance by Landlord of payment from any third party shall not be construed as permission of
Landlord to assign or sublet Premises to said third party.





If any provision of this Lease is judged unenforceable, it is the intention of the parties hereto that the
remainder of this Lease shall not be affected thereby. Time is of the essence with respect to the
performance of each and every provision of this Lease.

This Lease shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado.
Tenant will, at any time, within ten (10) days after a request by Landlord execute and deliver to
Landlord an estoppel certificate regarding the terms, payment status, and covenants of this Lease.
Any judgment rendered pursuant to this Lease shall accrue interest at seven percent (7%) per annum
from and after the date of filing the Court action.

This Lease shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of Landlord, Tenant, and their successors
and assigns. Landlord may assign all or any portion of its rights and obligations hereunder.

In the event this lease agreement should become the subject of litigation, the parties agree that the

venue of any such litigation shall be in the District Court in and for the County of Gunnison, State of

Colorado, and that the Court shall award the prevailing party a reasonable attorney's fee as part of the

costs to which said party becomes entitled to recover under the court's judgment. This provision shall

be effective in the event of appeal to the appellate court or courts having jurisdiction of the cause.

If applicable, a description of CJS work completed to date;

The West Central Public Health Partnership (WCPHP) consists of the six local public health
agencies in health statistic region (HSR) 10 including Delta County, Gunnison County, Silver
Thread Health District, Montrose County, Ouray County and San Miguel County. These frontier
and rural counties recognized the potential benefit of cross-jurisdictional sharing (CJS) to
improve the overall health of the region. In 2006, the partnership formalized the arrangement
through an Inter-governmental Agreement (IGA) (see attached IGA) that outlines the role of
each agency, the governance structure, and the goals of the partnership. The core planning team,
comprised of the six public health directors and four environmental health specialists, guides the
partnership through consensus-based decision making (see attached operating agreement). One
of the initial goals of the WCPHP was to conduct a regional health assessment (RHA) and create
a regional public health improvement plan (PHIP). Ten years after the formation of the WCPHP,
the group continues to successfully conduct the RHA and PHIP and execute regional grants to
accomplish the work outlined in the PHIP. The West Central Public Health Partnership
completed it’s most recent PHIP (see attached PHIP) in 2018 and implementation began January
2019.

The goal of the CJS effort and the rationale for this work;

The goal of the CJS effort is to address social determinants of health through the implementation
of our PHIP to improve food security for our region. To do this, we will focus on addressing the
built environment surrounding food access in our region by utilizing WIC and other local non-
profits, such as Mountain Roots, Valley Food Partnership, farmers markets and community
gardens. As frontier and rural counties, Region 10 has one of the highest food insecurity rates in
Colorado. One of the primary charges of our current PHIP is to advance Healthy Eating Active
Living (HEAL), including increasing food access. Through the initial phase of the
implementation process, capacity and coordination of HEAL efforts were identified as areas ripe
for improvement. This CJS effort will help us foster healthy relationships between our LPHAs
as well as with community partners to build the landscape for creating lasting positive change.

How you anticipate the CJS work will improve public health practice in participating
jurisdictions;

As a long standing CJS arrangement, the WCPHP provides a unique learning opportunity about
arrangements with frontier counties. One of the main challenges for the partnership has been
how to operate across a large, sparsely-populated geographic region. Three of the six counties in

the WCPHP are designated as frontier counties. Residents in these counties often have trouble
accessing nutrition resources due to distance, isolation, or lack of service in the area. By creating
a regional framework for implementing and evaluating HEAL initiatives, this project will
facilitate each LPHA’s ability to incorporate social determinants of health into their public
health capacity. This will, in turn, improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the
partnership’s regional work to impact the health of residents in frontier communities.

The project’s goals, activities and timeline; and

The goal of this project is to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the WCPHP cross-
jurisdictional sharing to implement our PHIP Healthy Eating Active Living strategies and
objectives in order to address the social determinants of health. As part of the current PHIP, the
partnership is working to improve food access and security through environmental strategies and
evidenced-based programs, such as Cooking Matters. New to this process, is the use of WIC
Health educators to aid in implementation, reduce duplicative efforts and streamline strategies
across jurisdictions. Each county has varying levels of community resources and capacity to do
this work. The WCPHP core planning team members recognize the need to improve the
processes of coordinating HEAL efforts to successfully achieve desired outcomes across the
region. Guided by our PHIP, the WCPHP will achieve this goal through two main activities:

. Increase WIC clients use of farmer’s markets, community gardens and Cooking
Matters courses by coordinating regional HEAL efforts with WIC Health Educators by
May 22nd, 2020. This objective will include an examination of the intersection between current
WCPHP efforts and WIC programs, including how they may be improved to better serve
regional Healthy Eating Active Living initiatives. The WCPHP will focus on the areas of
communication and change management to determine if current coordination is effective and
identify the changes necessary to facilitate successful regional work and improve collaboration
with food security non-profits.

The WCPHP staff will work in partnership with WIC health educators to identify challenges and
barriers to increasing WIC client utilization of food security resources such as farmer’s markets,
community gardens and nutrition education programs. Based on assessment, we will also create
and implement a work/action plan that will facilitate regional food security efforts. This
work/action plan will be evaluated by the partnership at quarterly meetings.

. Collect baseline data on the impact that community gardens, farmer’s markets and
Cooking Matters programs have on vulnerable populations to inform our PHIP evaluation
plan by May 22, 2020. As implementation of our PHIP progresses, this objective will help the
partnership monitor whether there’s an improvement in our effectiveness and efficiency to
address social determinants of health.

Baseline data collection activities will include an assessment of available regional HEAL data
and gaps. Working in partnership with our community stakeholders we will identify the
challenges and barriers to collecting valuable food security data for our region. Another project
activity is the creation of a HEAL logic model to use as a tool for effective planning,
management and evaluation. The WCPHP will serve as convener to a regional meeting with
community partners to share best practices on collecting valuable data. We will also create and
implement two new health equity evaluation tools for regional data collection (see below).

This project will help create the framework for two evaluation tools that will facilitate long-term
CIJS success for our region:

1) Community Garden Health Equity Evaluation Tool
2) Farmers Market Health Equity Evaluation Tool

Currently, our region has no standardized data collection tools for farmers markets or community
gardens. The data collected varies based on each county’s capacity to do the work. Through
coordination with our WIC Health Educators and community partners, these tools will help us
standardize data collection and assess the impact that community gardens and farmers markets
have on vulnerable populations in our region. The baseline data collected from this project will
aid in the creation of our PHIP Evaluation Plan.

communication. Tailored communication techniques and conference calls will be used to
address these issues.

Measures of success during the project period will
include the creation of a HEAL logic model, expansion of nutrition education programs to Delta
and Hinsdale counties, and an increase in coordination efforts between the WCPHP staff and
WIC health educators. Project success will also be determined by the WCPHP’s agreement to
use the health equity evaluation tools in our region.

One year after the conclusion of our project period, success will be measured by the fulfillment
of our work/action plan with WIC health educators. We will use this plan as a living document to
be reviewed for effectiveness periodically. Project success will also be measured by the adoption
and implementation of our health equity evaluation tools at community gardens and farmers
markets. These tools will help standardize food security data collection for our region as well as
help to identify challenges and barriers for increasing food security throughout Region 10.
Successful completion of this project in the long-term will result in the increased consumption of
fresh fruit and vegetables for WIC clients and other vulnerable populations.

Memorandum

To: Gunnison County Board of County Commissioners
From: John Cattles, Sustainable Operations Director
RE: PUC docket number 19R-0408E, Tri-State Generation regulation

Background:

During this past legislative session additional authority was granted to the PUC to regulate Tri-State with
the passage of SB19-236. Tri-State has since made moves to come under regulation of FERC. The PUC
and FERC will each ultimately have a role; FERC primarily regulating rates and the PUC resource
planning, however, each is affected by the other. The PUC has opened a docket: #19R-0408E which is
intended to implement the legislation through rule making. The docket is scheduled for Oct. 15™,
comments may be submitted up until Oct. 15%.

Gunnison County will not achieve its goal of 20% greenhouse gas emissions reduction without a
substantial reduction in the emissions factor for the electricity used in the County. Tri-State Generation
provides power for GCEA which serves about 65% of the electrical energy in the County and represents
71% of electricity related emissions in the valley and 50% of all building related emissions. Tri-State has
made some positive strides recently; the Public Utility Commission (PUC) and a forthcoming stakeholder
engagement effort lead by the Center for a New Energy Economy (CNEE) offers an opportunity to ensure
plans meet State goals and the PUC may have an opportunity to enforce the implementation of plans.

Issues:

- Local objectives, even modest ones, are impossible without big changes in electric emissions
factor.

- Theinclusion of local projects will help support rural economies.

- Tri-State energy costs are higher than directly neighboring utilities while at the same time they
are dirtier.

- Demand side management (DSM) programs are voluntary right now and should be considered in
resource planning. Well designed DSM programs can incent efficiency and load
reduction/shifting as well as limit risk to rate increases for the most vulnerable. (this is how
programs like GV-HEAT are funded)

- Near term costs cannot be the sole factor in decision making unless the socialized cost of
pollution, including greenhouse gases, is also included in analysis. Long-term cost analysis
including externalized costs of emissions are necessary to protect future generations from
excessive costs and impacts from emissions.

- The proposed rules by the PUC are thorough and comprehensive, they are intended to bring
transparency to decision making that has been lacking in the past and will provide a venue for
equitable comparison of resource options and analysis of the impacts.

| recommend a letter of support be written to the PUC regarding this rule making and its impact upon
the ability of Gunnison County to achieve its goals as well as for the good of the citizens.

AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING THE
Gunnison County Shady Island River Park Project Fund
A Designated Fund

THIS AGREEMENT is made on this July 16, 2019, by and between the Gunnison County
(“Donor”) and The Community Foundation of the Gunnison Valley (“Foundation” or “CFGV”)
to evidence the absolute transfer by the Donors of property to the Foundation for public
charitable, scientific, literary, and/or educational purposes. The purpose of this transfer is to
establish a designated fund to be administered in accordance with the provisions set forth
below.

1. Name of Fund. The Fund established with the property transferred hereunder shall be
known as Gunnison County Shady Island River Park Project Fund (“Fund”).

2. Contributions. The Donors hereby irrevocably give, assign, and transfer to the
Foundation the property described in EXHIBIT A attached hereto and made a part hereof.
Said transfer is to create a non-permanent fund with opportunity for the Donors and/or other
supporters to make further contributions to the established Fund at any time. The Foundation

3. Administration. The Foundation hereby affirms that it will administer this Fund in
accordance with the terms and subject to the conditions set forth by this agreement as a
designated fund. The guidelines and procedures for such funds are described in the
Foundation’s governing instruments, including its Articles of Incorporation, Policies, and
Guidelines in effect, as amended from time to time. The Foundation will assess a 3% fee on
all incoming donations to administer this Fund, according to its Policies.

4. Asset Management. Control over the investment or reinvestment of such property and
the asset management of the Fund will be exercised exclusively by the Foundation.

5. Distributions and Purpose. Charitable distributions shall be made upon review and
acceptance by the CFGV Board or their designee following receipt of a letter request from
Linda Nienhueser or current Finance Director for Gunnison County. Cathie Pagano, Director
of Community and Economic Development for Gunnison County shall be the project
representative. All grants made by the Foundation from this Fund will acknowledge this Fund
as their source. Donor shall use the distributed funds to pay expenses related to the design,
engineering and construction of the project as described in Addendum B and proof of such
payment shall be provided to the Foundation as described in the Foundation’s Expenditure
Responsibility Policy.





6. Variance Power In accordance with its power of variance, the Foundation Board of
Directors bears responsibility for redirecting distributions from this Fund if, in the sole
judgment of the Foundation, the Donors’ stated intent becomes unnecessary, impractical,
incapable of fulfillment, or inconsistent with the charitable needs of the local community. In
all such cases, the Foundation Board of Directors will seek an alternative use consistent with
the Donors’ stated intent for use of this fund.

7. Fund not a Separate Trust. The assets of the Fund shall be the assets of the Foundation
and not a separate trust. The Fund shall be organized and administered so that the Federal
Income Tax status of the Foundation as a public charitable organization under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended, will not be adversely affected. This
Agreement will be interpreted in a manner consistent with the Federal Income Tax provisions
and regulations that govern the operation of the Foundation, and it may be amended from
time to time by the Foundation’s Board to conform to such provisions and regulations.

8. Irrevocable Gift. The Donors understand and declare that this Agreement and the
donations it represents are absolute and irrevocable and that, after the execution of this
instrument, the Donors shall have no right, title, interest, or incidents of ownership in the
property described in EXHIBIT A or any additional property transferred to this Fund. Further,
the Donors shall have no unilateral right to alter, amend or terminate this agreement.

EXHIBIT B
PURPOSE

The Shady Island River Park will provide safe public access for community members, visitors,
anglers and boaters with the construction of a formal boat launch area and access to the
Gunnison River. Shady Island is a 10-acre parcel less than one mile north of the City of
Gunnison. The Shady Island parcel is across Highway 135 from the Gunnison recreation path
and is currently a vacant parcel. Shady Island River Park will allow ample parking for
bicycles, cars, trucks, and boat trailers. The site will also include twenty camping sites, picnic
shelters with restrooms, trail loop system, recreation path connection, fishing access, boat
staging area, beach area and access for non-boaters, outdoor classroom and gathering
areas, picnic tables, and boat queue area. The River Park project has focused on
collaboration between multiple stakeholders to pool resources and engage community
members.

Grants from this fund will assist in the design, engineering and construction of the Shady
Island Project. The total capital improvement budget for this project is estimated at 1.2
million. With the use of this private donation fund, Gunnison County hopes to raise $200,000
toward the total cost.

The expected timeline for beginning the project is summer 2020. However, early construction
could start as soon as fall 2019 for boat ramp engineering when river flows are low.

Gunnison County is applying for and receiving public grant awards that go directly to the

County Shady Island account. This fund will be only for private donations and possible private
Foundation grants.
