1.  PARTIES

This Amendment (the “Amendment”) to the Original Contract shown on the Signature and Cover Page for
this Amendment (the “Contract”) is entered into by and between the Contractor, and the State.

2.  TERMINOLOGY

Except as specifically modified by this Amendment, all terms used in this Amendment that are defined in
the Contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the Contract.

3. AMENDMENT EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM
A. Amendment Effective Date

This Amendment shall not be valid or enforceable until the Amendment Effective Date shown on the
Signature and Cover Page for this Amendment and upon full execution of substantially the same
amendment with all counties listed in this Contract. The State shall not be bound by any provision of
this Amendment before that Amendment Effective Date, and shall have no obligation to pay
Contractor for any Work performed or expense incurred under this Amendment either before or after
of the Amendment term shown in §3.B of this Amendment.

B. Amendment Term

The Parties’ respective performances under this Amendment and the changes to the Contract
contained herein shall commence on the Amendment Effective Date shown on the Signature and
Cover Page for this Amendment or upon full execution of substantially the same amendment with all
counties listed in this Contract, whichever is later and shall terminate on the termination of the
Contract.

4. PURPOSE
The purpose of this Amendment is to:
A.  Grant CDHS permission to extend and amend its agreement with TALX corporation;
B.  Formally add participating counties to the “annual minimum” table; and
C. Update pricing.
5. MODIFICATIONS
The Contract and all prior amendments thereto, if any, are modified as follows:

A. Exhibit A is hereby replaced with Exhibit A-2, which is attached and incorporated into this
Amendment.

6. LIMITS OF EFFECT AND ORDER OF PRECEDENCE

This Amendment is incorporated by reference into the Contract, and the Contract and all prior amendments
or other modifications to the Contract, if any, remain in full force and effect except as specifically modified
in this Amendment. Except for the Special Provisions contained in the Contract, in the event of any conflict,
inconsistency, variance, or contradiction between the provisions of this Amendment and any of the
provisions of the Contract or any prior modification to the Contract, the provisions of this Amendment shall
in all respects supersede, govern, and control. The provisions of this Amendment shall only supersede,
govern, and control over the Special Provisions contained in the Contract to the extent that this Amendment
specifically modifies those Special Provisions.

Exhibit A-2 — Statement of Work
A. Background

For purposes of this Exhibit A, Contractor may also be referred to as “County.” The State has entered into a
contract (“Universal Membership Agreement”)(State contract routing number 16 IHEA 83111)(Exhibit B) with
TALX Corporation, a provider of Equifax Verification Services (“EVS”) and intends to execute an amendment
(“Schedule A”)(State contract routing number 16 IHEA 87603)(Exhibit C) to the Universal Membership
Agreement (collectively “Work Number Agreement”). The Work Number Agreement allows EVS to provide
employment verification services directly to Colorado counties. The State acts only as a pass-through entity,
meaning that EVS will bill the State for fees incurred by the counties, and the State will then bill the counties
individually.

The Work Number Agreement is between the State and EVS with participating counties each signing
Participation Agreements (see Exhibit 1 to Universal Membership Agreement). The Work Number Agreement
obligates the counties collectively and Contractor individually to pay EVS via the State for services rendered so
the State and County are entering into this Contract to memorialize the State’s and County’s responsibilities as
they relate to the Work Number Agreement.

B. Payment
County shall pay the State for County’s use of services within the scope of the Work Number Agreement. The
State shall promptly pass through County’s payments to EVS in accordance with the Work Number Agreement.
Except within its role as a pass through entity, the State is not liable for County’s obligations incurred under this
Contract or the Work Number Agreement. The State shall provide each County an invoice at least 30 days prior
to the date the payment is due to EVS. The State shall ensure that any payment to the State is paid over to EVS
prior to the date that payment is due to EVS.

C. Annual Minimum
The Work Number Agreement by the terms of the Schedule A obligates each Participating County, through the
State as the pass-through entity, to pay the Participating County’s proportionate share of the Annual Minimum
Payment as set forth in this Intergovernmental Agreement and Exhibit 1 to the Schedule A. The Annual
Minimum Payment is $2,100,000.00 , which is based upon an estimated 375,000 income verification requests at
$5.60 per income verification request, plus a $2,000 per month service fee. County’s responsibility for its share
of any deficiency survives termination of this Contract or the Work Number Agreement.

County is responsible for its percentage of the Annual Minimum Payment based upon the following formula:

[County’s Minimum Usage] / [Total Participating counties’ Previous Usage] = County Percentage
[County Percentage] X [Annual Minimum Payment] + [Admin Fee]= County Financial Obligation

IF County’s Actual Annual Payment is less than County’s Financial Obligation, THEN County is considered a
Deficient County and shall pay any deficiency according to the following formula:

[Annual Minimum Payment] — [Total Actual Annual Payment] = Total Deficiency
[County Financial Obligation] — [County Actual Annual Payment] = County Deficiency
[County Deficiency] / [Total counties’ Deficiency] = Deficient County Percentage

[Deficient County Percentage] X [Total Deficiency] = Deficient County Payment to State

Miscellaneous Provisions

State is acting as a fiscal agent for County, passing through payment of all costs from County to EVS, including the
Annual Minimum Payment. The State shall not be liable for any debt or payment obligation, including the Annual
Minimum Payment, incurred by County pursuant to this Contract or the Work Number Agreement, provided,
however, that any failure by the State to pass through such payments from County shall constitute a breach of this
Contract by the State. The State shall be obligated to pay over to EVS any funds received from a County. Upon
breach of this agreement by the State, the County shall have the right to terminate this Contract upon written notice
and at least thirty (30) days in which the State may cure the breach or any other remedy allowed by law. If County
fails to pay the State for County’s costs incurred under this Contract or the Work Number Agreement, the State
shall have the right to terminate this Contract upon written notice and at least thirty (30) days in which County may
cure the breach.

The Work Number Agreement is for the benefit of County. Any amendments or changes to the Work Number
Agreement or any new Schedule A or amendments to Schedule A must be signed by or approved by a person
authorized by the governing body for each County in accordance with the County’s local procedures prior to the
amendment or change being effective as to a participating county. The State shall not execute amendments or
revisions to the Work Number Agreement or Schedule A that bind any participating county without the
participating counties’ consent as provided herein.

County’s liability for any unpaid fees owed under this Contract or the Work Number Agreement shall survive
termination of this Contract as to County who has not paid all required fees until the State receives payment from
County.

Annual Termination: Unless specified elsewhere in this Contract or the Work Number Agreement, the State or
County may only terminate this Contract, upon 60 days written notice, so as to align with the end of an annual term
stated in the Work Number Agreement. If a County elects to terminate it shall not be obligated to expend any
funds, including any annual minimum payment, for the years following its termination.

The State may execute similar agreements with new counties not originally part of this Contract or the Work
Number Agreement. If the State executes a similar agreement with a new county or counties, the State and County
will recalculate the annual minimum for the subsequent annual term.

County hereby grants the State authority to do the following:

a. Extend until October 31, 2020 the State’s agreement with TALX corporation; and
b. Amend, in accordance with this Amendment, the State’s agreement with TALX Corporation.

The Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley (CHCGYV) presents this
application. The Coalition’s vision of community health encompasses its socioeconomic
determinants as well as “‘traditional” parameters.

In 2014, a Community Builders’ Task Force was formed between local government,
nonprofit, and business leaders. Its goal was ‘“achieving a more prosperous and
successful future for all of our Valley’s communities.” The result was the One Valley
Prosperity Project (OVPP), a one-year planning process garnering input from 1,200
community members (county population 16,000), including youth, seniors, ranchers,
immigrants, business leaders, Western Colorado University students, entrepreneurs,
people in poverty and new and long-term residents. The participants articulated a
community vision, an understanding of community values and desired future,
consolidated data into the comprehensive State of the Valley Report (SoTV), and
produced the One Valley Prosperity Strategy (OVPS). The SoTV Report identified that
county residents loved their community, yet struggled with serious disparities between
the costs of living here and their ability to earn enough for themselves and their
families to survive and thrive.

The OVPS identified four foundations of prosperity for all community members:

- Sustainable Tourism and Recreation
- Resilient Economy

- Affordable Housing

+ Community Health and Equity.

For several years, health and human service organizations and providers had informally
met quarterly to share information. The OVPS designated this group to expand and to
implement the three Community Health and Equity goals:

- Meet the basic needs of the community (food, shelter, and safety/security)
- Enhance and improve positive youth development opportunities for ages 0-2
- Meet the physical, mental, dental, and spiritual needs of all residents

Named the Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley (CHCGYV), three
subgroups were formed: Basic Needs, Health and Wellness, and Healthy Youth
Development.





The Coalition is guided by a Leadership Team consisting of the Chairpersons of the
subgroups, the Executive Director of the Gunnison Valley Regional Housing Authority,
the Director of Gunnison County Department of Health and Human Services (HHS), the
County Health Officer, the Director of Community Impact of the Community Foundation
of the Gunnison Valley, the Chairperson of the Board of the Gunnison Valley Health
Foundation, the CEO of the Gunnison Valley Health System (GVH), and the Development
Officer of the Health System.

The Basic Needs group focuses on housing, food security, and safety. Its 20+ members
include nonprofits such as the Gunnison Country Food Pantry, Gunnison County Sheriff's
Department, Hispanic Affairs Project of Western Colorado, Inmigrantes Unidos,
Gunnison Valley Health, the Community Foundation, Gunnison HHS, the public library,
and faith communities.

The Healthy Youth Development group includes representatives from the County
Juvenile Services Department, School District, Gunnison County Substance Abuse
Prevention Project (GCSAPP), and the Gunnison Hinsdale Early Childhood Council.

The Health and Wellness group includes Gunnison HHS, the GVH System (EMS, Critical
Access Hospital, Home Medical Services, Long Term Care, Assisted Living, Primary Care
Clinic, and Health Foundation), the Center for Mental Health, Gunnison Valley Family
Physicians, and GCSAPP.

Current decision-making is by consensus of the Leadership Team and membership.

In working towards system alignment, at least 10 different organizations from the
Coalition and its subgroups will sigh Memorandums of Understanding to ensure future
alignment around a concrete set of goals and strategies aimed at mitigating the health
problem of access to resources.

Further systems alignment will be achieved through the shared use of the Quality
Health Network (QHN) database and potentially the Community Resource Network that
QHN is piloting in our region. QHN is the Regional Health Information Organization/
Health Information Exchange Organization which receives and maintains the aggregated
health information from Western Colorado. In fact, QHN is already on track to become
the common database used between the three sectors - GVH, Gunnison HHS and the
Health Coalition. The shared use of the database will allow for more comprehensive
measurement around the health problem of access, increased coordination between the
three sectors, and an improved ability to identify future health needs.

The funding will enable the Coalition to employ staff to coordinate the activities of its
members and assist needy individuals to access the services of its members. The
current AmeriCorps State and National Member devotes part of their time (10 hours) to
this activity — In effect, this design has served as a pilot for the envisioned position. The
Grant from the CSII will enable the expansion of this position. We expect that the
credibility of a full-time staff member will attract funding for entities in the coalition so
that after three years, the coalition itself can sustain the position.

The project seeks to address the lack of access to services for individuals and families
because of the disparity between the cost of living and population income. 15.4% of our
population lives below the Federal Poverty Level of $26,100 for a family of 4, but,
according to the Colorado Center on Law and Policy, the self-sufficiency standard for
that family in Gunnison County is $63,001. That figure is 1 | 7% of the 2017 Median
Household Income of $53,480 in Gunnison County. As such, the median householdis not
financially able to make ends meet.

GVH’s 2017 Community Health Needs Assessment (CHNA) names access to care,
especially with regard to medical and dental providers, as one of their four ‘“Significant
Health Needs.” According to the county rankings program by RWJF, Gunnison County
ranks 52 out of 60 counties with regard to clinical care. 24% of the County’s population
is uninsured, compared to just |16 percent for that of the State of Colorado. 14 percent
of children under the age of |19 are uninsured (data from 201 3).

Gunnison County’s Public Health Improvement Plan (PHIP) - as a part of Region 10’s
West Central Public Health Partnership - highlights ‘““access to health” as one of its five
issue statements. The PHIP incorporates a focus around increasing access in its
strategies for Healthy Eating Active Living (HEAL), Behavioral Health, and Healthy
Housing. Again, the word access used here encompasses more than just health services,
but many services and resources that impact one’s health, including behavioral health
services; safe, healthy, and affordable housing; nutritious, affordable foods; and
appropriate transportation.

Typically, ‘“access’” has been defined narrowly. But, in Healthy People 2020, the Topics
and Objectives section defines’ access” as ""the timely use of personal health services
to achieve the best health outcomes,” adding that ‘“access to health care impacts one's
overall physical, social, and mental health status and quality of life.”” The CHCGV
embraces this breadth, recognizing the interrelationship of food, shelter, security,
safety, along with educational and economic opportunity as foundational to health and
well-being.

In just one year, the Health Coalition has achieved much: significant new coordinated
suicide prevention efforts, information reaching vulnerable populations via the newly
created mobile food pantry, an online health and wellnhess guide, a campaign to better
integrate immigrants into our community, work on a ‘“social safety net’” that dovetails
with the county’s either emergency plans, and more. Our part-time AmeriCorps member
coupled with the contribution of time by already-overburdened professionals has given
the coalition a glimpse of what more could be possible with the systematic coordination
that a full-time staff would provide. The Coalition realizes that the fundamental
disparity between community member’s income and needs cannot be eliminated in
three years. But, by improving access to health care — defined broadly — significant
progress can be a reality. Vulnerable people can be connected to the full range of
services offered in Gunnison County through better coordination of information

and improving connections to meet specific needs.

The Community Health Coalition of the Gunnison Valley requests consideration of the
accompanying request to fund the employment of a dedicated staff to enable it to fully
fulfil its potential to benefit all the people it serves.

2.23  Rules and Regulations. Rules and Regulatiqgs mean the Rules and Regulations of the

Association as adopted and amended from time to_."§ime by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE 1l
GRANT AND:SUBMISSION

31 Grant and Submission. Declarant hereby grants and submits to condominium ownership all of
the Land, the Building thereon, improvements related or incidental thereto as located on the Land, the
Units and the Common Elements, and the improvements, fixtures, supplies, equipment, materials and
other property which are affixed to the Land or appurtenant thereto.

3.2 Allocated Interests. The undivided interests.in the Common Elements, the Common Expense
liability, and the votes in the Association matters al_[:ocated to each Unit are as follows: a) the undivided
interest in the Common Elements allocated to each Unit have been calculated using the square footage
of each Unit; b) the percentage of liability for Comr}ff_on Expenses (Common Expense Liability) on the
basis of the square footage of each Unit; and c) the*’pumber of votes in Association matters on the basis
of the number of Units in the Building, of which there are six (6).

ARTICLE IV
LEGAL DESCRIPTION

4.1 Legal Description. Every instrument affecting title to a Unit shall be legally described as follows:
Unit __, Double Top Condominiums, according to the Condominium Map thereof recorded at
Reception No. _and the Condominium Declaration for Double Top Condominiums, recorded
at Reception No. , County of Gunnison, State of Colorado.

Such description includes the Allocated Interests appurtenant to a Unit as described in the Act and this
Declaration, those being a percentage of the undivided interest in the Common Elements, in the
Common Expenses of the Association and pursuant to the Bylaws and this Declaration, a voting interest
in the Association. Such Allocated Interests shall transfer without any reference thereto in the
conveyance instrument. '

4.2 Sufficient Description. Such method of description shall be sufficient to sell, transfer, convey,
encumber, and other affect the title of a Unit, and all appurtenant property rights pertaining thereto,
and shall incorporate all of the rights, duties, limitations and burdens incident to ownership of a Unit as
described in this Declaration, and each such description shall so be construed.
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ARTICLE V
OCCUPANCY AND USE

5. Division into Units. The Condominium is divided into six (6) fee simple estates known as
Condominium Units which are shown on the Map.

5.1.1 Each Unit shall be considered a separate parcel of real property and shall be separately
taxed and assessed. ‘e

5.1.2 Each residential Unit and each of commercial Units 3 and 4 shall have one designated
parking space as shown on the Map as Limi§ed Common Element. Owners of Units to which the
Limited Common Element parking space is g“illocated on the Map shall have exclusive use of said
parking space during their period of owner%ip. Said use is not transferable, except that Owner’s
guests and renters, if any, shall be permitte@ to use Owner’s parking space with Owner’s
consent. Commercial Units 1 and 2 shall have parking in the general common elements of
Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes, located at the front of the Building. Parking spaces shall
be used exclusively for parking for vehicles; which shall not be left undriven for more than 14
days. No snowmobile, trailer, motorhome, RV, boat or other personal property shall be parked
or stored in a parking space or outside the Building.

51.3 Each Unit shall have one vote in Association matters in accordance with the Allocated
Interests set forth in EXHIBIT B. Only Owneés in good standing shall be permitted to vote. Good
standing is defined as in compliance with the Association Documents, including being current on
all dues and Assessments. '

5.1.4 Each Owner shall have the right to gncumber his or her interest in his or her Unit by a
deed of trust, mortgage, or other security instrument.

2.2 Inseparable. Each Unit and the undivided interest in the Common Elements appurtenant thereto
shall be inseparable.

53 Unit Boundaries. The Unit boundaries are defined by the unfinished interior surfaces of the
perimeter walls, floors, and ceilings of the Unit, as set forth in Article 2.12 above.

5.4 Title to Unit. A Unit may be owned by more than one individual, or held or owned by a
partnership, trust or other entity. In the eventa Ufﬁt is owned by more than one person, entity, trust or
partnership, or some combination thereof, the obligations created by this Declaration shall be joint and
several. A representative of the Owner of each Unit shall register his or her address with the Association
along with other contact information, including but not limited to email address, home/business/cellular
or mobile telephone number, or facsimile number. All notices, invoices, assessments, and
communications from the Association may be sent i;’o an Owner by using the registered mailing address,
email address, or by any of the additional contact i(i:formation provided by the Owner’s representative
to the Association, subject to the Act.
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55 No Partition. No Owner shall commence or‘brlng any action in partition upon any Unit, the
Land, or any of the Common Elements.

5.6 Exclusive Possession. Each Owner shall havé; exclusive possession and use of such Owner’s Unit,
and exclusive possession and use to any Limited Common Element allocated to his or her Unit. Each
Owner may use the Common Elements in accordante with the purposes for which they are intended,
without hindering or encroaching upon the lawful rights of any other Owners. In no event shall an
Owner’s use of the General Common Elements creaie a nuisance to other Owners. No Owner may store
any personal property on any Common Element. i

5.7 Restrictions on Use. The Units located on the second floor of the Building shall be used
exclusively for residential purposes, which includes but is not limited to long term rental thereof,

defined as a rental period of six months or more, and short-term rental use of not less than three days in
duration, no more than four people and no pets. The four commercial Units located on the ground floor
shall be limited to the following commercial uses: business and professional offices, including for
medical, dental, counseling, and similar purposes, réa! estate offices, accountants, attorneys,
construction professionals, and retail stores.

5.8 Outside Parking. Outside Parking is permitt_éfd only upon those areas designated as Limited
Common Elements on the Map. Each Unit shall hav§ parking rights only upon those Limited Common
Elements appurtenant to the Unit so identified on the Map.

59 Wood Burning Devices. Wood burning devices in the Building are not permitted.

5.10 Lighting. All exterior lighting shall comply wf:ch the Gunnison County Land Use Regulations.

5.11 Home Occupation. Each residential Unit may be used for a home occupation business as the
same shall be defined by the Master Associations, ébbject to the following restrictions.

5.11.1 An Owner who intends to run a home occupation business in his or her Unit shall
comply with any regulations of the Master Associations regulating the same.

5.11.2 An Owner must give written notice to the Association of his or her home occupation
business, for the Executive Board’s review and approval.

5.11.3 A home occupation business shall:
a. be incidental to the primary residential use of the Unit;
b. be conducted primarily by telephone, internet, computer or mail order;
c. be conducted within the Owner’s Unit and shall not require client or

customer/consumer appointments on site;

d. not generate traffic of any kind;;gihat would impact the Property or the Association;

e. not be advertised on the Propetty;

f. not sell inventory, supplies or products on the Property;

g. not require storage of material butside the Unit for use in the home occupation
business; 3

h. not require any employees; and

i. not create noise, dust, fumes, vibration, odor, smoke, or heat within the Unit or the
Property;
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5.12 Interval Use. No time-sharing, interval or ff;ctional ownership or use or similar interest,
whereby ownership of a Unit is established on a time basis shall be permitted or established on any
Unit. All leases and rental agreements shall be in writing and approved by the Executive Board.

543 Nuisance. No Unit shall be used in any waffor for any purposes that may endanger the health,
or unreasonably disturb by noise, dust, fumes, vibration or otherwise the Owners of other Units. No
Owner shall commit any action which would create a nuisance, in the reasonable discretion of the
Executive Board, to any other Owners or Units.

5.14  Dogs and Households Pets. Domesticated pets shall be limited to one dog or cat for each
residential Unit. Commercial Units shall be Iimited;go no more than one dog. Owners of dogs shall:
5.14.1 keep their dogs under control at all times, and on a leash;

5.14.2 shall not permit their dogs to create @ nuisance to other Owners or occupants;

5.14.3 shall not allow their dogs to bark, digturb, threaten, scare or otherwise injure any person
or other animal; :

5.15 Combination of Units. In the event.éfhat one Owner shall own two adjacent Units, such

Owner shall have the right to combine such Units into one area and to create entries and door openings
between such Units, so long as such changes do nozgi,)'impair the structural integrity or soundness, or
affect load-bearing walls, conduits, ducts, shafts and wiring for the utility services electrical or
mechanical systems of the Building or do not impaiﬁg any easement or hereditament.

ARTICLE VI
DOUBLE TOP CONDOMINIUMS ASSOCIATION, INC.

6.1 The Association. The Association shall be responsible for the administration, operation and
management of the Condominium, which shall be governed by this Declaration, the Articles of
Incorporation, the Bylaws, Rules and Regulations, and policies, as they all may be amended from time to
time, and Colorado law. The Association shall have all the duties, powers and authority pursuant to the
Act, this Declaration, and the Bylaws necessary and convenient to manage the business and affairs of
the Condominium. The Association, acting through its Executive Board, shall also have the authority to
adopt, amend and modify Rules and Regulations governing the use of the Common Elements and Units
which shall be not be inconsistent with this Declaration. All members of the Executive Board, except for
those members appointed to the Executive Board bs/ Declarant during the period of Declarant Control,
shall be elected by Unit Owners. Each Owner, includ{ing Declarant for so long as Declarant owns any
Unit, shall be subject to all the rights and duties assigned to Owners under the Association Documents.

6:2 Membership. Each Owner shall have autorﬂ{étic membership in the Association. Such
Membership shall terminate upon conveyance of tﬁe Unit.
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6.3 Declarant Control. During the period of Declarant Control, pursuant to the Act, the Declarant
shall appoint and remove members and officers of the Executive Board. Declarant Control begins with
the Declarant’s appointment of the members of the initial Executive Board, and terminates no later than
the earlier of sixty (60) days after conveyance of 75% of the Units to Owners other than Declarant; two
(2) years after the last conveyance of a Unit by Declarant in the ordinary course of business; two years
after any right to add new Units was last exercised lf such right exists pursuant to this Declaration; or
upon Declarant’s written voluntary consent theretq;*,; which consent shall be recorded in the real
property records of Gunnison County, Colorado. qusuant to the Act, not later than sixty (60) days after
conveyance of 25% of the Units to Unit Owners other than Declarant, at least one member and not less
than 25% of the members of the Executive Board must be elected by Unit Owners other than Declarant.
Not later than 60 days after conveyance of 50% of the Units to Unit Owners other than Declarant, not
less than 33 1/3% of the members of the Executive Board must be elected by Unit Owners other than
Declarant. Not later than the termination of the period of Declarant Control, the Unit Owners shall elect
an Executive Board of at least three (3) members, at least a majority of whom shall be Unit Owners
other than Declarant or designated representatives of Unit Owners other than Declarant. The Executive
Board shall elect among them the officers of the Association.

6.4 Managing Agent. The Association shall havé?the authority to hire a Managing Agent to handle
the affairs of the Association and the Condominium; including the Units. The Managing Agent shall have
the authority to conduct the general management,i?dministration and operation of the Condominium
and the Association, and shall have the authority to-bind all Owners with respect to matters within the
scope of its duties and responsibilities as defined and directed by the Executive Board. The Managing
Agent shall further have the authority to enforce this Declaration, Rules and Regulations, Bylaws and
other Association Documents.

£

6.5 Responsible Governance. The Association sﬁall make, adopt, and amend as needed Responsible
Governance Policies as required under the Act.

6.6 Public Disclosures. The Association shall make available to Owners the mandatory public
disclosures as required by the Act.

6.7 Budget. i
6.7.1  Within (90) days after adoption of a?%;proposed budget for the Association, the Executive

Board shall mail by first class mail or other\ae;ise deliver a summary of the proposed budget to the
Unit Owners and shall set a date for a meetfng of the Unit Owners to consider the budget. The
meeting must occur within a reasonable tiri‘;ié after mailing or other delivery of the proposed
budget to the Unit Owners. The Executive Board shall deliver notice of the meeting as required
by the Act and the Bylaws. The budget shall reflect the sources and estimated amounts of funds
to cover such Common Expenses, which may include any surplus to be applied from the
previous year, and any income from other sources other than Assessments and dues. The
budget shall provide for adequate reserve funds for replacement of Common Elements,
deferred maintenance and other capital expenditures.
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6.7.2 The budget proposed by the Executivé% Board does not require approval from the Unit
Owners and in the absence of a veto at a noticed meeting by a majority of all unit owners, it will
be deemed approved, whether or not a quérum is present. In the event a proposed budget is
vetoed, the periodic budget last ratified shé}l be continued until a subsequent budget proposed
by the Executive Board is not vetoed by the Unit Owners.

6.7.3 The Executive Board shall adopt a budget and submit the proposed budget to the Owners
for consideration no less than annually.

6.8 Notice. Notice of matters affecting the common interest community shall be delivered to Unit
Owners in the manner set forth in the Bylaws, or by posting the same in a conspicuous place at Double
Top Condominiums, or on the Association website, i& one exists. If a Unit Owner desires to give notice to
other Unit Owners on matters affecting the commof& interest community, such Owner shall make a
request for Owner addresses to the Association, ana the reason for such request, pursuant to the
Bylaws. Email addresses shall only be used by the Assouatlon upon written consent by the Owner
owning such email address.

6.9 Powers and Duties. The Executive Board shal]'have the powers and duties necessary for the
administration of the affairs of the Association. Such Bowers and duties shall include but need not be
limited to the following:

6.9.1 Exercise all power, duty and autharity vested in or delegated to the Board under the
Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws of the Assgciation, Declaration, or pursuant to law.

6.9.2 Adopt Bylaws, Responsible Governance Policies (Policies), and Rules and Regulations for
the Association. B

6.9.3 Adopt and amend budgets for revenues, expenditures, and reserves.

6.9.4 Fix, collect and enforce all Assessr}js\ents as provided for in the Declaration and in the
Policies, including charges for late paymenﬁs, recover reasonable attorneys’ fees and other legal
costs of collection of Assessments and other actions to enforce the power of the Association,
regardless of whether suit is initiated or not.

6.9.5 Mandatorily suspend the voting rights and other privileges of any Member not in good
standing with the Association pursuant to Article 5.1.3 above and Article 9.6 below.

6.9.6 Enforce the Declaration, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations and Policies, including but not
limited to levying, after notice and hearing, a reasonable fine for a violation of the Declaration,
Bylaws, Rules and Regulations or Policies of the Association.

6.9.7 Impose liens against any Unit owned by a Member who is not current in his or her
payment of dues, assessments, fines, and other monetary obligations as set forth in the

Declaration, Policies or Rules and Regulations of the Association.

6.9.8 Make contracts and incur liabilities.
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6.9.9 Grant easements, licenses, leases and concessions for any period of time through and
over the Common Elements.

6.9.10 Cause additional improvements to be made as part of the Common Elements, or the
Condominium. &

6.9.11 Acquire, hold, encumber and conve,‘i in the Association’s name, any right, title, interest to
real estate or personal property, but Corrfmon Elements may be conveyed or subjected to a
security interest only pursuant to the Act. ‘

6.9.12 Assign future income. B

6.9.13 Regulate the use, maintenance, repair, replacement, modification and of the Common
Elements.
6.9.14 Hire and discharge managing agents.

6.9.15 Hire, supervise, and fire personnel necessary for the management, maintenance and
operation of the Association and the Association’s Common Elements.

6.9.16 Appoint committees to assist in Association matters, as appropriate.

6.9.17 Impose reasonable charges for the preparation and recordation of amendments to the
Declaration or statements for unpaid Assessments.

6.9.18 Provide for indemnification of its directors and officers and maintain directors’ and
officers’ insurance, as well as procure general liability insurance for the Association’s Common
Elements and other property owned by the Association, which premium and deductible therefore
shall be Common Expense.

6.9.19 Commence and maintain, in its own name, on its own behalf, or in the names and on
behalf of the Association’s Members who consent thereto, suits and actions to restrain and enjoin
any breach or threatened breach of the Declaration, or Rules and Regulations of the Association.
6.9.20 Cause to be kept a complete record of all corporate actions and affairs.

6.9.21 Exercise any and all powers and dutigs granted to the Association by the Colorado Revised
Nonprofit Corporation Act and the Colorade Common Interest Ownership Act, as the same now
exists or as may hereafter be amended from time to time.

6.9.22 Exercise any other power permissible under applicable Colorado law.

6.9.23 Exercise any other powers necessa‘r‘V and proper for the governance, administration and
operation of the Association. ]
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ARTICLE VII
COMMON EXPENSES AND ASSESSMENTS

7 Common Expenses. The Common Expenses shall be used for the purpose of promoting the health,
safety and welfare of the Owners of Double Top Cohdominiums, including the overhead expenses of the
Association, managing the Condominium and Associaiion, costs of maintenance, repair and operation of the
Common Elements, taxes on any Association owned 'Feal or personal property, special assessments, utilities
unless separately assessed, insurance premiums and deductnbles for insurance coverage as deemed desirable
or necessary by the Association, landscape mamtenance and snow removal, janitorial service, professional
fees, management fees, and the creation of a reasonable contingency or other reserve, as the Association
sees fit. ;

7.2 Payment of Common Expense Assessments. The Owners, for each Unit, shall be deemed to covenant
and agree, and each of them, by acceptance of a deedétherefor, whether or not it shall be so expressed in any
such deed or other conveyance instrument, to pay to the Association all Common Expense Assessments made
by the Association for purposes provided in this Declaration.

73 Personal Obligation of Unit Owners. Such Assessments, including fees, charges, late charges,
attorneys’ fees, fines and interest charged by the Association, shall be the personal obligation of the Unit
Owner at the time when the Assessment or other crjfarges become due. Each Unit Owner is liable for the
Assessments made against the Unit of that Unit Owner during the period of ownership of such Unit. No
Unit Owner shall be exempt from liability for paymer{; of Assessments by waiver of the use or enjoyment of
any of the Common Elements or abandonment of the Unit against which the Assessments are made. The
Association shall have the right to maintain judicial proceedings to recover a money judgment for all
unpaid Assessments without foreclosing or waiving@the lien for such Assessments. In any legal action for
a money judgment, the Association may recover all late charges and interest to the date of payment, all
costs of collection and reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs. No Owner may setoff the payment of dues
and assessments. g

7.4 Determination and Apportionment of Assessfnents. The annual assessments made for the Common
Expenses shall be based upon the annual budget adopted by the Association for each fiscal year. The
Assessments shall be made in accordance with each Unit Owner’s Common Expense Liability as set forth
on EXHIBIT B.

7.5 Reserve Funds. The Association shall establis:h a Reserve Fund for the maintenance, repair or
replacement of the Common Elements, or as permitted by law. Such Reserve Fund shall be funded
through payments of Common Expenses Assessments and held by the Association in a restricted
account and accounted for separately. The Executive Board shall determine in preparing the budget the
amount of each periodic Assessment paid by Owners to be allocated to the Reserve Fund. Any excess
operating funds at the end of each fiscal year may be allocated as Reserve Funds or as operating funds
as the Executive Board may determine. :

7.6 Special Assessments. In addition to Assessments for Common Expenses as above set forth, the
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Association acting through its Executive Board mayat any time and from time to time determine, levy
and assess any Special Assessment for the purpose of paying, in whole or in part, the costs, fees or
expenses of any construction, reconstruction, restoration or repair, replacement, maintenance or
improvement of the Common Elements, Condominjum, or facilities located thereon, including fixtures,
personal property belonging to the Association, shortfall in operating funds, or any other lawful purpose
contemplated by this Declaration, the Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, or permitted by the Act or by
law. Such Special Assessment shall be assessed to each Unit Owner in accordance with the Common
Expense Liability as set forth in attached EXHIBIT B and shall be due and payable in the manner set forth
in the notice of such Special Assessment.

7.7  Special Apportionment of Certain Assessmems and Expenses. The following expenses shall be
assessed and allocated as follows: &

7.8.1 Any Common Expenses associated with the maintenance, repair or replacement of a
Limited Common Element due to an Owner’s actions or inactions, as the case may be, shall be
assessed against the Unit(s) to which that Limited Common Element is assigned, except for
maintenance, repair and replacement which is the responsibility of the Association.

7.8.2. Any Common Expenses or portion thereof benefiting fewer than all of the Units shall be
assessed exclusively against the Unit(s) s@ benefited.

7.8 Default Assessments. All monetary fines an,,a other enforcement costs assessed against an Owner
pursuant to the Association Documents, or any exp;nse of the Association which is the obligation of any
Owner or which is incurred by the Association oﬁ behalf of the Owner pursuant to the Association
Documents, including without limitation attorneys -fees incurred by the Association, shall be a Default
Assessment and shall become a lien against such Owner s Unit which may be foreclosed or otherwise
collected as provided in this Declaration. Notice of the amount and due date of such Default Assessment
shall be sent to the Owner subject to such Assessment at least fourteen (14) days prior to the due date.

7.9 Payment of Utilities. Each Unit Owner sha}[v[ be obligated to pay all charges for any separately
metered utilities servicing his or her Unit. In the eveh"t that any utility is master metered to the Association,
then such utility service shall be a part of the Common Expenses as above provided. In the event of the
failure of any Unit Owner to pay any utility charges and any Common Element charges in accordance with
Association Documents, the same shall be the obligation of and paid by the Association. Upon such
payment, the Association shall then have the same rights of collection thereof from such Unit Owner as
is provided for herein for the collection of unpaid Assessments.

7.10  No Waiver. The failure of the Association to fix the Assessment for any assessment period shall
not be deemed a waiver, modification or a release ofthe Owners from their obligation to pay the Common
Expenses. :
ARTIéLE Vi
STATEMENTS AND PAYMENTS FOR ASSESSMENTS

8.1 Payable Monthly. Unless the Executive Board of the Association otherwise determines, regular
Assessments shall be payable monthly by the Unit Owners in advance due on or before the first day of
each month. Delinquent Assessments shall bear interest as established by the Executive Board.
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8.2 Interest and Late Charges. The Assoc1at|on may establish the rate of interest to be charged as to
any past due Assessment, not to exceed 18% per year. Until otherwise established by the Association, if
any Assessment is not paid by the date it becomes due and payable, a late charge of ten percent (10%) of
the payment then due, or as established by the Executlve Board, to cover the extra costs and expenses
involved in handling such delinquent payment shaII be imposed.

8.3 Attorneys’ Fees. If any Unit Owner fails to timely pay Assessments or any money or any sums due
to the Association, the Association may require rein;(bursement for collection costs, reasonable attorneys’
fees and costs incurred as a result of such failure wj"tjhout the necessity of commencing such legal action.

NON-PAYMENT OF A§SESSMENTS AND LIEN

9.1 Non-Payment of Assessments. Any sums assessed but unpaid for the Common Expenses, or Special
Assessments provided for in this Declaration, chargé@ble to any Owner shall constitute a lien pursuant to
C.R.S. § 38-33.3-316 on such Owner’s Unit, superior"éo all other liens and encumbrances except for: i) liens
for real estate taxes and other governmental assessments or charges against the Unit; ii) liens and
encumbrances recorded before the recordation ofthlls‘DecIaratlon or iii) the lien for a First Mortgage or Deed
of Trust, provided, however, a lien for assessments of Common Expenses based upon the duly adopted
budget of the Association which would have been cfue in the absence of any acceleration, during the six
months immediately preceding institution by either the Association or any party holding a lien senior to
any part of the lien of the Association of an action or non-judicial foreclosure to enforce or extinguish the
lien for Common Expenses shall be prior to the lien of the First Security Interest, or any greater priority
for a lien for Common Expenses as may hereafter be provided by the Act. All fees, charges, late charges,
attorney’s fees, fines and interest as provided by this Declaration are enforceable as Assessments.

9.2 Effect of Non-Payment of Assessments. In adéiition to the imposition of interest and late charges set
forth above, the Association may bring an action at Iaw or in equity, or both, against any Owner personally
obligated to pay such overdue Assessment, charges %r fees, or monthly or other installments thereof, and
may also proceed to foreclose its lien against such ‘Owner's Unit. An action at law or in equity by the
Association or Owner against another Owner to recover a money judgment for unpaid Assessments, charges
or fees, or monthly or other installments thereof, 'r'nay be commenced and pursued by the Association
without foreclosing, or in any way waiving, the lien th?refor.

9.3 Notice of Lien. The recording of this Declaration constitutes record notice and perfection of any
lien for Assessments by the Association and no further recordation of any claim of lien for Assessments
is required. Provided, however, the Association may further record a lien for Assessments in the official
records of Gunnison County, Colorado. Any costs and fees associated therewith shall be the
responsibility of the Unit Owner against whose Unit said lien is recorded.

9.4 Enforcement of Lien. The lien for Assessments of the Association may be enforced by foreclosure
by the Association in the same manner as a foreclosure of a mortgage on real estate. In such foreclosure,
the Unit Owner shall be required to pay the costs and expenses for such proceedings, the cost and
expenses for filing the notice of lien and all reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs. The Unit Owner shall
also be required to pay to the Association the Assessments for the Unit during the period of foreclosure,
and the Association shall be entitled to a receiver appointed by the Court to collect the same. The
Association shall have the power to acquire the Unit at the foreclosure sale and to acquire and hold, lease,
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mortgage and convey the same. The Association’s lien shall be superior to any Homestead Exemption now
or hereafter provided by the laws of the State of Colorado or any Homestead Exemption now or hereafter
provided by the laws of the United States. The acceptance of a deed to any Unit subject to the Declaration
shall constitute a waiver of the Homestead Exemption and any other exemption as against said
Assessment lien. In enforcing its lien, the Association must first comply with its Collection Policy.

9.5 Statement of Assessment. Upon the request of an Owner, mortgagee, or prospective mortgagee or
grantee of a Unit, and the payment of a reasonable fee not to exceed ten dollars ($10.00), the Association
or its designee, shall issue a written statement setting forth the amount of unpaid Common Expenses
currently levied against the subject Unit, the amount of the current monthly Assessment and the date
that such Assessment becomes due, credit for any advanced payments or for prepaid items, which
statement shall be conclusive upon the Association“fi‘n favor of all persons who rely thereon in good faith.
Unless such request for a statement for indebtednéss shall be delivered personally or by certified mail,
first class postage prepaid, return receipt requested, to the inquiring party within fourteen (14) business
days, all unpaid Common Expenses which become due prior to the date of making such request shall be
subordinate to the lien of a mortagee which acquired its interest in the Unit subsequent to requesting
such statement, and any prospective grantee shall not be liable for, nor shall the Unit be conveyed subject
to the lien, any unpaid assessments against the subject Unit. However, the grantee of a Unit, except for
any first mortgagee who comes into possession of Unit pursuant to a foreclosure of its mortgage or by
taking a deed in lieu of foreclosure, shall be jointly and severally liable with the grantor for all unpaid
assessments against the latter up to the time of ithe grant or conveyance, without prejudice to the
grantee’s right to recover from the grantor the amaunts paid by the grantee therefore.

9.6 Suspension of Voting Rights. The voting rights of the Unit Owner, as well as the Owner’s ability to
serve on the Executive Board or committee during tlgée period of his or her delinquency shall be suspended
by the Association, as well as any other of the Qwner’s Association privileges, during any period of
delinquency. g

ARTICLE X

INSURANCE

10.1 Property Insurance. The Association shall procure and maintain property insurance on the Building
and Common Elements and related improvements in an amount equal to the maximum insurable
replacement value thereof and pursuant to the Act, affording protection against loss or damage by fire
and other hazards covered by a standard extended coverage endorsement.

10.2 Commercial General Liability Insurance. The Association shall procure and maintain commercial
general liability insurance for claims and liabilities arising in connection with the ownership, use,
existence or management of the Common Elements and the Association, in an amount, if any, deemed
sufficient in the discretion of the Executive Board, insuring the Executive Board, the Association, the
Managing Agent, if any, and their respective employees and agents in an amount to be determined by
the Executive Board. The Owners shall be additional insureds but only to the extent for claims and
liabilities arising in connection with the ownership, pse, existence or management of the Common
Elements. The insurance shall cover claims of one or more insured parties against other insured parties.

10.3 Fidelity Insurance. The Association may procure and maintain fidelity insurance to protect against
dishonest acts on the part of its officers, directors, managers, and employees and on the part of all
others who handle or are responsible for the handling of funds belonging to or administered by the
Association in an amount 1) not less than $50,000.00, or 2) two months’ current Assessments plus
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reserves as calculated from the current budget of the Association, whichever is greater.

10.4 Directors and Officers Insurance. The Executi({e Board may procure and maintain a directors and
officers liability policy to provide protection to directors and officers of the Association in the
performance of their duties and obligations on beh‘gilf of the Association. The coverage limits of said
insurance shall be determined by the Executive Boaﬁ“d.

10.5 Workers’ Compensation Insurance. If the Association has employees, the Association shall carry
workers’ compensation insurance for its employees; as required by law.

10.6 Other Insurance. The Association may carry other such insurance as the Executive Board deems

appropriate. 3

10.7 Owner Insurance. All Owners are required to procure and maintain property/contents insurance for
their Units, naming the Association as an additional insured. Upon request, Owners shall provide such
certificate of coverage to the Association for its files.
ARTICLE XI
MAINTENANCE AND ALTERATIONS

11.1  Owner Responsibility. Each Owner shall maintain and keep in good repair and condition the
interior surfaces of the floors, walls and ceilings, including any finishing or covering thereon, fixtures,
appliances, and any Limited Common Elements allqéated thereto, except as set forth below. Owners
shall be responsible for maintenance, repair, and alteration of any chute, flue, duct, wire, conduit, line
or utility systems at that point where such utility enﬁers the Unit, thereby becoming a Limited Common
Element. Owner’s whose units include a deck or balcony as a Limited Common Element shall be
perform and be responsible for snow removal theréjrom.

11.2  Doors, Windows and Garage Doors. Exterior doors and windows are Limited Common Elements,
appurtenant to respective Units as shown on the Map. The Owner is responsible for cleaning the
interior surfaces of the windows and doors. The Association shall be responsible for the cleaning
(windows), maintenance, repair and replacement of the exterior windows and doors of each Unit, unless
the need for maintenance or repair is caused by the‘i}'Owner, or his or her guests and invitees, in which
case the Owner shall bear the expense thereof. Mdﬁj\ntenance and replacement of interior doors and
windows shall be the Owner’s responsibility. Mainténance, repair or replacement of a garage door
which is a Limited Common Element to a Unit is the Owner’s responsibility.

11.3  Negligence. If, due to the act, omission or neglect of an Owner or an Owner’s agent, invitee,
customer, client, or guest, loss or damage shall occur or be caused to any Common Element, Limited
Common Element or other Unit, other than the Owner’s Unit, such Owner shall be liable and responsible
for payment of the same. The amount of such loss or damages and any costs incurred by the
Association’s right to restore shall be subject to all @f the Association’s rights with respect to the
collection and enforcement of Assessments as provﬁided in this Declaration.
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11.4  Association Responsibility. The Association shall maintain and keep in good repair all General
Common Elements, subject to Section 11.3 above, and Limited Common Elements as set forth herein,
but only those Limited Common Elements not required to be maintained by the Owners. Any damage
caused to a Unit by the Association, which work is the responsibility of the Association, shall be repaired
by the Association, at its expense as a Common Expense, subject to Article 11.3 above. The
Condominium shall be well-maintained and in gooc{{repair at all times. Association maintenance is a
Common Expense of all Owners, to be shared in acc?rdance with the Allocated Interests set forth in
EXHIBIT B. =

11.5 Alterations. 2

11.5.1 In the event an Owner desires to cor?pbme two adjacent Units, the Executive Board shall
act as the Architectural Control Committee for the purpose of reviewing any alterations to doors or
entries or non-load bearing walls needed for such combination. An Owner must obtain prior written
approval from the Architectural Control Committee, :and must comply with reasonable conditions placed
on the Owner by the Architectural Control Commltt}ée with regard thereto, including but not limited to
an engineer’s opinion of said effect on the Buﬂdmg,and Unit if any. Allocated interests shall remain as
originally allocated per Unit, and the Owner shall coptlnue to be assessed for two Units. Additionally,
the Owner shall have two votes in Association matters.

11.5.2 An Owner desiring to remodel, alter.or modify the interior of his or her Unit shall first
shall first submit a written application tendered to t_~l"\e Executive Board for review. The application shall
include plans and drawings of proposed alterationsiand shall be delivered by electronic mail or certified
return receipt requested United States Postal Service mail. Within 45 days of receiving the application,
the Architectural Control Committee shall take written action on the application. Such action shall be
either approval, disapproval or request for addltlonal information. The Architecture Control Committee,
shall tender such action to the Owner in writing, deﬁvered by electronic mail or by certified return
receipt requested United States Postal Service maul/,; Any oral representations by a member of the
Architectural Control Committee are not final or biriding as action on the subject application. Only the
written approval, disapproval or request for additional information shall be considered the action of the
Architectural Control Committee.

11.5.3 As a condition of approval, the Executlve Board or Committee shall require the Owner
submitting the application to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Association for damages and
claims relating to the alteration or modification in afhy manner, and reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred
by the Association in processing or reviewing such application, including but not limited to drafting any
necessary documents. Owner hereby acknowledges‘jthat the Committee is not a substitute for any
construction professional and the Committee’s comjnunlcatlons are not to be relied upon by Owner for
the same.

11.5.4 Each Owner acknowledges that the members of the Architectural Control Committee
change from time to time and that the interpretation, application and enforcement of any proposed
alteration or modification and this Article XI may vary accordingly. Any proposals, plans or drawings for
any completed or proposed alteration or modification shall not be deemed a waiver of any right for the
Architectural Control Committee to withhold approval as to any similar proposals for other alterations
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or modifications. By the acceptance of a deed for @tle to a Unit, an Owner acknowledges and
understands this Section 11.5.4.

11.5.5 No Owner may alter, modify, changé- or remodel any Common Element or Limited
Common Element without the prior written approval of the Executive Board. All alterations performed
to Common Elements must be under the direction Qf a qualified professional approved by the
Association, the Master Associations, and any other governing body having jurisdiction thereover, and
performed in a good and workmanlike manner.

11.6  Owner’s Failure to Maintain. In the event tlj’at a Unit is not properly maintained or repaired by
an Owner, or in the event the Unit is damaged or de;stroyed by an event of casualty, and the Owner
does not take reasonable measures to diligently repair and reconstruction of those portions of the
damages or destroyed Unit for which the Owner is fesponsible to substantially the same condition in
which they existed prior to damage or destruction,;t,}wen the Association, after approval by the Executive
Board, shall deliver written notice to the Owner, and be authorized to enter the subject Unit and
perform such work as is reasonably necessary to re;s;tore the Unit to a similar condition as it existed prior
to the damage and destruction, or to a condition of good order and repair, whichever is better. All costs
incurred by the Association as a result of repair or restoration shall be reimbursed to the Association by
the Owner after written notice thereof, upon demand. All costs to be reimbursed shall be a lien upon
the Unit until said costs are reimbursed to the Assogiation. The lien may be enforced in the same
manner as a lien for unpaid Assessments levied in accordance with this Declaration.

11.7 Right and Reservation for Access. The Assoelatlon shall have the reservation and right to access
each Unit and its appurtenant Limited Common Elements from time to time during reasonable hours as
may be necessary for the maintenance, repair or replacement of the Limited Common Elements, or at
any time deemed necessary for the making of emergency and other repairs or to prevent damage to the
Common Elements, the Unit or to another Unit. For the limited purpose articulated herein, the
Association or its Managing Agent shall have a key for each Unit. In the event an Owner changes the lock
to his or her Unit, said Owner shall deliver to the Association a copy of the new key. In the event an
Owner does not perform his or her obligations set forth in Article 11.6 above, the Association has the
right to enter the subject the Unit and make such re‘palrs as may be necessary to prevent damage to the
Common Elements and other Units.

11.8  Aesthetic Considerations. Review and apprbval of any application pursuant to this Article is
based on aesthetic considerations only. Neither thefAssociation, nor the Executive Board or
Architectural Control Committee shall bear any liabflity with respect to the structural integrity of such
alterations or modifications. Neither the Association, the Executive Board nor the Architectural Control
Committee shall be held liable for any injury, damage, loss, or claim arising out of the manner or quality
of the approved alteration or modification to any U"nvit. All liability and risk shall be borne by the Owner
completing such alteration or modification. In addition, the action by the Architectural Control
Committee or Executive Board is not to be treated and does not serve as a substitute for the opinion of
a qualified professional.
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11.9 Qualified Professional. All alterations, changes, modifications, and remodels must be performed
under the supervision of a qualified professional, such as an architect, engineer, and/or bonded general
contractor, approved by the Architectural Control G@mmittee, and performed in a good and
workmanlike manner. In addition, the Owner must obtain all permits and approvals of any
governmental authority having jurisdiction thereover.

11.10 |Insurance. In the event an Owner’s proposgt‘d alteration is approved, the Owner shall thereafter
provide to the Association proof of liability insurance, insuring the contractor performing the work, and
any other qualified professionals, and naming the Qwner and the Association as additional insureds. The
limits of coverage shall be determined by the Executive Board.

11.11 Expense and Owner Responsibility. The Owner putting forth the application for alteration,
addition, change or modification shall bear the enti_i? expense therefor, including any expenses arising
from conditions required by the Executive Board or%ArchitecturaI Control Committee or attorneys’ fees
and costs incurred by the Association with regard th}ereto An Owner shall assume all responsibility for
the maintenance, repair, replacement, and insurance, only to the extent not required to be insured by
the Association, to and on such alteration, addition, change or modification. Furthermore, the Owner
shall ensure said alteration or modification is in compliance with the County of Gunnison and Master

Associations.

11.12 Enforcement. Any alteration, change, remodel, or modification done in violation of this Article XI
shall be deemed non-conforming. Upon written request from the Executive Board, the Owner shall, at
his or her expense, remove the nonconforming worjk and restore the subject property to its original
condition, or re-submit the written application to the Architectural Control Committee for the purpose
of correcting the non-conforming work. In additiontto, or in the alternative, the Owner shall be fined in
an amount taking into account the extent of the altération and resulting violation. In the event the
Association deems it necessary to perform any actlon to ensure that the modification shall not impair
any utility, electrical, mechanical services, or struct%ral integrity of the Building, the Owner shall be
solely responsible for any expense related thereto. The Executive Board shall have the sole discretion to
determine whether restoration or a fine is approprléte for each violation. All costs thereof, including
reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, may be spec1f1cal|y assessed against the Unit and Owner, and
collected as an Assessment and enforced as a lien pursuant to this Declaration. In addition to the
foregoing, the Association, through its Executive Board, shall have the authority and standing to pursue
all legal and equitable means and remedies available to enforce this Article and the Association’s
decisions with regard thereto.

DAMAGE AND REPAIR

124 Power of Attorney. This Declaration hereby appoints the Association as the irrevocable attorney-in-
fact for all Owners to deal with the Building upon its damage and repair.

S12.2 Repair or Reconstruction After Damage. For the purposes of this Article Xll, total damage is defined
as such damage as to render, in the judgment of the Association, all Units in the Building as uninhabitable.
Any damages less than total damage as defined herein is partial damage for the purposes of this Article. Repair
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or reconstruction as used in this Article means restoration of improvements to substantially the same
condition which they existed prior to the damage with each Unit and the Common Elements having
substantially the same vertical and horizontal bounda}ies as before.

12.3  Insurance Proceeds Sufficient to Repair. In ‘tfhe event that proceeds from insurance coverage are
sufficient to cover the cost of repair or reconstructiorji.’;after damage to the Building or any part thereof, then
such repair or reconstruction shall be promptly per@rmed by the Association, as attorney- in-fact for the
Owners. |

12.4  Insurance Proceeds Insufficient to Repair. lﬁ the insurance proceeds are insufficient to repair the
damaged Building, the following provisions shall govern:

12.4.1 A partial damage to the Building shal,l‘ibe repaired as promptly as possible under the direction
of the Association, and any cost of such repair in excess of insurance proceeds shall be
assessed against all Owners as a Coammon Expense, except as otherwise required under
Article XI, Section 11.3 i

12.4.2 In the event of total damage to the Building, a special meeting of the Owners shall be held
for the purpose of determining whgfther reconstruction should be performed. If a super
majority of the Owners vote in favorggof reconstruction, then all Owners shall be bound and
the cost of reconstruction in excesjﬁj of insurance proceeds shall be assessed against all
Owners as a Common Expense, subjéﬁct to Article XI, Section 11.3. If the Owners do not vote
in favor of reconstruction, then the stociation shall forthwith sell the entire Condominium
as attorney-in-fact for the Owners. I!jiisuch case, the insurance proceeds, if any, payable as a
result of the damage shall be collegied by the Association and after payment of costs of
collection thereof and of other outsté,nding obligations and charges owed by the Association
as a result of the damage, the Asso\f:iation shall disburse the insurance proceeds and the
proceeds of sale to the Owners in accordance with each Owner’s Allocated Interests as to
the Common Elements as set forth in EXHIBIT B. Such proceeds as may be necessary to
satisfy any lien, mortgage or deed of trust against a Unit shall be paid by the Owner out of
such Owner’s share of proceeds. In the event that an Owner’s negligence causes such
damage, such negligent Owner shall be responsible for any and all uncompensated loss
suffered by the Association or other Owners.

ARTICLE Xl
TERMINATION OF MECHANICS’ LIENS RIGHTS AND INDEMNIFICATION

13.1 Mechanics’ Liens. If any Owner shall cause mateiial to be furnished to his or her Unit, or any labor
performed thereon, the Association and/or other Ow_i}\ers shall not be liable under any circumstances for
the payment of any expense incurred or for the value‘;of any work done or material furnished. All such work
shall be at the expense of the Owner or Owners causing it to be done, and such Owner(s) shall be solely
responsible to contractors, laborers, materialmen and other persons furnishing labor, supplies, or material
to his or her Unit. No labor performed or supplies or materials furnished due to the consent or request of a
Unit Owner shall be the basis of filing a mechanics lien against the Unit or the Limited or General Common
Elements. Each Owner shall indemnify and hold harmless the Association and each of the other Owners
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from and against all liability arising from the claim of any mechanics lien against the Unit of any other
Owner or against the Limited or General Common Elements for construction or labor performed, materials
or services incorporated into the Unit at the direction of said Owner. Any and all expenses incurred by the
Association as a result of the violation of this Article shall be borne by the Unit Owner(s) responsible for
such violation. ie

ARTICLE XIV
PERSONAL AND REAL PROPERTY FOR COMMON USE

14.1 Personal and Real Property. The Association, asattorney-m -fact for all Owners, may acquire and hold
for the benefit of all Unit Owners tangible and mtang#ole personal and real property and may dispose of the
same by sale or otherwise, pursuant to the Act. The beneﬁaal interest in any such property shall be owned
by all of the Owners in the same proportion as their Allocated Interests in the General Common Elements,
with such interest being transferable only with the trg,nsfer of a Unit. Each Owner may use such property in
accordance with the purpose for which it is intended""ﬁ/ithout hindering or encroaching upon the lawful
rights of other Owners. 3

14.2 Right to Mortgage. The Association, acting through its Executive Board, may mortgage or encumber
real property of the Association subject to the limitations of the Act. In addition, the Executive Board
specifically shall have the right to assign the Association’s future income including the right to receive
Common Expenses Assessments, for the obligations of the Association.

ARTICLE XV
EASEMENTS AND LICENSES

15.1  Easements for Encroachments of Common Elements and Units. If any portion of the Common
Elements now or hereafter encroaches upon a Unit, or if any Unit now encroaches upon another Unit or
any portion of the Common Elements, as a result of the construction of the Building or if any such
encroachments shall occur hereafter due to settlinéor shifting, or any other reason, valid easements
shall exist for such encroachments and for the maintenance of the same so long as the Building does
exist. For title and other purposes, such encroachments and easements shall not be considered or
determined to be encumbrances either upon the Common Elements or the Units, and such easement
shall be appurtenant to and pass with the title to e\fery Unit.

15.2  Recorded Easements. The Condominium shall be subject to all recorded easements as set forth
on the attached EXHIBIT B, as shown on the Map or as set forth in the Attorney’s Opinion thereon.

15.3  Easement for Construction. Declarant for itself, its successors and assigns, the Association
and/or for Owners hereby reserves an easement for construction, utilities, drainage, ingress and egress
over, in, upon, under and across the Common EIem’énts, together with the right to store materials on
the Common Elements, to build and maintain temporary walls, and to make such other use for the
Common Elements as may be reasonably necessary or incident to any construction of the Units, or
improvements on the Land or other properties adjacent or contiguous thereto; provided, however, that
no such rights shall be exercised by Declarant in a manner which unreasonably interferes with the
occupancy, use, enjoyment to the Condominium byzthe Owners.
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15.4  Utility Easements. There is hereby created a blanket easement upon, across, over, and under
the Land and Condominium for the benefit of the Common Elements and the Units, for the ingress and
egress, installation, replacing, repairing, and malntainlng all utilities, including but not limited to gas,
water, electricity, sewer, telephone, internet, cable, and telephone. Said blanket easement includes
future utility services not presently identified or available to the Units and Condominium but which may
be reasonably required in the future.

15.5 Reservation of Easement. The Association té hereby granted the right to establish from time to
time, by declaration or otherwise utility and other e_?sements, permits or licenses over the Common
Elements for the best interest of all Owners and thé;:Association. Each Owner is hereby granted a
perpetual non-exclusive right of ingress to and egré;és from the Owner’s Unit over and across the
Common Elements and Limited Common EIements:éppurtenant to that Owner’s Unit, which right shall
be appurtenant to the Owner’s Unit, and which right shall be subject to limited and reasonable
restrictions on the use of the Common Elements, set forth in writing by the Association.

ARTICLE XVI
FUTURE DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS

16.1 Expansion. Declarant expressly waives the right to expand this Condominium project.

ARTIGLE XVII
SPECIAL DECLARANT RIGHTS

17.1 Special Declarant Rights. Declarant hereby sp‘ec-;(:ifically reserves the right to exercise any Special
Declarant Rights as permitted under the Act, or thiS'«"DecIaration including the right to: appoint and
remove any officer or member of the Executive Board of the Association during the period of Declarant
Control as set forth in Article 6.3 hereunder; amend ‘this Declaration pursuant to the Act; post and
maintain signs to advertise the project; the right to dedlcate an easement as shown on the Map if any,
including any utility easements, grant a pedestrian easement to if applicable, as well as the vacation or
relocation thereof; the right to complete or make any improvements as shown on the Map, or as
required by the Master Associations or Gunnison County.

MISCELLANEOEUS PROVISIONS

18.1 Nuisance. Every violation of the Association &ocuments shall be deemed to be a nuisance and is
subject to all the remedies provided for the abatemént thereof, pursuant to the Act or permitted by law.

18.2  Compliance with Declaration. Each Owner shall comply strictly with the provisions of this
Declaration, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations, policies, and resolutions of the Association and any management
agreement entered into by the Association as the same may from time to time be in force and effect. Failure
to comply with any of the same shall be grounds for auj action to recover damages, for injunctive relief, specific
performance or for any other relief available in law or at equity, including any combination of the foregoing,
maintainable by the Association on behalf of the Ow_ﬁers, or by an aggrieved Owner.
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18.3  The Act. The provisions of this Declaration shall be in addition and supplemental to the Act, and to
all other provisions of applicable law. K.

18.4  Severability. If any of the provisions of this Declaration or any Article, sentence, clause, phrase, word
or section, or the application thereof in any circumsi’?nce be invalidated, such invalidity shall not affect the
validity of the remainder of this Declaration, and the application of any such provision, article, sentence,
clause, phrase, word or section in any other circumsténces shall not be affected thereby.
18.5 Context. Whenever used herein, unless the context shall otherwise provide, the singular number
shall include the plural, the plural the singular, and the use of any gender shall include all genders.

18.6  Amendment of Declaration. This Dec|arati§n may be amended only by the affirmative vote or
agreement of the Unit Owners of Units to which ﬁftfy-one percent (51%) of the votes are allocated in the
Association. No amendment shall be effective until pf)‘]aced on record in the office of the Clerk and Recorder
of the County of Gunnison, Colorado. Any such amendment shall not require the approval of any holders of
any mortgages or Deeds of Trust. Subject to the A“g‘t, the President of the Executive Board, or the Vice-
President in the President’s absence as defined in the Bylaws, is empowered to executed any amendments
hereto.

18.7 Termination. Exceptin the case of a taking ofall Units by eminent domain, or in case of foreclosure
of a security interest that has priority over the Decla,ration the Condominium may only be terminated by
agreement of the Unit Owners of Units to 67% of the votes in the Association are allocated. An agreement
of the Unit Owners to terminate must be ewdenced by their execution of a termination agreement or
ratifications thereof in the same manner as a deed.

18.8  No Right of First Refusal. This Declaration dées not establish a right of first refusal in any Owner,
including Declarant, with respect to the purchase of any Units in Double Top Condominiums.

18.9  Attorneys’ Fees. If any action is brought ina court of law as to the enforcement or
interpretation or construction of this Declaration orany document provided for herein, the prevailing
party in such action shall be entitled to reasonable &ttorneys fees as well as all costs incurred in the
prosecution or defense of such action.

1.2 The Covenants encumber certain real property in Gunnison

WHEREAS, the Company intends to develop and improve the said tract of land and lay out and open up the
streets shown on said plats, and offer for sale the lots:anhd parcels included in said tract; and is desirous of
subjecting all of said tract of land and the lots and par¢els shown on said plats to certain covenants,
easements, restrictions, conditions and charges, as hetemaf’ccn set forth;

NOW, THEREFORE, WITNESSETH (hat the Company does hereby impose and charge all lots, blocks and
parcels in Crested Butte South, with the covenants, agﬁi‘eements, easements, restrictions, conditions and
charges hereinafter set out, for the benefit of the C ompany and all purchasers; and with the intention that
each purchaser and the Company may enforce the plomsmns hereof, as follows (streets and roads and certain
lots and parcels excepted): -

1.00 DEFINITIONS '

1.01  As used herein, the following terms shall be canstrued to have the meaning set forth thereafter:

1.01-1 "Owner" shall mean any person or combination of persons; firm; partnership; or
corporation owning any lot or ots in fee.
1.01-2 "Purchaser" shall mean any person or combination of persons; firm; partnership; or

corporation holding the right to receive fee ownership by means of a contract for
purchase of any lot or lots.

1.01-3 "Lot" shall mean any platted lot'within Crested Butte South; or any combination or
contiguous lots therein upon which a cluster development declaration has been
recorded.

1.01-4 “Committee" shall mean the Crested Butte South Improvement Committee.

1.0 1-5 "Residential unit" shall mean living quarters or a dwelling designed to accommodate a

one family unit and containing at least one bedroom; one bathroom, one living room
and one kitchen.

1.01-6 "Cluster development" shall mean the assembly of two or more adjoining residential
lots into one parcel for the purpese of constructing one structure containing not more
than the total number of residential units which could have been built on all of the lots
so united. &

1.01-7 "Commercial lots" shall mean those lots designated as commercial property therein
and of which the usage is restricted to trade or business.
8 "Dwelling place” shall mean a structure containing one or more residential units.
-9 "Person" shall mean any person, combination of persons, firm, company, association
or corporation. '

2.00 IMPROVEMENT COMMITTEE

2.01 There is hereby created the Crested Butte South Improvement Committee, which shall be the
Company until such time as 100 of the lots in Crested Butte South have been deeded to their owners, at
which time the Company shall appoint four of said purchasers to serve on the Committee with the Company,
two of which shall serve for one year, and the balance for two years. Thereafter the four other members of
said Committee shall be elected by all the landowners;in Crested Butte South for two-year terms, and when
80% of all lots in Crested Butte South are deeded to their owners, the Company shall resign from the
Committee and thereafter the Committee shall consist.of five persons.

2.02 The Committee may make and adopt its own bylaws for procedure; and it shall have the following
powers and duties:

2.02-1 To incorporate as a non-profit corporation or association.

2.02-2 To fill vacancies occurring on the Committee.

2.02-3 To adopt such reasonable rules and regulations and provide such means and employ
such agents as will enable it adequately and properly to carry out its duties.

2.02-4 To approve, or recommend changes in, building plans and specifications, grading,
business signs and related matters.

2.02-5 To disapprove unsatisfactory plans and specifications.

2.02-6 To determine, collect, expend afid account for monies of the Maintenance Fund as
provided elsewhere herein. :

2.02-7 To provide for lighting, improv?iﬁg, clearing and maintaining walks, streets and parks.

2.02-8 To provide for the collection arid disposal of trash and rubbish.

2.02-9 To employ watchmen and fire marshals.

2.02-10 To care for vacant and unattendéd land on which the maintenance charge is being

paid; and do those things desirable, in the opinion of the Committee, to keep such
property in good order.

2.02-11 To do such other things as will tend toward the welfare and benefit of Crested Butte
South and the landowners therein.

2.02-12 To enforce the restrictions, covenants, easements, conditions and charges herein
contained. ‘

2.02-13 To hold land and convey the same.

3.00 MAINTENANCE FUND

!

3.01  All land included and shown on the plats of Crested Butte South (except land reserved for community
uses and purposes), whether owned by the Company or by others, shall be subject to an annual maintenance
charge as set forth below. A purchaser of any lot within Crested Butte South who has not received a deed,
but who has the right to receive one under a contract, shall be deemed an owner for the purposes of this
section only.

3.02  Such annual maintenance charge shall be at thg:rate of $40.00 per year for each single family
dwelling; $50.00 per year for each residential unit in a multi-family dwelling; $8.00 per year for each
unimproved lot; and $100.00 per year for each commercial lot with a structure on it. Block 6 shall be
considered to have 20 lots upon it for the purpose of this section.





3.03  The annual maintenance charge shall be payatf'i'e each year hereafter commencing January 1, 1971,
annually in advance, for the purpose of creating and mamtammg a fund to be known as the Maintenance
Fund. Such annual charge may be adjusted from year 'to year by the Committee in its absolute discretion as
the needs of the Committee may require; but in no event shall any increase exceed 10% in any year without
the affirmative vote of a majority of the then owners of lots, each owner being entitled to cast one vote for
each lot owned by him.

3.04 The Committee shall apply the funds thus received, so far as the same may be adequate, to its costs
and expenses in performing its duties. The Committee need not duplicate any service available from any
governmental agency, public authority or improvement district.

3.05 The annual charge for maintenance shall be a lien or encumbrance on the land against which
assessed, and the purchase of any such land shall be cohstrued as a covenant to pay such charges. The
Committee shall have the right and power to enforce the lien hereby imposed in its favor, to the same extent
(including foreclosure and sale) and subject to the samé procedure, as in the case of a mortgage under the
applicable law; and may recover costs and attorney fees, as well as interest at the rate of 8% per annum from
March 1 of the year in which due. The Committee shall send a written statement each year as soon as
practicable stating the amount of the annual charge and unless the purchaser or owner shall pay the same by
March 1, it shall be deemed delinquent. The lien resetved hereunder shall be subordinate to any trust deed,
mortgage or mechanic's lien insofar as priority at any given time is concerned; but the same shall be a
continuing lien and may be enforced against any successor in interest.

3.06 Prior to beginning to serve, the Committee members (including the Company) shall accept in writing
the trust, duties and obligations imposed by this Indenture, and agree to discharge the same without charge
for their services provided, that until the full Committee is formed and functioning, for the collection and
disbursement of the Maintenance Fund hereby established, and for the overhead and clerical expense in
connection with the administration thereof, the Company shall be entitled to charge 15% of the amount of the
expenditures made by it from said funds, including sugh expenditures as payment o the Company at current
market prices for labor and material furnished and work done by it.

3.07 The Committee shall exercise its discretion as'fo the expenditures from said Fund for any of the
purposes anticipated, and its judgment in that regard shall be conclusive on all parties. The Committee does
not insure or guarantee the adequacy of the Fund prowlded for hereby for the purposes hereinbefore set forth.

3.08 Any or all of the rights, duties or powers hereb*y reserved to the Company or the Committee may be
assigned or transferred to any one or more public bodies, improvement districts, associations or corporations
which will agree to assume said rights and duties and carry out and perform the same. Any such transfer
shall be evidenced by an instrument of record evidencing the transfer and the acceptance, and obligating the
transferee to the duties herein imposed, the Company ! and/or the Committee thereby being released there
from. i

4.00 ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL i

4.01  No building, structure, wall, fence, or addition‘or exterior alteration to any building, structure, wall or
fence shall be commenced, erected or maintained unless and until the plans and specifications showing the
nature, kind, shape, height, materials, floor plans, location and approximate cost of the same shall have been
submitted to the Committee for its consideration and approval or disapproval in writing.

4.02  All structures shall be designed by a registered: érchitect or professional engineer, or an equally
qualified person or firm.





4.03  The Committee shall review all plans and specifications with regard to quality, materials and color;
topography, setback, finished grade elevation, driveways, planting and parking facilities; as well as harmony
of exterior design with existing or planned structures adjacent thereto.

4.04 No metal, plastic, asbestos or asphalt siding materials shall be permitted on other than roof surfaces;
but the Committee may grant variances in appropriate cases.

4.05 The event said Committee fails to act within 3@ days after said plans and specifications have been
submitted to it; such approval will not be required and’this covenant deemed complied with. No person,
however, shall commence any such construction after notice of disapproval or until 30 days have elapsed
from time of submission of the plans and specifications; and the Committee may proceed by such means as it
deems best advised to enforce the provisions hereof if a violation of these provisions occurs.

5.00 LAND USE

5.01  With the exception of those areas designated akl Commercial Lots, or set aside for community
purposes, all lots shall be known and designated as residential lots; and no structure shall be permitted or
placed, or altered or erected on any such lot in violatioh of the requirements hereof. Only single or multi-
family dwelling places, not exceeding two stories in hgight, plus any garden-level basement or first story,
may be erected or placed; together with a private gardge, attached or unattached, for not more. than two
vehicles for the first residential unit, and one vehicle for each additional residential unit. Nothing herein
contained shall prevent the placement of a child’s playhouse of reasonable size and location, and neat
appearance. t

5.02  Only one structure for use as a dwelling place;‘ghall be constructed on any lot or cluster development.
One outbuilding which may be a garage or storage building or a combination of the two may also be
constructed.

6.00 NON-RESIDENTIAL AREAS

6.01 All ofthe land in Crested Butte South, exceptias hereinafter provided, shall be used for residential
purposes only. Certain lots and blocks may be devoted in whole or in part to use as a business or shopping
center, and buildings may be erected thereon and activities carried on thereon of a business or commercial
nature, excluding any manufacturing. Such areas shall be bound by the setback provisions hereof; and all
such parts of Crested Butte South shall be identified on the recorded plat.

6.02 Buildings for non-commercial and community, purposes (educational, recreational, fire and police
protection or other civic purposes) may be erected on/[Lot 1, Block 5; and Block 7, designated "Reserved for
Community Uses and Purposes"; provided, however, that no building or structure shall be erected or
maintained thereon until there shall have been brought into being an agency or body capable of receiving
such land, and the Committee shall have executed its deed conveying such land to such agency or body
designating the community use to which the same shall be put.

7.00 TEMPORARY STRUCTURES PROHIBITED

7.01  No basement, mobile home, trailer, tent, shack, garage, barn or any outbuilding erected on any lot at
any time shall be used as a residence permanently or temporarily; nor shall any structure of temporary nature
be used as a dwelling. No trailer capable of habitation or containing living quarters shall be parked on any
lot or street governed hereby for more than one consecutive overnight period; provided, however, that a
trailer or trailers, used temporarily by a construction contractor or sub-contractor as an office, supply facility,
tool room or warehouse, may be located on any lot during the actual period of construction on that lot, but
not to exceed a total of 90 days.





8.00 ANIMALS i

8.01 No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be raised, kept or bred on any lot in Crested Butte
South; except that a reasonable number of family do gs, cats, birds and fish may be kept provided that they
are not kept or bred for any commercial purpose, nor allowed to annoy others.

9.00 SETBACK REQUIREMENTS

9.01 No building, or any part thereof, except as otherwise provided herein, shall be erected or maintained
closer than 25 feet to any street, nor closer than 25 I'e:et to the rear line of any lot.

9.02 Free or open spaces shall be left on both sides of a residential structure of a minimum of'ten feet in
width; provided, however, that a dwelling place may extend across lot lines into two or more lots.

9.03 Unenclosed covered porches or entryways, entrance steps, bay windows, balconies, and roof
overhangs shall not be included in determining setbacks if the same do not extend more than six feet from
the basic structure. y“

9.04 The Committee shall in all cases have the right'to determine which are the front and rear lot lines, and
to grant variance of the above in the case of 1rregularly shaped lots or unusual conditions. The Committee's
determination shall be final and binding. ;?:.g

li
10.00 MINIMUM SIZE

10.01 No residential structure which has an area of less than 1,500 square feet, exclusive of porches, garages
and basements, if a single family residence; or less than 800 square feet per residential unit, not including
porches, garages and basements, if a multi-family struclure shall be erected or placed on any lot or cluster
development. i

11.00 NO CONSTRUCTION IN ABSENCE OF WATER AND SEWER

11.01 No structure shall be built on any lot until the road, water and sewer adjacent to the lot involved shall
be installed and functional, nor shall any individual water supply or sewage disposal system be permitted on
any lot. All residential structures shall be connected to the water and sewer system provided.

12.00 SIGHT DISTANCE AT INTERSECTIONS '

12.01 No fence, wall, hedge, shrub or structure which obstructs sight lines at elevations between two and
six feet above the adjacent road surface shall be permitted to remain on any corner lot within the triangular
area formed by the intersecting street property lines and a line connecting them at points 25 feet from the
intersection of such lines, unless variance is granted by the Committee. Nothing herein contained shall
require the removal of earth to conform hereto.

13.00 PARKING :

13.01 No automobiles, trailers, trucks, snowmobiles or other vehicles or objects of any nature shall be
parked on or in any street or road governed hereby while there is any discernible snow upon adjacent non-





public ground. The owner of every lot shall provide off-street parking for two vehicles for the first residential
unit and one additional space for each additional unit.

14.00 CLUSTER DEVELOPMENT

14.01 Nothing herein contained shall prevent the assembly of lots by any common owner for the purpose of
cluster construction. Such owner shall record his declaration of cluster usage, in form as hereafter provided,
and thereafter the lots described by such declaration shall be considered and treated as one parcel or lot.

14.02 After recording such declaration, a cluster dwe-l%ling place may be constructed anywhere thereon,
having regard to setback and height. requirements and‘plan approval by the Committee.

14.03 With the exception of appropriate garage structures, no other buildings may thereafter be erected
anywhere on the parcel bound by the cluster declaration. No variance may be granted by the Committee.

14.04 Form of Cluster Declaration:

The undersigned, for myself and for my heirs, successors, personal representatives and assigns, do hereby
declare my election to group Lots , inclusive, Block , Crested Butte South,

lot in the absence of this declaration, multiplied by the number of lots bound hereby. 1 hereby forever waive
and disclaim any right to construct any other residential units on said parcel or to separate the same, binding
my heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns hereby; and agree that all other restrictive
covenants applicable (o the land involved shall continue in full force and effect.

15.00 UTILITY EASEMENTS

15.01 An easement for the placement and servicing of utilities, eight to ten feet in width, is reserved across
the front and/or rear of each lot, and along the sidelings of some lots, as shown in the recorded plat.

15.02 The owner of each lot shall, at his own cost and expense, keep and maintain that portion of the
easement within his own property line at all times in good condition of repair and maintenance, and neither
erect nor permit the erection of any building or structure of any kind within said easement which might
interfere in any way with the proper maintenance, use. operation, repair, construction or patrol of any utility
services located therein.

15.03 Any utility company or improvement district with facilities therein shall have the right to enter said
easement as necessary for the purposes for which such easements are provided.





15.04 Any easement platted may be vacated by the Committee to permit cluster development; provided that
the owner of the lot or lots involved grants an equivaléit or commensurate easement providing similar access
for utilities and connecting with other similar easements.

16.00 LOCATION OF UTILITIES

16.01 All utilities shall be located underground; and no wire, pipe or pole (except poles for street lighting)
shall be visible.

16.02 No radio or television aerial or cable shall be installed or maintained where visible from the exterior
of any building.

17.00 FILL DIRT

17.01 Where fill is necessary on a building site to obtain proper topography and landscaping, it shall be free
of waste material and not contain trash, garbage, ashes or tree limbs or stumps. Any excess earth remaining
after excavation shall be removed from the building site and deposited within Crested Butte South where
directed by the Committee at the expense of the lot ovyher.

18.00 LOT APPEARANCE

18.01 The appearance of every lot governed hereby shall be maintained in a neat and attractive manner.
Once the surface cover thereof is disturbed or changed:in any manner, the owner or purchaser thereof shall
be responsible to see that grass is kept mown; trash and/or garbage is kept in covered containers emptied at
reasonable intervals; and the lot kept fiee of weeds, trash, litter, refuse, garbage and any unsightly growth.
No billboard, advertising sign or device, or other unsightly object shall be erected, placed or suffered to
remain on any lot, nor shall any premises be used in am}y manner which would disturb the quiet or endanger
the health of the adjoining landowners; provided, that onc sign of not more than six square feet used to
advertise the property for sale or rent may be posted at any time.

19.00 TREES AND SHRUBS

19.01 No tree with a diameter of two inches or more measured four feet above the grounds, nor any shrub
of three feet in height, shall, without approval of the Committee, be cut down, destroyed, moved or
disfigured; and all existing trees and shrubs shall be protected during construction and preserved by proper
wells and grading, as approved by the Committee. -

20.00 NO RESUBDIVISION il

20.01 No lot governed hereby shall be subdivided, ilféluding parcels on which a cluster declaration has been
recorded, except that the owner thereof may convey condominium estates in any multi-family structure
pursuant to the provisions of CRS 1963 118-15 1, et seq:, as amended.

21.00 CHANGE OF GRADE OR DRAINAGE

21.01 No change in the grade or drainage of any lot shall be made which would affect any adjoining lot
without the written consent of the owner or owners of said adjoining lots and the approval of the Committee.

22.00 FENCES

22.01 No fence shall be erected or maintained within 15 feet of any street or road; nor shall any fence
exceeding three feet in height be erected or maintained without the approval of the Committee.





23.00 HEATING FACILITIES

23.01 No structure shall be equipped with any heating apparatus which uses any but smoke-free fuel; but
any structure may contain not more than one fireplace'per residential unit, provided the same is not a primary
heat source.

23.02 Bottles, tanks, or other storage containers for fuel must be concealed from view by fencing, an
enclosure, or other satisfactory means.

23.03 Each structure must be connected to and supplied from any central fuel system installed or provided;
and any fuel tanks or bottles must be removed within 30 days after fuel from a central system is available.

24.00 COMMERCIAL PROPERTY

24.01 Those lots so marked on the recorded plats affeéted hereby are designated as commercial property.
All of the structures erected on any of said lots or blocks shall be for trade or commercial purposes; and the
setback requirements contained elsewhere herein shall not be applicable to said lots and blocks.

24.02 Signs of'a nature to adequately disclose the proprietor's business shall be attached to the structure on
any of said lots, providing such signs are of a commont'type approved by the Committee. No flashing,
moving, animated or neon signs will be permitted; nor any sign which extends above the roof line or the
structure upon which erected. No sign shall exceed 50 square feet; but nothing shall prevent dignified
window lettering. P

24.03 No structure on a commercial lot shall exceed two stories in height, exclusive of chimneys.
24.04 Off-street parking shall be provided by each lot owner, either alone or in concert with other

commercial property owners.

25.00 ENFORCEMENT AND AMENDMENT '

25.01 The provisions hereof shall run with and bind iﬂge land and shall be enforceable by the Company, and
the Committee or any owner of land affected hereby. *

25.02 Ifany person in possession of any lots bound Hereby violates or attempts to violate any of these
covenants, it shall be lawful for any other person owning land governed hereby to prosecute such
proceedings in the appropriate Court to prevent violation and to enforce the provisions hereof.

25.03 The failure of any person to enforce any of these restrictions shall not be deemed a waiver of breach
hereol by any olher person, nor of any prior or subsequent breach.

25.04 Any of the covenants, restrictions, charges and duties herein contained may be altered, repealed,
amended or changed by vote of a majority of the owners of land bound hereby, Any such change shall be
evidenced by the recording of an appropriate instrument in writing executed by a majority of the then owners
of lots affected.





26.00 SEVERABILITY

26.01 Ifany provision hereof be held invalid, or the application of any provision to any person, firm or
corporation or any circumstance be unenforceable, such provision shall be severable; and the remainder
hereof remain in full force and effect as though the invalid portion had not been included herein.

THIS AMENDMENT TO COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS OF CRESTED BUTTE

SOUTH is executed this 31a04 of March, 2004 by the Crested Butte South Property Owners
Association (the “Association”), a Colorado non-profit corporation as follows:

1. FACTS AND PURPOSES.

The Covenants and Restrictions of Crested Butte South were recorded August 26,
1970 in Book 420 at page 404 of the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado.
Amendments to the Covenants and restrlctlons were recorded May 1, 1996 in Book 782 at pages
202 through 205, and January 21, 1983 recorded in Book 589 at page 304 (the “Amendments”) of
the real property records of Gunnison County, Colorado. The Covenants and Restrictions as
amended by the Amendments are collectively referred to as the "Covenants.”

The Covenants encumber certgrn real property in Gunnison County, Colorado, more
particularly described therein.

Pursuant to Section 25.04 of the Covenants and C.R.S. §38-33.3-302, the Covenants
may be altered, amended or changed by a vete of the majority of the owners of land bound thereby
evidenced by the recording of an approprlate mstrument in writing executed by a majority of the then
owners of lots affected.

Accordingly, the members of tHe Association have agreed to amend the Covenants.

2. AMENDMENT. Sectiofqﬁg 2.02 is hereby amended by adding the following

provision: ‘
2.02-14 To appoint a Sub-Committee to carry out the powers and duties

authorized under Sections 2.02-4 and 2.02-5.
3. AMENDMENT. :Section 25.01 is hereby amended to read as follows:

25.01 The provisions hereof shall run wrth and bind the land, including all blocks, lots, and
any subdivision thereof in all filings of Crested Butte South, and shall be enforceable by the
Crested Butte South Property Owners~Assocratron the Committee, now known as the Board
of Directors of the Crested Butte South Property Owners Association, or any Owner of any
Block, Lot, or subdivided unit contained thereon, within Crested Butte South.

4, AMENDMENT. Section 25.04 js hereby amended to read as follows:

25.04 Any of the covenants, restrictions, cHarges, and duties contained in the Covenants and
Restrictions may be terminated, changed, modified, amended, or added to, in whole or in
part, upon the affirmative vote of a majority of the Owners that vote on the proposed
amendment, provided that at least 40% of the Owners of Blocks, Lots, or subdivided units, in
Crested Butte South vote thereon. Any such amendment shall be by an instrument duly
executed, acknowledged and recorded in the records of Gunnison County, Colorado, and
upon such recording shall be for the benefit of and be binding on all Owners of Blocks, Lots,
and subdivided Units within Crested Butte South. The President and Secretary of the
Association shall certify in a notarized affidavit that the amendment was adopted and
approved in accordance with the provisions of this Section 25.04 and such certification shall
be conclusive proof that the Amendment was duly adopted in proper form.

5. AMENDMENT. The first paragraph of Section 20.01is hereby amended to
read as follows:

20.01 No lot governed hereby shall be subdivided, including parcels on which a cluster
declaration has been recorded, except that the owner of a lot may convey condominium or
townhome estates in any multi-family structure.

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DECLARATION OF COVENANTS,
CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS
FOR
PIONEER PLAZA COMMERCIAL TOWNHOMES
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This Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Pioneer Plaza
Commercial Townhomes (“Declaration”) is made this Al {"Bay of Nunid 2005 by
Eric B. Roemer, James Michael Marra and William Oberling ("Declarant”).

Recitals

A. Declarant is the owner of certain real property situated in the County of Gunnisoﬁ,
State of Colorado, which {s more particularly described on attached Exhibit A ("Property™).

B. Declarant desires to create a common interest community pursuant to the
Colorade Common Interest Owmnership Act, Colorado Revised Statutes §38-33.3-101 et. seq.
{the "Act") under the name of Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes.

C. Declarant desires to divide the Property and the improvements thereon into
townhome units (*Units").

D. Declarant will convey unimproved and/or improved Townhome Units as
townhomes which may or may not be connected by party walls and subject to certain
protective covenants, conditions, restrictions, reservations, lien rights and charges ags set
forth in this Declaration and on the Map.

Nowr, therefore, Declarant hereby declares that the Property shall be held, sold and
conveyed subject to the following easements, reservations, restrictions, liens, charges,
covenants and conditions, which are for the purpose of protecting the value and desirability
of, and which shall run with title to, the real property and be binding on all parties having
any right, title or interest in the described Property or any part thersof, thair heirs,
successors and assigns, and shall inure to the banefit of each cwner thereof. This Declaration
shall, to the extent possible, be subordinate at all times to the Master Declaration and shall
be interpreted in a manner consistent with the Master Declaration. In the event of a conflict
between the Association Documents and the Master Declaration or any of the other

documents governing the operation of the Master agsociation, the more restrictive provision
shall control.

ARTICLE 1

Scope of the Common Interest Community and Association;

es i nit nitio

1.1 The Co n Interest C unity. The name of the Common Interest
Community is Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes. Itis a planned community.
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1.2 The Association. The name of the Association is Pioneer Plaza Commercial
Townhomes Association, Inc.

1.3 Maximum Number of Units. The Common Interest Community contains

twenty-two Units. The Declarant reserves the right to create a maximum of fifty Units.
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1.4 Description of Units. Every ingtrument affecting the title to a Unit may describe
that Unit as follows:

Unit ___, Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes, according to the Map thereof
bearing Reception No. mgﬁj_ and the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions
and Restrictions for Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes bearing Reception No.

S2. of the Gunnison County, Colorado records, County of Gunnison, State
of Colorado. '

Such method of description shall be sufficient for all purposes to sell, convey, transfer
and encumber or otherwise affect the Unit and all other appurtenant properties and property
rights and incorporate all of the rights, duties, limitations and burdens incident to ownership
of a Unit as described in this Declaration. Upon annexation of additional Units ag provided in
this Declaration, such additional Units shall be described by their Unit identification number
according to the recorded Map for such additional Units.

1.5 Identification of Units. The identification number of each Unit is shown on the
Map.

1.6 Unit Boundaries. The boundaries of each Unit are as shown on the Map.

1.7 Definitions. The following words when used in this Declaration shall have the
following meanings:

1.7.1 "Act" means the Colorade Common Interest Owmnership Act, Colorado
Revised Statutes Sections 38-33.3-101 gt, geq,

1.7.2 "Association” means the Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes
Aspociation, Inc., a Colorado non-profit corporation, its successors and assigns.

1.7.3 "Association Documents" means this Declaration, the Articles of
Incorporation, the Bylaws, the Map, the Design Guidelines, and any procedures, nules,
regulations or policies adopted under such documents by the Association.

1.74 "Common Elementa" or "Common Areas" means any property within the
Project which is not a Unit or a Limited Common Element, including easements or leasehold
interests, which the Association has an obligation to maintain. The Common Elsments

initially owned by the Association upon exedution of this Declaration by Declarant are
described in attached Exhibit B.

1.7.6 "Executive Board" means the governing body of the Association,
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1.7.6 “Limited Common Elements" means a portion of the Common Elements
allocated by this Declaration, the Map, or by operation of the Act for the exclusive use of one

or more Units but fewer than all of the Units.

1.7.7 "Map" means the Map of Pionesr Plaza Commercial Townhomes as
recorded in the Gunnison County, Colorado records, County of Gunnison, State of Colorado,
together with such additional Maps of the properties described in Exhibit C as may be
annexed into the Project and the Association.

1.7.8 "Master Association” means the master owners' association for the
entire Crested Butte South subdivision,

1.7.9 "Master Declaration" means the Covenants and Restrictions of Crested
Butte South bearing reception number 280966 of the Gunnison County, Colorado records,
County of Gunnison, State of Colorado, as amended from time to time.

1.7.10 "Master Plat" mean the Plat of Crested Butte South, Second Filing,
bearing reception number 281588, of the Gunnison County, Colorado records, County of
Gunnison, State of Colorado.

1.7.11 "Owmer” means the owner of record, whether one or more persons or
entities, of fee simple title to any Unit, and “Owner” also includes the purchaser under a
contract for deed covering a Unit with a current right of possession and interest in the Unit.

1.7.12 “Owner's Agent" means members of the Unit Ownmer's family, or the
Unit Owner's agent, employee, invitee, licensee or tenant, or the agent, employee, invites,
licensee or tenant of the Unit Owner's tenant.

1.7.13 "Project" means the Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomaes, and shall
have the same meaning as the term "Common Interest Community” in the Act.

1.7.14 "Unit" means each platted lot which is a physical portion of the Project,
other than common elements, designated for separate ownership or occupancy, the
boundaries of which are described on the Map.

ARTICLE 2
Party Walls
2.1 Party Wall Maintenance. The walls that are constructed as a common part of

adjacent townhome Units and which are located between such townhome Units constitute
party walls, as shown on the Map. Except as is otherwise provided herein, the cost of
reasonable repairs, maintenance and replacement of each party wall shall be the joint
expense of the Owners of the Units adjacent to such wall,

2.2 Finished Surface Maintenance. Except as otherwise provided herein, the cost
of repairs and maintenance of the finished surface of the party wall located within a Unit
shall be the sole expense of the Owner of that Unit.

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2.3 Damage to Party Wall. If the party wall is damaged or destroyed by the act,
default or negligence of the Owner of a Unit, such Owner shall rebuild said wall and shall
compensate the other Owner for any damage to the property of the Owner of a Unit adjacent
to such wall (including, but not limited to, the finished surface of the party wall located
within the Unit of the other Owner).

2.4 Insurance. To the extent that damages to a party wall are covered by insurancs,
the insurance proceeds shall be used and applied to repair, restore and replace the party
wall. Any deficiency shall be the joint expenae of the Owners, without prejudice, however,
to the right of any Owner to demand a larger contribution from the other Owner under any
rule of law regarding liability for negligent or willful acts or omissions.

2.5 Owner's Negligence. Notwithstanding any provision of this Declaration to the
contrary, an Owner who by his negligent or willful act or omission causes a party wall to ba
exposed to the elements shall bear the whole cost of furnishing the necessary protection
against such elements,

2.6 Utilities. An Owner shall have the right to maintain and repair any utility
installations located within a party wall and in so doing, shall restore the party wall to its
original condition. Notice shall be given to the adjoining Owner prior to undertaking any
such action. All such undertakings will be done so as to avoid or minimize damage to the
adjoining Owner's property.

ARTICLE 3
Ad ation and agemen

3.1 Management By Association. The operation and management of the Common
Interest Community shall be undertaken by the Association which has been formed and will
be operated as a Unit Owners' association on behalf of all Owners of Units currently subject
to, or hereafter annexed into and made subject to, thig Declaration. The initial Executive
Board shall have three (3) members. By resolution of the Executive Board, the size of the
Executive Board may be increased to five (5) or seven (7) members. Except for members of
the Executive Board appointed by Declarant during the period of Declarant control, all
Executive Board members shall be slected by Owners of Units in Pioneer Plaza Commercial
Townhomes.

3.2 Declarant Control. Declarant shall be entitled to appoint and remove the
members of the Association's Executive Board and officers of the Association during the
Period of Declarant Control. The “Period of Declarant Control” begins with the appointment
of tho initial Executive Board and continues until the earlier of: (a) ten (10) years from the
date of recording this Declaration; (b) sixty (60) days after Declarant conveys seventy-five
percent (75%) of all Units in Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes that may be created to
owners other than Declarant; (c) two (2) years after the last conveyance of a Unit in Pioneer
Plaza Commercial Townhomes by Declarant in the ordinary course of business; or (d) two (2)
years after the right to add new units in Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes was last
exercised. Declarant may voluntarily relinquish such power evidenced by a notice exacuted

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by Declarant and recorded with the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder but, in such event,
Declarant may at its option require that specified actions of the Association or the Executive
Board as described in the recorded notics, during the period Declarant would otherwise be
entitled to appoint and remove directors and officers, be approved by Declarant before they
become effective. Not later than sixty (60) days after conveyance of twenty-five percent
(26%) of the Units in Pioneer Plaza Commercial Townhomes that may be created to Owners
other than Declarant, at least one (1) member and not less than twenty-five percent (25%) of
the members of the Executive Board ghall be slected by Owners other than the Declarant,.
Not later than sixty (60) days after conveyance of fifty percent (50%) of the Units in Pioneer
Plaza Commercial Townhomes that may be created to Owners other than a Declarant, not
less than thirty-three and one third percent (33 1/3%) of the members of the Executive Board
must be elected by Owners other than the Declarant.

3.3 Executive Board. Except as otherwise provided in this Declaration or the
Bylaws, the Executive Board may act in all instances on behalf of the Association. Except for
members of the Executive Board appointed by the Declarant during the Period of Declarant
Control, all members of the Executive Board shall be Members of the Association, or in the
event that a Member is an entity other than a natural person, such member of the Executive
Board shall be an authorized representative of such entity Member.

3.4 Powers of the Executive Board. Except for those matters expressly reserved to

the Members as provided in the Association Documents and the Act and the Colorado

Revised Nonprofit Corporation Act, the Executive Board may act in all instances on behalf of
the Association, to:

3.4.1 Adopt and amend bylaws and rules, regulations and policies:

3.4.2 Determine Common expenses and adopt and amend budgets for
revenues, expenditures and reserves and collect Assessments;

3.4.3 Hire and terminate managing agents and other employees, agents and
independent contractors:

3.4.4 Institute, defend or intervene in litigation or administrative proceedings
in its own name on behalf of itself or two or more Unit Owners on matters affecting the
Project;

3.45 Make contracts and incur liabilities, except that any agreement for
professional management of the Association's business or other contract providing for
services of the Declarant shall have a maximum term of three (3) years and any such
agreement shall provide for termination by either party thereto, with or without cause and
without payment of a termination fee, upon not more than ninety (90) day's prior written
notice;

34.6 Regulate the use, maintenance, repair, replacement and modification of
Common Elements;

3.4.7 Cause additional improvements to be made as a part of the Common
Elements;

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3.4.8 Acquire, hold, encumber and convey in the name of the Association any
right, title or interest in real or personal property, except that Common Elements may be
conveyed or subjected to a security interest only if (a) Members entitled to cast at least sixty-
seven percent (67%) of the votes agree to that action, (b) if all Owners of Unita to which any
Limited Common Element is allocated agree in order to convey that Limited Common
Element or subject it to a security interest:

3.4.9 QGrant easements, loases, licenses and concessions through or over the
Common Elements:

3.4.10 Impose and receive any payments, fees or charges for the use, rental or
operation of the Common Elements (but not including the Limited Common Elements);

3.4.11 Impose charges (including without limitation, late charges and default
interest) for late payment of Assessments, recover reasonable attomney fees and other legal
costs for collection of Assessments and other actions to enforce the power of the Association,
regardless of whether or not suit was initiated, and after notice and opportunity to be heard,
levy reasonable fines for violations of provisions of the Association Documents or otherwise
suspend other membership privileges (except that notice and opportunity to be heard shall
not be required before suspension of membership privileges for failure to pay Assessments
within thirty (30) days after they become due);

3.4.12 Impose reasonable charges for the preparation and recordation of
amendments to the Declaration or statements of unpaid Assessments;

3.4.13 Provide for the indemnification of its officers and Exacutive Board and
maintain directors' and officers' liability insurance:

3.4.14 Assign its right to future income, including the right to receive
Assessments;

3.4.15 Exercise any other powers conferred by the Declaration or Asgsoclation
Bylaws;

3.4.16 Exercise all other powers that may be exercised in this state by legal
entities of the same type as the Association, including without limitation, those powers
specified by the Colorado Revised Nonprofit Corporation Act; and

3.4.17 Exercise any other powers necessary and proper for the governance
and operation of the Association.

3.5 Books and Records. The Association shall make available for inspection to
Owners, upon request, during normal business houts or under other reasonable
circumstances, current copies of the Association Documents and the books, records and
financial statements of the Association prepared pursuant to the Bylaws, and as Tequired by
the Colorado Revised Nonprofit Corporation Act. The Association may charge a reasonable
fee for copying such materials. The Assocdiation shall maintain such books and records as

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may be required under the Act and as required by the Colorado Revised Nonprofit
Corporation Act.

3.6 Maintenance Accounts: Accounting. If the Association delegates powers of the

Executive Board or its officers relaﬁng to collection, deposit, transfer or disbursement of
Association funds to other persons or to a Manager, then such other persons or Manager
must (a) maintain all funds and accounts of the Association separate from the funds and
accounts of other associations managed by the other person or Manager, (b) maintain all
reserve accounts of the Association separate from the operational accounts of the
Association, and (¢) provide to the Association no less than once per month an accounting
for the previous month. In addition, the Association shall obtain an annual accounting and
financial statement of Association funds (on sither a review or audit basis, at the
Association’'s discretion) and annual tax returns prepared by a certified public accountant.

3.7 Common Areas. Declarant shall convey the Common Areas shown on the Map
to the Association, which shall own and administer such Common Areas for the benefit of all
Unit Owners. The Association shall have the right to adopt and enforce reasonable rules and
regulations regarding the use of Units and Common Areas and facilities on condition that
such rules and regulations are not inconsistent with the Master Plat or the Master
Declaration, this Declaration or the Map. The Association shall have the right to enforce any
and all provisions set forth on the Master Plat and/or the Master Declaration.

3.8 Assessments. The Association shall be responsible for managing the Common
Interest Community and for levying assessments for common expenses which common
expenses shall include but not be limited to common wall, common roof or common utilities,
common facilities and driveway/parking aerea maintenance and/or plowing, liability
insurance, fire and extended coverage insurance, landscaping and care of grounds, common
lighting, exterior decoration, painting, repairs and renovations, Common Area refuse
collection, wages, legal and accounting fees, management fees and all expenses and
liabilities incurred under or by reason of this Declaration. The Association shall pay all
water, sewer and trash charges levied on the individual units and any Common Elements, if
recuired by the ordinances, rules and regulations of the Crested Butte South Metropolitan
District. The Association shall levy periodic or special assessments to cover common
expenses, the payment of any deficit remaining from a previous period and the creation of a
reasonable contingency fund or other reserve or surplus fund as well as payment of all other
costs and expenses relating to Common Interest Community.,

3.9 Assessments are Personal Obligation. Each Owner, including Declarant while

an Owner of any Unit, is obligated to pay to the Association: (1) the Annual Assessments; (2)
Special Assessments; and (3) Default Assesstnetits, Each Agsessment against a Unit is the
personal obligation, jointly and severally, of the Owner(s) at the time the Assessment
became due and shall pass to successors in title if not timely paid. No Owner may exempt
himself from liability for the Assessment by abandonment of his Unit or by waiver of the use
or enjoyment of all or any part of the Comrnon Elements. Suit to recover a money judgment
for unpaid Assessments, any penalties and ifiterest thereon, the cost and expenses of such
proceedings, and all reasonable attorney's fees in connection therewith shall be maintainable
without foreclosing or waiving the Assessment lien provided in this Declaration. All
Assessments shall be payable in acoordance with the levy thereof, and no offsets or
deductions thereof shall be permitted for any reason including, without limitation, any claim

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that the Asgociation or the Executive Board is not properly exercising its duties and powers
under the Association Documents.

3.10 Budget The Executive Board shell, in advance, prepare and adopt a proposed
Common expense budget at least ninety (90) days before expiration of the fiscal year based
on estimated Common expenses. Within (30) days after the adoption of the proposed
budgets, the Executive Board shall mail, by ordinary first class mail, or otherwise deliver, a
summary of the Common expense budget to all the Owners, and shall set a date for a
meeting of the Owners to consider ratification of the budget not less than fourteen (14) nor
more than sixty (60} days after mailing or other delivery of the summaries. Unless &t that
meeting eighty percent (80%) of all Owners reject the Common expenss budget, the Common
expense budget is ratified, whether or not a quorum of all Members ig present. In the event
that a proposed Common expense budget is rejected, the periodic budget last ratified by the
Owmers must be continued until such time as the Owners ratify a subsequent budget
proposed by the Executive Board.

3.11 Annuyal. An Owner's Annual Assessments shall be determined based on the
adopted and ratified Common expense budget. The Executive Board shall levy and assess
the Annual Assessments to each Owner in accordance with the Allocated interests in effect
on the date of the Annual Assessment as set forth in Exhlbit D, provided, however, that the
Executive Board reserves the right to allocate all expenses relating to fewer than all of the
Units to the owners of those affactad Units only. Annual Assessments shall be payable in
advance monthly or on such other basis as may be determined by the Executive Board, and
shall be due on the first day of each period in regular installments on a prorated basis. The
omission or failure of the Association to fix the Annual Assessments for any assessment shall
not be deemed a waiver, modification or release of the Owners from their obligation to pay
the same,

3.12 Date of Commencement of Annual Assessments. The Annual Assessments
shall commence as to each Unit on the first day of the month following the effective date of
adoption and ratification of the first Common expense budget. Until commencement of the
Annual Assessments, the Declarant shall pay all Common expenses of the Association.

3.13 Special Assessments. In addition to the Annual Assessments, the Association
may levy in any fiscal year one or more Special Assessments, payable over such a period as
the Association may determine, for the purpose of defraying, in whole or in part, the cost of
any construction or reconstruction, unexpected repair or replacement of improvements
within the Common Elements or for any other expense incurred or to be incurred as provided
in this Declaration. Any amounts assessed pursuant to this Section shall be assessed to
Owners according to their allocated interests, subject to the right of the Association to
assess only against the Owners of affected Units, any extraordinary maintenance, repair or
restoration expense. Notice in writing of the amount of such Special Assessments and the
lime for payment of the Special Assessments shall be given promptly to the Owners, and no
payment shall be due less ten (10) days after such notice shall have been given.

3.14 Default Assessments, All monetary fines and other enforcement costs
assessed against an Owner pursuant to the Association Documents, or any expense of the
Association which is the obligation of an Owner or which is incurred by the Association on
behalf of the Owner pursuant to the Association Documents, including without limitation

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attorneys fees incurred by the Association, shall be a Default Assessment and shall become
a lien against such Owner's Unit which may be foreclosed or otherwise collected as provided
in this Declaration. Notice of the amount and due date of such Default Assessment shall be
sent to the Owner subject to such Assessment at least five (5) days prior to the due date.

3.15 Effect of Nonpayment: Assessment Lien. Any Assessment installment,

whether pertaining to any Annual, Special or Default Assessment, which is not paid when
due shall be delinquent. If an Assessment installment becomes delinquent, the Association,
in its sole discretion, may take any or all of the following actions:

(a) If the delinquency continues for a period of fifteen (15) days, assess a late
charge for each delinquency in such amount as the Association deems appropriate;

(b) If the delinquency continues for a period of thirty (30) days, assess an
interest charge, in arrears, from the due date at the yearly rate of 18% per year;

(c) Suspend the voting rights of the Owner during any period of delinquency;

(d) Accelerate all remaining Assessment installments so that unpaid
assessments for the remainder of the fiscal year shall be due and payable at once;

(e) Brng an action at law against any Owner personally obligated to pay the
delinquent Assessments: '

(f) Proceed with foreclosure as set forth in more detail below; and/or

(g) Suspend any of the Owner's membership privileges during any period of
delinquency and for up to sixty (60) days thereafter.

Assessments chargeable to any Unit shall constitute a lien on such Unit. Such lien
will be subject to the provisions of Colorado Revised Statutes, Section 38-33.3-316. Such lien
will be superior to all other liens, except (i) the liens of all taxes, bonds, assessments and
other levies which by law should be superior and (ii) the lien or charge of any security
interest having priority over all other security interests in the Unit made in good faith and for
value. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Association's ien for delinquent Assessments will
be prior to a security interest having priority over all other security interests in the Unit to the
extent of an amount equal to the Assessments which would have come due, in the absence
of acceleration, during the six months immediately preceding institution of an action to
enforce the lien. The Association may institute foreclosure proceedings against the
defaulting Owner's Unit in the manner for foreclosing a mortgage on real property under the
laws of the State of Colorado. In the event of any such foreclosure, the Owner shall be liable
for the amount of unpaid Assessments, any penalties and interest thereon, the cost and
expenses of such proceedings, the cost and expenses for filing the notice of the claim and
lien, and all reasonable attorney's fees incurred in connection with the enforcement of the
lien. The Owner shall be required to pay the Association the monthly assessment
installments for the Unit during the period of any foreclosure, The Association shall have the
power to bid on a Unit at foreclosure sale and to acquire and hold, leass, mortgage and
convey the same. The Association's lien shall be superior to any homestead exemption now
or hereafter provided by the laws of the State of Colorado or any homestead exemption now

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or hereafter provided by the laws of the United States. The acceptance of a deed to a Unit
subject to this Declaration shall constitute a waiver of the homestead and any other
exemption as against said agsessment lien.

3.16 Payment by Holder of Securit erest. Any holder of a security interest on a
Unit may pay any unpaid amount payable with respect to such Unit, together with any and
all costs and expenses incurred with respect to the lien and upon such payment that holder
of a security interest shall have a lien on the Unit for the amounts paid with the same priority
as the lien of the security interest.

3.17 Statemen Stat Assessment. Upon payment of a reasonable fee set
from time to time by the Executive Board and upon fourteen (14) days' written request to the
Association's registered agent by peraonal delivery or certified mail, first-class postage
prepaid, return receipt, any Owner, designee of Owner, holder of a security interest or its
designee shall be furnished with a written statement setting forth the amount of the unpaid
Assessments, if any, with respect to such Unit. Unless such statement shall be issued by
personal delivery or by certified mall, first class postage prepaid, return receipt requested to
the inquiring party (in which event the date of posting shall be deemed the date of delivery)
within fourteen (14) days after receipt of the request, the Association shall have no right to
assert a lien upon the Unit for unpaid Assessments which were due as of the date of the
request.

3.18 Capitalization of the Association. The Association shall require the first
Owner of any Unit (other than Declarant) who purchases that Unit from Declarant to make a
nonrefundable contribution to the Association in the amount equal to one-sixth (1/6th) of the
total annual assessment at the time of sale (regardless of whether or not assessments have
commenced as provided herein). Said contribution shall be collected and transferred to the
Association at the time of closing of the sale by Declarant of each Unit as aforesaid, and may
be used for the benefit of the Association as the Executive Board deems appropriate,
including, without limitation, to meet unforeseen expenditures or to purchase additional
equipment, property or services. Such contribution of working capital shall not relieve an
Owner from making regular payments of assessments as the same become due. Upon the
transfer of a Unit, an Owner shall be entitled to & credit from the transferee (but not from the
Association) for the aforesaid contribution to working capital. The Association may, from
time to time, increase the amount of the working capital contribution to an amount ecual to
one-sixth (1/6th) of the then current total annual agsessment.

3.19 M&mﬂ,@jﬁu. The grantee of a Unit shall be jointly and severally
liable with the grantor for all unpaid assessments against such Unit for his proportionate
share of the common expenses up to the time of the grant or conveyance, without prejudice
to the grantees right to recover from the grantor the amounts paid by the grantee therefor.

3.20 Enforcement. The Assoclation, Master Association and/or the Owner of any
Unit shall have authority to enforce any provision of this Declaration, the rules and
regulations of the Association, the Association Documents and/or the Master Declaration.

3.21 Representive of Owmer(s). If any Unit is owned by more than one person, or

by a partnership, joint venture, corporation or other such entity, the Owners thereof shall
designate to the Association, in writing, the name and address of the representative of the
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Owner(s) to whom all legal or official assessments, liens, levies or other such notices may be
properly and lawfully mailed. Upon failure to so designate an agent, the Association shall ba
deemed to be the agent for receipt of notices to such Owners.

3.22 Voting Rights and Assessment Allocation. The common expense liability and

votes in the Agsociation allocated to each Unit are set forth in Exhibit D. The interests
allocated to each Unit have been calculated as follows:

3.22.1 The common expense liability is based on the number of Units, with
the Ownmer of an improved Unit having twice the liability as the Owner of an unimproved
Unit; and

3.22.2 The number of votes in the Association is based on the number of
Units.

ARTICLE 4
Insurance
4.1 General Insurance Provisions. The Association shall acquire and pay for, out of

the assessments, at least the following insurance policies carried with reputable insurance
companies authorized to do business in Colorado:

4.1.1 Comprehensive Liability. Comprehensive general public liability and
property damage insurance for the Project in such amounts as the Executive Board deems

desirable, provided that such coverage shall be for at least $2,000,000 for bodily injury,
including death and property damage arising out of a single occurrence insuring the
Association, the Executive Board, the manager or managing agent and their respective
agents and employeas, and the Unit Owners from liability in connection with the operation,
maintenance and use of Common Elements. Such coverage shall also include legal liability
arising out of contracts of the Association and such other rigks as are customarily covered
with respect to townhomes similar to the Project in the Crested Butte area, including
automobile liability insurance if appropriate. The Executive Board shall not enter into
employment contracts or independent contractor contracts of any kind unless the
contracting party provides evidence (such as Certificate of Insurance) to the Executive Board
that such party has current and satisfactory insurance, including workers compsnsation
insurance, commercial general liability and automobile insurance on all of which the
Association is named as an additional insured.

4,1.2 Fidelity Insurance. Fidelity insurance or fidelity bonds must be
maintained by the Association to protect againet dishonest acts on the part of its officers,

directors, trustees and employees and on the part of all others, including any manager hired
by the Association, who handle or are responsible for handling the funds belonging to or
administered by the Association in an amount determined by the Executive Board,
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4.1.3 Workers' Compensation Ingurance. The Executive Board shall obtain
workers' compensation or similar insuranca with respect to its employees, if applicable, in
the amounts and forms as may now or hereafter be required by law.

414 Dirgctors and Officers Liability Insurance. The Association shall also
maintain insurance to the extent reasonably available and in such amounts as the Executive
Board may deem appropriate on behalf of the Executive Board against any liability asserted
against a member of the Executive Board or incurred by him in his capacity of or arising out
of his status as a member of the Executive Board.

4.2 Proof of Insurance. The Association shall furnish proof of such insurance
coverage to any Owner upon request.

4.3 Hazard Insurance Coverage. Each Owner, at his own expense, shall maintain

on his Unit insurance for fire, with extended coverage, vandalism, malicious mischief, all-risk,
replacement cost, agreed amount (if the policy includes co-insurance), special townhome,
building ordinance and inflation guard endorsements attached, in amounts to represent not
less than the full then current insurable replacement cost of the building(s) located on the
Unit, including all interior and perimeter walls and floors, partitions, finished surfaces of
interior and perimeter and party walls, floors, and ceilings, doors, windows, roofs and other
elements or materials comprising a part of the Unit. Each Owmer shall provide the
Association with proof of insurance in accordance with this Section 4.3 annually and upon
request.

44 Ownmer's Insurance. In addition, an Owner may, if he desires at his own
expense, carry insurance for business owner's and/or homeowner’s liability, theft, and other
insurance covering personal property damage or loss, including damage or loss to floor
coverings and fixtures,

ARTICLE 5

Architectural Control
5.1 Association Anproval Required. No building, fence, structure or improvement

of any kind shall be erected, placed or altered on any Unit or anywhere else on the Property
until the building plans, specifications and plan showing the nature, kind, shape, height,
materials and location of such building, fence, structure or other improvement shall have
been submitted to and approved in writing by the Association and the Master Association,
which approvals shall not be unreasonably withheld.

52 Exterior Deco;gtign. The gelection of color, type of paint, exterior decoration,
‘and any exterior materials shall be subject to the written approval of the Asgsociation and
Master Association, which approval shall not be Unreasonably withheld.

5.3 Uniform Exterior Appearance, To the extent reasonably practicable, the

Association shall endeavor to maintain a uniform exterior appearance to the entire Common
Interest Community which shall be compatible with buildings in the surrounding area.
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5.4 Design Guidelines. All buildings, fences, structures and improvements shall
conform with the following design guidelines, which may be amended, from time to time, by
the Executive Board with the approval of the Master Association:

54.1 MINIMUM LOT AREA: 4,750 square feet

5.4.2 MAXIMUM LOT AREA: None

5.4.3 MINDVIUM LOT WIDTH: B0 feet

5.4.4 MINIMUM FRONT YARD: None

54,5 MINIMUM REAR YARD: 15 foet

£.4.6 MAXIMUM BUILDING HEIGHT: 30 feet

5.4.7 OPEN SPACE REQUIRED: None other than rear setback

54.8 SLOPE OF ROOF: A minimum of 5:12. A flat roof must contain a

parapet on the sides facing a street and as otherwise required by applicable building codes
and the Executive Board.

5.4.9 MINIMUM SIDE YARD: From none or 5 fest for flat-roofed, buildings,
and from 7.5 feet to as much as 11.5 feet for sloped-roofed buildings, dependent upon snow
storage requirements.

5.4.10 MINIMUM FLOOR AREA: 1,500 square feet

5.4.11 MAXIMUM FLOOR AREA: Ratio of floor area to lot area shall not
exceed 1.68

5.4.12 MAXIMUM WIDTH OF FRONT FACADE: 100 feet
5.4.13 BUILDING MATERIALS: In order to ensure a continuity of theme, all
building plans must first be reviswed by the Association Executive Board. The review will
focus on building exterior design, including the exterior materials proposed. Those materials
must be of the following types:
a. log;

b. board and batten;

c. lesser accents: perhaps stucco, stone, shingle or horizontal siding;
d. T-111 and similar sheeting will not be permitted.

Following a review by the Executive Board, the plans must be submitted to and
approved by the Master Association.
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6.4.14 DUMPSTERS: Dumpsters shall be screened from view with screening
approved by the Association. No dumpster shall exceed 3 cubic yards in volume.

5.4.16 SIGNS: No sign shall excesd 32 feet in area. Total signage per lot,
including window signs, shall not exceed 50 square feet in area. All signs must be attached
to a building.

5.4.16 PARKING SPACES: All parking spaces shall contain curb-type
restraints. The parking area shall include parking areas and access for handicapped
persons.

ARTICLE 6

Use Restrictions

6.1 Master Declgration and Master Plat. The Units shall be used in strict
compliance with the applicable provisions of the Master Map and Master Declaration, which
are incorporated herein by reference. OWNERS ARE ADVISED TO FAMILIARIZE
THEMSELVES WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THE MASTER DECLARATION, WHICH, IN
CONJUNCTION WITH THIS DECLARATION, CONTROLS AND REGULATES USE OF THE
UNITS. In the event of a conflict between the brovisions of this Declaration and the Master
Declaration, the more restrictive provision shall control.

6.2 Disturbances. No Unit shall bs used in any way or for any purpose that may
endanger the health or unreasgonably disturb, by noise, dust, fumes, vibration or otherwise,
the owner or occupant of another Unit.

6.3 Unit Maintenance. All fixtures and equipment installed within a Unit,
commencing at a point where the utility lines, pipes, wires, conduits or systems enter the
exterior walls of a Unit, shall be maintajned and kept in repair by the Owner therecf, An
Owner shall do no act nor any work that will impair any easement or hereditament or do any
act or allow any condition to exist that will adversely affect any other Unit or its Owner,

6.4 Exterior Neatness. The exterior of each Unit shall be kept and maintained in a
neat, clean and orderly condition and appearance at all times. No personal property (except
motor vehicles) shall be stored on the outside part of any Unit.

6.5 Permitted Uses. Pionesr Plaza Commercial Townhomes allows retail and
service, commercial, recreational and institutional uses, with customary accessory uses, in
order to enhance the business and service character of the commercial district of Crested
Butte South. Permitted uses are as follows:

6.5.1 Retail commercial establishments, limited to the following uses, sale of
following items and similar uses: Antiques, appliances, art supplies, galleries, retail
bakeries, bookstores, cameras, candies, tobaccos, florists, food markets, furniturs, gifts,
hardware, hobby shops, photo shops, sporting goods, stationery and variety stores;
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6.5.2 Service commercial establishments, limited to the following and similar
uses: business offices, financial institutions and personal services establishments, including:
barber and beauty shops, Laundromats (not commercial), shoe repair, sewing and tailoring,
studios for instruction in the arts, radio and television broadcasting, catering services;

6.5.3 The auto-related use of fueling and washing vehicles which are provided as
a service incidental to a retail store, provided the following conditions are met:

a. The minimum lot area shall be 16,000 square feet, and
b. There ig not a similar use within 500 feet, and

¢. The fuel dispensing units accommodate no more than four vehicles at any
given time.

6.5.4 Recreational clubs, theaters, agsembly halls, schools, public buildings and
governmental offices: these uses may be required to provide additional off-street parking.

6.6.6 Restaurants, cocktail lounges or other places serving food and/or alcoholic
beverages, excluding drive-in eating places that serve customers in their vehicles: these
uses may be required to provide additional off-street parking.

6.5.6 Medical and Dental clinics and professional offices;

6.56.7 Rental, repair and wholesaling facilities in conjunction with any of the above
uses, provided all such activity is clearly incidental and accessory to the permitted uses and
conducted within the building;

6.5.8 Newspaper and publishing offices;

6.56.9 Residential units comprising not more than 1/3 of the total floor area of the
building, on condition that the Master Declaration is amended to allow such use.

For any use not listed in Sections 6.5.1 through 6.6.9, the Unit Owner shall obtain approval
from the Master Association and submit a letter of notification to the Gunnison County
Planning Department which reserves the tight to require a Land Use Change application
submittal for any proposed use considered on these commercial parcels, if deemed necessary
by staff, Planning Commission or Board of County Commissioners.

6.6 Leasing. Subject to the remaining provisions of thig Section 6.8, an Ownmer shall
have the right to lease his Unit, or a portion thereof, upon such terms and conditions as the
Owner may deem advisable; provided, however, that (a) all leases shall be in writing and
shall provido that the lease is subject to the terms of the Association Documents and a copy
of the Association's rules are provided to the lesses with the lease; (b) a Unit may be leased
only for the uses provided herein; and (c) any failure of a lessee to comply with the terms of
this Declaration or any other Association Documents shall be a default under the lease
enforceable by the Association as a third party beneficiary, whether or not the lease contains
such a provision. All leases shall be filed with the Association before becoming effective,
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6.7 Neglect by Owner oy Owner' t8, If, due to the act or neglect of an Owner
or Owner's Agents, loss or damage shall occur or be caused to any person or property other
than the Owner's Unit, such Owner and/or Owner's Agent shall be jointly and severally
liable and responsible for the payment of same. The amount of such loss or damages and
any costs incurred by the Association in connection with the enforcement of the
Association's rights shall be subject to all of the Association’s rights with respect to the
collection and enforcement of assessments as provided in this Declaration.

6.8 Maintenance. Responsibility for the maintenance of the Project shall be ag
follows:

6.8.1 Each Owner shall maintain and keep in good repair such Owner's Unit
and any Limited Common Elements allocated to such Unit,

6.8.2 The Association shall maintain and keep in good repair all that part of
the Project not required to be maintained and kept in good repair by an Qwner.

6.9 Antennae. All satellite dishes and devices or facilities to transmit or receive
electronic signals, radio or television waves are prohibited outside a Unit or a Limited
Common Element under the exclusive use and control or an Owner unless first approved by
the Executive Board in conformance with applicable federal law.

6.10 Obstructions. No Owner or Owner's Agent shall cause, or further, an
obstruction of the Common Elements or Limited Common Elements, nor shall anything be
stored on any part of the Common Elements or Limited Common Elements, without prior

consent of the Executive Board.

6.11 Cleanliness. Each Owner shall keep his Unit at all times in a neat and clean
condition and grass and weeds shall be kept mowed. No appliances, refuse, garbage, trash,
lumber, grass, shrubs or tree clippings, plant waste, metal, bulk materials, scrap or debris of
any kind shall be kept, stored, or allowed to accumulate on or outside of any Unit. Each
Owner shall provide for a regular removal of garbage and agrees to use the trash company as
designated by the Executive Board, if one ig gso designated; the Association has the power to
provide and pay for regular or periodic trash removal as a Common expense, if it so decides.
The Association shall have the right, through its agents and employees, to enter upon any
Lot and maintain it and remove unsightly objects and materials, including any appliances or
other property stored outside of a Unit. The cost of such maintenance and removal shall be
chargeable to such Owner. No personal property of any kind shall be stored outside of a Unit
nor on the exterior portion of a Unit outside of a building, unless fully enclosed by a fence or
other screening device approved by the Executive Board.

6.12 MMMM;_AM. If, due to the act or neglect of an
Owner or Owner’s Agents, loss or damage shall occur or be caused to any person or property
other than the Owner's Unit, such Owner and/or Owner’s Agent shall be liable and
responsible for the payment of same. The amount of such loss or damages and any costs
incurred by the Association in connection with the enforcement of the Association’s rights
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shall be subject to all of the Association's rights with respect to the collection and
enforcement of assegsments as provided in this Declaration.

6.13 Partitio vision and Co ation. No portion of the Project shall be
subject to an action for partition or division and no Units shall be subdivided or resubdivided,
Units may be combined, subject to approval by the Association and Master Association.

ARTICLE 7
Easements
7.1 Easements and Licenses. The Project is presently subject to easements and

licenses as recited in Exhibit A and on the Map. In addition, the Project may be subject to
other easements granted by the Declarant as shown on the Map and/or as described in thisg
Declaration.

7.2 E ts for chments. To the extent that any Unit or Common
Element encroaches on any other Unit or Common Element, a valid easernent for such
encroachment and for the maintenance of same shall and does exist. If the Unit is partially or
totally destroyed and then rebuilt, the Owners of the Units agree that minor encroachments
of parts of the adjacent Unit due to construction shall be permitted and that a valid easement
for said encroachment and the maintenance thereof shall exist.

7.3 Declarant's hts Incident t uction. Daclarant, for itself and its
successors and assigns, hereby reserves an easement for construction, utilities, drainage,
ingress and egress over, in, upon, under and across the Common Elements, together with the
right to store materials on the Common Elements, to build and maintain temporary walls,
and to make such other use of the Common Elements as may be reasonably necessary or
incident to any construction of the Units, or improvements on the Property or other real
property owned by Declarant, or other properties abutting and contiguous to the Property, or
to perform warranty work and repairs and construction work on the Units and Common
Elements, to store materials in secure areas and to control and have the right of access to
work and repair until completion. Such rights may be exercised by Declarant from time to
time, and at different times until completion of the Project by Declarant or a Successor
Declarant, and no failure to exercise such righte at any time or for a period of time shall
constitute a waiver of the rights contained hersin,

74 Blanket Eagsements. There is hereby created a blanket easement upon, across,
over, in and under the Property for the benefit of the Common Elements and the Units and
the structures and improvements situated on the Property for ingress and egress, landscape
irrigation system, parking, installation, replacing, repairing and maintaining all utilitiog,
including, but not limited to, water, sewer, gas, telephone, cable television and electricity,
and such other purposes as desmed appropriate by the Executive Board, except that such

as it deems appropriate, including without limitation, the location, design, alterations to
existing structures and impact on the Common Elements and the Project. Said blanket
easement includes future utility services not presently available to the Units which may
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reasonably be required in the future. By virtue of this easement, after receiving approval of
the Executive Board, it shall be expressly permissible for the companies providing utilities to
erect and maintain the necessary equipment on any of the Units and to affix and maintain
electrical and/or telephone wires, circuits, conduits and pipes on, above, across and under
the roofs and exterior walls of the improvements, all in & manner customary for such
companies in the area surrounding the Property, subject to approval by the Association as
provided above. Upon exercise of the rights contained in this Section, the utility providers, at
their sole cost and expense, shall repair (or replace if necessary) the Property and all
improvements thereon to their condition as they existed prior to the utility providers
performing any work.

7.5 Reservation of Easements, Exceptions and Exclusions. The Association is
hereby granted the right to establish from time to time, by declaration or otherwise, utility
and other easements, permits or licenses over the Common Elements for the best interest of
all the Owners and the Association. Each Owmer is hereby granted a perpstual non-
exclusive right of ingress to and egress from the Owner's Unit over and across the General
Common and Limited Common Elements appurtenant to that Owner's Unit, which right shall
be appurtenant to the Owner's Unit, and which right shall be subject to limited and
reasonable restriction on the use of Common Elements set forth in writing by the
Association,

7.6 Emergency Access. . A general easement is hereby granted to all police,
sheriff, fire protection, ambulance and other similar emergency agencies or persons to enter

upon the Property, including all Units and all Common Elements in the proper performance of
their duties. All Owners shall permit a right of entry to the Executive Board, or any other
person authorized by the Executive Board, whether the Owner ig present or not, for access
through each Unit, from time to time, as may be necessary for the routine maintenance,
repair, or replacement for any of the Common Elements located adjacent thereto or
accessible therefrom or for making emergency repairs necessary to prevent damage to the
Common Elements or to another Unit. In order to facilitate the aforesaid maintenance, repair
and replacement, all Owners shall provide the authorized manager a key to their respective
Unit.

For routine maintenance and non-emergency repairs, entry shall be made only
on a regular business day during regular business hours, after service of at least one day's
notice in writing to the Owner. In case of emergency, entry may be made at any time
provided that a reasonable effort according to the circumstances is made to give notice of
entry. The Executive Board or its agent is granted the authority to use such reasonable force
ag is necessary to gain entry into the Unit in the event of an emergency, if no other means of
entry are available in view of the circumstances. So long as the Owner has provided the
authorized manager a key as set; forth above, the Association shall bear the full responsibility
and expense of all damages incurred to the Unit and/or Common Elements because of such
forcible entry. All damage to the interior or any part of a Unit resulting from the maintenance,
repair, emergency repair or replacement of any of the improvements, at the instance of the
Association, shall be paid for ag part of the Annual Assessment by all of the Owners. No
Owner shall be entitled to diminution or abatement for inconveniences or discomfort arising
from the making of repairs or improvements or from action taken to comply with any law,
ordinance or order of any governmental authority. Restoration of the damaged improvements
shall be substantially the same as the condition in which they existed prior to damage.
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Notwithstanding the foregoing, if any such damage is the result of the failure of an
Cwmer to provide the authorized manager with a key to their respective Unit and/or the
carelessness or negligence of any Owner, then such Owner shall be solely responsible for the
costs of repairing such damage. In the event the Owner fails within a reasonable time upon
proper notice to pay the cost of the damages incurred, the Board may pay for said damages
and charge the Owner responsible as a Default Assessment,

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7.7 Utility Fagsements. The Association is hereby granted an sasement for
underground utilities in the 15' rear yard of each Unit, The Association shall have the right to
allow any or all utility provider(s) to install and operate underground utilities in such
easements, subject to such reasonable conditions ag the Executive Board may impose.

ARTICLE 8
dy for No rf ance

8.1 Remedies. The lien provisions of this Declaration shall not bar the Association
or an Owner from seeking such other injunctive or monetary relief as may be allowed at law
or in equity, All remedies shall be cumulative.

8.2 Enforcement Costs. The Association shall be entitled to recover all costs,
including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, incurred in collecting any assessments or
charges levied by the Association or in enforcing any provision of this Declaration, the
Association Documents and/or the Master Map and Declaration.

8.3 Master Association. The Master Association shall havs the right:

8.3.1 To enforce any provision of this Declaration, the Map, The Master
Declaration, the Master Map and/or any rules and regulations adopted by the Association or
the Master Association and to recover all costs, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and
costs, incurred in connection with such enforcement,

8.3.2 To obtain reasonable documentation within 7 days of a request
therefor establishing compliance with the terms and conditions of this Declaration, the Map,
the Master Declaration, the Master Map and/or any rules and regulations adopted by the
Association or the Master Association.

ARTICLE 9
Miscellaneous

9.1 Severability. If any portion of this Declaration is declared invalid or
unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall in no way affect any other provisions
of thig Declaration.
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9.2 Party Wall Law, To the extent that they are not inconsistent with this
Declaration, the general rules of law regarding party walls shall apply to the real property
subject herato.

9.3 Construction. The singular wherever used herein shall be construed to mean
the plural when applicable and necessary grammatical changes required to make the
provisions hereof apply either to corporations or other entities or individuals, male or female,
shall in all cases be amended as though in each case fully expressed.

94 Amendment. Except as otherwise provided herein, neither this Declaration nor
the Map shall be amended except by an instrument signed in writing by the Owners of Units
having sixty-seven percent (67%) of the votes in the Association, which instrument shall be
recorded in the office of the Gunnison County Clerk and Recorder: provided, however, that no
amendment which affects the Association shall be effective without the written approval of
the Executive Board. Approval by holders of deeds of trust, mortgages and/or other liens or
encumbrances shall not be required. No amendment which alters Unit Owners' proportional
responsibility for common expenses or voting rights set forth on Exhibit D shall be effective
except upon the written approval of the owners of record of all Units plus the holders of all
deeds of trust and/or mortgages encumbering such Units. Declarant reserves the right to
amend the Association Documents without the consent of Owners before Declarant conveys
the last Unit to a purchaser other than Declarant or a successor Declarant, whichever first
occurs, as follows (i) to make nonmaterial changes, such as the correction of a technical,
clerical, grammatical or typographical error or Clarification of a statement; (ii) to comply with
any requirements of the Act or amendments thereto; or (iii) to add all or any portion of the
Expansion Property to the Common Interest Community. No amendment shall be effective
until placed of record in the office of the Clerk and Recorder of the County of Gunnison,
Colorado.

9.5 Governing Law. This Declaration shall be interpreted in accordance with the
law of the State of Colorado. Any litigation brought to enforce or interpret the provisions of
this Declaration shall be brought in a court of competent jurisdiction in Gunnison County,
Colorado, and the prevailing party in such litigation or in any arbitration shall be entitled to
an award of reasonable attorneys' fees and costs.

9.6 Time-Sharing Prohibited. A Unit may not be conveyed pursuant to a time-
sharing arrangement described in Sections 38-33-110 to 113, Colorado Revised Statutes.

8.7 Eﬂﬂmgmmm All easements and licenses to which the Project is

presently subject are recited in Exhibit A, In addition, the Project may be subject to other
easements granted by the Declarant as shown on the Map and/or as described in this
Declaration.

9.8  Term. The covenants and restrictions in this Declaration shall run with and
bind the Property in perpetuity, subject to the termination provisions in the Colorado
Common Interest Ownership Act, Sections 38-33.3-101, et. seq., Colorado Revised Statutes.
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9.2  Attorneys' Fees. If any action is brought in a court of law to enforce, interpret
or construe this Declaration or any Association Document, the prevailing party shall be
awarded all reasonable attorneys' fees as well as all costs incurred in the prosecution or
defense of such action, including expert witness fees and costs.

ARTICLE 10

Rights Reserved to Declarant

10,1 Special Declarant Rights. The Declarant specifically reserves the right to
exercise in any order all Development Rights and Special Declarant Rights as set forth in the

Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act and this Declaration for the maximum time limit
allowed by law, or for twenty (20) years following the recording hereof, whichever occurs
first, including, without limitation, the following:

10.1.1 The right to annex all or any portion of the Expansion Property
described in Exhibit C into the Project and the Association.

10.1.2 The right to appoint or remove any officer of the Association or any
director of the Association during the Declarant Control Period.

10.1.3 The right to complete or make any improvements as set forth on the
Map, or as required by Gunnison County and/or the Crested Butte South Metropolitan
District.

10.1.4 The right to maintain signs to advertise the project.

10.1.5 The right to dedicate a future public or private easement as shown on
the Map.

10.1.6 The right, without consent of any Owner or mortgagee or lienholder
being required, at any time and from time to time to: (a) complete improvements indicated
on the Map, (b) maintain and relocate sales offices, management offices, signg advertising
the Project and models, of any size within one or more Units; (c) to subject the Property to a
