THIS RESOLUTION SUPERSEDES RESOLUTION 18-54

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-402(1)(f), the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and
reasonable delinquency penalties for sewerage facilities; and

WHEREAS, there have been increased ongoing operation costs for the cooperative
agreement between Gunnison County and the City of Gunnison concerning the operation of the
sewage treatment plant providing service to the Tomichi Division; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the connection lines within the
Tomichi Division; and

WHEREAS, the Tomichi Division currently serves a single customer; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such
costs from the capital reserve;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:

1. Schedule of Rates. The customer currently served by the Tomichi Division will
pay actual costs of operation and maintenance of the Tomichi Division. Payments will be made
on a reimbursement basis, billed by the end the month following each calendar quarter. Amounts
due will be considered past due if unpaid by the end of the calendar quarter following the then
current calendar quarter. Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1% per
month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420.

2. Tap Connection Fee. There is a fee for sewer service tap connection within the
Tomichi Division for each connection based on Appendix A attached hereto according to water
supply size. Water supply size is either the meter size or line size from the well to the structure
when no meter is present.

3. Excessive Connection Costs. Sewer service will be extended to the property line,
unless cost of such extension of service exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five






hundred dollars ($2,500). Costs exceeding two thousand five hundred for a single user or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500) will be the sole responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served. An
estimate of the total costs will be provided to users in advance of work performed. Such work will
be managed by Gunnison County staff.

4. Minimum Charges. The user connected to the system shall pay the actual costs
four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the sewer system is used.

5. Perpetual Lien. Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies,
and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison
County Treasurer as provided by law.

6. Fees May Be Amended. The fees hereby established may be amended from time
to time by the Board of County Commissioners. It is the intention of the Board of County
Commissioners that a review of the fees and rates be conducted each year, if such review is not
conducted, the then current fees shall remain in full force and effect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT these fees shall remain in effect until changed by
resolution by the Board of County Commissioners.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-402(1)(f), the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and
reasonable delinquency penalties for sewerage facilities; and

WHEREAS, there have been increased ongoing operation costs for the cooperative
agreement between Gunnison County and the City of Gunnison concerning the operation of the
sewage treatment plant providing service to the Antelope Hills Division; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the connection lines within the
Antelope Hills Division; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such
costs from the capital reserve;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:

1. Schedule of Rates. The rate schedule is adopted each year as part of the budget
process and is available as Appendix A attached hereto. The schedule of rates will remain in full
force and effect for the calendar year for which it was approved. The rate structure will be
published in the newspaper and is available from the Gunnison County Finance Office at 200 East
Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230. Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1%
per month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420.

2. Residential Sewer Fee. User fees for connection of each residence, as defined in
the Gunnison County Land Use Resolutions (LUR), to the Gunnison County collection system
will be charged upon installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County
Utility Manager. Residences with an integrated secondary residence are counted as if they were
just one residence. Multiple-family residences are considered commercial accounts for billing
purposes. User fees will be billed in advance.

3. Commercial Sewer Fee. User fees for connection of units will be charged upon
installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County Utility Manager. The fee
amount will equal the product of the current residential sewer rate according to Appendix A






attached hereto, the factor according to Appendix C, and the number of factored units according
to Appendix C. User fees will be billed in advance.

4. Vacant Lot Sewer Fee. A vacant lot sewer fee will be charged for each parcel of
real property in the Antelope Hills Division which has sewer service available to that parcel but
which parcel is not connected to the Division sewer lines. The vacant lot sewer fee will start on
the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions, etc.

5. Tap Connection Fee. There is a fee for sewer service tap connection within the
Antelope Hills Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to
water supply size. Water supply size is either the meter size or line size from the well to the
structure when no meter is present.

6. Excessive Connection Costs. Sewer service will be extended to the property line,
unless cost of such extension of service exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500). Costs exceeding two thousand five hundred for a single user or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500) will be the sole responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served. An
estimate of the total costs will be provided to users in advance of work performed. Such work will
be managed by Gunnison County staff.

7. Minimum Charges. Any property connected to the system shall pay the minimum
rate for four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the sewer system is used.

8. Perpetual Lien. Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies,
and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison
County Treasurer as provided by law.

0. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued. No building permit shall be issued for any
building on a parcel of land in the Antelope Hills Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has
been paid in full as set forth above.

10. Additional Inspection Fee. The first inspection of the sewer service line is included
with the tap connection fee. If an additional inspection is required, a flat fee will be charged for
each additional inspection.

11. Fees May Be Amended. The fees hereby established may be amended from time
to time by the Board of County Commissioners. It is the intention of the Board of County
Commissioners that a review of the fees and rates be conducted each year, if such review is not
conducted, the then current fees shall remain in full force and effect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT these fees shall remain in effect until changed by
resolution by the Board of County Commissioners.

Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1%
per month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420.

2. Residential Sewer Fee. User fees for connection of each residence, as defined in
the Gunnison County Land Use Resolutions (LUR), to the Gunnison County collection system
will be charged upon installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County
Utility Manager. Residences with an integrated secondary residence are counted as if they were
just one residence. Multiple-family residences are considered commercial accounts for billing
purposes. User fees will be billed in advance.

3. Commercial Sewer Fee. User fees for connection of units will be charged upon
installation of the service line and the approval of the Gunnison County Utility Manager. The fee
amount will equal the product of the current residential sewer rate (partial tap) according to






Appendix A attached hereto, the factor according to Appendix C, and the number of factored units
according to Appendix C. User fees will be billed in advance.

4. Vacant Lot Sewer Fee. A vacant lot sewer fee will be charged for each parcel of
real property in the North Gunnison Division which has sewer service available to that parcel but
which parcel is not connected to the Division sewer lines. The vacant lot sewer fee will start on
the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions, etc.

5. Tap Connection Fee. There is a fee for sewer service tap connection within the
North Gunnison Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to
water supply size. Water supply size is either the meter size or line size from the well to the
structure when no meter is present.

6. Excessive Connection Costs. Sewer service will be extended to the property line,
unless cost of such extension of service exceeds two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500). Costs exceeding two thousand five hundred for a single user or the
product of the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500) will be the sole responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served. An
estimate of the total costs will be provided to users in advance of work performed. Such work will
be managed by Gunnison County staff.

7. Minimum Charges. Any property connected to the system shall pay the minimum
rate for four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the sewer system is used.

8. Perpetual Lien. Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies,
and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison
County Treasurer as provided by law.

0. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued. No building permit shall be issued for any
building on a parcel of land in the North Gunnison Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has
been paid in full as set forth above.

10. Additional Inspection Fee. The first inspection of the sewer service line is included
with the tap connection fee. If an additional inspection is required, a flat fee will be charged for
each additional inspection.

11. Fees May Be Amended. The fees hereby established may be amended from time
to time by the Board of County Commissioners. It is the intention of the Board of County
Commissioners that a review of the fees and rates be conducted each year, if such review is not
conducted, the then current fees shall remain in full force and effect.

3. Availability of Service Fee. An availability of service fee will be charged for each
parcel of real property in the Antelope Hills Division which has water service available to that
parcel but which parcel is not connected to the Division water lines. The availability of service
fee will start on the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions,
etc.






4. Tap Connection Fee. There is a fee for water service tap connection within the
Antelope Hills Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to
meter size. The tap connection includes the cost of a Gunnison County water meter and required
installation materials. This fee also includes the first inspection of the meter. If an additional
inspection is required, the additional inspection fee will be charged.

5. Excessive Connection Costs. Water service will be extended to the property line,
unless cost of such extension of service exceeds three thousand dollars ($3,000) or the product of
the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and three thousand dollars ($3,000).
Costs exceeding three thousand dollars for a single user or the product of the number of new users
to be served by said sewer extension and three thousand dollars ($3,000) will be the sole
responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served. An estimate of the total costs will be provided
to users in advance of work performed. Such work will be managed by Gunnison County staff.

6. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued. No building permit shall be issued for any
building on a parcel of land in the Antelope Hills Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has
been paid in full as set forth above.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE SCHEDULE OF FEES AND RATES FOR
WATER SERVICE WITHIN THE DOS RIOS DIVISION OF THE GUNNISON
COUNTY WATER AND SEWER DISTRICT

THIS RESOLUTION SUPERSEDES RESOLUTION 18-60

WHEREAS, pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-402(1)(f), the Board of County
Commissioners of Gunnison County, Colorado may prescribe, revise and collect, in advance or
otherwise, rates, fees, tolls and charges, including but not limited to availability fees, tap fees, and
reasonable delinquency penalties for water facilities; and

WHEREAS, Gunnison County must upgrade and maintain the water lines and treatment
facilities within the Dos Rios Division; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of County Commissioners not to pay for such
costs from the capital reserve;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners that:

1. Schedule of Rates. The rate schedule is adopted each year as part of the budget
process and is available as Appendix A attached hereto. The schedule of rates will remain in full
force and effect for the calendar year for which it was approved. The rate structure will be
published in the newspaper and is available from the Gunnison County Finance Office at 200 East
Virginia, Gunnison, CO 81230. Any past due account shall be subject to a penalty charge of 1%
per month or portion thereof, and any past due amount may, at the option of the Gunnison County
Finance Office, be certified for collection in the manner as though they were part of the taxes
pursuant to Colorado Revised Statute 30-20-420.

2. Residential Water User Fees. User fees for each residence will be charged upon
final meter inspection by the Gunnison County Utility Department. Any user with a three-quarter
inch (3/4”) meter will be considered a residential user for billing purposes. Additionally, all
integrated secondary residences, secondary or accessory residences, multiple-family residences,
townhomes, or condominiums will be billed at the residential rate. Base user fees will be billed in
advance and overage user fees will be billed in arrears.

3. Commercial Water User Fees. User fees for each commercial connection will be
charged upon final meter inspection by the Gunnison County Utility Department. Base user fees
will be billed in advance and overage user fees will be billed in arrears. The base user fee will
equal the product of the Equivalent Residential Units (ERUs), seventy-five percent (75%), and the
current residential base rate according to Appendix A attached hereto. The ERUs will equal the






product of the factor according to Appendix C and the number of factor units according to
Appendix C.

The base gallons for each commercial connection will equal the product of the ERUs and the
residential base gallons according to Appendix A attached hereto.

4. Availability of Service Fee. An availability of service fee will be charged for each
parcel of real property in the Dos Rios Division which has water service available to that parcel
but which parcel is not connected to the Division water lines. The availability of service fee will
start on the date of final board approval for proposed property developments, subdivisions, etc.

5. Tap Connection Fee. There is a fee for water service tap connection within the Dos
Rios Division for each connection based on Appendix B attached hereto according to meter size.
The tap connection includes the cost of a Gunnison County water meter and required installation
materials. This fee also includes the first inspection of the meter. If an additional inspection is
required, the additional inspection fee will be charged.

6. Excessive Connection Costs. Water service will be extended to the property line,
unless cost of such extension of service exceeds three thousand dollars ($3,000) or the product of
the number of new users to be served by said sewer extension and three thousand dollars ($3,000).
Costs exceeding three thousand dollars for a single user or the product of the number of new users
to be served by said sewer extension and three thousand dollars ($3,000) will be the sole
responsibility of the property owner(s) to be served. An estimate of the total costs will be provided
to users in advance of work performed. Such work will be managed by Gunnison County staff.

7. Building Permit Shall Not Be Issued. No building permit shall be issued for any
building on a parcel of land in the Dos Rios Division unless the tap fee for that parcel has been
paid in full as set forth above.

8. Minimum Charges. Any property connected to the system shall pay the minimum
rate for four quarters per year whether or not the property is occupied or the water system is used.

0. Perpetual Lien. Until paid, all fees, rates, tolls, penalties, interests on delinquencies,
and other costs shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served, and any such
lien may be collected in any manner legally permissible, including certification to the Gunnison
County Treasurer as provided by law.

10.  Additional Inspection Fee. The first inspection of the water service line is included
with the meter fee. If an additional inspection is required, the additional inspection fee will be
charged.

11.  Repair Responsibility. Customers are responsible for costs associated with leaks
and repairs that occur after water has passed through the curb stop. The County is responsible for
costs associated with leaks and repairs on the main line, the service line that reaches from the main
line to the curb stop, and the curb stop.






12. Meter Malfunction. Should a customer reasonably and prudently believe a meter
is malfunctioning, a replacement meter and/or readout will be provided free of charge. The
replacement meter and/or readout must be installed by a licensed plumber at the customer’s
expense.

13.  Fees May Be Amended. The fees hereby established may be amended from time
to time by the Board of County Commissioners. It is the intention of the Board of County
Commissioners that a review of the fees and rates be conducted each year, if such review is not
conducted, the then current fees shall remain in full force and effect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT these fees shall remain in effect until changed by
resolution by the Board of County Commissioners.

October 16, 2019

The October 16, 2019 Board of Equalization meeting was held in the Board of County
Commissioners Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue,
Gunnison. Present were:

Jonathan Houck, Chairperson John Messner, Vice-Chairperson
Roland Mason, Commissioner Elizabeth Mense, Clerk to the Board

Assessor Kristy McFarland, Senior Assessment Analyst William Spicer, Appraiser III Bob
Blackett, Appraisal Analyst Alexandra Cohen and others were present and participated as
indicated in the text.

NOTICE: The Petitioner’'s and Assessor’s exhibits for each case are located in their
individual Board of Equalization files.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Houck called the October 16, 2019 meeting of the County
Board of Equalization to order at 8:30 am.

CBOE #304-306; Cagan

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property locations and attributes. The properties
are vacant land parcels located South of town towards the Saguache County line near County
Road 42. The parcels consist of primarily of rolling terrain and sage brush. The parcels are not
being used for agricultural purposes. They are currently valued and classified as vacant land.
The parcels are located in Tier I sage grouse habitat. The Assessor’s Office is recommending a
downward adjustment to $116,930 for CBOE #304, $63,370 for CBOE #305 and $68,830 for
CBOE #306.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner thanked the Board
for the recommended value adjustments.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to approve the
downward adjustments on CBOE #304 — 306 as presented. Motion carried.

CBOE #322; Burt

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is located south of the City of Gunnison on County Road 38. The parcel is 40 acres.
The terrain is primarily sloping sage brush and has seasonal privately maintained access.
Thirteen comparable sales from Economic Area 8 were presented. The subject property is
located on Tier I sage grouse habitat. The Assessor’s Office stated that market analysis
indicated that a downward adjustment is warranted and that adjustment has been applied in
determining the current valuation of $62,230.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner discussed the 2015
sage grouse study he had done and indicated that study revealed that there were very limited
allowable uses and no guarantee of future use. The Petitioner has been trying to sell the parcel
since 2015 with no success. The parcel was on contract earlier this year but the seller backed
out. The Petitioner indicated that the parcel has no developmental or use potential and no
market value.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #322.
Motion carried.

CBOE #342; Hovanec

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is located in the upper area of Roaring Judy Ranch subdivision. It is located in
Economic Area 6. It is a heavily treed lot, similar to upper treed lots in Round Mountain within
Roaring Judy subdivision. The parcel is of typical size, does not have a well, and is not hindered
by any encroaching easements.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner argued that the
parcel is not worth $420,000 and wouldn't sell for that amount. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $259,000 and additional comparable sales.
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The Board requested to review additional comparable sales.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to continue the hearing
for CBOE #342. Motion carried.

CBOE #321; RE D 15 LLC (Rep: Michael O’Loughlin)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is located in Red Mountain Ranch upper loop in the Upper East River Valley. It has an
installed well and above average views, both of which were confirmed by physical inspection.
The Assessor’s Office stated that market analysis in Economic Area 6 indicated that those
characteristics significantly contribute to the value. Upward adjustments have been applied to
the property’s base value of $390,000. The current value is $546,000.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Michael O’Loughlin was present
for the hearing. He stated that his client purchased the property in 2015 with the well in place
for $375,000. He argued that the sale of subject property itself should’'ve been used in
determining the value since there is no better comparable. Attorney O’Loughlin requested that
the CBOE decrease the value to $375,000. The property has been on the market for three years
with no offers.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #321.
Motion carried.

CBOE #308; Ortiz (Rep: Aaron Huckstep)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located in Red Mountain Ranch upper loop in Upper East River
Valley. Two vacant land sales were presented. The subject property has an installed well and
outstanding views, both of which were confirmed by physical inspection. The Assessor’s Office
stated that market analysis in Economic Area 6 indicated that those characteristics significantly
contribute to the value. Upward adjustments have been applied to the base value of $390,000
per site. The current value is $702,000. SAA Spicer also noted that the subject property is
located along the road and has a driveway.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Aaron Huckstep was present for
the hearing. The Petitioner and his representative requested that the value to be adjusted to
$207,500.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #308.
Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 9:50 am. The meeting resumed at
9:57 am.

CBOE #14; Reeves

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located in Meridian Lake Meadows subdivision within Economic
Area 6. SAA Spicer stated that the sale price of vacant lots within the subdivision increase based
on lot size and elevation. The subject property sold within the current reappraisal timeframe
with a time adjusted sales price of $119,221 but the price was significantly below market
value. The current value is $196,000.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner purchased the lot
for $115,000 on February 7th, 2018 in an arm’s length, open market transaction. The lot was
originally priced at $260,000 in April 2015. The price was reduced over time. The Petitioner
argued that the property should be valued at $145,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #14.
Motion carried.

CBOE #347; Kincade

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel in Meridian Lake Meadows Subdivision. SAA Spicer stated that
the sale price of vacant lots within the subdivision increase based on lot size and elevation. The
subject property was contracted for sale prior to the end of the reappraisal timeframe and
closed on 7/7/18 at the contracted price of $245,000. The sales price was consistent with sales
of vacant lots similar in size, location and views. SAA explained that based on its own sale and
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an analysis of sales within Meridian Lake Meadows, the current value of $245,000 is
appropriate.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation arguing that the valuation should be $200,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #347.
Motion carried.

CBOE #2; LW Development LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located on Black Diamond Trail in the Summit subdivision in Mt
Crested Butte. SAA Spicer stated that the parcel is very steep and will likely require extensive
engineering in order to be developed. It currently has a downward adjustment of -0.55 for
steepness, an upward adjustment of 0.30 for oversized lot, and an upward adjustment of 0.15
for ski-in/ski-out access. The Petitioner recently purchased the property but the sale was
contracted and consummated after the appraisal dated for the current valuation cycle and
cannot be considered for this appeal. The lowest sale price in Summit subdivision during the
data gathering period has a time adjusted sales price of $160,650. That particular lot also has
significant buildability issues, including steepness and unstable soil, but has superior views to
the subject property. The Assessor’s Office is recommending removal of the

upward adjustments because the attributes are of little value given the engineering challenges.
The Assessor’s Office is recommending a downward adjustment to $145,800.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner purchased the
property in August 2018 for $15,000. The Petitioner noted that the property has not had any
improvements and has significant issues.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #2 to $145,800. Motion carried.

CBOE #303; Jennings

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located in Skyland River neighborhood. It is zoned for multi-
family use. SAA Spicer noted that a very similar lot on the opposite side of the street sold within
the reappraisal timeframe with a time adjusted sales price of $138,686 and was recently
granted a permit for construction of a duplex.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner said that he had
the property re-designated as a single-family home and has the documentation approved by
Board of County Commissioners on July 19, 2016. The Petitioner believes that the value should
be $62,500.

SSA Spicer and the Board requested that the Petitioner email the above-mentioned
documentation so they can review it and determine whether a value adjustment is warranted.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to continue the hearing
for CBOE #303. Motion carried.

CBOE #15; Brown

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel Ohio Meadows Subdivision. The parcel is located within
Economic Area 1 and is valued at $72,000. The Assessor’s Office presented six comparable
sales.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $60,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #15.
Motion carried.

CBOE #17; Herkert & Meisel Trunk Co

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located in the Lost Canyon Resort subdivision. It is a 4.034 acre
parcel located on the Gunnison River with approximately 540 feet of river frontage. SAA Spicer
stated that river lots in Lost Canyon Resort subdivision were valued using Economic Area 1 river
sales based on the median acreage of lots within the subdivision. Four comparable sales were
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presented. The current value is $270,200.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner argued that the
sales used in determining the valuation were not comparable and requested a valuation of
$172,370.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #17.
Motion carried.

CBOE #318-320; Drilbert Engineering Inc. (Rep: Richard Bratton)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
properties are vacant land parcels in a subdivision that are subject to a Lot Sales Restriction.
The agreement between the original developer and the County requires that certain site
improvements be completed before any lots in the subdivision be sold or built upon. The raw
land value for the entirety of Abril Meadows (9.14 acres) would be $167,200, indicating a
minimum per lot value of $23,890.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Richard Bratton was present for
the hearing. Appraiser Charles Petersen was also present. Attorney Bratton agreed with the
value adjustment to $17,500 each as proposed by the Board.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #318 — 320 to $17,500 each. Motion carried.

CBOE #11 & 12; Gillis

CBOE #12:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel located in Eagles Rest subdivision. Two comparable sales were
presented. SAA Spicer noted that if the property owner can verify that this lot is used in
conjunction with their neighboring residential property, that it would qualify for reclassification
as residential.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner discussed sales
in Arrowhead subdivision that he considers comparable sales. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $37,500.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck to deny the requested
valuation change to CBOE #12 and direct staff to reclassify the subject property to residential.
Motion carried. Commissioner Mason abstained from voting.

CBOE #11.:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a large single-family residence on two legal lots located in Eagles Rest subdivision.
Three comparable sales were presented. There were no sales in the Eagles Rest subdivision.
The comparable sales are from similar subdivisions in the immediate area. The property is
currently valued at $212 per square for a total value of $693,310.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $464,700.

Moved by Commissioner Messner to adjust the valuation to $629,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck to amend the previous
motion and adjust the valuation of CBOE #11 to $628,910. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 12:23 pm. The meeting resumed at
12:58 pm.
CBOE #343; D & M LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a large single-family home located on one acre. It is located in the Johnson Park
area in the southwest portion of the County. The home is well constructed, but doesn’t have
conventional wiring and plumbing. It is categorized as low quality. Three comparable sales were
presented. The property is valued at $158 per square foot for a total value of $223,860.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. They stated that in 2017 the
Assessor’s office lowered the valuation from $286,860 to $183,750. Then in 2019 the new
assessment raised the value from $183,750 to $311,920. The Petitioner stated that they have
not done any improvements to their property to warrant a 22% increase and that they only
have seasonal access. Additionally, they argued that their property does not have the amenities
that the comparable sales have. The Petitioner requested a valuation of $190,000.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #343.
Motion carried.
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CBOE #13; Hoover

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a well-constructed log home of moderate size located in the Arrowhead subdivision.
SAA Spicer discussed 5 comparable sales. He also noted that the sale of the subject property
was originally analyzed with a personal property deduction of $30,000. After follow-up
conversations with the property owner, the deduction was changed to $10,000, resulting in an
adjusted sale price of $255,000 and a time adjusted sales price of $276,420. The Assessor’s
office is recommending a valuation of $275,080.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner indicated that
there were no comparable sales to justify the assessment and requested a valuation of
$230,000.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #13 to
$275,080. Motion carried.

CBOE #346; Burnett

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant land parcel along with a new, well built 1,200 square foot storage / garage
building which is classified as a non-residential structure on vacant land. The comparable sales
examples are sales of vacant land properties with non-residential structures. SAA Spicer stated
that because this is a new, non-residential structure, the cost approach to value is also
applicable and supports the current value of approximately $110 per square foot currently
attributed to the structure. The Assessor’s office is recommending a valuation of $199,070.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner stated that they
live at the subject property year-round and personally maintain access to the property. The
Petitioner argued that due to the improvements made, that the property should be classified as
residential instead of vacant. The Petitioner requested a valuation of $177,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #346 to $177,500. Motion carried.

CBOE #18; Hall

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a small single-family residence located northwest of the Town of Marble. It is
relatively new and of average quality. The Assessor’s office presented six comparable sales. The
Assessor’s office is recommending a valuation of $253,570.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner argued that their
property does not have the same amenities as the comparable sales. The residence is off-grid
and does not have County road maintenance. The Petitioner requested a valuation of $151,800.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #18 to $242,270. Motion carried.

CBOE #313; Dimberio

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a small single-family residence currently under construction. It is located northwest
of the Town of Marble. As of the current assessment date of 1/1/19, the structure was
approximately 10% complete and is reflected in its 2019 classification and actual value. The
Assessor’s office presented three comparable sales. The subject property will receive a new
valuation for 2020, based on its level of construction on 1/1/2020 and any new information the
Assessor becomes aware of regarding property characteristics. The Assessor’s office is
recommending a value of $88,220.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner stated that the
comparable sales presented by the Assessor’s office aren't really comparable. The Petitioner
stated that as of June 30, 2018 their property’s raw land value was $7,000 and that they
received their building permit in July and put the foundation in, in October of 2018. The
Petitioner indicated that the size of their residence, seasonal access and lack of electricity
should be considered.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #313 to $76,920. Motion carried.
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CBOE #341; Minor

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a single-family residence located Prospector Trail northwest of the Town of Marble.
Three comparable sales were presented. The property is currently valued at $231 per square
foot with a total value of $372,980.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner stated that there is
no electricity and that the road that accesses the property is privately maintained. The
Petitioner argued that comparable values are between $180,000 - $240,000. The Petitioner
requested a valuation of $290,000.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #341.
Motion carried.

CBOE #337 & 338; Breidenbaugh

CBOE #338:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a remote parcel located in the most distant portion of Gunnison Highlands North.
The road that accesses the property is in poor condition. Properties in this vicinity are
considerably harder to get to than the properties located in the lower portions. SAA Spicer also
noted that if the property owner can verify that this parcel is used in conjunction with their
neighboring residential property, it would qualify for reclassification to residential. The
Assessor’s office is recommending lowering the valuation to $100,000.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $100,000. The Petitioner confirmed that vacant lot is used in conjunction with the
residential property.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #338 to $100,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner to amend the previous motion to
adjust the value CBOE #338 to $100,000 and reclassify the property as residential. Motion
carried.

CBOE #337:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a remote and primitive cabin located in the most distant portion of Gunnison
Highlands North. The road that accesses the property is in poor condition. Properties in this
vicinity are considerably harder to get to than the properties located in the lower portions. The
Assessor’s office is recommending lowering the value to $212,320.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $176,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #337 to $212,320. Motion carried.

CBOE #330; Booth

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a remote and primitive cabin located in Gunnison Highlands North. This property is
harder to access than the properties in the lower portion of Gunnison Highlands. The Assessor’s
office is recommending to lower the value to $215,200.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner thanked the
Board and Assessor’s office for the valuation change.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner to adjust the value of CBOE
#330 to $215,200. Motion carried.

CBOE #331; Owen

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a remote and primitive cabin located in the most distant part of Gunnison Highlands
North. This property is harder to access than properties in the lower portion of Gunnison
Highlands. The Assessor’s office is recommending lowering the valuation to 283,400.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $226,000.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust the value of
CBOE #331 to $283,400. Motion carried.
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BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 3:31 pm. The meeting resumed at
3:49 pm.

CBOE #3; Goodman

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is single family residence located in Madsen Lake Fork Cove. Three comparable sales
were presented. It is valued at $110 per square foot for a total value of $158,830.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $111,620.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #3. Motion
carried.

CBOE #4; Spector Revocable Trust

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a newer, well-constructed single-family residence. It is located in the Spring
Meadows subdivision north of Gunnison. Three comparable sales were presented, all of which
are located directly on Ohio Creek. The property is valued at $236 per square for a total value
of $654,430.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner presented
comparable sales using time adjusted values and requested a valuation of $549,008.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #4. Motion
carried.

CBOE #5; Spector Revocable Trust

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is single family residence located along the Gunnison River in Rockey River Estates. It
is located approximately four miles north of Gunnison. Five comparable sales were presented. It
is currently valued at $279 per square foot for a total value of $511,700.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner presented
comparable sales using time adjusted values and requested a valuation of $434,169. The
Petitioner purchased the property in 2005. During the last appraisal cycle, the lot value was
$132,300. With improvements the value was $202,170 for a total value of $334,470. The new
appraisal is $511,700. The Petitioner argued that the nearly 53% increase isn’t warranted.
Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #5. Motion
carried.

CBOE #314; Stone

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a single-family residence located approximately one mile west of Gunnison on
County Road 18. The current structure was constructed in 2007, partially reusing the foundation
of a manufactured home. The Assessor’s office changed the effective year built

from 2007 to 2003, resulting in an adjusted value of $485,890. SAA Spicer presented five
comparable sales. SAA Spicer also noted that the properties adjacent to the subject property
are used to store heavy equipment, trucks and general construction debris. It is possible that
could have an impact on the subject property’s marketability and appeal.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $355,000 and presented an appraisal for the subject property dated February 7th,
2018.

The Board consensus was to continue CBOE #314 to allow time for the Assessor’s office to
analyze whether an outside influence adjustment is justified.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to continue the hearing
for CBOE #314. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 4:29 pm. The meeting resumed at
4:31 pm.
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CBOE #368; Esposito

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a very large single-family residence with a large attached garage. It is located in the
Gothic corridor between Crested Butte and Mt Crested Butte. Three comparable sales were
presented. The Assessor’s office is recommending a valuation of $2,709,420.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $1,555,640. The Petitioner argued that the condition of the property was changed
from good to very good but no improvements were made and a physical inspection wasn't
done. The Petitioner also noted the close proximity to the road and the resulting noise.

The Board requested that the Assessor’s office complete an onsite inspection.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to continue the hearing
for CBOE #368. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 4:54 pm. The meeting resumed at
4:55 pm.

CBOE #326-329; Gorman

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser III Blackett explained the property location and attributes. The
subject properties are commercial units located on the second floor of the Ore Bucket
Commercial Center Condominiums. The building is located at the intersection of Sixth Street
and Maroon Avenue. Three comparable sales were presented. The Assessor’s office is
recommending the following valuations: $218,620 for CBOE #326, $122,890 for CBOE #327,
$100,640 for CBOE #328 and $236,050 for CBOE #329.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner stated that they
have had Unit 8 on the market since April of 2019. It is currently listed at $149,900 and there
has been no interest. The Petitioner argued that the Bullion King Condos located at 419 Sixth
Street are more comparable to their properties.

Assessor McFarland recommended continuing CBOE #326 — 329 to allow time for the Assessor’s
office to conduct an onsite inspection of the Ore Bucket and Bullion King buildings.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to continue the hearing
for CBOE #326 — 329. Motion carried.

CBOE #372; Hayoun

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is located in Mt Crested Butte. It was built in 1978 and is in average condition.
Five comparable sales were presented. It is currently valued at $368 per square foot for a total
value of $392,510.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
presented 14 comparable sales and requested a valuation of $307,480.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #372 to $387,030. Motion carried.

CBOE #370; Wynn

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is one unit within a two-unit condominium building, located in Skyland. Five
comparable sales were presented, including the unit that is located adjacent to the subject
property. The property is currently valued at $361 per square foot for a total value of $624,270.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner stated that the
subject property is nearly 40 years old and poorly constructed. It is poorly insulated and as a
result, has extremely high utility costs. The Petitioner requested a valuation of $475,000.
Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Houck to deny CBOE #370.
Motion carried.

ADJOURN: Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjourn
the meeting. The October 16, 2019 meeting of the Board of Equalization adjourned at 5:49 pm.

October 21, 2019

The October 21, 2019 Board of Equalization meeting was held in the Board of County
Commissioners Meeting Room in the Gunnison County Courthouse at 200 East Virginia Avenue,
Gunnison. Present were:

Jonathan Houck, Chairperson John Messner, Vice-Chairperson
Roland Mason, Commissioner Elizabeth Mense, Clerk to the Board

Assessor Kristy McFarland, Senior Assessment Analyst William Spicer, Appraiser III Bob
Blackett, Appraisal Analyst Alexandra Cohen and others were present and participated as
indicated in the text.

NOTICE: The Petitioner’'s and Assessor’s exhibits for each case are located in their
individual Board of Equalization files.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Houck called the October 21, 2019 meeting of the County
Board of Equalization to order at 8:26 am.

CBOE #323-324; Petrie

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
properties are nearly identical and were discussed together. The property is an older residential
duplex located south of Highway 50 in the City of Gunnison. Three comparable sales were
presented. SAA Spicer stated that sales of the most similar duplex properties in Economic Area
1 support the current values of the properties. The Assessor’s office recommended a valuation
of $168,940 for CBOE #323 and $168,830 for CBOE #324.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $145,000 for CBOE #323 and CBOE #324. The Petitioner stated that the subject
properties would not sell for $168,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #323 and 324 to $160,650 each. Motion carried.

CBOE #310; Systers Inc

The Assessor’s office and the Petitioner reached a stipulation agreement on CBOE #310 per the
email dated Wednesday, October 16%, 2019. The value was adjusted from $976,150 to
$670,190.

Moved Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust the value of CBOE
#310 to $670,190 based on the stipulation agreement. Motion carried.

CBOE #369; Burch

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a single-family residence located on a two-acre lot located on Spring Creek. There is
a small, primitive accessory dwelling that has basic utility as a summer cabin. Three comparable
sales were presented. The Assessor’s office is recommending a valuation adjustment from
$613,820 to $516,860. SAA Spicer stated that the sales of properties in the Spring Creek area
support the adjusted value.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $510,200.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust CBOE #369 to
$516,860. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 8:54 am. The meeting resumed at
8:57 am.

CBOE #374; Venard

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a newer, moderately sized single-family residence located on a 4.1-acre parcel on
County Road 17, approximately two miles from downtown Gunnison. Three comparable sales
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were presented. SAA Spicer noted that the subject property is located adjacent to the owner’s
business, a dog boarding kennel, which can generate significant noise at times. SAA Spicer
indicated that it is possible that this factor may have some negative effect on the desirability
and market appeal of the subject property. SAA Spicer discussed the possibility of an outside
influence adjustment to account for the noise. The subject property is currently valued at
$469,820.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $400,000. The subject property was appraised twice and valued at $400,000 but
with limited marketability. The property owners were denied refinancing for $380,000.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the value of
CBOE #374 to $400,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to withdraw the previous
motion and continue the hearing for CBOE #374. Motion carried.

CBOE #344; Hemminghaus Trust

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a very large, good quality single family residence located on a 14.42-acre parcel on
the East River in AlImont. Three comparable sales were presented. SAA Spicer noted that the
subject property land is divided by the East River, with the house located on the easterly 7.42-
acre parcel. The westerly 7-acres is inaccessible from the house or road. The Assessor’s office is
recommending adjusting the value to $1,258,410 to account for the inaccessible acreage.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
requested a valuation of $1,200,000.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #344 from $1,438,720 to $1,258,410. Motion carried.

CBOE #9; Lord

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a new, well-constructed townhome unit located in the lower area of Crested Butte
South. Three comparable sales were presented. The property is valued at $306 per square foot
for a total value of $557,950.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitted documentation requesting a valuation of $525,000. The Petitioner stated that their
property went under contract on December 30th, 2017 and closed on July 18th, 2018 for the
contracted amount of $525,000. Additionally, the Petitioner noted that they don't have a yard or
deck area like some of the comparable properties. The subject property is a modular home.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #9. Motion
carried.

CBOE #333-334; Gibson

CBOE #334:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a vacant lot in Hidden River Ranch. SAA Spicer stated that there were three vacant
land sales within the subdivision during the data gathering period, including the subject
property, which sold with a time adjusted sales price of $472,553. All of the lots are similar in
size and location. The current value of subject property is $472,000.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $422,500. The Board reviewed the documentation
submitted by the Petitioner.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #334.
Motion carried.

CBOE #333:

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a good quality log home located adjacent to the East River in Hidden River Ranch.
The subject property is a sale within the data gathering period, with a time adjusted sales price
of $1,655,695. Three additional comparable sales were presented. SAA Spicer stated that the
sale of the subject property and other similar properties in Economic Area 6 support its current
value of $ 1,619,590.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $1,423,056. The Board reviewed the documentation
provided by the Petitioner.
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Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #333.
Motion carried. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 10:01 am. The meeting resumed at
10:14 am.

CBOE #332; Pitt

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a newer single-family residence in Allen Homes Sites. It is located on a 1.15-acre
parcel adjacent to Cement Creek. Three comparable sales were presented. Based on the
comparison to the most similar sold properties, the Assessor is recommending adjusting the
value from $927,040 to $857,720.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner indicated that
the value of their property as of June 30, 2018 was $742,558. The Petitioner discussed the
comparable sales.

Moved Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust the valuation of
CBOE #332 to $857,720. Motion carried.

CBOE #16; Robeth One Ltd

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a single-family residence located on 35.1-acre parcel in the upper area of Red
Mountain Ranch. The structure is well built, but the exterior and interior are dated. The upper
floor includes higher end finishes while the lower floor is relatively plain. The quality rating was
changed from good to average during the Assessor level appeal earlier in 2019. SAA Spicer
stated that sales of similar properties in the area support the subject property’s current value of
$1,636,640.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
presented documentation requesting a valuation of $1,300,000. Additionally, he estimated that
his land is overvalued by at least $250,000. The Petitioner agreed that the style of their
residence would likely affect marketability.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #16.
Motion carried.

CBOE #348; Spotted Hawk Investments LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a good quality log home located on 35 acres in Trappers Crossing South. It includes
an accessory barn with a living area above. It is lower in quality compared to the main house.
The main house is located approximately 400 feet from Highway 135. The subject property was
a sale during the data gathering period with a time adjusted sales price of $2,276,400. Two
additional comparable sales were presented. All comparable sales presented were on similar
sized land parcels. SAA Spicer stated that overall, the sales of similar properties in Economic
Area 6 support the current valuation of $2,391,140.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $2,100,000.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #348.
Motion carried.

CBOE #335; McDonald Trust (Rep: Paradigm Tax Group)

Commissioner Houck attempted to call Beth Diehl with Paradigm Tax Group at 11:02 am. There
was no answer. Commissioner Houck left a voicemail stating that the Board will attempt to call
back.

CBOE #307; Elmore

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is a condominium unit located within the Evergreen Condos. Five comparable
sales were presented. One of the comparable sales is located within the same building as the
subject property. The subject property is currently valued at $289 per square foot for a total
value of $460,560.
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Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $367,332.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #307.
Motion carried.

CBOE #373; Whittaker Revocable Trust

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is a 1,992 square foot condominium unit located within Silver Ridge
condominiums. It has access and proximity ratings of very good and has direct ski access and
good views. Four comparable sales were presented. The subject property is currently valued at
$633 per square foot for a total value of $1,310,410. Appraisal Analyst Cohen noted that the
Assessor’s office attempted to reach the property owners during the assessor level appeal
process to ask questions. An email was sent to inquire about the condition of the interior as the
Assessor’s office does not have pictures of the interior to review. They were unable to reach the
property owners.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $1,153,160.

Motion carried.

CBOE #335; McDonald Trust (Rep: Paradigm Tax Group)

21, 2019 at 7:48 AM and stated that she would not be participating in the hearing and
requested an Administrative Denial.

Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #335.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 11:26 am. The meeting resumed at
12:43 pm.

CBOE #371; Spinney

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a newer, good quality single family residence located in the Verzuh Ranch
Annexation within the Town of Crested Butte. It has a small accessory garage living area that
cannot be used as a separate dwelling by deed restriction. The subject property was a sale
within the data gathering timeframe with a time adjusted sales price of $1,924,919. Two
comparable sales were presented. SAA Spicer stated that sales of similar properties within the
Town of Crested Butte support the current value of $1,850,360.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitting documentation requesting a valuation of $1,153,160. The Petitioner argued that the
comparable sales presented by the Assessor’s office are not comparable to their property.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #371.
Motion carried.

CBOE #8; Young (Rep: David Leinsdorf)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a Victorian era single family residence located on a 3,125 square foot parcel in
Crested Butte’s desirable northwest quarter. It is well maintained and has been updated. The
Assessor’s office has considered the busy street and small parcel and accounted for it in their
valuation. Five comparable sales were presented. SAA Spicer stated that sales of similar quality
homes in Crested Butte support the current value of $803,160.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney David Leinsdorf was present for
the hearing. Attorney Leinsdorf on behalf of his client, requested a valuation of $701,320.
Moved by Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #8. Motion
carried.

CBOE #312; Medved

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a Victorian era single family residence that is well maintained and recently updated.
It is located on a 6,000 square foot parcel in the northwest quarter of Crested Butte. Three
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comparable sales were presented. It is valued at $501 per square foot with a total value of
$1,265,320. SAA Spicer explained the undersized lot adjustment. SAA Spicer stated that
applying an undersized lot adjustment and changing the condition to average would result in a
valuation of $1,114,700.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $1,015,427. The Petitioner stated that the subject
property located at 723 Maroon is situated on an unusual lot in a high-density neighborhood.
There is no garage and no possibly for building a garage. The subject property was on the
market from 10/15/15 — 4/15/16 for $825,000 and received no offers.

Moved Commissioner Messner, seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjust CBOE #312 from
$1,265,320 to $1,114,700 and change the condition to average. Motion carried.

CBOE #366; Weyel (Rep: Jacob With)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is an exceptionally large, 9,150 square foot single family residence. It is excellent
quality and includes a substantial accessory house of very high quality. It is located on a 35-
acre parcel with outstanding views. There is easy access to both Crested Butte and Mt Crested
Butte. SAA Spicer explained that when the considering the combined square footage of both
improvements, there were no sales of properties that were both equivalent size and quality
during the data gathering period. Five sales of properties similar or of slightly lesser quality
were presented. SAA Spicer indicated that overall, the most similar properties in Economic Area
6 support the current value of $768 per square foot for a total value of $7,026,160.
Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Jacob With was present for the
hearing. The subject property was purchased in 2010 for $3,000,000. Attorney With explained
that this particular property has no comparable sales. Additionally, he argued that the
comparables presented by the Assessor’s office do not have detached secondary residences.
Attorney With stated that the subject property is incorrectly classified as excellent quality
construction and is more comparable to residences of good quality construction. Attorney With,
on behalf of his client, recommended a valuation of $5,722,8000.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to deny CBOE #366.
Motion carried.

CBOE #375; Zemel

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is a unit located within Golf Villas at Skyland condominium complex. Three
comparable sales were presented. All three comparable properties are located within the same
complex as the subject property. The unit quality and condition are similar. The subject
property is currently valued at $375 per square foot for a total of $424,680.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitted documentation requesting a valuation of $381,724. The Petitioner explained why he
felt the comparable sales presented by the Assessor’s office were not comparable to their
property.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #375.
Motion carried.

CBOE #1; Dos Amigos

Assessor’s Case: Appraisal Analyst Cohen explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is a condominium unit in building B of the Chateaux complex on Mt Crested
Butte. The unit’s windows face the parking lot. Building B also faces the Timbers condominiums.
Three comparable sales were presented. The subject property is currently valued at $287 per
square foot for a total of $364,970.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitted documentation requesting a valuation of $340,000. The Petitioner indicated that a
valuation reduction is warranted because of the views of the parking lot, close proximity to
neighbors and it being situated near the bus line.

Moved Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to deny CBOE #1. Motion
carried.
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CBOE #315; Ferrell

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. The subject
property is a condominium unit located on the 5 floor of the Mountaineer Square
condominiums. All five comparable sales examples are from the Mountaineer Square
condominiums. The subject property is currently valued at $522 per square foot for a total
value of $439,370.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitted documentation requesting a valuation of $350,000. The Petitioner purchased the
property on August 24", 2010 for $230,000. It was unfurnished without the turn-key amenities
often included in other Mountaineer Square unit sales.

CBOE #339-340; Tashandy LLC

CBOE #339:

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser III Blackett explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is a commercial / residential mixed-use property located within the central
business district. The valuation was decreased from $742,800 to $668,090 during the assessor
level appeal. It is currently valued at $668,090.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $550,000 which was the original purchase price.

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CBOE #316:

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser III Blackett explained the property location and attributes. The
subject property is Unit C within the Virginia Business Park condominium plat. It is located at
509 West Virginia Avenue. It is average quality construction and condition. The subject property
is located along the alley-way and therefore the Assessor’s office is recommending an
adjustment in value from $219,940 to $127,200.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $110,000. The Petitioner noted that financial
documentation including income and profit and loss statements were submitted to the
Assessor’s office. The Petitioner discussed the market and income approach to valuation.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #316 to

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated via telephone. The Petitioner submitted
documentation requesting a valuation of $110,000. The Petitioner noted that financial
documentation including income and profit and loss statements were submitted to the
Assessor’s office. The Petitioner discussed the market and income approach to valuation.
Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #317 to

CBOE #21; Equirent LLC

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained the property location and attributes. SAA Spicer
explained that the Assessor’s office is recommending to adjust the value of the subject property
to from $1,247,370 to $881,380 based on the income approach, using data that was derived
from the sale of commercial units in Gunnison Mountain Meadows Mall and the typical income
and expense information from similar commercial properties within the area. The sale of units
1-6 in Gunnison Mountain Meadows Mall closed on August 17, 2018 at $1,210,000, but was
contracted at essentially the same price on June 13%, 2018 prior to the appraisal date for the
2019 appraisal.

The
second level is two apartment units just under 2,000 square feet. Six comparable properties
were presented. The Assessor’s office is recommending a value of $273.89 per square foot for a
total value of $1,294,970.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
submitted documentation requesting a valuation of $518,750. The Petitioner stated that the
3,000 square foot restaurant space on the first floor has been difficult to lease because the
number of businesses seeking that amount of space is limited and it is not located on Elk
Avenue. The existing tenant’s lease expires on May 21, 2020 and they do not intend to renew.
The income approach to valuation was also discussed.

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Three commercial sales from the Town of Crested Butte were presented. The Assessor’s office
is recommending a value of $443,350.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner was present for the hearing. The Petitioner requested a
valuation of $394,735. The Petitioner noted that their unit is on the second floor of a building
on an alley off of Elk Avenue. It is often muddy and has views of dumpsters from the unit.
Because of this, the Petitioner believes that their unit’s value should be lower than the
comparables on Elk Avenue. The roof has leaked for a number of years and recently was
replaced, costing the Petitioner’s $35,000. The building requires more maintenance due to its
age.

It is a mixed-
use commercial and residential property. The Assessor’s office presented three comparable
sales. The Assessor’s office stated that when they analyzed the sale of the subject property,
they discovered that the 1,200 square foot building that they had classified as a residential
storage shed was actually being used by the prior owner as a commercial workshop. That
portion is currently is still being used as a commercial workshop. The property was initially
valued at $2,226,670 and reduced to $1,781,030 after the Assessor level review. The Assessor’s
office is now recommending that the value of the residential portion remain unchanged at

The
subject property is the Tractor Supply building. It is a commercial property located at 1125
North Main Street in Gunnison. Three commercial sales were presented, including the subject
property. The Assessor’s office is recommending a value of $3,583,850.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Ethan Horn, participated in the
hearing via telephone. Attorney Horn stated that the subject property is valued in excess of fair
market value based on cost, market and income approaches. The valuation of $2,910,094 was
requested.

The reduction was
achieved by reviewing the use of the commercial units, reanalyzing the parking levels value
and confirming the adjustments applied to the hotel units.
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Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner’s representative, Attorney Ethan Horn, participated in the
hearing via telephone. He thanked the Assessor’s office for the recommended downward
adjustment but indicated that an additional adjustment is warranted. Attorney Horn, on behalf
of his client, requested a valuation of $15,333,260.

SAA Spicer stated that the recommended
adjustment reflects valuation of Unit 5A based on the combined square footage of Unit 5A and
Unit 2.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner did not participate in the hearing.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded Messner by Commissioner to adjust CBOE #376 to
$109,630. Motion carried.

CBOE #326-329; Gorman (Continued Hearing)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained that during the October 16%, 2019 hearing, the Board
requested that the Assessor’s office perform a physical inspection on the subject properties.
After inspection of the units, the Assessor’s office determined that these units should have a
condition rating of below average. The Assessor’s office is recommending the following
downward adjustments: CBOE #326 to $163,970, CBOE #327 to $92,170, CBOE #328 to
$75,480 and CBOE #329 to $177,040.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioners were present for the hearing. The Petitioners thanked the
Assessor’s office for performing the physical inspection and for the recommended adjustments
but stated they felt additional adjustments were warranted.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Houck to adjust CBOE #326 to
$163,970. Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #327 to
$92,170. Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #328 to
$75,480. Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Mason, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #329 to
$177,040. Motion carried.

CBOE #374; Venard (Continued Hearing)

Assessor’s Case: SAA Spicer explained that at the previous hearing, the Board requested that
the Assessor’s office analyze the impact to value of noise from boarding kennels on the
neighboring lot. The Assessor’s office has identified sales data that indicates a downward
adjustment to the improvement value of 25% is warranted. Therefore, the Assessor’s office is
recommending a downward adjustment from $469,820 to $371,470.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner participated in the hearing via telephone. The Petitioner
agree with the Assessor’s recommendation.

Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Mason to adjust CBOE #374

to $371,470. Motion carried.

CBOE #365; Coal Creek Investments LLC (Continued Hearing)

Assessor’s Case: Appraiser III Blackett explained that the Assessor’s office is recommending a
downward outside influence adjustment of 15% on the land, due to the location of the property
within a floodplain. The Assessor’s office is recommending a downward adjustment from
$1,099,120 to $1,040,410.

Petitioner’s Case: The Petitioner and his representative, Attorney Jacob With were present for
the hearing. Attorney Wish provided copies of the leases associated with the subject property.
Attorney With argued that an additional adjustment is warranted for the subject property.
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Moved by Commissioner Houck, seconded by Commissioner Messner to adjust CBOE #365 to
$1,040,410. Motion carried.

BREAK: The County Board of Equalization briefly recessed 9:59 am. The meeting resumed at
12:02 pm.

Miscellaneous Classification & Value Changes

SAA Spicer explained the miscellaneous classification and value changes that the Assessor’s
office is requesting.
